Intentional torts:
Assault: is the tort of acting intentionally that is with either general or specific intent, causing the reasonable apprehension of an immediate harmful or offensive contact.
Battery: the tort of intentionally (or, in australia, negligently) and voluntarily bringing about an unconsented harmful or offensive contact with a person or to something closely associated with them (e.g. A hat, a purse). Unlike assault, battery involves an actual contact.
False imprisonment is a restraint of a person in a bounded area without justification or consent. False imprisonment is a common-law felonyand a tort. It applies to private as well as governmental detention.
Trespass to land: occupying (including transit) another's land without lawful right, in person or causing an object to cross the property line.
Trespass is, "any direct and immediate intentional interference with a chattel in the possession of another.
deceit : Fraud or fraudulent misrepresentation or misstatement is where a false statement is made to a person upon which that person relies and as a consequence of relying on that statement suffers some damage. In the case of fraudulent misrepresentation there is a claim in tort under the commonly used name of.
 intentional interference with contractual relations, in the common law of torts, occurs when a person intentionally damages the plaintiff’s contractual or other business relationships. This tort is broadly divided into two categories, one specific to contractual relationships (irrespective of whether they involve business), and the other specific to business relationships or activities (irrespective of whether they involve a contract). There is also a tort of negligent such interference.
Conspiracy are substantially the same as for establishing a criminal conspiracy, i.e. There is an agreement between two or more natural persons to break the law at some time in the future or to achieve a lawful aim by unlawful means.
Intimidation definition: an intentional, economic tort against a person who issues a threat to engage in unlawful conduct if specified demands are not met.
Unlawful interference with economic relations has also been referred to as “interference with a trade or business by unlawful means”, “intentional interference with economic relations”, “causing loss by unlawful means”

Negligence torts:
Occupiers' liability definition: liability of a person who controls land or building(s) in regards to damages caused to others who enter thereon.
[bookmark: _GoBack]Nuisance in english law is an area of tort law broadly divided into two torts; private nuisance, where the actions of the defendant are "causing a substantial and unreasonable interference with a [claimant]'s land or his use or enjoyment of that land", and public nuisance, where the defendant's actions "materially ...
Negligence (lat. Negligentia, from neglegere, to neglect, literally "not to pick up something") is a failure to exercise the care that a reasonably prudent person would exercise in like circumstances. The area of tort law known as negligence involves harm caused by carelessness, not intentional harm.
Professional negligence is a breach of the duty of care between professionals and their clients. The duty of care is a common law arrangement where the client expects a level of professionalism and standards commonly held by those in the profession.

Products liability is a field of tort law which concerns the responsibility of the manufacturer or vendor of a product to ensure that products are safe and do not cause injury.

Strict liability tort means a defendant is held fully liable for any injury sustained by another party regardless of whether the injury was intended. Dangerous animals are just one of three major strict liability categories. Strict liability categories include:
Animals, owned or possessed
Abnormally dangerous acts
Product liability
