· For Machiavelli, you can know if something is real only if you can touch it. 
· UMOTT, politics is not an exact science. More like strong probabilities. Now and then, it is not the case. 
· The prince and the king do not live in the same realm as the people living in the polis.

· Patria/Love Fear/UMOTT (Usually, most of the time)/ Virtù  (terms) 
· They aren’t absolute truths; they are just probabilities.
· You don’t have only one identity. It depends on what person you’re with or the overall context. 
· Machiavelli; there is no such thing as an absolute answer in politics. It is a probability you are looking at. They are the best you can come up with. 
· Warre(Hobbes)—a state where bruiding state. Like before the storm. A state of tension. All the time. It is not a physical war. 
· Fortuna (Machiavelli) possibility of extreme behavior/benefit before. It is a wheel, it turns. On top of the wheel ( when you get god thing without expectations). Life goes up, life goes down. It represents the fluidity of life. There is no absolute you. The negative part of a fluid existence is that there is no political truth that you can say. The upside of that is that if you are down, things are going to get better, it can’t get worse. Just wait. There is always change. @. Fortune is a woman and to conquer her you must beat her to the ground. If you wanted to have your way you did by extreme force (virù ; extreme manliness where you don’t take others’ feelings into consideration). You grab all of fortuna when it is the best for you and you do it by stopping in form turning for a moment. 
· You can never stop the wheel of fortune if you are decent. 
· Cold heart realism
· Giving ordinary people freedom to know the truth about the political sphere will break down the republic. 
· Seeming/Being(becoming) 
· If you conquer a population don’t raise their taxes, do not pay for an army to protect the state get the people of the state to protect the state and do not take their women. 
· There is no science in politics. 
· UMOTT; it should be political studies. 
· Is it better to love or fear, Love is best? If people loves you they will do incredible things for you that they wouldn’t do for others. Things you can’t calculate. 
· If you really love someone, it becomes your downfall becomes now people have something to get a you. 
· Efficiency is not love because when you love someone they have authority over you. That’s why fear is also important.

· Patria/ seeming-being / a la mano / helicoidal / monological 
· Patria; fatherland, the right, there is no fascism in Machiavelli. The great glory of the state. He is very conscious on how you get that glory. Cheating, murdering etc, if people get to know that you got glory from that; it will destroy every glory you build up for the state. It is the most important criteria of value for Machiavelli.  You cannot reject the place you are from (your patria). Aristotle; you are but a sliver from the town you are from, you are born in that place and you owe it your life. Without that town, you would have been nothing. Patria (endogenous/exogenous) starts exo but fast become endo. The place you are born. Your patria preexisted you. Bigger then you while you are alive, and when you’ll die. You can leave that group but you can’t never reject it. 
· Ale mano; effective truth of things, the actual truth. You will never know the reality of something unless you are close enough to something. 
· Public figures must seem like they belong in the polis; normal people. Appear. 
· Greeks believed tha everyone in the polis should be educated with great moral standards. 
· Helicoidal (Dante), Machia (Monological)
· Monoligal l you end up thinking exactly how the author thinks. You write clear straight statement which all lead to the same thing.

Hobbes
· 
· NSPBS ( nasty,solitary, poor, brutish, short)  Hobbes
· Even if you were Christian, which form was the good one.
· How can it rule the society if everyone can have a different interpretation of it? (religion)
· It creates anxiety about salvation. If you don’t follow the rules you’ll go to hell. 
· Machiavelli Property and taxes are the most important things.
· Why do we give legitimacy to something? 
· Locke; If we all do what we are supposed to do, society works well. We need to behave in the same way over and over. Habit. Virtu is habitual. Then, you don’t have to think about it.
· Hobbes assumes that we’re all children and that we need to be guided, directed, ordered. All people need it, no one has it.
· If you don’t have something that control you, everyone goes back to the state of nature that gives you a Nasty, Solitary, Poor, Brutish and Short life (NSPBS). 
· As if; Theories that would work as if there was no god.
· Watch Maker; no further things to do after. It will keep functioning without the intervention of the maker. 
· Aristotle; Democracy is the worst system of all. 
· Democracy; it gives you the impression that you know what you’re doing. It also gives a word to many people that don’t know anything about the subject. 
· Strict/Nurture Parents; George Lakoff.. The nurture parents love their children. The combination of the two types creates opportunities for the children. Strict father will scare their children in purpose to protect them. They’re trying to get their kids to be prepared for the harsh world. Per him, this translates into politics. It’s about creating habit and discipline. 
· Democracy can imply corruption but is also maniable. 
· Human nature (Hobbes) What do they want/think/deviate/best and worst characteristics. They need to breath, drink and eat. Human can’t trust each other.
· Hobbes Axiom; Fear & Security; Security is the most important thing in a society. You must protect your ruler. You don’t need your political liberties. 
· Nosche Tiepsum; Watch your belongings. 
· Locke in a state of nature, life is fine, people are good. Hobbes assumes the world is there to get you.
16 mars
· Machiavelli; For him, the end justifies the action (the means). 
· Trace; What remains in the world after a crisis. Ex; we are the trace of the enlightment. Ex; Today’s school systems are the trace of the older school systems. 
· Human Nature; what is gender? Is it a thing? Do HB have the right to choose their genders? 
· Rights; rights are privileges extended. These things. They are as good as your ability to enforce them. We threat rights like everyone had them equally but the rich have more and the poor have less. They are aspirational goals.
· Hobbes says that in the SN the main concern is the security.
· Pride (Hubris) the main problem
· Pharmakon; drugs are good/bad depending on the context, quantity. It is a double-handed sword. - Same for violence and power ! 
· Laws of Nature seek peace, if it fails you can defend, keep your promises, have gratitude, complacence (accommodate yourself), be forgiving, don’t declare hatred, don’t seek for revenge. Laws of nature are a social lubricant. 
· Hobbes does believe that humans are not rational. They need to be told what to do. 
· Locke; men, in general, normally get along together and are companionate. Because it is rational for people to that if they are nice to someone, they’ll be nice to you. He believes that HN is  1- we’Re good judges in other people cases. 2- we are poor judges in our own cases 3-when we organize, we don’t need a government.  we need an arbitrator. 
· Land need to be distributed so that everyone get a fair split. 
· Spoilage; no one can take things and have too much so that some go to waste. Everyone can be condemned someone who is wasting thins. 

21 mars
Locke
· Terms; Labor Mixing, Spoilage, enough;as good, inconvenience, liberty/license
· Socinian; miracles are story made up by people. Started a sort of Christian science. There must be god but, he has religion minus the superstition. You take all the mystery out of religion and then you get the logical answers of religion. 
· Religion has been the primary value based ideology. 
· 1848, you will see that the prominence of nationalism and fascism, communism, you have competition for religion. 
· How recent the divide between religion and rationally is. We must act as if god was not the major decider. God is no longer the decider because there are too many gods. God no longer is persuasive because many people claim to follow the only god, therefore there must be some that are wrong. 
· We can’t use god anymore, if god is true would he not have a rational way of doing what he is doing? The world is too good to just be happening like that. There must be a rationality around it. 
· One must as a society tolerate someone else faith. 
· You can persecute anyone over their faith because there is no way you can know if they are right of wrong. 
· Atheist are not to be tolerated because without faith you can’t have any morality. And you need morality. 
· Life, Liberty, Property (Locke) 
· Without god who gives ownership, 
· In the state of nature, god provides you with limit boundaries. If nobody claimed it, you can make it yours. But you can’t take it if it had previously been claimed. 
· If you take anything but a part of it goes to waste, you can get prosecuted, everybody no matter their religion, gender etc. everybody will condemn you. It is part of human nature that if you see people wasting you will be offended. 
· You can own all the land you want, but how much can you take? Enough to sustain your family, or enough to not spoil anything. 
· Acer, necessary land to sustain a family of 4 for a year. 
· Spoilage- 
· Bible, the love of money is the root of all evil. 
· Inconvenience, if we had to, we could come to a reasonable agreement, and accommodate each other and being a good judge for ourselves, you can create an environment. Locke is trying to show the problem that HB have. 
· We are really bad 
· Liberty/License; Hobbes SN is the state of absolute freedom(license). You can kille,rape,steel, anything you like. Locke; SN is not a state of license it is a state of liberty that comes with responsibilities. Hobbes, License is unconstrained freedom. It gives you a freedom with no responsibilities. Locke; emphasize that we naturally have responsibility with freedom, there is a limit with what we can get away with. 
· Inconvenience ; Humans inability to judges correctly in their own cases. 

23 mars
· Inconvenience; (Locke); - we need a judiciary. It is the only reason why we need a government. Human’s inability to judge correctly in their own cases. It does not justify social welfare; it is not about the good life. People individual should pick their own concept of their goods if it does not go against others people good. 
· Why is it just an inconvenience, with it, you can deal with it? It means you can, if you need to, live with it. You don’t necessary need a judiciary. We mostly deal good with our own cases. We can live with it. Locke is saying that yes, it is a problem, we tend to be poor judges and we might want to go to court but most of us don’t need it. The fact that it exists, it exists for the small portion of people. It is not the big deal. We could probably life without it. We could live without any overacting power controlling us. 
· Locke is nervous about any kind of government because many people have power that they should not have and that they could use it not properly. Concerned with this disproportionate distribution of power. 
· Locke; we are not continually at warre. But, there is always the potential to. 
· Hobbes; the way to deal with that is to give one person the absolute authority and take any authority from all. 
· Our experience with absolute authority is bad. People that are ala mano with these individuals can be dangerous. 
· Machiavelli; people always grab more than they can hold. 
· Locke; the desire to have absolute power should stop anyone to do it. It should be a see that the person has a will to have disproportionate power.
· We should be able to go from the absolute security and freedom of Hobbes to Locke. 
· Directly the idea of absolute security (absolute political abstinence); that is a hobbist position. 
· Extreme liberal position; people are ok, leave them to themselves, they normally get along. Bad judges in their own cases. Other than that, it is a good place to be. We don’t allow anyone to have extreme power. We don’t aloud atheist. The government cannot tell you want you want to know/hear. 
· Bentham; (liberal) you cannot say that poetry is better then something else. You can’t say that something is better than another. It is ok to do what you want to do. 
· Hobbes; if the king chooses to ban something, then he can ban it because he thinks that it is bad for society. 

Feminism; 
· Biggest political development
· We have hated women manly for religious reasons. 
· Does religion made the men hate women or men always hated women so they created religions to justify their hatred against them? 
· Now, post-communism, you now have ridiculous powerful anti-abortion, incentive for women not to work etc. Poland, Russia. 
· When religion comes back into the picture, you tend to find the political position of women to degenerate. 
· Most fates do not aloud women to have any profession except of being what is known as being a woman (home things). 
· There will be a question about religion (in the exam). 
· Why do women have a bad place in religious institution? It is in the bible.  
· Who produces life? women. 
· Men tends to get together in a community; 
· Hobbes; strong men can’t rule ?  even strong men need to sleep. You eliminate them while they sleep. John Wayn Bobbit. 
· Women could absolutely be stronger of men if they got together; more organize, more network skills, more intelligent etc. 
· Virago (Machiavelli). A men-women. A woman that is more men that woman. 
· why are men still in charge? ; 
· The argument is that what you must do is gradually intergrade women so that women get to feel comfortable (confirmation movie to watch) into getting in politics and changing the rules and politics. 
· Men can’t make anything so they invented a fantasy world to create something. (King). 
· The woman is never in doubt of the child being hers. 
· The sensitive men gravitate to the religious world because of their inability to create. They create their power. 
· Woodson craft; legal to beat your wife at the time. The stick could not be thicker than your thumb. If was assume that women and children learned from correction (deviant). They need to be corrected. Their telos need to be corrected. You could not prosecute a man until the last century to hurt his wife. Conjugal rights as a woman you needed to give sex to a man when he wanted to .
· She was dismissed. No one took her book seriously. Great tragedy. The strongest opponent of feminism always been women themselves. On the hold, guys get it.

Mary Wollstonecraft – A vindication of the Rights of Woman
· Essential quality of human nature  education, women are not educated properly
· She’s breaking away from the thing that you need to isolate human nature to one thing. She has one thing on her mind men and women are both capable of the same level of rationality, it was radical at that time because women were categorized as being emotional. 
· She considers that women and men are not still equal.
· She assumes that equality will show up women’s superiority. 
· She is not for the equality of the outcomes but she is for equality of the opportunities. 
· If you want, we can all become the same (doctors, lawyers, professors, etc). 
· Economists; everybody in America should be given the same amount of money at age 18 and the amount was based of the current amount needed to get an education 40 000$. You give everybody this amount from the public. After that, you no longer should provide anything to them. Nothing to stop you from anything. 
· Can you run a state based on everyone having the same opportunities? 
· Nobody says the world was perfect. it gives everyone the same thing. But there is going to be stronger, more intelligent etc. you cannot give equality as a right. You can’t be exactly like everyone. You are not equal. 
· She never thinks that everyone could be the same. She is quite open to the probability that most female were more stupid in her time than men. 
· Hot house flowers; it’s a flower that grows in certain conditions. exogenous characteristics. Like women need special education to show their intelligence. The window of opportunity/maximum beauty is very short. Uneducated women have a very short window where they are “hot” “intelligent” “useful”. A tiny window of opportunities. 16-22 ish
· Blue stocking; overly educated woman who waited after the window of intelligence to get married.  
· No man wants to have a wife more intelligent than him. 
· RousseauMen are not naturally sociable; they are naturally single. Don’t like to socialize. Women made men settle down. Women want protection from men. Women kept men in one spot and they have been complaining ever since. 
· Wollstonecraft; I don’t know if women are better than men  she was not popular in the 1960s because first time feminists believed that not only women were equal to men but they were superior. They overstated their case but she never did that. 
· Her argument; she never says that women are superior to men. She says; how can you know? They never had the opportunities. They never had the education
· They have been told that they have a tiny chance of dealing with their own security. They can’t be secure by themselves, they needed a man to be secure. They have been treated like hot house flowers. 
· A woman is aloud per the bible to prostitute but she can’t keep the money. 
· Give women a chance and we will see if they can be as good as men. 
· She saw a tiny light in one part of the population; middle class 
· Not rich women because money erases gender and barriers. 
· Poor people no because they are too busy trying to survive. They can’t spare their time getting involve in parliamentary things. 
· Why the middle?  They do work with men. (wars etc).  
· Big part of the middle-class women started to work because the men were away so while they were away the women needed to be able to do the same as men. 
· It is not smart for a man to cheat on her or to mistreat. If she is helping you it is a good idea that she feels respected
· Debutante; Woman being introduced to society. You introduce a woman when she stops behaving, at the beginning of the fall season and then you introduce her. 
· Dowry; your dowry go up as you get older because your only value is in your beauty and in your hips. You are baby machine.  
30 mars
· Subaltern/ Biological Determinism / infairs
· Women are the only people that can have babies therefore, they should be more valued than men. But this is not the case ! 
· Biological determinism women can have babies therefore they must have babies (they can only do this) that is all they can do. 
· If you don’t want to do this- you are deviant. You are not following your telos.
· Biological Determinism;(Wollstonecraft) You can therefore you must. 
· Ego; controls de ID. You can do this and you can’t do this because of this and that. Rational
· ID; What we want to do 
· We can create system to prevent behaviors going in accordance with Biological Determinism. 
· City is a representation of people going over their biological determinism. 
· Education reduces birth rate. 
· Education is the best contraception. 
· Having children prevent you from getting good jobs. You lose money, time, anciently, 
· The determinism is still profoundly present in the woman gender. 
· Subaltern; 
· Infans; Wollstonecraft;  def; without speech. Infant comes from infans once they can articulate they become a toddler.  she speaks about infantalization to create infant out of women… to keep a woman down you do it by taking away their power of speech.  you take away their language 
· if reduces the number of words, it makes it more difficult to have a thought. 
· Think about when you try to learn a new language. You can’t express yourself properly because you don’t know all the words therefore you can’t say your thoughts. You can’t say a thing if you don’t have the words for it. 
· Subaltern; Wollstonecraft; junior officer in the British army. She uses this term to describe the place of women in middle class. She says that they are like subalterns. They are in charge of limited definition of a particular realm (house etc.). you have some authority but it is constrained and limited. Limited by senior officers(men). They are given the idea that they are responsible. The problem is that her role does not depend on her desire and ability but because she had been told to do so by men. 
· Dialect of power; a way of using language to push out others. Make them inferior
· She thinks that men tend to be more educated and experienced and moral. Because morality is though (Aristotle). And all of this could change if women could get the same education. You have complimentary skill set. You have best chance of marriage when you have friend, you cannot have a friend you hate. Koloi gacathoi. If you get a good friendship you can get a good marriage.

· Marx’s critics on capitalism was right. 
· People that lead the revolution are never the poor. Marx and Engels were bourgeois.

· Aristotle; Democracy is the rule of the mass, if you give them supreme power, the first thing they would do is 
· Democracy is corruptible

· Wollstonecraft: she wants from education moral virtue

· Capital; anything that adds up to the production. Money that is used to make more money. What’s the problem ?  
· Women are forced into a prostitution arrangement (marriage). Institution of prostitution. You need to brake marriage so that the revolution can happen.3 revolutionary waves (break the family) . 
· Private property; (Marx).  you are entitled to some private stuff. Some things are yours. Some things are private. But most things should not be because most thing in capitalism are made to serve our wants and not our needs. Public good need to not be private. You cannot own public wealth. 
· Eliminate kids. It is a advantage to know someone. 
· Commodity fetishism; we attach significance or sexual attachment to unanimated object. Sexualizing the owning of things. Preferring object to humans ish. 
· Revolution (Plato/Marx); they both match. They both wish to destroy family. They deviate in the philosophers should be king etc… Marx 
· Proletariat; (Marx) Factory workers. Industrialized wage labor. Alienated from their work, family, land. Their only mean of subsistence is to sell their labor power to the upper class.
