On “Got to get you into my Life”
PAUL circa-1994: "I'd been a rather straight working-class lad, but when we started to get into pot it seemed to me to be quite uplifting. It didn't seem to have too many side effects like alcohol or some of the other stuff, like pills, which I pretty much kept off. I kind of liked marijuana and to me it seemed it was mind-expanding, literally mind-expanding. So 'Got to Get You into My Life' is really a song about that. It's not to a person, it's actually about pot. It's saying, 'I'm going to do this. This is not a bad idea.' So, it's actually an ode to pot, like someone else might write an ode to chocolate or a good claret. I haven't really changed my opinion too much, except if anyone asks me for real advice, it would be stay straight. That is actually the best way, but in a stressful world I still would say that pot was one of the best of the tranquilizing drugs. I have drunk and smoked pot and of the two I think pot is less harmful. People tend to fall asleep on it rather than go out and commit murder, so it's always seemed to me to be a rather benign one."

PAUL 1984: "Wrote that out at John's one day... the sun was shining. Influenced by the Lovin' Spoonful."

PAUL circa-1994: "'Good Day Sunshine' was me trying to write something similar to 'Daydream.' John and I wrote it together...it was basically mine and he helped me with it."

JOHN 1980: "That's mine. It's an interesting track. The guitars are great on it. That was written after an acid trip in L.A. during a break in the Beatles tour where we were having fun with the Byrds and lots of girls. Peter Fonda came in when we were on acid and he kept coming up to me and sitting next to me and whispering, 'I know what it's like to be dead.' He was describing an acid trip he'd been on. We didn't 'want' to hear about that. We were on an acid trip and the sun was shining and the girls were dancing, and the whole thing was beautiful and Sixties, and this guy-- who I really didn't know-- he hadn't made 'Easy Rider' or anything... kept coming over, wearing shades, saying, 'I know what it's like to be dead,' and we kept leaving him because he was so boring!  And I used it for the song, but I changed it to 'she' instead of 'he.' It was scary... I don't want to know what it's like to be dead!" 

  JOHN 1972 "This [“Tomorrow Never Knows”] was my first psychedelic song."

 JOHN 1980 "That's me in my 'Tibetan Book of the Dead' period. I took one of Ringo's malapropisms as the title, to sort of take the edge off the heavy philosophical lyrics."

 PAUL 1984: "John wrote the lyrics from Timothy Leary's version of the 'Tibetan Book of the Dead.' It was a kind of Bible for all the psychedelic freaks. That was an LSD song. Probably the only one. People always thought 'Lucy in the Sky with Diamonds' was but it actually 'wasn't' meant to say LSD."

· It argues that Beatlemania and the music of Lennon/McCartney highlighted the end of the Modern Age as it had been expressed in the ideals of the Enlightenment. The albums from Revolver (1966) to Abbey Road (1969) are seen collectively as the first popular post-modern classic of western music, and the Beatles themselves as cultural pioneers of enduring achievement.

· The blues would sometimes use glass, sometimes they would use a bone
· At the bottom of the song there is the names of the Gurus
· #1 Hit
· Flip side of the single was the song “isn’t a pity” both sides were considered #1 hit
· He was sued for plagiarism for the other side of the album because it resembled to “He so fine”
· The judge said it was plagiarism but also unconscious

One of the albums that George Harrison produced was Radha Krishna Temple, hit album.

13.02. All Those Years Ago: George Harrison
· It has a nostalgic flavor
· George Harrison’s tribute to George Lennon who was just murdered
· The time when John Lennon was shot, people remember where they were, incredible sense of loss that morning.

· Ravi shaker: Sitar master who introduced Indian classical music to the world and inspired the sixties “psychedelic” sound through his collaboration with the Beatles
· Donavan: Singer, songwriter and guitarist. Knew him from London, they invited him to India when they went on their great spiritual adventure with Maharishi Mahesh yogi. Taught John a certain style of finger picking the guitar.
· Bob Dylan: Songwriter, author and painter, been an influential figure in popular music and culture.
· Maharishi Mahesh yogi: Spiritual leader known for developing transcendental Meditation technique. Met him during a trip to India
· Chuck berry: Pioneering guitarist and songwriter, most influential person in rock and roll.
· Phil Spector: Music producer, in jail for murder
· Roy Orbison: songwriter, who went on tour with the Beatles.
· Buddy holly: He influenced John and Paul to play, sing, and write their own songs.
· The singing duo: The everly brothers, Ameircan country-influenced rock and roll duo, known for steel-string acoustic guitar playing
· Carl Perkins: He defined the Rockabilly guitar sound with his solos. American rock n’ roll legend. 
· Eric claptin: English rock and blues guitarist, singer, and songwriter

The Movies and their Songs
How many Beatles movies were there? 4 
1. A Hard Day’s Night 1964: Only the hairstyle as iconic image. Black and White movie. Made a big impact, it was one of the most influential movies.
2. Help! 1965: It was in color, unusual locations, more self-conscious, but still success.
3. Magical Mystery Tour 1967: Directed by the band, real flop. It was a mess… 
4. Yellow Submarine 1968 (Not in the movie because it was animated): Full of great art, phenomenal film, people love this film, kids love it. Most clever word plays and the Beatles were famous for that. They captured the type of humor the Beatles have.
5. Let It Be 1970: It was filmed in 1969, it came after the Beatles had broken up, it “tipisize” A Hard Day’s Night. The innovations in this film are, there is one scene where they are performing on the stage and the camera is focusing on George, and he, in the angle of the film, his head is in front of the bright light, but you can’t see the light, and he moves slightly, and the film goes WHITE. Most directors would say it’s an error and remove it, but the directors left it, and cited it as something as he was fully there.
The evolution of The Beatles in 5 phases:
1. Vital Joy
· “She Loves You” – has compelling yeah-saying that roars through it
· "I Saw Her Standing There” – the heart-pounding boom carries erotic overtones 
· “I Want to Hold Your Hand” – in the mysterious, impossible-to-hide "something" they scream about 

2. Critique of society’s obstacles to spiritual development
· such as money in "Can't Buy Me Love “
· in the prayerful cry for "Help," Lennon captures the primal need for the "Other" - a universal as well as personal theme 
· conformity in "Nowhere Man" and "Think for Yourself “
· alienation in "You've Got to Hide Your Love Away “
· yet inescapably hopeful that "We Can Work It Out" 
· "Yesterday" is less a lamentation of lost childhood than a supplication for a return to the primal beginning - a theme that runs throughout their lyrics
· their early themes contained archetypal metaphors and messages that symbolize the union of humans and nature, such as "I'll Follow the Sun," where the sun signifies more than a pleasant day or a rain-free life, but a way to follow, a metaphor expanded in later works

3. Mythologizing a new worldview
· reflective of the drug-induced, surreal visions of utopia that characterized the hippies, attempts to mythologize a new worldview that they believed would help direct the counterculture. The group of friends and neighbors assembled on the submerged "Yellow Submarine" - which became the free-speech anthem of Berkeley's original protesters - is the counterculture. They sail to the sun and, surrounded by the sea of green, psychotropic ally envision the place of Eastern philosophy and peace and love that Centre the band's explorations on their Summer of Love concept albums. Sergeant Pepper's Lonely-Hearts Club Band wants to take us home, to turn us on, to fix the hole in our vision of reality - suggesting that, with help from friends, things will start getting better. The pantheistic, Eastern‑inspired "Within You Without You" attacks the technocratic wall that hides the spiritual truth that, recognized by enough people, could "save the world." 
· The Magical Mystery Tour also arrives in hopes of taking us home 
· "The Fool on the Hill" (who's calling for change but nobody is listening) could be a guru, God, or even the counterculture
· “I Am the Walrus” - the walrus could be interpreted as Dionysus and the egg men as fertility practitioners. Lennon's cry that we are one at the beginning of "I Am the Walrus" serves as an invocation to the earth god. 
· That identification, described more calmly in the Hindu-influenced "Strawberry Fields Forever," transcends all problems of the material world 
· "All You Need is Love"
4. Secularization
· An acceptance of life in the mainstream, [that] negates their hallucinogenic visions of utopia in favor of individuality and political and spiritual freedom.
· secularization process is clear on the musically eclectic White album, where songs such as "I'm So Tired" and "Yer Blues" - in which Lennon screams that he wants to die - reflect the group's inner turmoil and the painful end of their surrealistic dream. 
· "Glass Onion" is an autobiographical dismissal of the Beatles own myth (you cannot fix a hole in the ocean by looking through a glass onion). In Lennon's words, "If the Beatles of the sixties had a message, it was to learn to swim. Period. And once you learn to swim, swim. The people who are hung up on the Beatles and the Sixties dream missed the whole point" (Wenner, 1987). 
· No longer propagators of the "turn on, tune in, drop out" edict of the hippies and the drug culture, the Beatles called for an apolitical, nondenominational "Revolution" of the spirit. The constitution or institution need not be abandoned, but an inevitable transformation of consciousness - the result of evolution or simply a growing awareness of the need for peace - is going to ensure that everything will be all right. 
· Their apolitical agenda is apparent in "Back in the U.S.S.R.," wherein the verbal play on "back in the U.S., back in the U.S.S.R.," suggests that returning home transcends the ideology of any particular nation. 
· Their spiritual agenda is clearly nature-related - as "Mother Nature's Son" testifies. The refrain between "Cry Baby Cry" and the senseless "Revolution #9" implores "Mama" - or Mother Earth - for a "way back." 


5. Cosmic Return
· The use of home and sun to depict a cosmic return centers the group's ecological lyrics and culminates on their last albums, Abbey Road and Let It Be. While home is referred to literally in earlier works such as "A Hard Day's Night," in the lullaby "Golden Slumbers," finding the way back home refers to both sleeping and rising and the primal place to which - as professed in "Get Back" - we once belonged and need to return. 
· The joyousness of returning home is expressed in the refrain of "Two of Us," which describes two friends embarked on life's journey, standing alone in the sun, going nowhere in particular, but having fun getting there. 
· Similarly, the sun possesses various levels of meaning in earlier works such as "Good Day Sunshine," "Yellow Submarine," and "It's All Too Much." But the million suns in "Across the Universe" shine limitless love and in "Here Comes the Sun" and "Sun King" the sun is the cosmic force that issues in a reunion of humans and nature. The light that still shines in "Let It Be" mirrors the light in the earlier songs such as "Tomorrow Never Knows" and "The Inner Light" (taken from verse 47 of the Tao Te Ching) and further illustrates the Beatles' cosmic emphasis.
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
