What is sociology?
The relationship between indivuals and an initiation and the study of humans and society
HM51: the library code for all sociology books
It is a binding condition and an ongoing activity.
The systematic study of human society and social interaction
What sociology does? 
From latin socius ( social, being with others) and the Greek logos (word, reason or science); the scientific study if society. 

What do sociologist do?
They write books and they teach
1. The first thing that they observe are analysing the social trends and they are looking for social patterns within social groups and patterns of behaviour and something that is constant and recurrent. 
For ex: religion and ethnicity and etc and things that we happened to fall for 

When things happen in society, not everyone is goanna be impacted the same.

Like if you cut your hair, women will pay more than male.
For female, prices are higher
If you are black young man, you are more likely to be pulled over at night by police than young white male.
Like the famous Johnson Olympic player. It happened 28 times he was living in Halifax
And he was victim of rational profile.

Sociology can help you to understand your problem, can help to investigate and challenge and it is a social perception and they help other group

2. Sociologist investigate and challenge commonly held assumptions.
For example people think if a man is a nurse, then they are gay and they are very few of them. People believe that because it involves caregiving and it is associated with females and not males. Also because underpay and they are known as less than doctors.

Sociologist: meet the pokers.
Express their believe that the nurses are gay and that is the first reception.
What they do is to talk about all the women he slept with to reassure the people around him he is not gay.

It helps us to understand our selves and help us to become better citizens and to solve our problems.

If you think sociology is hard to understand, just try to understanding society without it.

The sociological imagination: the ability to see relationship between personal experiences and the larger society
The capacity to shift from one perspective to another- from the political to psychological from examination of a single family to comparative assessment of the national budgets of the world… it s the capacity to range fro the most impersonal and remote transformation to the most features of the human self and to see the relationship between the tow”

Mills, the sociological imagination 1959: 4)

It enables us how someone did the sin like suicide and also to larger problems the housing bubble bursting them out.
If one person loses job, then it is personal
But if the main plant in the city closes down, then it turns into social crises and it turns to a social issue.

Coffee is considered as a social lubricant and is a romantic approach. And enables all kinds of interactions and it is a stimulant and makes people more productive at work and important for the society.

Cocaine is an also a stimulant and it Is unacceptable everywhere by contrast by coffee.
Cigarettes were fine everywhere, and it is legal and it was social acceptable, profs where fine to smoke in the classroom.

Coffee needs to be available and it is thanks to cafes and groceries and plant workers and truck drivers and millions of workers and salesman and the distributors.

We have a complex social layers and working to make something available 
As we unfold the network, the economy is running north south. 

This lead us to the world history and economic of coffee. 

Global sociological imagination: we need to think global
Is coffee a private matter? No it is not. It is a global thing. Coffee is also related to social institution.
