· Authority of a body of government possesses to pass a law

Constitutive:
· At the core of something

Precedent:
· Past decisions

Stare Decisis:
· Requires judges to look to the past when making their decisions

Standing:
· 3rd party to a case has been granted permission by an appeal court to intervene and make submissions to the court

New Media:
· Late 19th century
· Medium= mode by which we communicate meaning
· Telegraph begins here
· Radio is developed in 1920
· Reference in 1931= statutory law 

Trial level court:
· Lowest level of court 

Freedom of expression:
· Section 2b
· Not absolute when using freedoms 
· Pridgen brothers didn’t like their prof so they created a Facebook page/group demeaning him and invited comments 
· University of Calgary eventually sanction the brothers for attacking the prof
· S1- guarantees subjects only to reasonable limits 
· First amendment 
· State can limit these rights
· Federal/provincial/municipal can also infringe on these rights 

Legislation vs. regulation:
· Legislation refers to the law that is being enacted
· Regulation is the process of monitoring and enforcing the law as well as a document that contains the details of a written rule 

Infringing on rights:
· Must be reasonable, a law, and demonstrably justified 

Publication:
· Making something publicly known/issuing something 

Section 91:
· Federal jurisdiction
· If an issue comes up that isn’t listed, it is to be assumed that it falls within the legislative jurisdiction of the federal government 
· 13 judges

Section 92:
· Provincial jurisdiction

· Gained Canadian independence 

1867:
· British north American act

Marconi:
· Company that had monopoly over radio licenses 

Herztian waves:
· Waves that carry the messages to the masses 

Cable TV:
· 1970s 

Dissenting:
· Disagreeing with the majority’s outcome 
· Rinfret and Lamot were the judges 

Concur:
· Agreeing with the majority 

Living tree analogy:
· Principle for interpreting law
· Not static and it must be moulded by the society it is in
· Must take into account cultural changes 
· The law must evolve
· Century old laws are to be interpreted by present laws

Scandalous diamagnetism:
· Law created to protect the nobility from public criticism 

Common law:
· Judge made laws
· Judicial opinion 
· Laws of defamation came about as such
