	Why did modern states emerge?
Answers?
· Through war 
· Because they needed cash
· As a protection racket 
· By accident
War
· Rulers sought to expand and stabilize their power through war
· Legitimacy (and exclusivity) of violence not particularly clear yet
· States relied on privateers & pirates
· Problem: Fighting wars isn’t easy
…. It meant…. centralizing power
· Wars are difficult to fight 
· Depend on local powers
Solution: Centralize power
· Create sovereignty
· “State-Making”
Raising $$$$$$$
	Wars and expensive
	Build a mercantilist economy
· Making state more powerful 
· Positive balance of trade
· Zero-Sum
Borrow money
· Politics of debt
Extracting taxes
Raise taxes
· Historically for fighting wars
			Requires creation of a state apparatus
· (People didn’t like paying taxes then either)
			Other uses of taxes
· Start to build a state that can provide for its population, support economy
Protection racket?
	Why might the state be a protection racket? (external threats)

Four forms of state violence (cohersive capacity vs explicitly & visibly violent)
War making 
· Fighting “external” enemies
State Making
· Wiping out “Internal” competing sources of political authority
Protection
· Wiping out (mostly economic) competitors for internal clients/classes
Extraction
· Compelling population to pay taxes

	Irony: Violence was source of state’s capacity
	Ultimately- its constructive role

· Armies, Navies
· Means of surveillance and control 
· Courts & parliaments
· Fiscal and accounting structures

		Push back from public as key

Beyond Tilly: the role of Colonialism
· Another kind of violence was also key
· Emerging European states were also empires
		17th-18th C: Holland & Great Britain
		19th C: Most of Europe
· Economic Extraction	
		First resources, then forced markets
		Slave trade
· “Civilising crusades”? Or Brutal exploitation?

Post Colonial States

[bookmark: _GoBack]After decolization in the mid-twentieth century
Inherited colonial state institution
	Designed for extraction, not domestic government
	Arbratary border
	Little common identity to forge a sense of citizenship 
States in global north & south- united & divided by their historical relationships
