The Indo – European invaders into Greece: 22/2100 BC, cultural fusion: 2100 – 1600 
The Minoans of Crete, the Mycenean Civilization – Greeks: 1600 – 1200 BC. 
 
Bay of Argos – wreckage (House of Tiles) by product of invasion. Language analysis (Indo European family) INDIA – IRELAND. Migration, invasion pattern 3000BC  
            Technically superior in war to other settlements.  
 
Hindi is Indo European, Polish/Czech/Slovak. Finnish, Hungarian are Not. Oldest word in language.

4200BC 
Invented chariot design, domesticated the horse. Advantage in war. Invaded Greece             did not have domesticated horses. 
 
Same language in 4200BC --- 2200BC migration took a long time. 
Language evolved in direction. Before 2200BC were not Greek, invaders can be called the 'first' Greeks. 
 
HORSE, WHEEL, WAR. Patriarch society. Society dominated by King. REG (g) REX (l) RAJ (s). Borrowed word for King. Worshipped God of Sky/Father God. 
 
DYEU      Bright one – Zeus, King of Gods. Lord of Harmony, Balance.  
DYEU – PITER      Jupitar (Roman) 
DYAUS – PITAR      Sanskrit, not Hinduism before that. 
 
Long range implications.  
Skills had to be learned. Greeks invade. Few signs of violence, wasn’t a massacre. Infiltration, inter – marriage. Defeated/subdued. Active life in educating Greeks. No idea about Mediterranean agriculture.  
OLIVE/WINE are not originally Greek.  
 
MENTHE (MINT) NOT GREEK. 
 
Technologies Greeks learned from indigenous people. Greek myths distorted memories of ancient times. Greek heroes foreign princess. 
Limited farmland/water supply. Already inhabited. Maintained original non greek name. 
 
CORINTH/KORINTHOS - PALACE/Aboriginal place name, aren't sure what names mean. 
ATHENS/ATHENAI 
MYCENAE/MUKENAI 
 
Culturally developed then invaders. Created a society to benefit from accomplished settlers.  
 
MIDTERM: 2100-1600BC cultural fusions? Maybe can't speak of early Greek culture until after fusion? 
Society speaking Greek. 
 
Normandy (Land of Norsemen/Vikings). Assimilated in French culture. Food, buildings. 
 
House of the Tiles, 2250BC indicates date of invasion?  
 
Older religious experience       Mother Goddess, worship of goddess.  
Invading Greeks didn’t have many female deities, mainly men. 
Cultural atribute – worship of powerful/neutral goddesses.  
    (Non-Greek aboriginal goddesses) --> Hera, Athena, Artemis, Persephone's. Woman's life reflected in goddesses – non Greek.  
 
2100 – 1600BC cultural fusion in mainland Greece. 
 
Minoan (Crete), not a Greek civilization.  
Model for Greek copycat. Accomplished civilization. Cnossus, capital of Minoan civilization.  
               Where Theseus go's to kill Minotaur in Labrynith. 
1900BC imitating Egyptian culture, massive buildings of stone and colours. Monarch or royal family, a court, aristocratic class of people who lived at the palace. 
 
IMAGE: Holding two snakes, feline on head. Tunic open breasted of upper class women in Minoan culture. 
 
IMAGE: (ring) Gold tap. A scene, religious worship. Figure elevated goddesses. Human worshippers. Arms adoration. Tight tunic, open breast. Plant (significant?) 
 
IMAGE:  Fresco (wall paintings outside). Ritual, sport of Minoan. Bull charging. Male (brown) acrobat and female (white) (Vase painting). Vaulting over bull. Grabbed bull by the horns. Summersaulting over bull. Women waiting to catch him. Another woman waiting? Distracting? Bull Leaping.  
·  Spanish bull fighting 
· Tradition in the west. 
 
Bull Greek religion associated with Zeus/Poseidon (copycat). 
Bull plays various roles, Zeus disguises himself as one, Minotaur, weird magical association.  
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
