6 criteria that we use to come to evaluate is it normal or abnormal
1. Causing distress (DSM) if its healthy it will be deemed healthy adaptive, functional, if its deemed unhealthy it will be called pathological, a disorder, a mental illness, a paraphilic disorder
2. Social Norms- media, acceptable, conventional vs. unconventional
3. The law. Criminal code of conduct, Charter of rights and liberties. Legal or illegal or against the law. All laws have one common thing, consent- makes a victim
4. Moral values of a religion- sinful, forbidden, blasphemous, sacred texts, bible, torah, quran, evil/good, immoral/moral
5. Statistically- Majority/minority
6. Personal Values- egosyntonic (harmynous with values)/ egodystonic (In conflict with ones values)

Sexual addition does not have a definition in the DSM (hypersexuality isn’t either)
Paraphilia:
Defintion: medical term that reders to statistically uncommon patterns of sexual arousal or behavior, also refered to by (non-medical) terms such as: unconventional sexual behavior, atypical or unual sexual behaviour, non-nomitive sexual behavior, kink.
Paraphilic Disorder:
Diagnositcic category used by the APA to describe atypical patterns of sexual arousal or behavior
Paraphilic disorder (MENTAL ILLNESS) 
· A paraphilic disorder is a paraphilic behaviour that is currently causing distress or impairment to the individual or whose satisfaction has entailed personal harm, or risk of harm, to others. A paraphilia (behaviour) by itself does not necessarily justify or require clinical intervention and is not considered a psychopathology/mental illness.
· Principal argument: there is no definition of healthy sexuality/behaviours. Non coercive unusual sexual interests may be healthy expression of sexuality for some individuals . Many are labeled « paraphilia » due to sociopolitical and historical factors. (Moser & Kleinplatz, 2005)
Paraphilia disorders listed in the DSM-5:
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Voyeuristic Disorder- watching people, could be masterbating while watching or wait to go home
· Exhibitionistic Disorder- like being watched or exposing them self to stranger and getting a reaction and creating panic 
· Frotteurism Disorder- who will take advantage of a busy place (bottleneck of a concert) and assulting someone
· Sexual Masochism Disorder- sexual arousal in response to extreme pain, humiliation, bondage, or torture 
· Sexual Sadism Disorder: sexual arousal occurs from the physical or psychological suffering of another individual
· Pedophilic Disorder: being aroused by pre-pubesent children (either exlusive or non-exlusive)
· Fetishistic Disorder: 
· Transvestic Disorder (w fetishism; autogynephilia-seeing my self as a woman oh hot damn) cross dressing
