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1. What is multiculturalism?
· European-Judeo-Christian values 
· Everybody is Europe typically believed in one language, one skin colour, no mixed marriages, and either Catholic or Protestant
· Different people of different backgrounds living, working, and interacting together
· Integrating

2. Why is multiculturalism used as a scapegoat for social ills?
· Otherwise you’d have to examine your own prejudices
· Blame policy, immigration, Pierre Trudeau
· “immigrants responsible for most the crime”

3. Types of tolerance:
a. (tier-0)
· If you identify anybody as an immigrant, you engage in violence against them
· Ex. Wars, beatings
· Automatically want to do something to them or their supporters

b. (tier-1): labelling, segregation, scapegoating
· Superficial tolerance
· Not doing anything violent/unconstitutional
· 3 types
1. Engage in Labelling
· Think immigrants should be allowed and exist in the country, but the language you use always labels them as inferior
· “clash of civilizations mentality” 
2. Segregation
· After labelling inferior
· Institutions in society who support the inferior qualities, want to make sure you stay invisible, segregated. Ex. Can’t wear what you want to at work (Hijab, Burka, etc.)
· 3. Scapegoating
· Particular group in your culture asking for equal rights, can give them constitutional rights but still overall blame them for the problems of society/globe. 
· Do not blame institutions, target certain immigrant groups and blame them for any social ill
· Ex. Gangs- blame Somalis 
· Ex. (International) Countries being bombed, blame radical Jihad (Islamic Terrorism)
c. (tier-2)
· Treating immigrants exactly as a perfect equal to yourself


· Ex. Somehow “multiculturalism breeds extremism” 

· Supports equality, anti-prejudice, diversity
· Extremists hate multiculturalism because it doesn’t allow them to treat immigrants unjustly – cant tell them how to dress, what religions to have, etc.
· Constant reminder that you’re prejudice (problem is you, not the policy)
“Multiculturalism will be used to import 7th century tribal practices in 21st century Canada” Robert Sibley (Prof of Poli Sci at Carleton) 
· 7th century= the birth of Islam
“Multiculturalism is a convenient cover for religious radicals”- Janice Gross Stein (U of T)
4. How does deep multiculturalism differ from shallow multiculturalism?
Deep Multiculturalism: Build bridges across other cultures
· Ex. Islam-Judaism
· Liberal expectancy: If you expect immigrants to integrate and respect constitution and values into a liberal democracy, need to treat them as equals both constitutionally and socially
· If not, won’t take pride in country and frustrated by the prejudice which will create the problems
· Greater chance of a non-violent society
“if we trust that immigrants will converge on charter values and if we welcome their participation in our culture, it’s more likely they’ll integrate”- Will Kymlicka

· Won’t immigrate, they segregate. Don’t believe in liberal values
· Strengthening boundaries that separate us
