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The implementation of a project of this magnitude requires extensive research, planning and creativity.  The vertical forest will consist of hundreds of trees, of which will be planted in stainless steel planters for up to two years prior to construction.  Keeping in mind, some of the trees may not prosper and will die before implementation into the vertical forest.  In fact, the only way this vertical forest is effective is if all of the plants are alive, healthy and thriving.  To ensure success, a multitude of systems must be designed and tested so they can effectively deliver the correct amount of water and nutrients that the vegetation will require.  Unfortunately, weather in Toronto is not always conducive to vegetation, especially in the winter months.  Finding the right species that can withstand harsh winter, late spring, drought, smog and other issues surrounding the concrete jungle is crucial.  Therefore, various species of plants will be hooked up to the watering system and will be exposed to our Canadian weather for months and the results will be recorded.  With this data, a smaller number of species will be selected to be used in this vertical forest.  Actualizing the design of a vertical forest will take many years of ongoing research, implementation to ensure success for the long run.  In spite of that, it is a very large stepping stone on the way to a greener Toronto.
