History of women in Policing
· 1845: first female matron
· 1910: LA. Alice Stebbins 1st arrest power
· 1913: OPS Florence Campbell could arrest without badge, uniform equipment
· 1936: Alice Goyette- never listed
Women had no fundamental role in arresting criminals 

Women of the 60s
· 1973: new rank structure allowed basic recruit training at OPC
· chief suggested resignation and assume civilian status 

Hindrances
· 1979: ON human rights case o height/ weight restrictions of 5’10 and 160 lbs did not affect hiring until employment
· 1989: chief Brian Ford noted 3.8% OPS female officers
· 1991: police SERVICES ACT “Reflect Population”
· Stress response- dissociation
· Pervasive GENDER INEQUALITY
· Smaller men’s clothing
· Coach reluctance to accept responsibility for female officers 
· Systematic barriers, challenges of diversity, not essentially female issues for the future
· Solution is family friendly retention policies 

Attrition
· Perceived factors- marriage, societal expectations of child care and homemaker, unsustainability
· Expectation of limited commitment
· Family-related concerns and sexual harassment
· Lack of acceptance 
· Coping strategies of invisibility vs extreme effort-reputed associations vs merit

Promotions
· Not many females getting promoted  in the police force
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
