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Typology
-Aggression: signifies the illegal use of force from on country on another that is typically unprovoked (illegitimate use of force) Ex: Japan attacks Pearle Harbor
-Self Defence: viewed very differently, thought of a right you can exercise 
· Preemptive war: use of force to prevent a country from attacking you 
-Collective security: didn’t exist before creation of the UN, the joint use of force by more than 2 countries under international law1
Military intervention: when you have one or more countries send forces into another country to achieve some kind of political goals
-Military force tends to be a last resort. Evidence also shows that the utility of military force relative to non-military means is slowly declining (pevehouse and Goldstein p 164)
Swiss Neutrality
-Swiss refuse to get involved in any conflict on either side
· Are not members of NATO and the National Bloc, being in the UN was a large debate for the swiss
· Does not engage in any use of force
War Preparation
-Military spending 1.686 trillion in 2016
-60% increase in 2000
-strategice defence initiative
-The majority of the world is getting ready for war
Revolution in Military Affairs
-weapons have severely evolved over time (
Weapons of Mass Destruction
-deterrence
-mutually assured destruction
-nuclear, chemical and biological weapons 


Countries with Nuclear Weapons
-USA, India, UK, France, China, Russia, Pakistan, Iran 
-all members of the security counsel have nukes 
WMD Treaties
-Nuclear-nonproliferation Treaty (NPT) 1968
-Prohibits transfer of nuclear devices
-obliges countries to submit to verification by the IAEA
-Biological Weapons Convention 1972 
-Chemical Weapons Convention 1992 (very tough treaty)
-Comprehensive Nuclear Test Ban Treaty 1996
Small Arms Treaty 
-2013 small arms trade treaty 
-landmines treaty 1997
· Butterfly mine costs $3 to make, 90% of them end up killing civilians 
Landmines Convention
-prohibits the use, stockpiling, production and transfer of anti-personnel mines
-45 states did not join the treaty including Russian the US, China, Iran, Iraq and North Korea
-NGOs receive the nobel prize
Military Interventions

-Canada’s most recent military intervention was Afghanistan 
Record of Effectiveness
-James Payne study 1850-2005 (51 cases involving Britain and the US)
-27 percent of military interventions successful in democracy building
-James Merrnik study: 74% of cases display no change etoward democratization  after intervention with ground forces
-intervention without ground forces: 17% of 159 cases moved toward democracy
Conclusion
1) Strong countries often lose wars
2) Military victory often fails to achieve political objectives
3) The use of force is oftentime ineffective as an instrument of foreign policy
4) The use of force can actually be counter productive and actually hurt the national interest
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
