Distribution of plants at Mer Bleue
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Hypothesis 
Based on the observations plotted on the graph, Bulrush (Typha latifolia) is adapted to a wetland region with high water abundance. This is based on the observation that the plant is in abundance at the marsh region which has more water in that region compared to other regions like the fields. 

Prediction 
a) If there was a partial water drainage of the Mer bleue marsh then there would be less water in the preferred habitat of the Bulrush (Typha latifolia). 
[bookmark: _GoBack]Based on the answers above the Bulrush (Typha latifolia) would reduce in its preferred habitat due to the drainage of the marsh. The Bulrush (Typha latifolia) depends on the water from the marsh and its distribution in the Mer Bleue site would be lessen.
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
