· Social rules that determine the intensity of our feelings, duration timing and trigger station

2nd paragraph: types of motivation

· External motivation – trying to conform to the expectations of other people

3rd paragraph: Emotional acting
· Surface acting – work on emotions that others should be seeing
· Deep acting – trying to suppress the internal emotions
· Emotion work – energy to achieve a goal = all spaces of daily lives 

Why do we conform?
· Dislike experience of pain
· Doesn’t feel good to conform
· Advantage of seeking – we increase chances of exercising power by conforming
