1966 ICCPR: Universal, apart of the international bill of rights
1978 CEDAW: Only convention that mentioned family planning
1984 CAT: Has to be done by or condoned by a government to be enforced
1989 2nd OP to ICCPR: No execution is permitted except during serious circumstances during the time of war, not a lot of sign on.
2006 Persons with Disabilities: Right to accessibility and communication
HC for Human Rights: Individual
ICoJ: Non-binding, no precedence. Supposed to bind the parties to case currently before it
Secretary General:

ECOSOC: Supposed to give higher living qualities…etc…
1503 Procedure: Has a complaints process, not anonymous.

Objections to relativism:
1. Based on the concept of culture – but what is culture? Who defines it?
2. Risks reducing the idea of ‘culture’ to ‘tradition’
3. Culture can be coercive –how do we eradicate coercion or ensure liberty of thinking/movement?
4. Ignores the fact that culture changes – and the effects of colonialism, and history more generally, are significant
5. Ignores contestation and change within culture
