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1. HYPOTHESIS: As can be seen from the scatterplot, the Typha latifolia is more adapted to moist regions such as the marsh which is a wetland and the ecotone which can be considered an intermediate region in terms of moisture.

2. PREDICTION: 
a) The ecotone can be considered the favourite habitat of the Typha latifolia as it is the station where the latter has the highest incidence. The ecotone would be quite affected by the partial drainage of the marsh as the marsh it one of its main contributor of water. This may cause the ecotone to become drier. 
b) [bookmark: _GoBack]As the Typha latifolia is a plant adapted to moist regions, the drying of the ecotone would seriously reduce its abundance in that region because as can be seen from the graph it has a very low incidence in drier regions such as the field. We can predict that the distribution will bot change by much because the Typha latifolia will be relatively more present in the marsh and ecotone as compared to the other drier regions.
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
