-Institution: a standardization of rules; a set of rules established to regulate people’s behaviour
    >to help avoid chaos in an organized society → importance of order
    >objections and norms for people to observe and pursue, in order to gain order
    >traffic light example: people understand red = stop and green = go and yellow = slow down, and without these traffic lights there will be chaos
    >institution regulates the process of getting people’s voices heard
        >eg getting petitions to gain movement
-political institutions also affect power
    >without power, politicians/representatives cannot gain influence
    >but power is also dangerous, b/c power can corrupt
        “Power corrupts and absolute power absolutely corrupts”
    >constitutional democracy → rule of law, NOT rule by law
        >rule by law puts the ruler above the law
-institutions are set up to regulate behaviour of people and politicians

-Why is political thought important?
    >thought vs idea
        → thoughts are more structured → a polished idea which is based on reflection → systematic thinking process
        → ideas are more spontaneous/random → response to an occasion and is not necessarily complete
    >political thought is the step to step process to creating an institution
-political thought became emphasized after the Cold War as it was a war between ideologies

-ideology → fixed ideas; fixed contains implications that these ideas do not change
    >similar to a thought system → has a process plus, intended goal
    >closed system
-how to distinguish thought from ideology
    >ideology is traditionally used by Marx
    >thought systems are open to change
    >ideologies are fixed
-closed systems → lack the mechanisms to renew itself and bring in new elements
    >ideology in a negative sense

EARLIEST STATES AND THEIR PROBLEMS

-Why are the Chinese government important
    >influences technological advances
    >their organization of human resources was much more efficient compared to their neighbourly states
    >traditional Chinese States made China one of the most powerful civilizations in East Asia

-Religion’s role in the formation of Chinese state; but it did not take the main role
-formation of the state in Chinese state is only of the most important factors to the creation of high culture
    >culture did not create the state
    >the state played the most important factor

    >example: the written language
        >the earliest Chinese written language appeared in 1600 BCE
        >this earliest system was developed by the state, therefore the state is the primary player in the creation of the Chinese civilization

-problematic issues:
    >in the past few decades due to archeology findings
    >CHECK NOTEBOOK FOR MAP
    >used to believe there was only one origin of Chinese civilization → middle lower region of the Yellow River
    >since late 1966-1976, there was the cultural revolution
        >after the cultural revolution, China opened itself to the world and resumed intellectual work → archeological findings
    >the archeological findings made that the belief of one origin no longer viable
        >they found many different groups of people that resided in the landmass of China
    >by 300 BCE → these groups began to have many interactions
        >the area of interaction between these groups produce the earliest traces of Chinese civilization

-What do these interactions mean?
    >trade
    >implies that the origin of Chinese culture did not just emerge from the lower middle of the Yellow River (traditionally known as the central plane) and did not solely spread from that region to the others
-north east, Szechwan, Hansu corridor regions → no written history about them but they produced pottery and Bronze wear
    >the only place that historical scholars have written about is the central part (written documents about people’s lives)
    >those written records continuously emerged from that area
   
-because there is still no written history from those other regions, you can't rely on those groups for political thought and political behaviour → instead you have to focus on the area with written history for their political thought
-three resources to study
1. legends 
2. historical document
3. archeological findings
-Why focus on legends?
    >legends reveal fears, anxiety, and joys of the society → collective memory of the people
    >ancient rulers utilized legends to solidify their rule → ex King says he's the son of heaven or can communicate
    >religion plays a big part as well → since the government can’t do anything about natural disasters
    >religion plays a role of comfort → praying to gods for help
    >ex one of the first Sage Kings (Yu)
        >he was a flood expert → can control them
        >conscientious expert → he sacrificed his own self interest for the public and the region was safe from floods
        >his people wanted to honour him, so they insisted his eldest son will become the next ruler instead of another virtuous person → start of the Shang dynasty
        >Yu’s father could also control flood, but he was not as conscientious as Yu, so he was pushed aside

        >What does this legend tell us about people’s collective memory?
            >their conception of political leaders → they wanted their leaders to have certain virtues and ability (competence)
            >if he did not have the ability to control floods, he may not have been elected as leader
            >therefore, his son was also elected leader because it is assumed he will also be as virtuous and competent as his father
   

-Origin of political order
1. Strong state
2. Leaders are accountable
3. Rule of law

-Historical documents
    >written and passed down by generation to generation
    >China happens to have an unbroken chain of documents being passed down (unbroken chain of historical records)

-Historical recorders → Scribes
    >therefore they began to write about history and about events that happened
-historical documents were considered authentic by historians
    >but we do not have the sources those recorders based their work upon; so people can't verify it
    >in the past many were written on things like bamboo or tar, and only rich families and courts are able to preserve their historical records
    >500 years before the West → they were able to record on paper

-In order to obtain a more accurate picture of how people lives in the past, historians needs to use all three of those sources

-Neolithic → New Stone Age
>difference in products between New Stone Age and the old Stone Age
    >old Stone Age tools are more rough
    >Neolithic tools are sharper/better → Axe and sickle
        >better tools for hunting
>culture, better tools and learned to domesticate animals
    >pigs, dogs, etc (not horses yet because they're too fast atm)
-there was an agricultural revolution after and they soon had a surplus of food and could produce a village → some people would save their surplus food and others will go towards them
        >soon the person that has all the food (wealth) becomes the leader of the village → creation of hierarchy
-b/c of the agricultural revolutions → material wealth

-Shaanxi = Shensi
-Doubting antiquity school
-Believing in Antiquity School
-Xia = Hsia
-Hua/Yi
-Shang
-Zhou = Chou
-Jiaguwen bone inscription ( O Anyang)

-Chinese civilization emerged from the late Neolithic Age 1500 BCE-1600 BCE
-one of the cultures that emerged is the Longshan (lung-Shan) culture
-Longshan has two parts
    >eastern is on the Shandong peninsula
    >western is related to the middle region of the yellow river (south east of Xian, southern part of Shanxi, south of Luoyang)

-Xia = Hua → people of the western part of Longshan
    >Xia means summer; Hua means flower
    >their tribal totem is the dragon
-China → this was used in 1300 BCE by India
    >ancient India saw an emergence of a huge political entity that connected all these regions
    >the political entity called itself Qin (Ch’in)

-Yi → people in the shandong peninsula
    >people from the east
    >later Yi became a term for barbarian (600 BCE)
    >their totem was the Phoenix
-Shang → they came from the Yi people area (east)
    >it is believed that they have extremely close interactions with the Yi people
    >heavily influenced by the Yi people
    >but they moved out of the shandong peninsula
    >why they moved out → believed that yellow river brings a lot of silt to the east (mud) and then the river will change course since the mud will accumulate and can no longer flow
    >with the changing course, it would bring floods to the Yi area, so the Shang people began to migrate from the East to the middle area of the Yellow River region
    >they moved 5 times; around 1300 BCE they settled in a place (most north eastern area ) of the river → Anyang
    >Xiaotun =Hsiao-t’un → the centre of the Shang state
-Xia dynasty is believed to have lasted
    >since 1950, archeologists have dug up ruins by Luoyang; a village of sorts
        >burial ceremonies and pottery
        >believed that this was the centre of the Xia Dynasty
    >but there was no written documents found that confirms the Xia Dynasty
-there is a school of scholars that doubt the authenticity of ancient Chinese traditions and documents
    >question whether or not the Xia dynasty existed
    >most scholars believe the Xia dynasty existed

-historically verified dynasty refers to the Shang Dynasty
    >this dynasty moved around a lot
    >1700 BCE - 1200 BCE; but due to archeological findings it is now 1600 BCE - 1045 BCE
    >1600 BCE - 1200 BCE; they moved around until they settled down in Xiaotun
   
    >why is Shang historically verified?
        > (1920) scholar found bones with writing that he could understand parts of
        >found names of from historical documents that talked about the Shang kings and those bones seemed to be prays towards gods
        >Doctor Sun Yat-Sen (passed away in 1924) was a revolutionary at the end of Chinese Imperial history (1912)
            >his group is KMT and GMD (Guy min Tang → people’s party)
        >Chiang Kai-Shek was Sun Yat-sen’s successor → most renowned military leader → lead China against Japanese invaders
        >Academia was established and sent many people to dig around Xiaotun and they found written material (turtle shells and shoulder bones of oxen)
        >these shells and bones were used for divination → ORACLE BONES
            >they would engrave or make a small hole on the shells and then apply low heat on the small holes → the shell would crack in certain shapes and the diviner (eventually the kings) would use those shapes to interpret was they mean
                >they would engrave two statements and those statements will parallel each other
                >ex it will rain and it will not rain; and the cracks would say which will happen
        >found about 200 000 of those shells and bones; but only half of them have been deciphered → they were buried in a pit in Anyang

        >the verified truth only found evidence of the last stages of the Shang Dynasty (last 9 king, there were 30)
            >before 1189 BCE, the history cannot be verified
        >highest deity of the Shang Dynasty is known as Shang di (\ accent on the a)
        >the Shang king could not directly communicate with the highest deity; so he had to constantly make divination using the bone and shells to communicate with deceased relatives (previous kings), so those relatives could communicate with the Di

-People arose from the Xian area but their culture was inferior with the Shang people; because they did not have written language
    >Xian people interacted with Chou people
    >many of the Chou King’s wives were from the nomadic people (Qiang people)
            >Qiang → people that took care of the ram
            >Chou’s people were heavily influenced by the Qiang people

-Shang could mean three things
    >political system
    >period of time
    >a group of people

PERIOD OF TIME
-the time period is based on the oracle bones
-existed around 1600-c1045 BCE
-around that time the Chou/Zhou people overthrew the Shang people
-The Shang is the first and the overlord of the lords

POLITICAL SYSTEM
-there were many other political groups surrounding the Shang political system
-when Shang was the most dominant in the middle region of the Yellow River, does not mean it had total control of all the other places around

A GROUP OF PEOPLE
-these people existed long before the Shang Dynasty was established in 1600 BCE (They came from the East; where Yi people concentrated)   
-Shang people most likely interacted with the Yi people
-when the Shang people were taken over by the Zhou people; it does not mean the Zhou people ceased to exist
    >means that the ruling elite was wiped out; not every person was gone

ARTICLE BY KC CHANG MAIN POINT
-Xia, Shang and Zhou → looking at their interactions
-one dynasty was conquered and defeated by the following dynasty
-suggested that people should view these interactions at a horizontal perspective or parallel instead of vertical
-b/c the Shang may be dominant; they do not fully control all the surrounding people
-when Shang is the most dominant; Xia people can still be around (in the middle lower region of the Yellow River)
-When Xia were most dominant; the Shang people could still exist
-Zhou/Chou people were already existing during the Shang dynasty → they just got confident that they could overthrow the Shang dynasty
-the part of the history of every dynasty overlaps with each other
-Chinese people do not come from one single origin point

SINGLE CULTURE
-Shang and Chou eventually rely on the same written language to pass down information to the future generations
-the ones the conquered them would get passed down that written language

-civilization started from the Neolithic Age, but the Shang dynasty entered the Bronze Age
-China/Shang entered the Bronze Age a bit later compared to other civilizations
-once Shang had produced Bronze vessels; they made very rapid progress with their vessels
    >they produced cauldrons; ritual vessels → these were only used by elites
    >the people who were not the ruling elite used polished stones
    >the elite organized the common people to produce bronze vessels for them
    >these ritual vessels could hold ½ to 1 whole oz’s leg/pig/lamb and wine as sacrifices for their ancestors
    >the cauldrons were produced in very fine quality → found one that weighs 875 kg → Cauldron for my mother Wu / Ding-cauldron → made for a king’s deceased mother → the largest cauldron in the world

    >technologically speaking the Shang represents a breakthrough despite entering the Bronze Age later than the Mesopotamian civilization
    >entered the Bronze Age right when the dynasty was established
    >dynasty → refers to patrilineal descent/the rule is passed down from father to son or brother to brother → clan refers to a family; members of a group that have relationships with an actual or perceived/constructed ancestor and they share a last name; but there might not be able to trace back the actual lineage to connect them to the person they want to be connected to
        >they identify themselves with a common ancestor (that may not be related to them)
    >clan vs lineage
        >lineage → connected by a ancestor and can trace back by generation to generation with documents

RELIGION of Shang
-Chou defeated the Shang people YEAR
-due to the oracle bones → we know the Shang people were very religious and made many sacrifices to the gods/Supreme deity Shang Di (High Lord)
-must respect father → so when father dies he will talk good of you with the Di → must provide enough cattle/sacrifices → talk well with the Di means good harvest
-these characteristic of strong belief was not atypical in Chinese history
-ancestral worship is one of the most important characteristic that makes Chinese culture distinct from other cultures
    >ancestral worship is still prevalent in the modern day → in Cantonese restaurants there is a wooden box with a plaque inside and there are these lights (replace incense) → worship ancestors to bring protection to businesses
-purpose of their religion has a very pragmatic purpose → ancestors to talk to the deities to bless the people

-Chou people did not pray to all the gods (of the river, etc etc) like the Shang people

-the Chou people noted that the Shang people drank all the time; why do the Shang drink all the time?
    >the Shang people are doing a ritual; when providing a whole lamb/ox/sacrifice the diviner needs to cleanse themselves → so most diviners prepare the sacrifice; they also consume lots of alcohol (made of millet)and it is said that this is favoured by Confucius
        >when they consume a large enough of alcohol; they will get to a certain high and dance → and then they can interpret the bones

-the Chou eventually used different methods to talk to their deities (Book of Changes came out around this time)

-Yin → Chou called the Shang people this
    >the Chou found that the Shang people was more advanced because they learned the written language and how to make bronze items from the Shang
    >the Chou culture was inferior; Shang were technologically very advanced and had a political structure

STATE STRUCTURE OF THE SHANG
-based on the oracle bones
-concept to divide the state culture into two big parts: internal domain & external domain
-Internal domain would include 2 big areas: current capital & area of royal hunt
-settlements are current capital surrounded worn towns
-there's an important place where they would store their treasures → the ritual centre
    >this was before they settled in Anyang
-settlements means the immediate area of the worn towns
    >there are also villages in this area that were not controlled by the Shang but they interact with the Shang people
-area of royal hunt → there are also settlements around here; area where they hunt animals that are used for sacrifices/used for divination and for the political rulers to show off to their followers → or their followers will forget about them
    >political rulers need to make contact with their people to show authority and to oversee the settlements to make sure there are no unloyal ideals to them
-16 settlements
-the area of royal hunt also connects the interior to the exterior
-Fang → group/community/state
    >the Fang is like the Shang; it is also another group
    >they coexisted with the Shang people
    >some were friendly to the Shang and some were not friendly/hostile to the Shang people

-there are no clean boundaries between each level
-external domain → economical resources
-members of the various levels have different relationships between the people and the king
    >distance does not determine how close the relationship is
    >members that close to the king were spread around the 16 settlements
        >a network of settlements
        >eg Headquarters of McDonald's is in New York; but there are McDonald's in Vancouver and the Yukon → these are still connected; and doesn't mean it is the least close members
        >Shang king could be sending his closest members to establish settlements in far areas to ensure loyalty
       
        >relationships were determined by the blood types/kin ships
    >like many other civilizations; it was organized by lineage/family members
-what obligations did the settlements have towards the centre
    >bring turtle shells and shoulder blades of oxen → for divination
    >live stock
    >send people to help the court to clear up the fields around the centre and to plant seeds
    >send people with skills to produce bronze vessels

-the Shang society → geographical basic units are the war towns/settlements
            → social political basic units are lineage
-in the centre; the King also have his sons and royal consorts (and relatives of the royal consorts) to perform certain actions/functions for him
    >royal consorts were very important in the Shang political structure; there was a royal consort named Hao that could send out armies for the Shang
    >the Shang king married women inside and outside his clan
        >endogamy → was considered illegal after the Shang cause it was considered incest
        >exogamy → marrying women outside your lineage/clan
            >
    >there were also ministers that would oversee agriculture, production of oracle bones, etc
    >there is a division of labour
    >some of the lineage would monopolize a certain skill → ex how to carve words into the bronze sculptures
    >only the noblemen would be employed as warriors with the king to fight against people who were not Shang people → Chariot warriors
    >ordinary Shang people would be in the fighting force, but they were not the major fighting force until 400c BCE
    >some were employed as scribes/record keepers → they were the ones that record the oracle bones and what the Shang King says

-in the Zi clan (Shang)→ one of was picked to be the royal lineage (maybe because they produced many sons)
        >that lineage was separated into two and they would take turns ruling
        >initially the throne was passed down to the younger brother; but then it became the throne is passed down to the eldest son of the family


SHANG HEAVENLY COURT
-(top)Shang Di (Lord/God on High)
-(2nd)Deceased Ancestors      (parallels to)        God of wind, rain, snow, and sun
-(3rd)Local deities: gods of specific rivers, localities, all kinds of gods
-Do ut des

HOW DID THE KING JUSTIFY HE COULD SERVE AS THE KING OVER THE SHANG PEOPLE
-Keightley says the Shang religious committee is closely related to the genesis of the Shang state
-What was the major activity of the Shang religion → Ancestor worship
    >why did they do it frequently and periodically → the ancestors were the mediators between the people and the Shang deities
    >Shang Di was the highest Shang deity
    >the Shang king has the magical ability to communicate to talk to the supreme deity; though it was through his ancestors → so with this magical power, the king justifies his position as the ruler
    >the King communicated with his ancestors with divination rituals (Oracle Bones)
        >at the beginning diviners could interpret the bones, but after only the King could interpret the bones

-Shang Court was based on their idea of the Heavenly Court
    >at the top of the religious structure is the Shang Di
    >top of the Shang Court was the King
-Ancestors got the most sacrifices

-Do ut des → I give so that you should give.
    >basically I scratch your back, so you should scratch my back
    >Shang religion is very rational → it is done for practical reason
    >offerings to the ancestors so they can help the Shang get favourable harvest

-divination results are always 50/50 towards what they want or what they don't want
    >because there is this high probability for the Shang king to receive results that he doesn't want, most scholars say this is the fundamental reason for why scholars have only found very few records that sa y the results of the Shang kings’ divinations
        >most bones found, only a few have results documented
        >Keightley speculated that there is some tension between the scribes/record keepers and the king → that why some negative results of the divinations have been recorded
            >perhaps there was a power struggle between the record keepers and kings
            >or the record keepers thought they should record the truth

-if the probability was so high for the King to be wrong, why do they invest so much into the divination → settlements had to provide turtle shells and ox shoulder blades, sacrifices, and schedule dates for when to worship which ancestor and there was lots of preparation to prepare of the religious activity → everyone focused on this schedule and if someone made a mistake, they would disrupt the order

    >In a Shang week, there was 10 days.
        >B/c the people believed there were 10 suns, and it took a day for a sun to come out
        >sun and day also had the same pronunciation in the Shang language
        >10 heavenly stem → independent counter
        >12 Earthly branches → the other independent counter
        >check notebook for chart
        >after they exhaust all the possible combinations, the cycle begins again
        >this calendar is the Lunar Calendar

        >they combined their deceased ancestors with the stems
            >eg king1, king 2, etc….
            >b/c the ancestors go to the heavenly courts after death → they become a deity of heavenly court
            >they make sacrificed to the respective kings on their day
            >eg King 1 is closely related to the current king; the King will provide more sacrifices to that ancestors → number of goods per ancestor was fixed
            >ancestors were given a stem based on their seniority
                >if they die during this time, they are put into section A

    >Psychological comfort it brings to the Shang King
        >that's why the King keeps doing it
        >and even if the rate is high for negative results to happen, it is also high for positive outcomes
-the Shang people give a lot of attention to religious activity
    >there is logic → a bureaucratic logic behind this religious activity (according to Keightley)
    >bureaucracy means the way government is organized
        >hierarchy of officials in the government (bureaucrats)
        >organized the government officials into an hierarchy
        >you have to rule out personal ties; it is impersonal → purely based on whether or not they have the skills/knowledge that is needed
        >follow rules to get promoted, and demoted for not following rules

    >Shang ancestors are organized into a hierarchy with their seniority/generation
        >how could kings get promoted, demoted, or appointed → by their merit
       

CAN WE CALL THE SHANG STATE A LEGITIMATE STATE (with modern criteria) No (0%) → Yes (100%)
1. territory
2. sovereignty → military
3. Legitimacy → Authority to function as the state head
4. Administration + professionalism → laws/rules
d. accountability

-Did the Shang have a clearly defined idea of their territory?
    50% there was an idea of territory but no clear boundaries
    >The Shang state is a network of settlements
        >settlements → war towns and immediate fields following the war towns and here are many non Shang people that coexist the Shang people
        >The Shang people had a concept with war towns but they coexisted with others (Friendly and non-friendly Shang)
        >there is a certain sense of their land, but their boundaries between them and their neighbours are not clearly defined
   
        >Shang had the concept of North, South, West, East → so they knew there were four lands
            >but they were spread around coexisting with the Fang, so there was no distinct territorial boundaries; but there was a general idea of territory

-Is there sovereignty
    >50% b/c he had some power but not absolute
    >where there is an area where absolute power is concentrated and can also defend their people from outside forces; can monopolize military force/police force that can run the network to represent the views of the network
        >this is a sovereignty
        >the sovereignty in constitutional democracy is the people
    >the sovereignty for the Shang went through different stages (evolutionary process)
        >people banded together →  tribe  → chieftain → state
            communities → the strong tribe fought and defeated the other tribes → one appointed the chieftain and then named himself king → state

        >The King is the sovereign of the Shang state, but it was not absolute → potential of people being disloyal despite their lineage

-Did the Shang king have legitimacy?
    >50%

    >Religious commitment was inseparable from the Shang political legitimacy
        >B/C the Shang King could communicate with the Shang Di, even though it was through the negotiations with the ancestor deities
        >but researchers now have yet to find evidence of the King providing sacrifices to Shang Di → most of them are to the deities
            >scholars believe that Di represents to the Shang people’s mind (mainly the elite), that Di is some impersonal deity that can harm them, so they go through ancestors
            >that's why sacrifices are made to ancestors instead of directly to the Di
            >research today found with new technology found the possibility of the Shang Di actually refers to the North Pole instead of an ancestor
    >legitimacy in today’s government
        >establishment of the government is based on votes
        >votes mean the voter temporarily give up their sovereign powers to the elected people, so they can make decisions for you


-Did they have an administration
    >50%

    >there was an idea of the importance of people with special skills


-The Shang State is not a legitimate state due to this criteria; but it can be called a proto state, b/c it is a network of settlements  

---------CHOU

-Chou came from Xian area (lower middle of Yellow River)
-scholars now believe that before the Chou dynasty was established, they coexisted with the Xia and the Shang people
-rise of the Chou was very sudden, only appeared for 3 generations before they conquered the Shang
    >it is believed that when they conquered the Chou, the population was only about 60 000-70 000 people
    >Wen Wang → Cultured King 
        >the person that established the Chou dynasty
        >but during the last stages of the Shang dynasty, Chou was part of the Fang and Wen Wang was not king yet, also they worshipped the Shang
        >there was a time where the Chou were a friendly Fang, but became a hostile Fang when they became powerful
        >they probably learned their written language and bronze sculpture making from the Shang
        >Qian people (proto Tibetan) → interacted with the Chou
   
        >the conquest of the Shang was done by Wen Wang’s son Wu Wang

    >after being conquered, it was not the end of the Shang, but it was the beginning of the Chou’s reign and the Chou struggled with gaining legitimacy from the conquered people
        >theoretically, they needed a political theory to get legitimacy and have a political system/institution to rule over the conquered populated
    >small group suddenly conquered a large land

    >Chou used the Mandate of Heaven (Tian Ming) as their political theory for their legitimacy
    >FENGJIAN
-book of documents, record of rites, book of changes, book of songs, spring and autumn annals

-Book of Changes and Book of Songs
    >are believed to actually be compiled during the early stage of the Chou history
    >traditional literary documents, always said the cultured king laid out the 16 hexagrams that make up
-the Chou tried to learn everything from the Shang people; they even tried to employ the remnants of the Shang elite in their own government, so they could make those bronze structures

-the Mandate of Heaven was used as their political theory to legitimize their rule —> used to convince those remaining Shang that they were fit to rule
    >the Mandate of Heaven is basically propaganda —> by the Marshal King’s brother, the Duke of Chou
    >the Chou received the Mandate of Heaven, b/c the heavens were not happy with the last King of the Shang dynasty, because the the Shang King did not care about the Shang people and loved drinking and his concubines
    >the Heaven wanted the Cultured King to take over because he was a virtuous person and took care of his people —> so he became the son of Heaven/agent of Heaven on earth to relief the Shang people of the suffering caused by the Shang king

-Problem with the Mandate of Heaven
    >this is a double-edged sword
    >b/c other people can use the Mandate of Heaven to defeat the Chou
    >there is no indication that the Chou King is meant to be the Mandate of Heaven forever
-But the Mandate of Heaven may not be pure propaganda
    >b/c the Chou King may have really believed he was the son of Heaven
    >in the book of documents, before the Chou established the dynasty, the cultured King saw a red bird (which was a crow), and the red crow had some instructions carried in its beak and stayed in the altar where sacrifices for the Chou ancestors would be made
        >on those instructions, it said the cultured King will be his agent

    >with astronomical data, scholars realized around 1058 BCE, there were 5 planets that aligned together/planet conjunction towards the North Pole —> that phenomenon was extremely visible in the North Western part of the continent (this is where China is) and the Chou people were active in that area —> happens every 516 years
        >they believed the red crow wasn’t true propaganda b/c of these phenomenon
        >such events would be frightening to people —> sign of floods?? Disasters??

    >BUT the idea of virtue relating to the quality of political leader —> this was the idea produced by the Duke of Chou
    >The Chou King made himself King immediately the year after this phenomenon

-Supreme deity —> Tian
    >this is a universal deity; you cannot really bribe it
    >if you do not do things right/not virtuous, you will lose the Mandate of Heaven
    >that’s why the Mandate of Heaven was continually respected by the Chinese elite
    >every subsequent ruler of the Chinese dynasties took the theory of the Mandate of Heaven very seriously since it could be used against them
    >gave the Chinese people that the Heavenly mandate was not the Chou theology, but it was for everyone
    >showed the Chou people’s idea of history —> the Mandate of Heaven is connected to their understanding of history —> the rise and the fall of a dynasty
        >it is also tied to the quality of political leadership —> the moral quality and virtue of your leaders —> if your leader does not act virtuously, he could be replaced by a more virtuous leader
        >mechanism of accountability
-The Mandate of Heaven embodies the idea of accountability and this established China’s political order
    >political order in their newly conquered land
    >initiated a new order of leadership in politics
[bookmark: _GoBack]-there was an idea of quality of political leaders being important, but have not thought of institutions to limit and reduce the abuse from political power
    >these were not established
-Zhou Gong —> Duke of Zhou

-Zhou = Chou
    West Zhou 1045-771 BCE
    East Zhou 771-221 BCE

-Fengjian/ji jiang
-Zhou gong
-Wu Wang
-Cheng Wang

-What type of institution would th Zhou create to effectively rule over the conquered areas?
    >FENGJIAN

-the marshal king sent 3 brothers to th Luoyang region
    >they were to supervise the remaining members of the Shang ruling class —> basically the remaining Shang people
-Cheng Wang (successful king) —> Marshal King’s son
    >he was still a minor when the marshal king died
    >so the duke of Zhou came in to help Cheng Wang; became the supervisor/regent
    >this statement is based on traditional sources, but recently new material shows that the successful king was not a minor but the duke of Zhou still became the regent

-the three brothers did not believe that the duke of Zhou wanted to just be a regent; believed he wanted to be the King
-the 3 brothers were in the Eastern part; they allied themselves with the remaining Shang lineage and others to rebel against the duke of Zhou

-Duke of Zhou with his half brother left a huge military force to fight against the rebellion
    >it took three years to suppress the rebellious forces
    >after the military exhibition, the Zhou finally established control in the lower Yellow River region
    >established 2 capitals, one in Xian and Luoyang
        >it is to control/oversee the forces in those regions

-7 years after the exhibition, Duke of Zhou retired and soon passed away
    >successful king took the throne
    >Duke of Zhou is stationed in the Eastern capital
    >even after 7 years, the Zhou was still worried about rebellion
-Western Zhou lasted more 250 years
    >after 771 BCE, the capital was captured by outside people (from further west)
    >the last King of the western Zhou went to Luoyang and initiated the history of the Eastern Zhou

-Spring and Autumn period (771-480) and Warring States period (480-221) was part of the Eastern Zhou

FENGJIAN SYSTEM
-Western Zhou relied on the Fengjian system
-a system established by the Zhou —> traditionally created by the Duke of Zhou
    >after their second military exhibition against the rebellion (remaining Shang lineage)
    >forces led by the Duke of Zhou and his half brother
-established after the second military exhibition
-the creation is crucial to Chinese history
-a decisive development for the Chinese world
    >it was during the Zhou that we see the concept of China gradually took shape
    >a cultural China —> not based on races/ethnic groups; based on the elite idea of what China means and their sense of culture
    >it was during the latter part of the Eastern Zhou History (warring states 480-221); we see the gradual formation of territorial states
        >got the settlements to unify and centralized —> becomes the First Chinese empire

-What does this term mean? And why was this established? And how did this function?
    >established to create political order and to rule over the conquered people
    >consequences of establishing this system was not the type of result anticipated from the original intent (unintended results)

    >The Fengjian has been translated as feudalism
    >Chinese scholars and scholars in the west believe that feudalism and Fengjian can be mutually used and understood —> great deal of similarities

    >but recent articles (in readings) have gone against the idea that Fengjian and feudalism are very similar

   
ARTICLE
-based on archeological findings
    >NOT oracle bones; he used bronze inscriptions
-in the Zhou dynasty, most of the royalty and ruling elite, would carve narratives and statements into bronze vessels
    >but not many scholars can understand the inscriptions
    >b/c under Mao’s rule, there was not much focus on scholars
-the function of bronze inscriptions were similar to oracle bones
    >means of communicating with their ancestors
    >what they have achieved/accomplished and write prayers for blessings are inscribed

-Fengjian is not the same as feudalism
-our understanding of Fengjian system has changed; understanding of feudalism has also changed

-there are many parts of the systems that look similar, but the intent and function are completely different

-Fengjia/feudalism is a very common occurrence
    >feudalism is considered a type of political structure/method/system
    >a system that regulates the social political relations
        >social political relations was banned by economic ties
    >feudalism appeared in Europe in the 8th century
    >Carolingian Dynasty at that time tried to establish something to help the political order —> they were weak at the time
    >feudalism was established in Europe was very weak
        >established ruler and minister relationship; while lord and vessel relationships were established
        >to establish lord/vessel; needs a ritual ceremony
            >part 1 vessel needs to pay homage to their lord; vessel kneels, lord holds his hands and then kisses his mouth > become confidants
            >part 2, vessel swears allegiance to their lord
        >this type of relationship is completely between 2-3 men; personal relationship
    >when Zhou established Fengjian, they were very strong
        >for the Zhou dynasty the relationship, there is not ritual like the European version
        >the Zhou king will hold the ritual in front of his altar; right outside the ancestor worship area, and officials will be present
            >the King will announce to the founding father (Cultured King) —> the founding father will hear the case and agree to appoint that person
            >it is witnessed by all the ministers
            >appointment ceremony is a public ceremony (not personal)

-FENG —> means envelope; when you put something in an envelope you seal it
    —> in the Zhou dynasty, it means to seal something
        >to divide two areas —> plant a row of trees separate two areas (dividing lines)
        >you seal what belongs to you, and you separate it
-JIAN —> to establish; to establish family members (or any male members related to your wife —> 12 wives of the king were from the Qiang) in different areas of the Eastern Zhou —> create settlements/walled towns Walled towns were also the basic measurement of the Zhou 
        >these settlements acted like an army of colonies which are ruled by the Zhou royal house —> military colonization network
        >in this network —> settlements are the core units —> called Guo (states) instead of Yi
            >70 states were established by the successful king
            >20-40 were ruled by the Qiang
            >these states were like a wall that protect the centre —> anyone who wanted to get the centre had to go through the regional forces
            >once these regional states have been established, they had to obey the centre unconditionally —> Ruler and Subject relations 
                    >but once established as a regional lord, they can have all the power over his regional state (judicial, financial, and political) 
            >it is not like the relationship between the lord and vessel (this relationship is like a contract) in European Fuedalism —> there are conditions for the lord and the vessel to follow, and they can be taken to court
    (Last name of the members of the Zhou royal lineage —> Qiang, Ji, Jiang)
              >political and family relationship are linked together
               > in European feudalism —> they could be blood related, but they do not have to be —> blood relation was not the core element unlike the one in China

-after the Zhou conquered the Shang, did they continue to use oracle bones as a medium to communicate with their ancestors?
    >they did not mainly use oracle bones (oracle bones were gradually phased out by a different system, the hexagram), they used bronze vessels instead
    >inscribe narratives and characters on the bottom of the vessel or the inside on the vessel at the bottom    —> used to announce what they achieved to their ancestors
    >only the elite could do it (royal linage) b/c it was expensive and took technology
    >at the bottom of the vessels, the artisan would say what date the vessel was produced
    >it is no longer a divination type of thing; by writing down their accomplishments, their ancestors will bless them
    >the leaders will also be provided by precious bronze vessels and the King will also grant them people that belong to the King (Wang ren) and commoners (Zhou ren) and the remaining forces of the Shang royal lineage and Shang commoners, and local people that originally lived around those settlements (indigenous people)

-What kind of things would the Zhou king grant his relatives?
    >once established these family members, he would let the family members rule the land as if the land was a gift to them
    >BUT the land ultimately belongs to the King, and the relative is more like a agent of the King
        >that area is guarded by the relative to protect the land —> basically protect the centre
        >they are all tied by their common ancestors
        >the land was not exactly a gift
        >regional rulers —> agents of the King —> work on behalf of the king
            >NOT independent rulers
        >the relatives were given King’s people (wang ren) and Zhou commoners (zhou ren) and the remaining forces of the Shang royal lineage and Shang commoners and local people to the settlements (indegenious people)
            >if the settlements could not coexist with the indegenious people, there will be low scale wars
            >there was an heirachy of population
                   

-around 70 Zhou settlements were established plus the 16 Shang settlements
    >the network of settlements were not completely tight, b/c they coexisted with non zhou people (old Shang people)
-the regional rulers had to rule well, in order to assimilate the other populations —> for an harmonious existantce
        >learn the Zhou culture, that was inherited from the Shang culture
-difference between culturalization and assimilation 
    >culturalization —> still keep a part of your identity and you combine it with the culture of the host country —> still able to celebrate their original culture in the public sphere
    >assimilation —> fully submerged in the main stream culture and accept it, eventually they lose their original culture in the public sphere
    
    >Zhou wanted the people that were willing to learn and able to learn to produce bronze vessels and to write
    >the other populations will be limited to the smallest amount so people could exist harmoniously 
    >regional rulers were provided Zhou commoners and Shang commoners

FENGJIAN (from 1949-today; still studying it)
-from 1045 BCE to 221 BCE (remember this date 221 BCE)
-this is the only period of Chinese history that you see the institution of Fengjian —> developed, established, and then declined
-Carl Marx relied upon this idea of Enlightenment and used Fengjian as the third stage of historical development
    >5 stages of human history/historical development: primitive society —> slave society —> feudalism —> capitalist society (capitalists/proletariats)
    >scholars in the East and West see parallels between the feudalism and Fengjian
-Fuedal —> master/serfs —> master exploits the serfs (they’re not exactly slaves)
-Japan used Fengjian before the 1920 —> used it as a term to condemn anything that is backwards/retrograde/foolish


POLITICAL FACTORS —> Fengjian
-the relationship between regional leaders and the centre are not just blood, but also public relationships
-combined relationship between the centre and the regions
    >blood type and political relationship
-when the family members became regional leaders (their surname Qiang or Zi); they would also get another surname that will become the name of their regional state —> a political name, because it was used by rulers as the name of their regional state
-the relatives are now on their own to rule on behalf of the King
    >they need an political entity (the new surnames)
-the surnames were originally used to strengthen the political relationship between the centre and region, and also given to the women so people will know the woman comes from a different family when they get married

POLITCAL ORGANIZATION
-how do local regional rulers organized their court, and how does the Zhou king organize their court
-the intent was not to have two separate systems
-at the beginning there was no way for the Zhou King to really control the settlements —> needed Fengjian, which is an indirect way to control the settlements
-regional rulers had delegate powers
-the system was only about 50% accurate
    >Zhou king had very strict control on the royalty in the royal domain due to the government organization in the centre
    >this system was a “bureaucracy” —> professionalism and administration is no longer primitive



-committee of high officials (temporary thing) —> the most powerful officials of the court and they were only existed for a short period of time —> when the duke of Zhou and his brother were alive
        >regents to the king
-ministry is the most important part of the system
    >3 ministries: construction, horses, and land
    >ministry of construction: infrastructure ( buildings roads, bridges, palaces, houses, etc)
    >ministry of horses: transportation and military/war
    >ministry of land: agriculture
-office of grande scribe: record keeping
-office of grand priest: taking care of sacrificial goods to the Zhou ancestors
-office of royal armies: very crucial part
    >Zhou king only directly controls the 6 armies that are directly under him
    >the office of royal armies controls 8 armies —> theses were stations in Luoyang 
        >Why Luoyang and not the capital regions?
            >when the the Wang retired, he went to Luoyang —> fear of rebellion from the East
            >oversee the regional states —> so no one will rebel against them ever again
-office of the Royal Family: affairs of the royal family; the Zhou king was very conscious about doing something to govern his own family members; affairs of family members were kept away from the other offices (separate the public and the private)

-compartmentlization of the government structure
    >horizonatally, there are different bureaus
-vertically; there is a hierarchy 
    >Ministry being the most important executive organ
    >and various secondary bureaus
    >then under that there are the offices of different artisans

-System of the Regional States
    >they were supposed to have the same structure of the centre
    >but they only had the ministry, grand priest, and the scribes —> but no clean divide between personal and private 
    >also no bureaus underneath the ministry
    >how did they make sure it was still running well like the centre
        >set up the office of inspectors —> each regional state were sent an inspector from the centre
        >after a year, the inspector will have to send a report to the centre to make sure the regional state is running well —> the eyes and ears of the centr

CRITERIA EMPLOYED TO DESCRIBE DIFFERENCES BETWEEN FUEDAL AND FENGJIAN
-public (Zhou) and private (Europe) ritual ceremonies 
-Fuedal is contract based, and Fengjian is unconditional 
-5 criteria —> read it for Wednesday

1. relationship between the King and the Regional rulers
2. Nature and function of the regional states
3. “Ranking” system
4. Organization of Western Zhou military
5. Function of central government 
-relationship is ruler and subject
-5 ranks: gong (duke), hou (marquis), bo (earl), zi (count), nan (baron)
-who can have the title Gong? 
    >regional rulers with kinship and political names
    >early regional rulers started with the title Hou (they were all military commanders) —> colonizing powers —> hou gou (hou states)
    >military power was still the backup of the King’s rule —> the King can crush anyone that rebels

    >highest rank officials (the committee of high ranking officials), they have the title of Gong —> the Duke of Zhou

-Bo —> nothing to do with Fengjian system (political side), it is about the family relationships —> oldest son is called the Bo

-Zongfa system
    >King is the head

    >BUT only the eldest son of the legitimate wife can be appointed as the heir/crown prince
        >sons of cucubines don’t count
   -Nanjo state (like the fang for the Shang)
    >zi and nan are used to refer to the regional rulers in those states
-How will you characterize the Western Zhou?
    >Walled towns are still counters —> there were 148 regional states near the end of the Western Zhou, but initially there were only around 70~ —> the other ~70 were from the Nanjo in response to the Western Zhou
    >settlements were established with regional rulers (relatives of the King) that get their power from the Zhou King —> delegate powers
    >compared to the Shang, Zhou is not a proto-state
    >Delegatory Kinship order settlement state

——
-As time passed, the Fengjian system could not hold, b/c the centre could not hold
    >the outside regions became stronger and stronger
    >the second and third generations of the Regional states did not want to go through the ceremony to be recognized as legitimate heirs of their fathers/grandfathers
        >did not believe the Zhou king had the military power to attack them if they refused to attend the ceremony
——
CHUNQiU = Ch’un-ch’u (Spring and Autumn Period) 771-480 BCE
Qi = Ch’i     Jin = Chin
Chu = Ch’u
    >these three are the most important regional states
    >Spring and Autumn period is one of the most complicated periods of time
    >article on this period has a different understanding of Fengjian —> keep this in mind when reading

-this is the area where you can see the multi-state 

-The Zhou ruling elite lost their power gradually 
    >last Zhou King was forced to flee to the eastern capital (Luoyang) and established the Easter Zhou —> starts the Spring and Autumn period
    >during this period of time, China began to develop for a network of loosely connected settlements into a large united empire
    >these changes caused the first civilization in the world that was not governed by territorial aristocratic families/hereditary family
-intellectual changes

-Why is the first period of the Eastern Zhou called the Chun-ch’u?
    >Chun means Spring and Ch’u means Autumn —> means a passage of time
    >spring and autumn both come and go

    >Spring and Autumn was the common name for all the official historical records kept by all the regional states at the time 
    >the special region for why the age is known as this term is due to the fact that the official state records kept in Lou was believed that age after age (generation-generation) was edited by Confucius 
    >the Lou state had very close relations to the original Zhou state in the Xian area b/c the eldest son of the Duke of Zhou established the state of Lou
    >among all the official historical records (Chun-ch’u), only one was kept alive and succeed in kept in generation to generation was in the Lou state
    >Why is it a big deal that Confucius edited it?
        >people believed the Confuscius used sudtle words in the edited documents to critique the leader in his region b/c he thought they were not living up to the standard good enough to rule over his people —> teaching leaders morals
        >this historical record became one of the 5 classics
        >give date and a small statement of what happened —> no cause and effect relation
            >very chronicle 
        >historians afterwards made Zuo commentary —> that’s how we learned what happened
-the Spring and Autumn annuals became park of the Chinese Intellectual and Moral canon —> serves as a moral warning
    >this covered the first part of the Eastern Zhou history —> that’s how the period got the name Spring and Autumn

-this is a transitional period, b/c we see the gradual collapse of the Fengjian system
    >it becomes a multi-state system, and there was a lot of inter-state warfare
    >among the war-fare( 500 wars), 100 could be considered civil wars —> contained inside the state    
    >500 states became a dozen or so states
    >so there will be more land for each state
    
>due to the multi-state period, the Zhou king became only a name and didn’t really have power over all the states
    >the Zhou King wanted to increase his domain, so he started a big military campaign to the Nanjo —> and the Zhou military was wiped out and the King never totally got his power back(6 armies) —> the regional states could see the centre was now weak and would start rebelling (mid history of Eastern Zhou)

-Decline of the Centre took place in the end of the Western Zhou (it was slow), but it was more rapid during the Eastern Zhou
    >Chi and Jin would become centres to replace the centre in Luoyang 
    >the regional states no longer cared about the centre to pay tribute to the king 
    >they became more independent, but there are still strong links between the elite
        >you see a culture —> b/c all these elites were educated in the same sort of fashion; they all shared a culture —> trained in music, poetry, rites(ritual), archery, chariot riding, writing (calligraphy), arithmetic —> the six arts —> similar to classical western 
        >the elite were proud of this education cause it made them different from other people
        >same court rituals, etc —> a cultural identity emerges
        >you see a concept of a unified culture emerging —> Cultural China

-Conflict between states became more frequent and deadly
    -500 states —> dozen states
-this period of time was dominated by aristocrats —> b/c of fengjian
    >then you see the disappearance of aristocrats (~221 BCE)
-the constitution of Chinese world became more and more complicated —> more elements would come to the centre

-centre started to decline, so the power of regional states started to rise
    >inside the regional states, there was lots of change as well
    >some regional states became new centres
    >age of aristcrosity was on the rise —> domaninated by aristocratic families
    >#1 characteristics —> decline of the centre, and new centres in the regional states
        >some of those centres were swallowed by more powerful states
    >#2 characteristic —> rise in war between the regional states
    >#3 —> rise of the Shi/Shih class


SHI CLASS
-bottom of the aristocratic class
-Zhou king was the head, and then his power began to decline
-during the frequent conflict between the regions, the Shi became the bottom of the aristocratic class
-Shi can mean scribe, warrior, scholar, (know the 6 arts) and finally it became educated members in Chinese society —> they could keep records; serve as record keepers in big aristocratic families
-Confucius came from this class
-Shi class began to rise because they had these skills —> could fight, count, write, rituals, and know music —> could bring court culture
    >aristocrats would hire them to give their centre more class
-b/c the Shi are on the rise, the other aristocratic families began to fall (swallowed by stronger states)

-New elements also entered the fengjian system (last state of the fengjian period)
    >introduction of non Chinese states
        >State of Chu/Ch’u, Wu, and Yue
        >these joined the regional states in the central plain —> they are the Nanjo Chinese
    >central plain considered the Nanjo to be barbarians
    >system of multi-state
    >Chu state actually had very high level of civilization, Wu and Yue also were highly civilized    
        >why would ancient Chinese historians not consider them as central states, and call them barbarians?    
        >what is missing?  They lack written documents/records
            >there are some signs, but they cannot be deciphered
        >b/c they did not have written language, these decided to join the states in the central plain
        >Wanted to establish themselves as the centre, so they began to engage in war with the centre —> most powerful in the centre was Qin (Ch’in)  —> became most powerful in the later part of the warring states period
    
-the head of the Regional states had 8 rows of girl dancers to perform ceremonies at their court
    >during the Western Zhou, only the King was allowed this
-What did the Chu state do?
    >He wanted to call himself Wang (King)
    >in the fengjian system, there was only one King —> the Zhou king/ Son of heaven
    >now every ruler of the dozen states,called themselves King
    >during the Spring Autumn period, they could care less about the Fengjian system

-Some regional states rose in power, but some regional states started to lose their power
    >the strong states began to build up their military power, and when they were strong enough, they decided to take the centres —> they did what the centre did by sending relatives to establish areas
-Chief stewards (Zai) of aristocratic families became the highest power in the court eventually
    >they are basically the head butlers —> controlled the servants
    >the Chief stewards could use the power of the aristocratic families, and then take over as the head —> that’s how the Shi could gain new power
    >in the Jin/Qin state, there were many aristocratic families, and eventually they all fought and only 3 came out and split the state into 3 parts

-What was the method they relied on to maintain order?
    >BA/PA SYSTEM —> formed to protect themselves from non-Chinese
    >Ba means the Lord of all lords/the overlord —> hegemon system 
    >system of interstate government/community/relationship
    >this came along because during 671 BCE, the Zhou Chinese states suddenly faced threats from non-Chinese people
        >they felt that non-Chinese started to invade them from the North and East
        >the Qi state tried to figure out a way to unite the Zhou regional states to defend themselves from the invaders —> need unity
        >there needs to be a leader —> from the Qi state —> Duke Huan of the Qi    
    >Duke Huan summoned many leaders from the regional states for a meeting, and they elected Duke Huan as the leader to unite them to form an alliance to fight against the non Chinese people —> they needed a ritual to honour their agreement —> slaughter cattle, and smear the blood on their lips and articles included on their agreement
        >this meeting is known as Meng/Covenant and is sealed by the ritual
    >When Luoyang realized that Duke Huan was elected, the Zhou King send an envoy to Duke Huan and gave him the title of Ba —> therefore Ba is used to describe the interstate relationship system

    >Duke Huan had a slogan —> to honour the Zhou King, and to fight against the barbarians 
        >Yi —> originally means people of the east; but not the slogan makes Yi mean barbarian
        >beginning of negative associated with the term Yi
        >sense of cultural china began to emerge due to the invasion of non Chinese people
        >what is the trick of saying Honour the King, when they did not follow the Fengjian
            >b/c Duke Huan did not have the right to unite the states —> only the Zhou king had that right, so Duke Huan used the King’s name to get that right
 -as the Ba, there are certain obligations 
-after Duke Huan’s death, there was some power struggles and another state emerged as the top —> JIN
-the Jin was constantly challenged by the Chu (from the South) state  
-the states between Jin and Chu, how did they deal with it?
    >one of the smaller states got the Jin, Chu and Qin leaders to meet
    >there was a meeting, but there was no ritual to honour their agreements
    >because those big states could not eliminate each other, they agreed to not attack each other for a while —> FIRST PEACE CONFERENCE (579 BCE)
    >this peace meeting is one of the earliest records in world history to have interstate peace conference and sign an agreement for a truce
        >if they could honour this truce, there could be a multistate system for a long time —> But they wanted to disagree and it did not succeed
-the Ba system was used as a channel for the big states to compete among themselves to see who could be the Ba —> so it failed
-the Ba system was created to maintain (in name) a certain type of Fengjian order, but ironically it subverted the Fengjian system and replaced it —> b/c the Zhou king could not be preserved anymore
-the three powerful families in the Jin state, separated into 3 parts 
    >start for the Warring States Period (403 BCE —> traditional historian b/c the Jin state was divided, 480 BCE—> b/c the chronicles of Spring and Autumn ended here)
-Ba has obligations to the smaller states
    >ex punish the un filial sons in states that wanted to challenge their father
    >ex punish a ruler if he wanted to promote his concubine as his legitimate wife —> did not follow lineage law
-The Ba ended up conquering 30 smaller states —> did not maintain the Fengjian system —> sealed the fate of the Zhou Royal house
-after, the leader of the Chu state named himself King
——
WARRING STATES PERIOD
-Why is this period of time called Warring States Period (480-221 BCE/403 BCE-221 BCE)
    >continuous military expansion
    >increasing amount of warfare and continuous warfare between states
    >one of the most turbulent periods in pre-modern Chinese history
-close to 150 states is reduced to only about a dozen
    >and only 7 are the most powerful
        >Qin, Qi, Chu, Yan, Han, Zhou, Wei (Han, Zhou, Wei —> are the Jin)

        >Han, Zhou, Wei were the most powerful b/c they got resources from the Jin
        >In Shangdon and Xian, there were resources and could expand
        >Because Han, Zhou and Wei were fighting against each other, they did not pay attention to the Qin (which was growing) and they were conquered by the Qin
-during the warring states period, they stopped coexisting with non-Chinese people
    >formation of territorial states
-there was a clear boundary between political entities
    >in the large area, there was a capital and the ruler in the capital had control over all the people
        >it was no longer settlements coexisting with other groups —> mixed people
        >China is no long middle kingdoms —> become a Middle Kingdom 
-differences between Spring and Autumn and Warring States
    >continuing decline of the center —> deterioration of the Feng Jian system
    >towards the end of the Spring and Autumn system, Chu leader declared himself as King
    > in the warring states, all 7 states had a King, so there were 7 Kings
    >Chu was also considered barbarians to the others (b/c its so far south)
    >continuing disintegratation of the aristocratic families —> these families were dominant in Spring and Autumn
        >rapidly declined in the Warring States —> B/C they wanted a King, and wanted to get rid of all the other big families
        >The Shi class was also on the rise due to the fall of aristocratics —> b/c Kings needed people with skills and would not challenge their power
    >Eastern Zhou society was no longer dominated by people with heiriditary status 
        >now it depends on people’s talents and skills
        >this period of time is the start of meritocratic society —> rise of people talents, no longer depends on blood —>meritocracy replaces aristocracy 
        >MERITOCRATIC CHINA
    >during this period of time, we witness the second bureaucratisation 
        >first time was in the Zhou capital
        >beaurocrats replaced aristocrats —> the SHI class
    >technologicial breakthroughs
        >Shang —> Bronze
        >Warring States —> Iron technology —> Hittits (from Syria were the first people to use iron in 1200 BCE)
            >raw iron —> caste iron
            >raw iron is not as hard, because it holds less carbon —> Chinese learned how to put more carbon in iron and it makes the iron harder 
            >the harder iron is a much better agricultural tool, but caste iron is brittle

            >Europeans did not do it until 150 BCE
    
            >b/c of the frequency of the warfare, 530BCE to 221 BCE, there were about 328 warfare (~2 wars per year)
            >they already had models from Bronze vessels —> so they could use the models to mass produce tools for farming and warfare
            >eventually they put more minerals into the iron and produce something similar to steel
    >economically, kings had more land to farm, and created new systems to control floods (dams) 
        >The Qin produced a large dam in Szuechen —> and it is being used today
       
    >political, social, technological and economic change
        >even with large scale warfare, they could keep order inside their own states
        >the large size of territories, the merchants could travel without hinderance —> during Spring and Autumn, the merchants were ties to the settlements and could not travel that far (had to pay toll fees) —> basically customs at the borders
            >during this period, you see emergence of merchants and large cities
            >merchants could travel far and carry large amounts of goods with security —> products would circulate everywhere within the large area

SPECIAL FEATURES AND CHARACTERISTICS SHARED BY THE POWERFUL STATES

INTERESTING ASPECTS OF THE ZHAO STATE
-one of the 3 parts of the Jin state
-Wei was originally most powerful i the 3 states —> they had appointed many capable members from the Shi class
-ZHAO interacted with non Zhou people all the time (nomadic people)
-b/c of these interactions, the Zhao people were the first of the Zhou people to learn how to wear trousers        
    >previously they all wore gowns 
    >Zhao also learned calvary warfare (fighting on horseback)—> You cannot wear long gowns to ride horses—> need short length clothes (tunics) and trousers 
    >Zhao learned that different outfits/costumes that will help them in different types of warfare

SPECIAL FEATURES OF THE & STATES
1.centralization
2.beauracracy

1.CENTRALIZATION
-power in the hands of one leader
-Spring and Autumn —> decline of the Zhou king (centre) and rise of the aristocratics
    >the aristocrates were in constant warfare —> whoever won in this power struggle, he would always want to concentrate the power in his own hands and not share the power with their uncles and brothers
    >even if they conquered a smaller state, they refuse to send their family members to govern that state, and refuse to pass down their power to their eldest son —> no more delegatory 
    >instead they would appoint members to establish a unit in certain areas
        >that appointed member would become part of their governemnet established by the leader

2.BEAUCRATIZATION
-when you appoint someone into the government, that means they need to have certain skills that you can rely on to govern your people
-having a set of objective standards, you promote and demote the people in your government to meet those standards
    >Shi —> once they serve in your government, they can become part of your aristocratic family
-after being appointed, you cannot pass on the position to your son —> heirdictary official positions were GONE
-members of the Shi class also began to regard themselves as the foundation/best people to serve in the government —> acquire a new identity/vision, no longer a member of the lowest status of the aristocratic class —> believed they had the rightful claim to government affairs
    >this came to being due to the convergence of interests between the king and the members of the Shi class
    >the king could get the best people from a pool of candidates —> people of the Shi class felt like they were the best because they were picked/appointed
-general structure of beautractic structure

    >there will be a civil official that becomes the chief minister
-in the warring states, there is a unit called XIAN(Hsien) —> COUNTY
        >Jun/Chun —> prefecture
        >Xian serves as the basic unit of local administration 
    >when Xian was in the Spring and Autumn, it served as a military recruitment  for the frontier
    >Xian continues to exist to this day
    >Xian and Jun became the most important units in the local administration

    >when you become the head of the Xian, you cannot pass on your power in a heiriditatry manner

3.MILITARIALIZATION OF THE STATE
-any conflict/problem that needed to be resolved was resolved by force —> nonegotiation/discussion
    >so we see an increase in warfare and duration of warfare
        (1 month warfare was common, and could last years)
        >many more causualities —> only a few dozen in the Spring and Autumn
-when the Zhao was defeated by the Qin, 400 000 soldiers were buried alive 
-chariot warfare was replaced by calvary 
    >much easier to kill enemies 
    >in chariot warfare, it was mainly aristocrats and before the battle there would be talks about keeping honour
    >for the Warring States —> it was to eliminate as many of your enemies as possible
-b/c of the frequency of warfare, new weapons were invented
    >cross bow
    >texts about military —> the Art of War by Shun Xi 
        >most likely the most translated Chinese text into English in history
4.GOAL OF THE NEW STATES
-in the Spring and Autumn period —> no concrete goal shared by all the states    
    >there was the idea of wanting to keep their powerful, and honour the Zhou King (lip service)
-in the Warrign States, every state had a concrete goal
    >Fuguo Qiangbing —> Enriche the state and strengthen the military 
    >wanted to enriche the state so they could build up resources and military to defeat the other states and come up as top —> compete to see who will be the sole ruler of China
    >enriching the state does not mean raising the living standards of the state
5.THE GOVERNMENT
-all those 7 states became to intervene and interfere in the economic daily lives of their people
-these states became to actively intervene the economic and intellectual lives of their people
-you need people to fight —> so the peasants 
-infantry —> get all the peasants you can get/recruit
    >able to dispense them at your will
-want every individual under your control to give you good, to get the resources to build up the military sources

-there were several measures they relied on to intervene in the daily lives of their people
1.     they all promigated law —> make law known to their people
1. Means that in the spring and autumn period, there were no promigation of law —> there were even debates between the regional state officials and leader to whether or not make law known to the people —> if the people knew the law, they would argue with the officials all the time
2. Every state wanted to make the laws known to their population, b/c they wanted a law established to control/mobilize the commoners and also apply the law to the remaining members of the aristocratic families —> if they did not obey the law, the king had the power to crush them
3. Everyone was equal beneath the law, but the King was exempted from the law
4. Also to mobilize Human Resources 
2. Establish household registrations 
1. This stays until current day China —> constitutes a big problem in China after the 1940s
2. MUST REMEMBER THIS
3. When the Western Zhou was established, all land under heaven belonged to the Son of Heaven/the King —> in theory
4. When Fengjian order was in operation, commoners did not own any land 
1. They cultivated land for their regional rulers
2. Every harvest, they would save some goods for themselves but send the rest of it to the region capital —> the regional leader will keep how much he thinks he needs and then send the rest of the Western Zhou King
3. Regional rulers depends on the commoners to support his government and commoners use their work to earn certain things for themselves 
5. In the collapse of the fengjian system, the rulers wanted all the tributes to come directly to them, without the interference of the regional government
1. no more sub regional states established —> only Xian/counties and prefectures
2. No obstruction from the powerful aristocratic families
3. Use of taxes —> in grains
4. Taxation —> documentation —> basically established something similar to our census —> know how many people live in a household under your rule
5. Household registrations are important b/c it determines how much land was granted to a household and then with land they can be taxed
6. Land was now granted to the commoners, and they had to produce as much as they can and the government will tax them
1. No longer needed to rely on aristocrati families to give tributes, b/c they can directly get stuff from the people
2. This is one of the ways of centralization —> centralizing their power
1. No one between government and the commoners
3. They all implemented reformist measures
1. They all launched reforms
2. The most successful in implementing reforms was Qin
3. Wei was one of the first that implemented reform
4. Qin launched a series of reforms under a minister Shang Yang
1. Shang Yang originally came from a tiny state named Wei (not the same Wei as the big state)
2. He was also a member of an aristocratic family —> received 6 arts training
3. When he first went to some states, he was no appreciated and hired until he went to the state of Qin —> the ruling king liked him a lot and appointed Shang Yang as a high ranking minister
4. B/c he was so successful, the Qin King gave him a particular area named Shang, so he is known as Lord Shang (Shang Yang) originally known as Wei Yang
5. Most of the high ranking officials of Qin were not native to Qin, but the King still appointed them (he was very open) —> this is why Qin could be stronger
1. Qin could be stronger b/c the King was willing to use immigrants
2. And those immigrants were willing to contribute to the Qin, b/c they felt valued
6. What did Shang Yang contribute to reforms?
1. He established the collective responsibility system

1. If someone commits a crime, she will be punished but also her entire family will be punished (if the crime was serious, grand parents and grandchildren will also be punished)
2. Established the law —> make law known to everyone
1. Also everyone should be equal under the law (except King of Qin)
3. He was the one who started to grant land to commoners
1. He helped set up household registration and also told the Qin King to provide land to the commoners so they could tax them
1. Cut off dependency to aristocrats and to control them
2. Land was granted due to merit
1. Doing deeds that were valued by the Qin government
1. MILITARY —> if the commoner joined the army to fight for the Qin against the competitive forces, he would be granted land and a noble title
2. The title does not mean they become an aristocrat —> it is for honour and concrete benefits (land)
3. 20 noble rank system, each rank from bottom to top 
1. How do they keep track of kills to give out the ranks? —> commoners have to bring back their trophies (the head)
1. There were about 60 000 heads brought back during the battle against the Wei
2. The rule was eventually changed, bring back pairs of ears instead of a whole head
3. This makes commoners fight for you —> gave them motivations to join the army —> makes a STRONG MILITARY FORCE
2. Goal of this was to enrich the state and strengthen the military
4. Shang Yang did not like merchants
1. B/c they don’t farm and just sell merchandise to make profit
2. Shang Yang treasures the warriors and peasants
1. Wanted everyone to be loyal to the king
5. He becomes one of the greatest enemy to the remaining aristocrats 
1. B/c he was giving away land and getting rid of them
2. When the Qin King died, the crown prince allied himself with some aristocrats and tried to get rid of Shang Yang
1. b/c Shang Yang offended the crown prince, and the crown prince could not punish him —> ended up punishing the crown prince’s teacher —> Prince was very bitter of this and tried to persecute Shang Yang
2. Shang Yang knew this and tried to escape back to his home town, but during his journey he stopped at an inn and could not tell the innkeeper who he was and was refused a room —> the innkeeper said “according to the Shang Yang’s law, they cannot harbour unknown ppl b/c they might be criminals and their whole family will be punished”
3. B/c Shang Yang was rejected, he was arrrested and killed
1. proverb “you’re making the law that will kill you eventually”

-all intellictual thought started as political thought
-formation of Chinese intellectual thought was much later than the formation of Chinese civilization (thought 600 BCE)
    >Shang state was the earliest despite being a proto-state
-reflective thinking —> what is the ideal community they should pursue/establish 
    >what does it mean to have a collective life together 
    >reflection about the ideal human condition
    >this was not unique in China, around the same time it also occurred in Ancient Greece (Athens) and India
        >it is seen happening in many different regions around the world

    >Axial age —> the axial is the centre of the wheel; the period of reflective thinking during this period of time
       >spiritual awakening
        >formed the kind of civilization called Axial civilization
        >arrived in China when Confucius appeared 
-in 100 BCE, second most important Chinese dynasty was established —> Han
    >one of the greatest historians emperged and created a historical record named Record of the Historians
        >in this text it talks about the situation of political thought during 800 BCE -200BCE (Axial age)
        >10 particular schools of thought that were active —>Confucianism, Mohism, Daoism, and School of Ying and Yang

-Confucius (551/552-479 BCE)
    >considered first and most important teacher
        >first is not accurate, b/c there must be people before him due to the 6 arts being taught to aristocrats 
    >most important thinker and he laid down the foundation of Chinese political thought
    >Confucianism is inseparable to the way Chinese define themselves —> Confucianism is part of the core of what it means to be Chinese
    >Said to be born 551/552 BCE and passed away in 479 BCE
    >His last name name is Kong and first name is Chui
        >So where did the name Confucius come from?
        >It is the latinisation of a Chinese term, and it means a respectable title of a person with lots of knowledge —>title for Master Kong
    >many legends about him —> he becomes larger than life, which makes it hard for historians to create an accurate image of him in reality —> like what type of person he really was
    >analects are hard to read and different from the philosophy taught in the Western world
        >a number of short passages about morals —> moralist instructions 
    >Confucian as a religion? —> He does not perform any miracles or have a church dedicated to him, in addition the analects were written by generations and generations of Confucian students —> written from oral tradition, what their master had told them
        >this does not mean we cant find a central thought in analects —> takes time for scholars in the west to understand what Confucianism is about 
        >West scholars began to reexamine Greek scholar’s works (Plato) and realize in Plato and Aristotle there is a speculative conversation with the goal of how to realize an ethical order in the world —> What is justice, what is friendship, what is ideal political order —> all related to what Confucius was trying to accomplish in the analects —> they just went at it in different ways
        >before Plato and Aristotle, there were traditions of drama and tragedies and they dealt with difficult issues like the fragility of goodness
            >a tragedy —> character you are rooting for gets an ending that is bad; why good people suffer
            >Why do good people suffer —> people asked the gods/tian —> in Western Zhou, the book of songs —> we see ordinary people cry and ask heaven why do people suffer —> no answers
            >with no answer, people become demoralized and try to search for a new meaning without turning towards religion 
                >this occurs in modern society (industrial)
            >b/c this question arises in Axial age, people turn to history and texts that deal with these problems, though not directly they do point towards a direction of how to deal with the issue —>this is why Classics are classics —> That’s why Confucianism is looked back up for guidance, and is regarded as classics 

    >this age of Confucius teaching is called Classical Confucianism (not imperial Confucianism)

-Classical Confucianism 
    >scholars rely on records of historians produce around 100 BCE to talk about Confucius’ life, but these records were produced several hundred years after Confucius’ life —> Confucianism had already become important during this period of time
    >only source reliable is the analects —> Lun yu —> means to select 
        >NOT 100% reliable b/c it was no written by Confucius, but written by his disciple and the generations following
        >most likely revised again and again and was finally completed around 300/200 BCE
        >after Confucius died, his disciples split up into 8 schools —> they all had their own interpretations of his teachings —> the one we use now is the Lu analects (Lu version, since Confucius came from Lu) —> selected view of Confucius 

    >scholars all agree that the heart of the analects reflects a genuine ideas of what Confucius was probably thinking during his time

-Confucius 
    >in the analects, there is one place where people say that Confucius was the son of a man from Zou—> this is located in the state of Lu (western part of Shangdong area) 
    >State of Lu had close relations with the Zhou King
    >Confucius came from the Shi class —> lowest level aristocratic class in the Spring and Autumn period —> means scholar, warrior, scribe, etc
        >he was a specialist —> a ritual expert
        >knew very much about rites and educated with the ancient aristocratic curriculum (6 Arts)
        >once he served as a steward to an aristocratic family (like a butler), and he probably had a middle ranking position in the Lu government
    >around 497 BCE, he left Lu and was travelling around neighboring states for about 14 years
        >he felt the disillusion around the politics in Lu and wanted to find rulers that were accepting of his items and give him a position in their courts 
        >during this 14 years of travel, he got no one that wished to employ him —> this is the time of the Ba system —> lots of warfare going on
        >during travel, he collected a group of loyal disciples —> devoted their lives to him
            >after Confucius died, one of his disciples stayed by his tomb
        >Confucius never rejected a student regardless of their position or poverty —> valued people who wished to learn —> will never refuse anyone who wanted to study with him
            >he wanted to survive, but would never accept anything extravagant from disciples —> only needed dried meat from his disciples if they wanted him to teach them
        >Confucius is said to be very tall, but probably not very attractive 
            >b/c once he was mistaken as another person that attacked an area and almost killed him —> that person according to records was said to be ugly with a big head
    >ask why does he pursue these questions —> what were his primary concerns —> what is his ideal of political order 
    >Confucius’ vision of human order was considered to be very conservative 
        >b/c he did not push for new order, it was to establish social harmony and political order
        >pushed for the revival of the fengjian system to establish harmony and order —> considered the best way to have a human society
        >Confucius was from Eastern Zhou —> Fengjian is Western
        >his idea of Fengjian order was the idealized version —> believed Fengjian established by the Duke of Zhou is the ideal model and should be reestablished 
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-ask for notes
-Jen = Ren
-Junzi = Chu-tzu —> 12 century (appears 107 times in analects)

3 meanings of Li found in analects
2. Properness in Confucianism  (propreity) —> Li
1. in today’s society, this proprietary is downplayed 
3. Li is also used by Confucians to refer to Culture
1. Li in this context refers to cultural life in society —> why is it needed in civilization
1. ritual and musical performance
2. Why is it important —> makes you feel that your goodness can be drawn out, a cultivated person
4. Idea of Li started in Shang and Western Zhou, but they were purely used as religious rituals and there was no moral context —> now it is perceived in a different angle
1. Confucius gave new meaning to Li
-Li: the function of music —> can bring genuine passions; eg like how a master plays a violin, plays with soul and mastery —> Li + Ren
Meanings of Ren 
-a question that is always asked to Confucius by his disciples —> What is Ren?
-Ren appears in the analects about 105 times
-this is Confucius’ original idea
-used in Book of Songs 
-it means MANLY; proper disposition—> before Confucius 
-Confucius made Ren refer to the totality of all moral virtues
    >ren —> Humaness/Humanity; instead of benevolence —> gave it a new moral context
-Confucius’ moral view of the world —> Goodness
-it is similar to what the Greek had in mind for the word Goodness
-Ren and Li cannot be separated —> complimentary to each other
-Ren is the spirit/substance of our behaviour, and Li is the outer manifestation of that inner spirite —> Ren as behaviour and Li as the expression of the behaviour
-there was a creative tension between the idea of Ren and Li
    >ex. A person can know Li very well, but their ren may not be as genuine
            Another person could have very genuine feelings/ren, but cannot express it in a proper way/ritual/li
    >having too much li with no genuine spirite or real spirit is not approved by Confucius
        >ex a guy can flirt well with girls, but he has no genuine feelings —> a man that dresses well but is just an animal on the inside —> wolf wrapped in sheep’s clothing
    >having ren but not the proper Li to express your spirit will not do either
    >these two have to be mixed together in a balanced way
-different cultures also have the same idea and concerns despite no interactions —> expression 
        >wolf in sheep’s clothing
        >means u need to have both for civilization 
        >Chinese culture is said to have suffered b/c of the totalistic teachings during the cultural revolution 
-Confucius tried to teach his students there was a connection between the two, and there needs to be a balance for them to be a proper junzi

Junzi
-means sons of the rulers/lords initially (same meaning in Western society before WW1)
-with Confucius, junzi means a moral superior man —> gentleman
-after 1918, the concept of gentle man became a man who acts like a gentleman is a gentle man —> no longer related to birth (in the West)
-Confucius and Western’s idea of junzi went through the same transformation
-junzi is now determined by moral character(ren) expressed through Li

Where does the inner spirit comes from?
-it comes from within the person
    >Li and Ren are closer than one may think, when a person desires to gain Ren —> they will obtain it —> it is up to you to become a person with Ren
    >everyone has the Ren if they want to be ren
-Confucius believes that human beings have the ability to transcend their background —> their class background does not determine their ability to do good
-most important goal for Confucius to gain a cultured society, was that everyone had li and ren —> makes a civilized order society 
-the most important person to make sure this society existed would be the ruler
    >rely on the moral conduct of the ruler
    >if the ruler himself is upright, all will go well without problems
        >but if he himself is not upright, his rules will not be obeyed
-Confucius never established a institute to combat against the abuse of power by rulers 

-hierarchy is not based on birth, the relationship in the hierarchy is also not absolute
    >the relationship is RECIPROCAL (ruler and minister, husband and wife, father and son)
    >the ruler acts as a ruler, and minister acts as minister —> implies that if the ruler does not behave like a ruler, than the minister does not have to behave like a minister —> have to set yourself as a moral example; so if you act proper, then others under you will also act proper
-Confucius relied on the moral actions of the rulers to maintain the morals of the people under them
-Confucius never ignored the economic security of the ordinary people —> did not require the ordinary people to have the same moral abilities before they have economic security
    >when a community is flourishing, what benefits can the ruler add —> wealth —> when the community is wealthy, what benefits can the ruler add —> he can teach them
        >moral elitism 
        >hierarchy is based on character —> instead of bloodline/pedigree 
        >Confucius wanted to improve the living conditions of the people first, and then teach them to be a moral cultivated person
-throughout Chinese history only about 8% of Chinese population would read/write, so it would be hard for the ruler to teach all of them, but Confucius had this vision
-Confucius had members of the Shi class to endure economic hardship, but did not have the common people to go through economic hardship
    >students he taught were elite and should be able to endure economic hardship —> this idea had always existed in other traditions
    >Confucius is very pragmatic
    >this type is not really in the main stream Confuciusism 
-Confucius was trying to create a role for the Shi class
    >Guardians of political order
    >task in the long run —> help people become rich and become cultivated
-For Confucius he was no longer concerned about just teaching his disciples the 6 arts 
    >he was using his teachings as a way to educate, a way of instilling, a sort of political morality 
        >he believed the with this political morality, his students will have the ability to recreate society and create a orderly state
-state advisors —> they would constitute political order
-Custodians of morality and culture —> they should have the duty to not only be the servants of the ruler but also to be the servant of society —> to see how moral principle (Dao)  is carried out —> foundation of the state/political power 

-Confucius considers himself as a transmitter of what he learned from the past —> from the cultured King and the Duke of Zhou
    >but he really was not just a transmitter, since he provided new information with the concept of Li and giving new meaning to Ren and Junzi
———
MENGZI/MENCIUS (c390-305 BCE? Or 385-302BCE)
-we dont know the exact time frame, but he was active during the 4th century BCE
-he is from a small state close to the Lu state
    >secondary state that emmerged due to the original Fengjian
    >he came fro the core of Confucius intellucals —> where Confucius’ teachers flourished
-he was a second generation disciple of Confucius’ grandson    
    >fifth generation of Confucius disciples
-at the time of Mengzi —> he said the intellectual arena was dominated by the Mohist school and the school of Yang Zhu (taught people how to protect themselves) —> probably exaggerated due to competition 
    >but it appears that Confucius’ school was still prominent —> B/c Confucius’ grandson was still travelling and gathering disciples
-competition was stiff —> there were about 10 schools of thought during the warring states
-the way to deal with Confucius’ teachings was to ask questions, for Mengzi his arguement was long  —> Mengzi’s ideas can be sorted out in a much easier way
-2 parts that formed the concerns of scholars
    >moral philosophy and political ideas
-Mengzi liked to ask what type of lives for individuals would be a meaningful life —> b/c Confucius did not spell it out
-the focus of Mengzi’s teachings was the common people
    >for the first time, the concrete of ordinary people (Min) became the primary concern of a thinker
    >sudtle difference between Confucius and Mengzi due to change in centurie    s
        >Mengzi is form the warring states, where the aristocrats collapsed; Confucius was still looking at a way to revive the Fengjian rights —>No one payed attention to Fengjian in Mengzi’s time —> b/c rulers wanted to be the King
        >Fengjian order had collapsed and the ordinary people were suffering 
            >Mengzi wanted to figure out how to protect the common people during this time
-Mengzi stated that it is the common people (first reason) and not the ruler as the basic reason for a state to come into being —> not because of the ruler 
    >the offers to the gods of the earth (second reason)—> offers to the state
    >ruler (last reason)
-made a clear distinction between the people, state and ruler
-2 types of rule
    >kingly rule —> wang dao
        >need a humane rule
        >takes the material wellbeing of the people must be taken care of, and then the moral well being of their people
        >idea is universal and valid today —> taking care of the people is the most important 
        >the people come before everything else —> followed by state and finally the ruler
        >all the people from other states come to your state, and you will be able to gain the support of all of them —> makes your government strong and powerful
        >this type of ruler during the Warring States will be able to attract people from all the other states 
    >hegemonic rule —> ba dao
        >the kind of rule the stabilizes social/political order through military power
        >this is very unrealistic, but Mengzi is very idealistic
        >need military sources to at least defend yourself
        >hegemonic rule has a function and could create some form of political order —> BUT Mengzi does not agree with it —> since he saw the ordinary people suffer too much due to the conflicts among the 7 states 
            >so Mengzi was much more in support of kingly rule
-How could Mengzi convince the ruler to adopt the Kingly rule?
    >by finding the right person rule and finding moral members fro the Shi class to serve as officials in the government
        >the Shi members will be like Mengzi
-Mengzi’s ideal of kingly rule does have problems 
    >if we assume that you can find a moral person to serve as ruler, then this morally conscientious person will appoint morally conscientious ministers, and then the ministers will appoint morally conscientious officials 
    >But Mengzi never went into the idea of HOW do you find this morally conscientious person to be the ruler
        >at this time, there is no way you can just appoint someone to take the position of King
        >the king is born into the position —> the only position that cannot have members appointed into 
        >no guarantee of the moral virtue of the person in the King’s position
        >if he is not morally conscientious, how can he be expected to appoint morally conscientious ministers
        >Mengzi did not talk about this problem 
            >needs to address the issue of legitimacy 
            >why the person should be the ruler?
-2 ways to talk about his idea of “Who should be the leader?”
    >close to the theory of Mandate of Heaven
        >believed Heaven would appoint a morally virtuous person —> that person will receive the Mandate of Heaven
        >BUT the difference is that Mengzi argues that Heaven does not act alone
            >Heaven’s will/wishes/mandate represents the wishes/will of the common people
        >People’s actions and people’s voice represent Heaven’s actions/wishes
        >eg Mengzi once said that Heaven does not speak but reveals inself from its acts and deeds —> then recited an ancient Chinese text (Book of History/Documents)—> “Heaven sees with the eyes of its people, Heaven hears with the ears of its people” 
            >Vox (voice) populi (people) vox dei (deity/gods)    
            >Voice of the people, the voice of god
            >these two lines were never used by any political/educated people in Chinese history before Mengzi despite existing in the Book of History
            >this is why he says the interests fo the people come first!!

        >This is not constituation democracy today, unless we consider democracy as a polical system when the ruler’s right to rule is derived from the consent of the governed subject/people —> foundation of all constitutional democracy
        
        >Mengzi made it very clear that a evil ruler must be removed
            >eg. in the event of the last King of the Shang Dynasty (his name is Zhou, not the dynasty) —> he was killed in the warfare between the Shang and the Zhou, Mengzi was asked by a King in one of the states “the Marshal King killed the last King of the Shang Dysnasty, despite being a subject amounts to regicide right?”
                >Mengzi answered: He who outrages Ren (humanity) is called a scoundrel, he who outrages Yi (righteousness/moral obligation/to do the right thing) is called a robber, he who outrages Li is called a ruffian —> he who outrages all is just called a fellow —> so it was not an assassination of a ruler 
                >so by Mengzi, it is ok to kill a ruler —> b/c if a ruler is not performing the moral obligation to his people then he can be removed —> ok to kill an evil rule 
                >this may be a form of negative democracy (does not mean it is bad) 
                    >gave people a form of veto power/privilege over a bad ruler, even though people did not have the power to pick a good ruler —> b/c the position of ruler has been heirdictary 
            >this is Mengzi’s first answer to “Who should be ruler”
                >basically: heaven chooses person, but if theyre bad, the public can remove them 

    >SECOND, if the ruler is succeeded (or choses someone) by someone that is not rejected by the people, then he is the rightful heir
        >Mengzi is compromising to political atmosphere of the time (b/c all rulers now have been heirditary)
        >this has 2 implications 
            >1: a compromise between his ideal and the reality —> a toleratable ruler is ok
            >2: explains why many virtuous people were not rulers
                >ex Mengzi once said that Confucius cannot be a rightful king, because he was not chosen by the current ruler
                >explains why morally virtuous people cannot be the king

    >with these two answers, Mengzi solved the question of “Who should be the ruler”
        >Shows that Mengzi’s theory is not a democratic one
        >the lack of revolt to the hier chosen by the King, shows the people’s silent consent
            >if he cites the 2 lines from Book of History, it means that heaven is also silently agreeing with the choice of leader
        >based on Mengzi’s idea of who the rightful leader should be, even the chosen hier is not free from the judgement of the people
            >Mengzi’s idea of who is a bad ruler is not really accepted by later rulers of the China —> eg Min’s King called for sensitive passages to be removed from the Min edition of Mengzi’s book
        >they also did not like passages where Mengzi talked about the relationship between the ruler and ministers
            >in Confucius, let the king be the king, and minister be the minister, etc —> implies if the king does not act as a king, then the minister does not have to be a minister —> Mengzi elaborates on his
            >”when the ruler recognizes his ministers as his hand and feet, then the minister will recognize the ruler as his belly and heart” and if the ruler fails to, then the minister can see his as his enemy

-Did Mengzi had a counter measure to protect the interests of the commoners?
    >What did Confucius say after the population is enriched? Educate them.
         >b/c how can you talk about liberty and civilization to people who are below the line of poverty; those things do not matter to them when they can barely get one meal a day
    >Mengzi wanted the kings to provide economic security to the commoners, and then the kings had to teach them and transform them into a moral being
         >want them to be cultured/civilized people and then help them become a moral being
    >Confucius says only the Shi class need to experience economic hardships, but not the commoners
    >Mengzi continued to support Confucius’ idea of the king needing to provide for the commoners
        >first, the Kings should be providing land to the commoners
        >then provide mobile retreats so they can produce silk
        >Kings should also be aware to not make the young adults to fight in wars, b/c they are needed for labour especially during the planting season
        >also Kings should not disturb young adults and make then build bridges during the mating season of domestic animals b/c piglets and other baby animals are needed
        >in addition, build schools so people will learn to be filial to their parents
        >this is all very pragmatic 
    >How will this be achieved?
        >with a humane kingly rule, then this can be achieved
        >how is a humane kingly rule possible?
            >it is possible b/c everyone can become a moral person

MENGZI’s MORAL PHILOSOPHY
-mengzi believed that everyone can be a morally good person, even morally dubious person as a rule can be transformed into a morally virtuous King
-if the King can be transformed into a morally virtuous person, then a humane kingly rule is possible
-first one in China to propose the idea of human nature 
    >human nature is good —> when we were born, we already have these natural moral impulses/moral seeds/moral beginnings
-Mengzi believed we all have these moral impulses to compassion, knowledge to right and wrong, shame, and rites (4 Natural Impulses)
    >in our in-born constitutions
    >ex a young child suddenly fell into a well, all of the sudden everyone will have a reaction of “Oh what will happen” and someone will try to rescue that kid
        >it is not b/c they wanted to earn reputation in their village, or a reward —> it just comes naturally
    >first reaction to murder —> that is not good
    >natural tendencies in our hearts

    >natural impulse to shame 
        >when we do something wrong, we know it is not something we should do
    >impulse to rites
        >you know there are things you should be doing, like saying good morning to your parents

-according to Mengzi, everyone has the potential to be a sage
    >a sage: a morally perfect being
    >Yao and Shun —> the legendary sage kings
        >and everyone can get to their level
    >in Min time, since the political situation was so dark; many scholars could not work in the government, so they built schools to preach to people (many were just ordinary people, has very low status like potters, tile makers, deaf and mute people)
        >one of the scholars asked a mute and deaf person whether or not they could understand the lecture —> that person said he still know that he could be a good person)
        >by the 16 century, the teachings of Confucius reached the people of China
        >people were volunteeringly going to learn
-but Mengzi did not become famous or get all the same reputation of another Confucius scholar who said human nature was bad until a bit further
    >Confucius did not go into the issue of human nature or the problem of human fate b/c he said those things are beyond their control
        >but according to the analects, ren(humanity) is not far away from us
-Mengzi is the FIRST that said humane nature is good
    >it is connected to Confucius’ idea of ren being able to be obtained when a person wishes to become good
        >also Confucius said he was born with de (given by heaven)
            >theory of Mandate of Heaven becomes individualized
            >this means that we are EQUAL
            >Confucius laid the foundations for Mengzi to come along —> everyone can be a sage king —> spiritually/morally speaking, we can become equal 
            >difference between liberty and liberation
                >foundation of liberty: rule of law
                >if theres no rule of law, then its just liberation
            >in Confucius and Mengzi’s teachings —> the idea of moral equality already existed

            >with the oracle bones, the kings had de to communicate with the ancestors —> but this de had nothing to do with moral virtue —> de was defined as magic —> this was not in the ordinary people 
        >de —> charisma
-Mengzi does understand there are all kinds of desires inside people
    >otherwise, you would be born a morally good person, and there would be no need for education and cultivation
    >the most natural tendency in young men is to have an attraction to women; so they have to train themselves so they will stay loyal to their wife
    >filial piety is a natural feeling in people
    >being a morally good person has to be cultivated
    >why would Mengzi declare these 4 natural tendencies, when there are so many others
        >it is precisely due to these 4 tendencies that make up a tiny part of our human nature that make us different from animals
        >to be civilized is not sufficient to be different from numbers, you also have to be a moral being
        >that is why that tiny part should be cultivated —> the noble part of human nature
-Human Nature in Mengzi thought is good —> natural moral impulses
    >he believed this is the foundation for human dignity 
-Implications of Mengzi’s moral philosophy
1. can lead to an emphasis on moral autonomy 
1. It means that since human nature is good and are these natural seeds are inborn —> fundamental source of our moral behaviour and standard of right and wrong —> become the ultimate standard to decide what is right and wrong
2. When Mengzi’s idea conflicts against the social norms, he believes that people should follow their inner decision, instead of the social norms —> not controlled by the social norms and you listen to what is said in your heart and mind —> considered the correct voice
3. Hence, a person becomes the ultimate source of his own autonomy 
4. External moral norms represent general rules out out behaviour/propriety 
5. Relations between husband wife, father son, and ruler minister —> under the rules than orders will become absolute
1. Ex father tells son he is not filial, despite the son following the conduct, and the father decides to beat him, no one will be able to stop this —> the relationship is not reciprocal 
2. If you follow classical Confucianism —> if you do everything right, but are still accused, then you can do something about it
3. But Mengzi did not give concrete examples for husband wife, and father son
1. He did give examples for ruler/minister —> it is ok to remove a tyrant
2. This is why it pushes towards moral autonomy 
6. The idea of moral autonomy is very precious —> possibility to use sources from Classical Confucianism to help China develop a certain way of Chinese constitutional democracy 
1. Need the supplementation that everyone is equal —> not in the sense of rights, but equal in morals
2. Question of what is the meaning of individual lives/What is the purpose of life?
1. mengzi considered the seeds of human nature are the source of human dignity
1. Dignity: granted by heaven 
2. Heaven has a preference for continuous birth —> life (in the book of changes)
3. Meaning of life? The moral seeds act as the fundamental source for us to develop into a human being (b/c they give dignity)
4. Mengzi says that being a ruler has nothing to do with the meaning of lifE
5. When a person reaches moral perfection —> becomes a normal being
1. They will also be a very happy person
2. Happy in what sense
1. A morally superior junzi delights in 3 things, and being ruler over the empire is among them.  First, parents are alive and brothers are well, that is the first delight.  Above he is not ashamed to face heaven, below he is not ashamed to face men.  3rd teacher?
2. Many intellectuals cite them to be happy
-Mengzi was not praised for a long time
    >his teachings were marginalized until 800 CE
     >the third most important Confucian teacher, Shunzi, talked about human nature being “dead “ “evil” —> in the sense that it is artificial and it is taught —> emphasized importance of Li/social norms
        >his teachings were most cherished
-compared with Confucius, Mengzi’s political and moral philosophy is not fundamentally original
    >Mengzi’s theory of human nature being good is probably connected to Confucius’ idea of ren not being far away
    >Confucius also talked about the importance of the people, BUT mengzi was the first to be very clear about the interest of the people, state, and rule, and about the natural impulses of people to do good
    >Mengzi was not considered important until the 11th century, because the Neo Confucians believed that human nature is extremely important to the meaning of an ideal community order and individual existence
—————MOZI—> MO TZU
-there is no exact dates for him, but he was born earlier than Mengzi and later than Confucius 
-What we know about him is from the record of historians and book of Mozi 
    >we don’t know much of his life, except he came from the state of Lu (same as Confucius)
    >he served as a minister to the state of So
    >no one believed that Mozi came from rank of aristocrats
        >people believe Confucius came from Shi class (still an aristocrat)
        >it is believed that Mozi came from the class of commoners —> probably a craftsman 
        >make sense b/c he is an uncompromised anti-aristocrat
            >Mengzi and Confucius talk about the importance of taking care of commoners, but did not have the uncomprimised anti-aristocrat vibes

-3 categories 
1. Mozi is an utilitarian thinker
2. Mozi is a pacifist and advocated for peace; but he being a pacifist is different from the modern day understanding —> not opposed to military might to protect yourself 
3. Mozi as a populist 

MOZI AS AN UTILITARIAN THINKER
-what is a utilitarian thinker?
    >in Eng language tradition —> Jeremy Bentham (18th Century)
    >human actions should be valued for their utility and the goal for human action should be for the greatest happiness of the greatest number of population 
    >if some action was considered not pragmatic or did not bring utility to our lives —> these thoughts should not be cherished
-Why is Mozi an utilitarian thinker?
    >no action or idea is justifiable unless it is useful to the people—>practical value
    >similar kind of idea as Bentham despite being centuries apart
    >values are defined by utility or defined by relevance to usefulness or increase of practical interest
-Diff between Mozi and Bentham
    >for Bentham —> need greatest happiness of the greatest number of population
    >Mozi —> the goal of human nature is the satisfaction of the basic needs of the greatest number of population 

    >there is a contextual difference
    >England was on the verge of Industrial revolution (18th)
    >Mozi —> end of Spring and autumn, early warring states —> could not think about the greatest happiness, but wanted the satisfaction of basic needs

>eg Book of Mozi
        >Mozi is supposed to have a conversation with a Confucian scholar
        >in this passage Mozi asked the scholar what is the reason for performing music
        >the scholar said music is performed for music’s sake
        >Mozi is displeased he says that it is like building a house is for th house’s sake, but it is actually for the sake of protecting the people from the rain and as shelter 
        >Mozi does not approve of music as it has no value or use to practical interests of the people
        >Confucian scholars of this time disagreed with Mozi —> Confucian scholars all wanted to give some practical values to the people, but Li is also a major pillar of Confucian teaching so they did not think music is worthless
        >Nothing is for intrestic value —> there has to be a use, or it is not valuable —> cant have music for music’s sake

MOZI AS A PACIFIST
-Why is is understable that Mozi is a pacifist?
    >Mozi was active at the end of the Spring and Autumn and the start of the Warring States
    >Mozi saw lots of people suffer due to war
    >there was the first treaty that signed for peace
    >understable due to the historical context —> Mozi saw the chaotic situation of his time and the suffering of the people —> he wanted to help them, and he believed the way to help them was to stop war
    >from Mozi’s point of view, the root cause of people’s suffering was warfare —> if there were no wars than people would not suffer so terribly 
    >the interest of the people would be peace, and to guarantee this is to stop war
    >What is the reason for the warfare all the time?
        >From Mozi’s point of view, it’s cause everyone only loves themselves
        >people’s mentality for self love was the reason for war —> they put their own interests above everything else
        >War is the fundamental cause of people’s suffering and self love/interest is the fundamental cause of war
        >Mozi said that the thing to do is to teach people to love other people as equally as they love their own parents —> doctrine of universal love/impartial love (new translation) —> do not play favourites
        >universal love is you love everyone in the world
        >but Mozi is only referring to people in his time —> so its not really universal
        >impartial love means you love your parents the same as how you love other people —> people are equally deserving of your love
            >if people can love others as much as they love their own parents, then you can remove the fundamental cause of war

-whether or not people can love people as much as they love their own parents
    >there is a logical contradiction in Mozi’s doctrine of impartial love
    >on the one hand, people’s basic nature to put their own interest above everything else, and people love themselves above everyone else, it would also include their parents
        >Mozi never said that people can change —> even if they love everyone, they still wont love everyone to the level that they love themselves
        >why did Confucius never advocate for the doctrine of universal love?
            >Mozi just assumed that everyone can achieve the level where they can love everyone as much as they love themselves
        >b/c Mozi wanted peace so much, with the help of a mechanism (doctrine of elevating the superior/the worthy) that people can learn to love everyone equally
            >Confucius never spelled out who the worthy are
            >scholars originally believed that elevating the worthy was part of Confucius’ teaching, but now they know it is from Mozi

-Why do we have to consider Mozi as a pacifist in the qualified sense
    >Doctrine of impartial love showed that Mozi is a very idealistic person
    >from the experience of human civilization, we have not reached the level of loving everyone the same as you love yourself
    >Mozi was very practical despite being idealistic
    >Mozi did not like war, but he would help the smaller states build resistant against the invasions of bigger states
        >Mozi would help the rulers of smaller states create a way to fight back against the other states with cloud ladders long tunnels —> if the states could not fight back, they would be able to run away
            >Mozi would launch pacifist movements but also help smaller states fight back —> he would adovate violence to protect your own life —> b/c without life, you can’t have peace
            >created these mechanisms (fire arrows) to defend the small states against aggressors with cloud ladder 
            >start a fire to smoke out the attackers that dig tunnels to attack the small states
    >he had attracted a large group of followers, and they would form the most close knit group of his time (and maybe before) —> said to have attracted 3000 disciples (according to ancient sources)
      
        >each member of the organization had to obey Mozi in an absolute fashion
        >this Mohist group became like a military organization —> goal was not war, it was to defend peace and each member of the organization was required to be disciplined in the way Mozi liked them to be
            >aesetic group like monks 
            >highly trained missionaries

MOZI AS A POPULIST
-in the past, a Russian Jewish scholar who fought for the USSR in WW2, he was put into jail and unable to continue his research
    >out of his memory in jail, he wrote a book about the the political history of China
    >the scholars in the States made a petition for the Soviet government to release him —> he was finally released and moved to Israel
    >unfortunately he was killed in Israel, but his manuscript reached another scholar, William Debarry and his manuscript was published
    >In his book, he regarded Mozi as a thinker that leads towards dictatorship, and some other scholars would consider Mozi who’s thought would help a dictorical control of his people
-But Mozi is more of a populist
    >Populist —> refers to a politcal teaching that places the needs of the common people as its political focus and advocates a better distribution to goods to the people
    >Why would you not consider Mengzi as a populist?
        >Eventhough Mengzi and Mozi place the people as the focus
        >Mozi attacked the aristocratic culture —> Mozi tried to convince rulers to stop warfare, but he was also against aristocratic culture
        >Mengzi and Confucius never attacked aristocratic culture, though Mengzi did not emphasize the importance Li, he emphasized Kingly Rule
        >Mozi, in his mind, he is against music and wanted to have very limited kinds of rites when it came to funeral rites (rituals)
        >for Confucius, funeral rites were very important, and if you could afford to, you should have funeral rites for your parents —> if you can’t afford it, then you need to have inner mourning
        >For Mozi, you just do a very thin coffin and there was no need for funeral rituals
                >doctrine for minimal funeral rites
            B/c of his dislike for music and need for minimal funeral rites, he did not really like the aristocratic culture

    >Mozi is populist because he was anti-aristocrats; but Mozi also talks about elevating the superiors and conforming to superiors —> this is translated to elevation or to be same as above —> now people translate it as elevating/celebrating unity 
        >but same with who? And for what purpose
        >elevating the superior makes it easier for beginners to understand —> elevating unity takes more explanation
-Elevating unity/conformity with the superiors
    >what does this have to do with stopping war and being a populist?
        >if we translate the doctrine of elevating unity, then the question is what kind of unity and how will this unity be formed? Why would Mozi advocate this unity in his teachings?
            >you need to bring unity to the world to have a collective and peaceful living/order
            >in the Book of Mozi, the state of nature, people were like birds and beasts —> everyone was for himself (self love/self interest) —> everyone has their own view; 10 people have 10 views and there will be no consensus —> no collective order 
                >Mozi believes this is no good, so you need to elevate unity and people need to form a consensus —> level by level until you agree with your superior —> Mozi believed the ruler was chosen by heaven, so Heaven would choose the most worthy person to be the ruler and there is a hierarchy of subordinates that are worthy —> villages will agree with their head, and it continues one —> this is Mozi’s ideal
                    >you should have the most competent person be the superior leader
-How will you get the top to be the most competent person?
    >Heaven will appoint the son of Heaven
    >Mengzi made a statement to why that person should be the son of person, but Mozi just assumed that everyone will agree
    >the Son of Heaven will then appoint the most competent as his ministers and so on and finally in the villages will have the most competent and worthy to serve as their leaders
    >Mozi emphasizes the use of worthy people —> works with conforming the superior and elevating unity

-In the process, Mozi never said that people could be changed
    >but from the talk of having the most competent leader and everyone should conform with the standard put forth by the Son of Heaven
        >so chaos would be eliminated/controlled and you would establish unity/sameness
    >In the process, according to a professor Chung in South Korea, the subordinate did not always agree with what his superior had to say or the standard established by the superior
        >if the subordinate believed that the superior’s order were not good, he could argue with his superior (dispute), and if there was no conclusion the subordinate could request a change in superior —> mentioned in book of Mozi “Conforming with the Superior)
            >Mozi, in a way, is more democratic than Mengzi (Mengzi is considered the democratic one in China, b/c he gave people the choice to veto bad leaders)
            >this process is democratic b/c it is not forced since you can have disputes with the leader
            >BUT in the same chapter of conforming with the superior, Mozi actually said that in each level of Chinese Society, they should establish a reporting system and through this reporting system people should report who was willing to conform with their superior and who did not, as well as who will do something good or who will do something bad
            >if they did well, then they will be rewarded.  If they did bad, then they will be punished
            >reward and punishment was talked about in the book of Mozi
            >during the spring and autumn, there was only Confucius, but after for the Duke Wang of Chi who absorbed Confucius and Legalist views —> but he cannot be put in Confucius or Legalist —> But he did not talk about reward and punishment like Mozi

            >Mozi probably absorbed some info from Confucius’ teachings of using capable people, but Confucius did not spell it like clearly while Mozi did
                 >Confucius also rejected reward and punishment (Legalist function), b/c people will try to avoid punishment and do good —> no sense of shame
                >Mozi made it an important function (reward and function) to conform with the superior
                >Legalists got the idea of reward and punishment from Mozi

-principles of elevating the worthy/conforming to the superior were crucial to Mozi’s idea of a good state and forming unity b/c there will be a consensus
    >forming a consensus may not be voluntary due to the reporting system and reward and punishment
    >Mozi also never said that people can be changed through education —> Confucius talked about education regardless of people’s backgrounds (he believed education could help people change their social status and enter government service) and Mengzi talked about the 4 moral seeds and you could nurture them through education
        >despartic/dictorical —> that’s why Mozi’s teachings seem to be moving towards this
          >through the reporting system, that person sending the report will not always be doing the right thing and the superiors receiving the reports will not always be doing the right thing b/c if the person being reported was the superior’s uncle, will the superior automatically punish their uncle?
                >Mozi’s idea does not really have democratic elements; b/c people who made disputes to their superiors throughout history were punished —> theres is no much attention on the possible abuse of power, so superiors had a lot of power and disputes don’t really work
                    >many historians did not focus on how to control the superiors’ powers so they wont abuse it

-Mozi as a populist
    >he was very worried about forming consensus —> once you form a consensus that multiple value systems will have no place —> Mozi wanted unity
        >Confucius talked about harmonious relations between people and they don’t have to agree with each other —> can coexist while being different
    >Mozi’s consensus could be compared to the idea of general will (Rousseau 18th century) 
        >consensus of the general public
        >But Rousseau’s idea of general will can lead to the tyranny of majority —> eg French Revolution, it started out good b/c people wanted to over throw the corrupted top, but it ended up with the tyranny of the majority  —> and then the majority will attack the minority
            >having everything done in the name of the people
        >tension between it representing the will of the people and it being abused and causing tyranny of the majority
            >this is why people in the legal system are so important, b/c you need just men —> no matter how good your systems are, if you dont have just men willing to honour the system; it will fall 
        >populism needs to be done within the rule of law

-Mozi’s philosophy is a reaction against Confucius teachings
    >b/c Mozi is from the End of Spring and Autumn —> he has no reason to support the aristocratic culture —> wanted it to be overthrown —> this is why he is a genuine populist
        >b/c he and his followers formed a close organization, it was hard for voices to rise against it —> this is why people might think he’s moving towards a dictorical idea

-221 BCE, when China unified
    >3 big schools of thought
    >Confucianism —> represented by Xun zi (human nature is artificial/evil/bad —>full of desire)
    >Daoism 
    >Legalism

LEGALISM
-most important in practical impact in premodern China as a whole
-not just on the warring states —> it is also on premodern Chinese politics
-impact on Chinese history is not limited to warring states, it is throughout Chinese history 

-Legalism is the most prominent thought at the time (Warring States, before 221)
-most cherished school of thought by the rulers at the time
-first time in Chinese history, it was a political ideology 
    >closed system of thought
    >systematic treaty, and will not have open access to absorb/take in new ideas
-only considers political aspects of people’s lives
-radical thinkers wanted to replace social life with political
-proto totalitarian thought
    >before modern technology (invention of most modern tech), all premodern can be said to have totatiltarian ideas —> they did intend to control every aspect of people’s lives, but they did not fully succeed
-most definite characteristic
    >took results of the collapsed Fengjian order, and rise of new states as a given 
    >like Confucius, took Fengjian as certain
    >create a perfect state organization(machine)
-legalists believed the perfect machine (perfection of state organization) could help the rulers improve governing and make the states rich and strong
    >legalist thinkers were administrators and their administrating experience helped for a guiding principle that create a guiding principle for the rulers (teach them how to run the country)
    >the focal point —> importance of FA
    >Fa means standard, but then used to refer as law
    >Fa is used and seen as a kind of instrument to increase the efficiency of ruling/government
    >it is what we understand as rule of law
    >rule of law is based on a meta real principle (above what is written)
    >rule by law, is just to use law to control the population

-Legalists believed in supremacy of the rulers
    >Mengzi believed in supremacy of the commoners
-once there’s centralization, the power to govern was concentrated in the hands of the ruler
    >makes the ruler the supreme
    >ruler and state are absolute
-from the point of view of Legalist teaching
    >the imperialist system after 221 BCE is derived from legalist teachings

-book of Laozi is considered one of th first Daoist treaties today
    >according to this book, the leader should create a way to rule over their people
-the Legalists had yet to fully develop their theory, so Han Fei Zi took some ideas from the book of Laozi

-Han Fei Zi —> master Han Fei
    >he was like Lord Shang 
    >Han Fei was also from the royal court of the state of Han (part of the royal family)
    >one of the 2 most popular legalists 
    >although they both came from the ruling class, it did not make them defenders of the aristocratic class
    >advocated from treating the aristocrats like the normal people —> ruler is not subject to this
    >everyone should be equal under the ruler and the state —> that is why the ruler and state are absolute
    >both lord Shang and Hanfei were familiar with how government works b/c they grew up with how the government is running and should be running from their point of view
        >knew how administers and subjects should behave
        >basing off of childhood experiences
        >they have the background and knew very well how the government ought to be run
        >a person’s educational background is more significant than his class preference
            >these two are not defending their own class
            >Confucius came from the very bottom of the aristocratic class, so Confucius should be more connected to the commoners, but he did not want to destroy the Fengjian order
                >class interest does not work in every case —> individual matters

    >Hanfei’s life story
        >it is said (based on record of grand historians and hanfei zis own words) he stutters when he spoke, so he focused on writing to express his views
        >his writing is said to have caught the attention of the ruler of the Qin state (in Xian area) and Hanfei is from Han (separated by river)
        >when Hanfei was sent to Qin by the king of Han, the King of Qin would eventually be the first emperor of the Qin Dynasty
        >King of Qin was very pleased by what Hanfei had to say and how he talked about ruling the states —> tried to make Hanfei a state advisor
            >but at the time, the king’s right hand man Li Si (his minister) was not very happy when the King of Qin wanted to employ Hanfei —> started to slander Hanfei so the King of Qin put Hanfei in prison
            >Li Si was actually Hanfei’s fellow student and they were both students of Master Xun (third most important Confucian thinker)
            >Hanfei was said to be poisoned by Lisi and died in prison
        >Li Si is an important figure b/c he was the biggest implementor of Legalism
    >Hanfei’s thought is a synthesis the ideas of previous proto-legalist thinking
        >a more rounded and complete idea of governing compared to Shang Yang’s teachings
        >absorbed idea of Fa (STANDARD/RULE)into his some system and adopted the idea of SHU (METHOD) from 4th century adminstrator and idea of SHI (POWER BASE) 
            >usually Shi means circumstance —> changing according to circumstance, but it really refers to Power Base —> or seizing the best momentum to get what you want
            >the idea of power base/Shi was not his original invention —> idea put forth by another 4th century thinker —> moving towards Daoism
        >hanfei organized these 3 into a coherent thought

>FUNDAMENTAL CONCERN FOR LEGALISM
    >Confucianism and Mohism —> collective ideal and ideal life
    >For legalist —> SURVIVAL OF THE STATE or development of the state
        >wealth and power of the state
    >in order to survive, you would have to do this and that
    >this political idea was to achieve that kind of goal 
        >peasants and soldiers are the most important members of the state
        >idea of promoting agriculture and military was shared by other schools as well
                >Confucianism and Mengzi
                >BUT THE DIFFERENCE, agriculture and military affairs are absolute values 
                >the only valuable activities were practical exercise of agriculture and military
                >SOURCE: Book of Hanfei (most of the book of Hanfei were considered to have been written by Hanfei, himself)
                    >CH 49, Hanfei’s idea of an ideal state: “In the state of the enlightened ruler there is no books written on bamboo slips, but the laws serve as the only teaching”
                        >NO books, only laws serve as the teachings
                            “And there are no sayings of the ancient kings, majestries and officials act as the only teachers”
                         ”and there is no valour in private sword, instead courage will be demonstrated by those who decapitate the enemies in battle”
                        >go to battle and kill as many enemies as possible —> show courage
                        >cannot use private swords to solve conflicts with others
                        >the state is the only thing that will organize the military
                >if you have done that, Hanfeizi said that the state will be strong when it is at peace and have a strong military

>Fa is considered decrees issued by the ruler
    >these were considered the orders that need to be obeyed
    >there is a justification —> the current centralized state
    >you would want all the power concentrated in one ruler’s hand    
    >Hanfei believed you could concentrate all the power in one person’s hand

>Legalists had the belief that people are selfish (similar to Mozi)
    >the nature of human beings is selfish
    >from Hanfei’s POV, people cant do good when asked
        >you have to set up rules and FORCE them
        >parents are not necessarily good
            >they love their sons, not just for love,  for the reason that sons can take care of them in their old age —> love is based on interest
            >love their sons, but kill their daughters
>the idea of Fa/law/standards    
    >rules made by the ruler to control the state —> not for the wellbeing of the population but for the wellbeing of the state
    >this way of law is the only way Hanfei believes in
        >eg it is like traintracks, without tracks the train will go out of control

>shares similarities of importance of law in modern concepts
    >but Hanfei’s law is just a way to control the population
>according to Hanfei, too much emphasis on law, will make the people have no shame
    >they will not understand shame, b/c they will just be focusing on obeying the law
    >Shame is very important to Confucius and Mengzi —> Shame differenciates people from animals
    >the ideal for society —> people try their best to do good, b/c they know what is right and wrong —> and they will be able to have shame (FOR CONFUCIUS)

>idea of SHU
    >these are the methods that the ruler should know to control the officials
    >during bureaucratized states —> ruler appointed officials; not due to blood line anymore
    >the most emphasized method is XING MING (HSING MING) —> this means FORMS TITLES
        >the character XING is also can be used to imply punishment
        >XING MING means that you have to establish an office and you give that office/position a name or a title —> eg minister of justice, and this official has to perform like the SHAPE of a minister —> in that sense XING and MING can be matched
        >if you are appointed to the Office X, you have to live up to the shape of the minister of X
            >this means ACCOUNTABILITY —> accountable to the ruler
        >this method was not created by hanfei, but it was incorporated into Legalism by him —    > in modern day, this would be like a job description and criteria and you have a sense of accountability to live up to that
    
    >what is implied if you fail to live up to the MING; you can also be punished
    >the ministers were separated by grades, and each year there is an office that inspects the ministers and have an evaluation —> the ministers will be grades and these grades will be sent to the ministry

>idea of SHU 
    >powerbase    
    >WHY is SHU important to Hanfei to explain centralized power of the king
    >the ruler should be looked at by the state, and no one should know his interests
        >the ruler is seen in a constant state of struggle with his ministers
            >for Mengzi —> treat your minister as your hand and feet, and your minister will treat you as your belly and heart
        >the ruler should never trust anymore/no confidants and should keep himself seperate from his ministers
            >the ruler can never show his true thoughts to his minister
                >b/c the ministers could manipulate the ruler —> can anticipate the ruler’s likes and dislikes
    >most important thing for the ruler to remember —> must hold onto two handles: REWARD AND PUNISHMENT (Mozi’s teachings absorbed by Hanfei)

    >in Hanfei’s view, if the ruler is mysterious and inscrutable, he can hear everything what everyone has to say and then he can know about everyone and manipulate them    
        >so everything will operate in how the king wants to be
        >rules/Ming were obeyed and power is consolidated —> state can work in a perfect manner, and the king didn’t have to do anything —> just sit back and enjoy his power
            >with job descriptions set up, you dont have to worry and you can punish anyone who doesnt do it well —> everything runs well

    >Daoist side —> the King no longer has to interfere  and everything is running well
        >for Hanfei, this will be a perfect state and insure the survival of the state and make the state powerful in the military

>5 type of people/vermin that Hanfei hated
1. Confucian scholars and Mohist scholars (b/c Mohist do not advocate for war)
1. Legalists agree with Mohists that people are selfish, but they do not agree with universal love
2. Hanfei wanted to stamp them out, b/c they wanted to get ahead through scholarship —> Hanfei believed you don’t need any types of learning after the rules are set up
2. Knights Erent —> Private Knights
1. Hanfei believed they did not produce anything
2. The knights lived in big houses families, and they were loyal to their masters 
1. If their masters suffered an injustice, then the knights will use their martial arts to kill the enemies of their masters
3. Hanfei did not like that they had weapons, and they cannot own weapons and superceed the power of law and they dont do any farming
4. Hanfei believes that they should join the army instead to be useful to the state
3. Schemers
1. People who know how to talk —> political lobbyists who try to convince the government to do this and that
2. Hanfei believed they didn’t produce anything and just relied on their tongues —. Sweet talk
3. Hanfei also believed they had no loyalty, b/c they change their position due to who gives them the most money
1. The 6 states wanted to resist the power of Qin, so the schemers would offer their skills to the kings of the 6 states and they would form a diplomatic alliance to resist the Qin
2. At the same time, the Qin also listed to Schemer’s ideas and divided the alliance established by the six states —> wanted to destroy it
1. Being loyal to the Qin, means that you have nothing to fear
4. Merchants
1. Hanfei believed they were no good b/c they don’t produce and participate in agriculture —> they just exploit people with goods that they didn’t even produce
2. Merchant dislike is related to Legalism, not Confucianism
3. But Legalism may not have been that EXTREME anti-merchants, b/c they will always be there
5. Daoist/hermits
1. Daoists and hermits did not like to engage with state affairs
2. They would hide out in mountains
3. Hanfei believed that they were needed in agriculture and the military
1. They were considered no good to the highest goal of the state (to make the state survive and powerful
>the most crucial thing was the state of the ruler
    >it is hard for normal people to live up to Hanfei’s standards —> its hard for people to not trust anyone
    >not trusting anyone, including imperial guards, would end up with establishing another type of guard (the secret police), and then who will protect you from the secret police, if you cant trust them, you would need to establish something else
               
-Conclusions on Legalist ideas
    >some scholars like to compare Hanfei’s thought  to Macmilliam’s thought (established politics as its own realm in political science)
        >he was a middle ranking secratary to Florence
        >born in late 15th century, and his most important work is Prince
    
        >b/c they focused on the importance of the population following the law
        >but they have differences
1. Macmilliam —> the ruler must also follow the rule of law
1. For Hanfei, the Ruler’s decrees become laws, and the ruler was exempt from following it            
    
2. Macmilliam never wanted to get rid of the scholars, while Hanfei’s ideal state only focused on law, no books except what was written on the bamboo slits (the law) and no teachers except the Ruler
    >Legalist officials disappeared, but the doctrine was always there

RISE AND FALL OF THE QIN
-Imperial history of China
    >there are now Emperors and not kings
    (Google sources that givecharacteristics of empires)
    >empire: (a term used by Europeans)
        >able to exploit all the resources in a territory
        >standardized currency
        >centralized government system
        >2 scholars description of Empire
            >term Empire came from Europe, but it is related this particular political institution that China had after 221 BCE
            >the ruler of the political institution is called an Emperor
            >Emperor of an Empire (no longer King of a Kingdom)
            >overall, scholars agree on particular characteristics/features that must be there to constitute an Empire
1. immense size of land —> territory with a clean borders
2. Diversity —> refers to diversity in terms of population and culture
1. Co-existence of different ethnic groups
3. Centralized control —> centralization
1. Over the immense size of territory and the power was concentrated in the hands of the emperor
4. Unitary political admistrative structure
1. All the officials were directly appointed by the centre
2. Established counties and prefectures
5. Military power —> establish power through conquests
6. Political ideology 
1. Way to bring the population together 

RISE AND FALL OF THE QIN DYNASTY 221-206 BCE(first empire in Chinese history/imperial history)
-established in 221 BCE
-one of the key turning points in Chinese history, and it was the point of which China moved from middle kingdomS (warring states had 7) to a Middle Kingdom (now there are only 1)
    >unified and centralized kingdom
-Middle Kingdom
    >immense size    
    >the whole of China became one SINGLE state
    >this only lasted about 15 years (221-206 BCE)
    >the transformation from kingdoms to a single kingdom undertaken by the Qin was so drastic that Dirk (one of the readings), that China only had this kind of real transformation/“revolution” before the next real revolution happened in China history (Mao’s revolution in 1949)
    >Question is why the Qin collapsed so quickly

    >the establishment of the Qin dynasty gave rise to lots of mythology, so it’s hard to paint of a picture of what really happened
        >throughout time, historians try to get closer to the reality, but it is very difficult due to the hostility harboured by the historians in the Han dynasty (established about Qin(
        >Han historians responsible for compiling the history for the Qin had hostility towards the Qin, and through the historian record they left behind for us, we learned that the Qin emperor (first emperor) burned books and buried Confucian scholars —> this made the historians hostile to the Qin
        >so the pictures presented by the Han historians may be biased, and today based upon scholarship and archeological findings, we started to understand what burning books and burying Confucian scholars alive mean to us —> it did not necessaryly mean to bury them alive, but it does mean to kill them, and for burning books, there was a rule that no private hosueholds were allowed to own texts about the warring states period —> all these books were taken by the government, but they were stored in the imperial library in Xian area (NOT BURNED) and private hosueholds could keep texts related to medicine and agriculture and calendars —> practical texts were allowed, but nothing philosophical or historical was not allowed
            >this is a way of controlling information for the government 
            >the REAL burning books came at the end of the Qin dynasty due to civil war between two political leaders, and when one reached the capital of the Qin burned down most of the palaces including the imperial library
                >b/c of this officials were sent to households to find elder who still remembered history to pass down orally their knowledge and then the elder scholars would produce records if they could still source the spring and autumn period
                >So the burning books was really not done during the Qin, it was at the end of the Qin due to civil war
                >b/c of this, we know that Han Historians’ records of Qin can be biased

        >many bamboo slips were found by the Yangzi river, and these are records about administrative law —>Not penal law
            >gives us a better picture of the Qin, that the historians in the Han provided

PROCESS THAT LED TO CENTRALIZATION OF THE QIn
-near middle of 400 BCE, during a particular Qin King’s time, employed Shang Yang to create reforms that led to the rise of Qin as a major power in the warring states
-this strength was not seen in the Qin’s previous history, so it is due to Shang Yang’s reforms that Qin became so strong in the first place —> prior to Shang Yang, Qin was considered a backwards state by the other states
    >that is why Qin was able to take out Wei
-In the following years, Qin expanded down to Xian and Szechwan (before Szechwan was not part of Zhou Chinese culture)
    >once they had Szechwan (which was a fertile area), they could expand their agriculture and they created a dam in the middle of Szechwan —> helped Qin expand their power

-in addition, Qin was ready to break traditions, so they employed non Qin scholars as their advisors (employing foreign talent) and Qin was ruled for a century and half by a succession of kings that combined competence and longevity 
    >have resources but with incompetent kings that lived short lives would be bad
    >BUT Qin had a line of competent kings with long lives 
-the most decisive things were: programs, agricultural and military reforms that were provided by Shang Yang
    >single minded pursuit for wealth and power
-the archeological findings in 1975 and 1979 in Hobei, thousands of bamboo slips and in the south there were several thousands of bamboo slips that were found
    >show scholars that they worked extremely hard in those regions and paid tremendous attention to administatrative power —> Qin’s control was very efficient 
-Han historians’ criticism of Qin’s cruelty makes it tough to deny the harshness of Qin law
    >don’t really know whether or not the cruealty is accurate or not
    >but based on the 30 000 bamboo slips found in Honan, the people were really subjects of being controlled, and the people writing the slips (leaders) were dispatched by the centre
        >military and labour and officials and official subordinates were sent in from the centre; among those labour forces were fugitives and convicts (many criminal elements were included in the labour forces; due to large amount of criminals, then the rules must be harsh —> this was probably due to the idea of punishing the collective, so whole families and their future generations would be convicts ) —> large group of migrants (or immigrants) that are sent in —> so the local population would become subjects of being controlled and migrant population had control over the local populations —> strong political forces and weak local status 

>based on historical records, there were ~36 prefectures and ~1000 counties, but this may not be correct 
>there have been records of punishment, such as decapitation, usually related to incest

>these legal texts (admistrative) show the distributation of principles that show Qin’s victory over the other states and the establishment of the Middle Kingdom
    >insistance on procedure, fixed routine, precision, effiency and EXACT collection of data (ex counting how much cattle) and attention on the improvement of agriculture and attention to conserving natural resources
        >compared to other civilizations, China’s population has been much larger than neighbouring political states so they were very conscious of preserving natural resources (even shown in Mengzi and Confucius to conserve trees and fish)
 
QIN AFTER IT GOT ITS POWER
-the first emperor of China got the throne when he was 12 years old
    >so he needed regents —> Lu Buwei/Lu Pu-Wei
        >he was a merchant in the warring states period who got a lot of wealth, and before joining the Qin state, he met the Prince 
        >the Prince was infatuated with one of Lu’s concubines 
        >when the concubine was given to the Prince —> she was already pregnant
        >so when she married the Prince, there is a story that Lu buwei is actually the 12 year old emperor’s father

        >not sure if this is true —> But shows the hostility of the Han historians —> making the first emperor an illegitimate son of a merchant (Legalists hate merchants)
        >after the young boy became the king and reached 20 years old, he actually had Lu Buwei banished and killed —> he also had his own mother disposed of

-After China was unified in 221 BCE, the first emperor had Lisi replace Lu Buwei and established the county and prefecture system all over China
    >expands the terrority of China down south (to current day Pearl River region)
-what’s the difference between County/prefecture in the Qin compared to the Warring States?
     >the Qin state universalized the county/prefecture system
        >one of the basic features of an empire —> administrative structure that gave government power to control local areas
    >Fengjian order is now GONE forever
    >b/c he got rid of fengjian, the Confucian scholars critiqued him for ignoring tradition
    >this is the way to preserve political unity b/c no more heirditary positions

    >but unity has always been an issue for Qin and all the future dynasties (221 BCE - 1911)    
        >always issues where half and even all of China was ruled by non-Chinese people throughout Chinese Imperial history 
        >unity is very hard to keep
-suggested by LiSi (Chief minister that implemented all the legalist features) the new centralized empire moved the remaining former state rulers (6 states) and remaining subordinate aristocratics families, officials, and rich and powerful families —> move to the Qin capital (close to Xian)
    >new palaces built for those royal forces —> Qin shows they are very generous, but they were also put there so Qin could control and spy on them —> to prevent any rebellions
    >there was also a mass destruction of weapons, military went out to collect the weapons —> weapons were gathered and melted —> into bells and gigantic human statues (these weighed also most 29 ENG tonnes/58 000 pounds) and they were placed within the statues
        >this is the way the Qin emperor at the suggestion of Lisi controlled the remaining 6 states and militarized the forces
-unifying the written script
    >during warring states, all the states had different written scripts based on the oracle bones
        >eg some were more cursive and others more block like
    >the centre government unified the language
-unification of weights and measures
-established imperial academy
-established position for learners/scholars that are known to us as Boshi
    >before means someone who is very cultivated —> erudite 
    >now it means person with doctoral degree
    >when some of the Boshi criticized the emperor for getting rid of Fengjian, that’s when the emperor (took Lisi’s suggestion) to take all scholarly material and put it into the imperial library, and made it so private households could only have practical books
        >way to control ppl, by controlling access to knowledge
-with the immense size of the land, it can now be an empire 
-the title of Wang/king was no longer wanted, b/c the emperor recognized he did something that none of the regional rulers could do and wanted to do —> making middle kingdoms to Middle Kingdom —> no longer use title of son of heaven
    >son of heaven was already abolished b/c kings believed they were much stronger than the orignal son of heaven (duke of Zhou)
    >so he wanted a new title to signify what he did —> Huangdi (gust/heaven/brilliant god)—> emperor —> established self as a type of god/semi-god
    >the Empire and Qin state will continue to grow and expand to the end of the sea —> the idea of the semi god position for him and his descendants 

-the emperor also wanted to establish new laws 
    >collective responsibility and punishment —> wanted this to implemented universal, previously it was only in the Qin
-from all these measures —> Qin became centralized, unified, and militarized 

PUBLIC CONSTRUCTION LAUNCHED DURING THE REIGN OF THE FIRST EMPEROR
-the Great Wall, when we talk about this, must clarify 
    >the actual length of the long wall cannot be 10 000, the Qin really just connected the old wars 
    >the Yan had war constructed to defend themselves from non Chinese, Qin before unification had established war around their border, and Qi to protect themselves from other states
        >these walls were just connected
        >it was not something to be marvelled at —> it was a garrison power to protect them from non Chinese
        >those walls were built for self défense and also for offensive forces 
            >dispatch soldiers to the war and train the soldiers to protect the expansion of their territory —> b/c China was expanding rapidly
        >the long wall was offensive in the sense b/c it was used to expand the territory —> need guards to protect it —> HISTORY OF CONQUEST
    >but now the Great Wall has become a symbol to represent China and the Chinese people
-from the public construction, we can see the emperor tried to accomplish so much during his reign
    >connection of the Great Wall (the current wall is built more recently, the ancient one has mostly been destroyed)
    >the Qin emperor also built his imperial tomb and this is outside of Xian city (on a hill) and its huge
        >leading to the imperial tomb, there is a tunnel and a peasant discovered these pottery soldiers —> more than 7000 terracotta soldiers (life size and every one had different facial features and they all had weapons) —> Chinese archeologists, today, do not want to dig up this tomb b/c there is no way to preserve it and it could ruin all the texts that reside there
    >according to the record of grand historians, th first emperor sent an official to oversee the construction of the Great Wall —> ~300 000 labourers for the wall and highway, ~700 000 for tomb  —> You need a transportation network (transportation networks first, then the wall)
        >all this public construction needs a huge labour force and this number could not have been frabricated b/c of the construction of the pottery soldiers (so much labour put into one) and for the Wall (it is in the north and bitter cold, also in the mountainous region), one worker would need 5-10 people to provide food and materials —> logistically need more people to sustain the construction process
        >the Qin’s imperial highway was ~68 00 km and the imperial highway by the Roman Empire was ~37 00 miles —> so the roman one is shorter than the Qin one
        >WHERE DID THE LABOUR FORCE COME FROM?
            >you need peasants for agriculture
            >so convicts, fugitives, and war criminals are the labour forces
            >and they have so many convicts/fugitives DUE TO THEIR HARSH LAWS and penal codes

FALL OF THE QIN
-following traditional historians they mention 3 things
1. medomania personality
2. Abolishment of fengjian
3. Harsh laws
    >believe that traditional historians were too hostile to the Qin and were too focused on traditions 
-BUT, according to the sources of the large labour force —> you can imagine that their law must be very harsh —> there was no other way to have so many convicts for public construction —> cannot brush off the harsh laws 
    >in addition, the emperor is kinda justified for wanting to be so unique —> b/c he accomplished what others could not
    >also the abolishion of fengjian is needed to create this centralization 

-believed that officials were upright and obeyed the law
    >but at the very end there was something frightening —> we dont know what this is but could it be related to the harshness of the Qin law?
   
What led to the fall?
-moral and economic factors
    >MAIN factor —> Qin tried to accomplish too much in such a short period of time
        >exhausted the population and resources
        >eg the giant imperial tomb, connecting the Great Wall 
        >in addition, the huge expansion of territory 
-things not considered in the article
    >eunuch (someone who was castrated) dominating the government 
    >first emperor passed away in 208 BCE
        >when he was travelling from the East back to Xian, he passed away    
        >LiSi was with him, and his favoured so and Zhao Gao (a eunuch and tutor of the favoured son)
        >Zhao Gao was in charge of the imperial seal and incharge of imperial edict 
            >he decided to make an imperial edict, that the favoured son will be the new emperor 
            >he convinced LiSi to allow this 
            >the crown prince was watching over construction with a general that did not like Zhao Gao—> if the crown prince became emperor, Zhao Gao was worried the general will take away his powers —> told the crown prince he was unfilliel and had to commit suicide (b/c Qin law is very harsh) —> the crown prince and general both committed suicide

-Zhao Gao
    >after 1 year, he believe LiSi was a threat to his power, so Zhao Gao convinced the second emperor to send LiSi to death (LiSi died in prison)
    >Zhao Gao is now the only powerful official in court (the second emperor did not care to rule) —> the second emperor concurred to Zhao Gao when Zhao Gao told the emperor a deer was actually a horse —> this shows who actually holds the power
        >Most of the officials did not like that the eunuch was the real boss and the emperor was a puppet —> officials were demoralized
        >at the same time we witnessed a rebellion at 209 BCE, and 2 very low ranking clerks were assigned a job to supervise/control a group of about 900 convicts from one place to another place
            >on the way to their destination, they were stopped by heavy rain and could not reach their destination on time —> Qin law was that people would be punished by death if they did not do things on time
            >the 2 clerks talked to each other —> is it better to be put to death or to do something about it —> uprising will give them a chance to survive —> so they ended up rebelling and that one ignited the wide spread rebellions

        >Zhao Gao at the same time, tried to conceal all this from the second emperor, and when the rebellion got out of control Zhao Gao saw that he can no longer conceal this so he had the emperor poisoned and replaced by the grandson of the first emperor
            >the 3rd emperor knew Zhao Gao wanted to control him, so the 3rd emperor pretended he was ill and have Zhao Gao check on him —> then the 3rd emperor had Zhao Gao murdered and ended the first case of eunuch domination of the court 
                >eunuch domination recurs time after time —> particularly in the Ming dynasty 

-why the Qin fell is a question asked in the Han dynasty
———
———HAN DYNASTY
-divided into 2 parts
-Western Han 206 BCE - 9CE
  Xin (one members of the imperial family took the throne) 9-25 CE
  Eastern Han 25-220 CE

    >Han is a very long dynasty compared to Qin
        >Lasted almost 400 years
        >the archetypical dynasty 
            >b/c all the problems that occur in the later dynasties happened in the Han Dynasty
-the Han was the direct successor of the Qin political system
    >did not change much of the Qin system
    >inherited the Qin system —> no major differences between the 2 political structures
    >the most important question raised by ministers —> Why did the Qin fall at such a rapid pace 
        >some say its cause they got rid of Fengjian
        >some say its cause of the harsh law (BUT theres not much arguement cause the Han inherited this)
        >the first Han emperor made a compromise, a combination of Junjian and fungjian system —>JUN GUO system

JUNGUO SYSTEM
-he established prefectures/counties around the capital region (1/3 of territory)
    >subject to direct control of the centre —>Centre sent out people to head the prefectures/counties
    >then established guo/states in the other 2/3
        >similar to the Western Zhao —> area around capital was ruled by the centre and rest was fengjian 

    >who were the heads of the states/guo —> MILITARY COMMANDERS, they were comrades of the first emperor of Han (when the first emperor was fighting against his rival to see who will be the first emperor of the Han dynasty —> end of the Qin, there was a civil war)
        >first emperor came from the class of commoners
        >rewarding people that helped him win the civil war —> by making them heads of the states —> but gradually he removed them, b/c he had no intention of letting them dominate the territories 
        >the SECOND heads of the states were members of the emperor’s family
            >including members directly related to him —> son, grandsons, and in-laws
            >these heads stayed after the emperor got rid of the military rulers
                >BUT they caused trouble too —> they wanted to be the emperors themselves, and tried to expand their territory and there would be lots of conflicts about how to deal with the regional states —> solution was reduce their territory and have more heads —> REDUCE their power —> those heads rejected this and 7 of them had an alliance to rebel but they were put down in about 3 months —> VERY diff to the situation in the Spring and autumn period b/c the son of heaven had no power to put down those rulers
                        >AFTER THIS no more fengjian
                        >and the prefecture/county was established throughout all the territory 
-reestablished the prefecture/county system after that rebellion
    > COUNTY/PREFECTURE as the BASIC UNIT FOR LOCAL ADMINISTRATION 
    >this system is the KEY to centralization
    >but talk would immerge again and again about the fengjian system
        >WHY? At the end of the Qin when the first rebellion happened in 209 BCE, there were many rebellions happening and were led by the rulers of the old 6 states —> longing for regional independence —> so they all rebelled against the centre and then they all fought against each other —> ended up with 2 fighting —> founding father of the Han (Liu Bong) and Xiang Yu were the last two left fighting 
             >the difference between the two were Xiang Yu came from one of the most powerful aristocratic families of the Chu (Chu was considered none Chinese during spring and autumn —> aristocratic power controlled more power than the centre), and Liu Bong came from the commoner class and was the town sherif, and his wife is the daughter of a wine shop (BOTH ARE COMMONERS)
                  >it was basically aristocrat vs commoner for the throne
                  >this was the first time a commoner become the ruler of a huge empire
                  >the reason for why an aristocrat was defeated, Liu Bong was actually a subordinate of Xiang Yu during the alliance, but Liu Bong was very competent and collected a large force
                        >Xiang Yu emphasized importance of ritual as an aristocrat 
                        >near the end of the war both of them reached a place near Xian (capital region)
                        >Xiang Yu’s force was about 400 000 ppl Liu Bong had about 200 000
                            >Liu Bong and his forces went to Xiang Yu’s camp to try to apologize and show loyalty —> Xiang Yu actually had a banquet for Liu bong and during the banquet, Xiang Yu’s advisor kept telling him to arrest/kill Liu Bong —> Xiang Yu as an aristocrat believed that you cant dishonourably kill someone and then Liu Bong escaped and there was no point for Xiang Yu to win the civil war and then committed suicide
                            >DIFFERENCE between commoner and aristocrat
                            >Xiang Yu actually threatened Liu Bong by arresting his wife and father and threatening to kill his father —> Liu Bong said go ahead and Xiang Yu refused to cross the line and did not kill his father
                            
-When the Han established itself as the emperor of the whole land, they were very weak
    >large public construction going on during the Qin’s emperor’s time and then the civil war —> people exhausted —> han society very weak
    >so the Han emperor tried to adopt Huang-Lao ideology as their official guidance (Laozi author of the Daoist book)
        >this ideology is a combination of legalist and Daoist    
        >try to manipulate officials and control population and at the same time try to let the society recover from the chaotic times, government should not interfere like how the Qin had done
         >at the beginning of the han, they practiced a passive government (NOT passive)    
            >and this changed when a young and strong willed person became emperor at 141 BCE —> he is remembered as Martial Emperor of the Han
-When the Marshal Emperor took the throne, his grandma was a prominent figure and practiced passive government
    >after his grandma passed away, he did things his own way
    >established Confucianism as the state ideology —> happened due to efforts of the emperor and Confucian scholars 
        >the Confucian scholars had to adapt to new reality —> their Confucianism absorbed legalism, yin yang and five phases/agents 
    >the Marshal Emperor is also the one who laid down the system for the tributary system in Chinese history —> established imperial model for the dynasties that follow


-Dong Zhongshan = Tung Chung-shu (174?-104? BCE)
-Wu di - Martial emperor
    >R 141-87 BCE

-Confucianism making a comeback to the Han
-centre organization of the Han
    >INNER COURT vs OUTER COURT
    >when talking about the structure of imperial China —> often talk about different groups vs different groups
    >Outer court —> regular bureaucracy 
    >inner court —> the court established by the large willed emperor in the inner palace
        >members of the inner court would be personal attendants of the emperor
        >also middle and low ranking officials that serve in the outer court —> recruited by the emperor to serve him in the inner court
        >in the inner court, there will be a different group of people who all function as the emperor’s men, and would follow the emperor’s orders and frequently during a particular dynasty, they will even bypass the regular bureaucracy regulations to satisfy the emperor’s personal wishes
        >eunuchs cannot serve as regular officials in outer court, so they are greatest candidates 
        >male relatives through marriage (imperial in laws) would also be part of the inner court if they had particular skills
        >lower and middle rank officials recruited by the emperor would also be part of the inner court

        >the inner court appeared in the Han when the Martial emperor 
            >why did he do it? He was a very strong willed and ambitious young emperor
            >in theory the sun of heaven has absolute power over the empire, but no matter how strong willed a person is an emperor could not run the country without a bureaucracy 
            >When Martial emperor established an inner court —> he controlled everything —> did not allow regular bureaucracy to become demoralized —> but when he needed to he would override the regular bureaucracy (Chancellor)
            >when the emperor is not strong willed, the eunuchs will become the bosses of the inner court (ex Zhao Gao)

STRUCTURE OF THE HAN CENTRAL GOVERNMENT

-Emperor at the top
-3 dukes and 9 courts
-Emperor had 3 positions to help rule over the people
    >Chancellor —> appointed by the emperor, in theory has all the power to oversee how the empire is run —> throughout Chinese history, the emperor usually wants to have everything under his control, and in order to not have the chancellor overshadow the emperor —> appoint imperial secretary 
    >Imperial Secretary —> vice chancellor in outer court and eyes and ears for the emperor to oversee if the Chancellor operates in a rightful way (spies on the chancellor for the emperor)
    >great general —> supposed to enjoy equal power as chancellor and imperial secretary, but when there is no warfar he did not really participate in regular duties in the central government 

    >below the Chancellor, you have the 9 courts
        >incharge of ritual, educations, etc
        >court in charge of fiances
        >court that is incharge of palace finances 
        >9 courts were not seperated 
        >shows that the Han government was not that organized yet
    >under the 9 courts, there were also junior courts 
        >heads of junior courts were sent to the regions and they deal with affairs like forest fires, lakes, etc    

-during the Han time, the central government was very powerful and the prefecture governments were just as powerful
-prefecture government enjoyed total judicial, military, personal power in their area —> like the regional states
    >so what is the diff between a prefecture head and ruler of a regional state?
        >regional states rulers were heirditary
        >prefecture heads are officials appointed by the chancellor, they can only bring 3 people with them and they could not be a person who originally came from that particular prefecture —> eg if you were appointed mayor of Vancouver, you cannot be from Vancouver originally
            >LAW OF AVOIDANCE
                >to prevent corruption —> no connections between head and population
                >there is a chance that you would not speak the same language as the prefecture you were put in —> makes you dependent on people (of the local population) who could read 
                    >you could be made to use them as candidates for the central government —> makes them in debt to you —> causes problems
                        >unintended consequences of the law of avoidance
                        
                    >in order to avoid corruption —> it is necessary to have a very strong willed leader who can crack down on any signs of corruption —> this is really hard to come across

-Law of Avoidance —> established in the Han, and is continued to be used today

-since the power of the prefecture was so strong, the central government begins to doubt whether or not it was a good idea to give so much power to the prefectures 
    >during Martial emperor’s time —> send out another official to oversee the prefecture governments —> martial emperor is not the first to have this idea —> the western Zhou already established this office —> Office of inspectors
        >Office of Inspectors —> also established in the Han
        >sent inspectors to the 104 different prefectures —> to check for corruption, exploit ion of local population, etc
        >this worked for a while until the end of the Eastern Han —> the power of the inspectors became so strong that they over shadowed the leaders of the prefectures, and non Chinese began to invade, in additional the central government was taken over by Eunuchs —> the central government had to reply on the prefectures to organize and command local military forces for the central government —> makes them most powerful in local regions —> then these strong inspectors became regional war lords —> and the Han dynasty collapsed due to this regionalism
            >HOW DO YOU MAINTAIN POWER BETWEEN THE CENTRE AND REGIONS??
                >many mechanisms set up b/c the empire wont have lasted that long if they didn’t 
                    >worked well for a while but there are unintended consequences

HAN POLITICAL IDEOLOGY
-the triumph/comeback of Confucianism in the Han
-most notable figure of Han Confucianism —> DONG ZHONGSHU
    >he is the leading representative
-Confucianism in the Han is different from Classical Confucianism
    >classical —> How to improve the well-being of the general public
    >in the Han, that basic tentant was still there, but to consolidate the large piece of territory and the fact that there is an emperor with wide spread power (everything under the heaven), Confucian scholars in the Han made a compromise by absorbing legalist elements, Yin Yang and 5 phases 

-Yin Yang and 5 Phases school established in the Warring States (not by Dong Zhongshu)
    >on the surface, a teaching about understanding the natural world and the cosmos
    >in reality, this school NEVER leave aside their attention to what happened in the human world, and advocated that whatever happened on the earth should be based upon how the regularity/how the forces regulate in the natural world 
        >human order should be based on the cosmo/natural order
    >according to their teaching, nature works in cyclic fashions (when winter is here, spring is not far away) —> there is a regularity in the natural world
     >changes are brought out due to yin and yang
         >when yin forces expand, yang forces will contract and vice versa 
         >harmonious changes
    >these harmonious changes in a series of 5 stages
        >in those 5 stages: metal, wood, water, fire, earth
        >during a certain phase, metal will be the dominant

    >when this is applied to human order —> it is applied to dynastic changes
        >when a dynasty falls, then it will be replaced by another dynasty and it will be controlled by one of the 5 agents (stages)
        >dynasty changes come from consequences/changes of the 5 stages
        >end up with 2 models
1. mutual conquests
1. Eg water conquers fire, next dynasty represented by Earth (earth to overcome water)
2. If the Han’s main agent is Fire, the next dynasty will be the phase of water
2. 
1. 
1. THIS IS THE MODEL OF REVOLUTION
3. Model of mutual yielding 
1. When the emperor is corrupt, he should step down for the next
2. Of course most emperors were against this 
    


-3 bound theory from Hanfei’s teaching —> Confucianism absorbed this
    >minister bound by the emperor
    >wife bound by the husband
    >son bound by the father
-Yin Yang and 5 Phases 
    >followed and advocated by Tsou Yang (Zhou Yen)
-Confucian scholars in the Han claimed to know how the 5 phases and yin Yang worked
    >they tried to bring back the idea of the Mandate of Heaven
        >combine it with yin yang and 5 phases to talk about how dynasties come and go
        >when you have a new dynasty, you enter a new phase —> change in natural world and human world
        >there were two models you can apply
            >one is model of conquest  and the other is model of mutual yielding 
            >new dynasty is Wood and the previous was Earth —> Wood overcomes Earth (model of Conquest —> theory of revolution)
-beginning of Han, Marshal Emperor liked the theory of revolution —> means that Han’s conquest of the Qin was justified    
    >but due to the constant warfare with the non Chinese,  the people were exhausted and scholars believed that the emperor should stand down —> model of mutual yielding
        >current emperor would be metal and the next one would be water —> brings back idea of the Mandate of Heaven 

    >Used the five phases to explain political legitimacy!!!
-Han Confucians also absorbed the theory of Omens    
    >correspondance between the human and natural worlds
    >the Shang king believed they modelled themselves according to the heavenly courts, so theory of omens is not a new thing
    >Dong Zhongshu believed the government has to be active in the public—> make their lives better, or there will be bad omens sent by heaven to warn you of the Emperor not being good —> omens would be earthquakes, floods, etc
        >in the records —> records of bad omens was very frequent and this record was much more compare to other cultures     
    >why do they want to absorb this? After the Fengjian was destroyed, there was no recognizable social forces (powerful central regime), then the power of the emperor becomes absolute —> since they cant get rid of the institution of the emperor, the only way to control his power was to bring back the heavens
        >Say the scholars are able to understand the heavens, and bring back the Mandate of Heaven so the emperor has to be good
            >to prevent public uprising, the emperor needs to do things right to maintain a good life for the public —> the omens are just WARNINGS, so the emperor can still keep their Mandate of Heaven as long as they improve themselves

            >these brought a rise of new titles for the emperors —> reign titles
                >martial emperor —> Harmony, but non harmonious omens happened —> so the emperor has to do better and then he changed the name to Peace and he works to bring peace, and if another omen happens, he changes his reign title again
                    >reign titles are like contracts
-in 136 BCE, Martial emperor finally established Confucianism as state ideology
    >state ideology does not mean other schools of teaching were banned
        >just means that if you want to serve in government, the text you should focus on is the 5 ancient texts (135BCE established as Confucian classics)
        >Confucian Classics became state ideology of the Han
    >gotta remember how and why Confucianism absorbed those 3 theories
    >Han Confucianism is much more authoritarian 

-Why would Martial emperor agree to make Confucianism the state ideology?
    >provided legitimacy
    >they already absorbed the political structure of the Qin, so they could have jsut inherited legalism
        >but they condemned the Qin, so they cannot use Legalism as the state ideology
        >wanted things to justify their conquest of the Qin and usage of the name Emperor
        >emphasize the ACTIVE government
            >Martial emperor did not like yin yang and 5 phases, b/c it was too abstract and preproposed —> change was going to happen, so how do you maintain your throne —> bring in the mandate of Heaven
            >at the same time the Martial Emperor brought out boshu (erudite), they were the experts of the 5 Confucian classics —> they had to explain these to the court officials    
            >they also relied on the 5 Confucian classics to interpret how the Han law should work
            >Confucian classics act as a foundation of Han political laws
            >Martial emperor liked this, b/c it gave out image of an Emperor that cares
-The Han imperial house NEVER formally claimed that they only followed Confucianism  
    >in the latter part of the Western Han, one particular emperor after the Martial emperor actually said “dont talk about this model further, and we imperial house of the Han always employed both Confucianism and Ba (hegemony/legalism)” —> books of other teachings were everywhere —> so it is different from legalism
        >say that they only use Confucianism
        >BUT IN REALITY, they used a mixture of Confucianism and Legalism —> inherited from the Qin

-below the counties, there were towns and districts —> the government just let them run by themselves 

CHINA’S RELATION WITH FORIEGN NATIONS
-modelled by the relations in the Han
    >han foreign relations laid the BACKBONE of Chinese foreign relations
-the world view of the Han
    >2 kinds of World views circulated during the latter part of the warring state which was advocated by Zhou Yen (Tsou Yao)
1. World is made up of 9 continents, and these 9 were divided by 9 smaller continents (81 in total) and they were separated by rivers and lakes
1. China is just one of these continents —> Red County and Spiritual Continent 
2. This world view demonstrates that Zhou and his followers realized that China was not the centre of the world —> just a part of the world
3. This type of world view was not typical of Chinese self image in this cultural and political aspects—> this is only a geographic!!!
2. Theory of 5 Zones when considering cultural and political aspects
1. 
2. Centre is the royal domain, and the influence radiates outwards
3. Second zone is Lord —> close to the royal domain, and subordinates of the centres
4. Third is pacified —> pacified by the centre and part of the state structure
5. Fourth is controlled, the centre had to exert efforts to make this area under their control —> friendly fang
6. The fifth is wild —>the centre cannot really control them
1. The people in the wild zone are similar to the Shang idea of hostile Fang
2. People in the friendly fang and hostile fang can be interchanged
7. This is the Chinese world view —> China as the centre in cultural and political influence
-when the Han was established, the finding father found that there were people in the northern part of that Shangxi area (in Mongolia) and their centre and leader of the political group called themselves son of heaven and emperor as well
    >the Han Finding father was not happy about this, so he sent military forces to drive people out of the northern Shangxi province
    >these foriegn people throughout Chinese history are called Xiang nu (Hsiang-nu)
        >where did they come from? Migrated from the south
        >their origin is most likely related to the Hans mitilia 
        >when the founding father found out there was such an big empire (Xiang nu), he wanted to conquer them, BUT his forces were surrounded by the Xiang Nu forces, until his minister sent out troops to help and allowed the Han founding father to escape
        >eventually the Han founding father made a treaty with Xiang nu (FIRST FOREIGN TREATY) —> the marriage alliance (He’qin/ho-chin —> system of harmonious kinship)
            >This treaty laid the foundation to dynastic marriage alliances
1. Han and Xiang nu agreed to become relatives
1. Han princesses will marry the Xiang nu kans (leaders)
2. China should give a certain number of gifts (food, wine, silk) to the Xiang nu emperor
3. Their states were regarded as equals
1. So they cannot follow the theory of 5 zones!! Since China is the centre for that one
4. Xiang nu agreed that they will not attack the Han
    >the Han made this treaty as a way of compromise, b/c they cannot conque Xiang nu
        >even though after signing this treaty, the Xiang nu did not always honour their promise to not attack the Han, BUT because of signing this treaty, Han and Xiang Nu established about over 60 years of peace
        >HOWEVER this treaty was renewed about 9 times, when the Martian emperor ascended the throne, he did not like it (b/c he was young and ambitious)    
            >he wanted to restore the central position of China in culture and politics
            >so he followed his ancestors’ footsteps —> wanted to conquer the Xiang nu
            >so he sent his envoy to Xiang nu empeor and asked him to come in to the Shang xi area as a “peace talk” —> but it was actually an ambush on the King, unfortunately the leader of the Xiang nu is not foolish and turned back and the Martial emperor’s strategy failed —> BUT THIS BROKE THE TREATY —> NO MORE PEACE between the two
-the Han launched a number of small attacks on the Xiang nu and the Xiang nu in turn also launched a number of attacks
     >this warfare lasted a long time, so the Han made alliances with some Oasis states —> these states were all occupied by the Xiang nu
        >Han also tried to make alliances with indo-europeans by sending envoys to fight against Xiang nu —> han was rejected
        >b/c of the envoys, China discovered all those Oasis states and got riches —> they drove out all the Xiang nu in those areas and established the SILK ROAD
            >b/c ofthe establishment of the Silk Road, goods from Central Asia began to come in (like grapes, clover, spices)
                >at the same time Chinese silk was exported to Central Asia
                >this discovery of Oasis states in Central Asia is very important to the Han economically —> and this area has always been a target of future dynasties —> since the Han lost it near the end of their reign
 -Although the Han were defeated by the Xiongnu many times in the small attacks, the Han still had an upper hand over the Xiang nu in the long run
     >they had the upper hand b/c of the large size of Han China 
        >the population was about 1.5 million for Xiangnu
        >population for Han was about 52 million
        >never the less, the Xiang nu (in 53 BCE after Martial Emperor passed away), one branch of the Xiang nu federation came into the Han court willingly    —> that one branch wanted to survive —> so they needed the Han’s help
            >shows that there was power struggle in the Xiang nu federation 
            >and since they could not get as many agricultural products from their original Oasis states, Xiang nu would suffer —> b/c they were at war with Han Chinese and could not trade with them
            >in 51BCE, that branch sent in the son of the Kan(leader of branch) to the Han court in Xian as a hostage to the Han 
                >this leader by the end of the year, he also came in to pledge loyalty to the Han emperor
                >THIS IS THE MOST SIGNIFICANT EVENT in the interactions between the Han and Xiang nu
                >this relationship laid the foundations for the tributary agreement of the foreign states
                    >this system means there is no longer equal grounding
                    >there are certain agreements that the Xiang nu MUST agree to
1. Xiang nu must agree that the barbarians will submit to the emperor
1. There can only be one emperor in East Asia, the other rulers can only call themselves king
2. The Xiang nu had to send hostages to the Han
1. Originally they sent in sons, but after they changed it to other important people
3. Xiang Nu king has to pay periodic homage to the Han Emperor
1. The king has to come in himself to renew the relationship 
4. The Xiang Nu had to pay tribute goods to the emperor whenever the Xiang Nu envoys came it
1. Normally the Chinese imperial gifts bestowed the Xiang Nu envoy/kings were much more valuable than the goods brought by the Xiang nu envoy/kings
2. In order to keep the tributary system going —> the Han actually had to pay a high price (silk, food, wine)
3. In the end the tributary system was a great financial burden to the Han Chinese
1. When the Han is powerful, they could afford to be the centre (giving expensive goods to the tributary states)
2. So when the Han was showing dynasty decline, they were having a hard time to maintain the tributary system —> so many of the tributary states volunteerly left (they volunteerly joined for those goods, and to be able to do business in the Han territory)
1. Business in the Han had a precondition —> had to be a member of the tributary system —> once you became a member, you can go into Han
3. Although this is expensive for China, they still wanted to maintain it
1. It is a policy of inclusion —> inviting neighbours to come in as tributary states —> it gives a sense of security, b/c you no longer had to fight them
2. This sense of security was not out of fantasy, b/c once u let them come in (especially the Xiang nu), they stay in around the border regions, and if there was need for the Han, the Han could invite the Xiang nu to go into the border regions and train the Han armies
1. And when there was conflict with other areas, the Han could also send th Xiang nu to fight —> Xiang nu as a buffer between the state and hostile groups
2. But in the end, the tributary system did not work out —> b/c it depends on the strength of China
1. When they are strong, the tributary system could be maintained
2. But when they are weak, the tributary system CANNOT be maintained
-tributary system based on the 2nd world view —> THEORY OF 5 ZONES

-domination of Eunuchs at the end of Qin
-members of the inner and outer courts
    >and why dominance eunuchs were a reoccurrence —> Han could not escape this
    >around 168/7 CE, there were two persecutions —> many of the court officials in the regular beuracry did not like the eunuchs —> but the imperial university was really flourishing (early eastern Han), there were about 30 thousand imperial students —> many of them were idealistic and wanted to build up Han as a government that is compassionate and wanted to improve the well-being of the public —> so they resented the eunuchs and aligned themselves with the officials —> but this failed cause the eunuchs were very powerful —> in the end, there was a member of a powerful family in the local region who had a position in court, at the same time some court officials were trying to call in the most powerful inspector to come in and before the general came into Luoyang (eastern han capital) that general already went to the court and killed about 2000 eunuchs
        >believed killing off all the eunuchs was the only way to solve the problem
        >but since the emperors had no interest in actually doing anything, and had eunuchs doing everything
            >some emperors were actually selling offices for people to fill in the positions 
            >this is why the students and officials wanted to stop the eunuchs —> b/c eunuchs had too much power
            >the general had to dethrone the emperor and place took one of the emperor’s children to be the future emperor —> he took the child back to his area —> START OF REGIONALISM
                >this started the era of 3 regions (317 AD- 589) —> 3 powerful generals held all the power —> lost unity
                >so descendantes of the Xiang nu —> started the first invasions
                >SO THE IMPERIAL SYSTEM THAT UNIFIED BASED ON COUNTY/PREFECTURES, but it had lots of problems 
                    >involved constant struggle with inner and outer court
                    >the system established in 221 BCE was a powerful system, but it had problems 
                        >its political ideology combined with imperial Confucianism and legalist institution worked really well but then it also had problems
                    >this pattern of things working and failing recurred

                    >so in 1911, Qin court officials liked to adopt the parliamentary system, and this became the most pursued ideal in 1915-1917, but due to western imperial powers, the Chinese scholars became more left and say Russia’s October Revolution was the solution —> and established the people’s republic of China (PRC)
