1. Enumeration = syntaxes way of saying choose your wordsAudience

2. Word order = where are the words are going
3. Retrieve pronunciation
4. Articulation = how you move your mouth
5. Perception both auditory and visual (hearing and sight)Comprehension
of that sound wave

6. Parse into morphemes/words, syntactic constituent, movement
· Find which word go with which unit
7. Decide truth = engage the meaning of the sent bences, does it makes sense or not
· How are language processes related to one another?
