· shapes opportunity – tokenism – take one individual to stand in for a group, exhibit that they are diverse

· hegemonic masculinity is privileged in the classroom and workplace 

· period of gender intensification associated with girls low self-esteem and boys underachievement

· solutions include sex segregated schools/classes

· education gender gap (more females) sex segregation in fields

· more women in labor force

· women earn less than men: family, responsibilities, discrimination, sex segregated occupations

· integration problems :glass ceiling, cellar, escalator and sticky floor
