· male and female have different childhood temperament, activities preferences determine peers you feel similar to
· determine who you feel aroused around, non specific autonomic arousal becomes source of sexual attraction 
· lesbians and gays have more opposite-sex peers surrounded when growing up
· gender typical/ atypical
· feeling different from same-sex peers when growing up (les and gays)
· sex typical and atypical activity preferences and feeling different from opppoistie sex peers in child determine sexual orientation in adulthood
-fear of arousal/ social psychological evidence that autonomic arousal can be interpreted/labled as sexual attraction

(what we get and need from social relation)
-a fundamental motivation to for and maintain positive social connections w/ others that is 
    specie typical heuritiristic 
·    universal 
· not derivative (lack social connection can diminish our lives)
· early emerging and sustained thought the lifespan (can’t maintain lives the young)
· associated w. specialized cognitive, emotional, and motivational mechanisms (we have specific tools help us to form positive social relationships)
· predictive 

Social connection lead us to see a more divine environment 
· provide potential support
· when social resources are psychologically present present people shot.d perceive situations and events as less threatening 
· experiment Kamrack 1990
· social tie helps us to feel we can deal w/ stressors
Distress perception
· ps should perceive less negative content when hear infants crying with high/ positive social contacts 
· associate slope steepness estimation (physical measure vs verbal/visual measure)
· adaptive misperception when verbal and visual measure (overestimate the steepness)
· positive social contact can translate into physical health which helps us perceive the environment less challenging
Festingers theory of cognitive dissonance
· people are morviatd to maintain consistent beliefs and attitudes
· people experience negative physiological aorusal when discover inconsistent beliefs
· to change belief to along with other belief to resolve dissonance

Severe initiations and rationalizing sunk costs
(society always have fouls that make people want to break away from the community)
· if have to give out costs, suffering/ sacrifices when joining the society then will idealized the community and rationalized their sacrifices
· ps who experience severe initiation will idealize the discussion and evaluate group members intelligent
· real life example, 19th century new york community held distinct believes from majority
· presences of commitment and scareifce mechanics to join the community seems to strengthen and maintain bound with the community 
· relation and shift inidividuals autonomy in current social community leading to feel less motivate to idealize our societies

· exp: measure immigrants covertly, (attribute traits, anti-immigrant prejudice, social dominance orientation scale) 
· people in high social dominance will more likely to dehumanize immigrants (attribute uniquely human traits to canadians)
· groups want to dominant in a society, therefore dehumanizing other groups try to enter the society 
· in policement racialization: using dehumanizing languages
·  exp: ape-related languages are used to describe black defendants especially involving executing the defendants
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
