1870 Battle of Sedan: The Battle of Sedan was fought during the Franco–Prussian War on 1 September 1870. It resulted in the capture of Emperor Napoleon III and large numbers of his troops and for all intents and purposes decided the war in favour of Prussia and its allies, though fighting continued under a new French government.
 Nationalism: patriotic feeling, principles, or efforts, an extreme form of this, especially marked by a feeling of superiority over other countries, and advocacy of political independence for a particular country.
 Industrial Revolution: The Industrial Revolution is the name given the movement in which machines changed people's way of life as well as their methods of manufacture. About the time of the American Revolution, the people of England began to use machines to make cloth and steam engines to run the machines.
Great Divergence:. Western Europe and parts of North America had become fabulously wealthy. Almost everywhere else was horribly poor. Economic historians refer to this as the “Great Divergence(separating)”. Europe vs. Muslim World in 1500, China and India in 1700, The Ottoman Empire in 1683, China vs. Britain in 1793
Long Depression 1873-1896: The Long Depression was a worldwide price and economic recession, beginning in 1873 and running either through the spring of 1879, or 1896, depending on the metrics used.
Imperial Wave:. the imperial wave (1870-1908) washed over the globe (Americas, asia) and how during the Scramble of Africa, greed, racism and hegemony transformed into mayhem and catastrophe for indigenous peoples like the Congolese
Transatlantic Telegraph: A transatlantic telegraph cable is an undersea cable running under the Atlantic Ocean used for telegraph communications. The first was laid across the floor of the Atlantic from Telegraph Field, Foilhommerum Bay, Valentia Island in western Ireland to Heart's Content in eastern Newfoundland.
 Battle of Omdurman (1898): At the Battle of Omdurman, an army commanded by the British General Sir Herbert Kitchener defeated the army of Abdullah al-Taashi, the successor to the self-proclaimed Mahdi, Muhammad Ahmad.
Battle of Adowa (or Adwa 1896): The Battle of Adwa was fought on 1 March 1896 between the Ethiopian Empire and the Kingdom of Italy near the town of Adwa, Ethiopia, in Tigray, European Army 452 officers, 8, 463 European Soldiers, 10, 749 African Auxiliaries

Berlin Conference (1884-85): Otto von Bismarck (1815–1898), Chancellor of Germany, and Jules Ferry (1832–1893), Premier of France and
considered the builder of the modern French Empire, organized an international conference in Berli

 The Berlin Conference of 1884–85, also known as the Congo Conference (German: Kongokonferenz) or West Africa Conference (Westafrika-Konferenz), regulated European colonization and trade in Africa during the New Imperialism period, and coincided with Germany's sudden emergence as an imperial power.
Principle of Effectivity: The principle of effective occupation stated that powers could acquire rights over colonial lands only if they actually possessed them: in other words, if they had treaties with local leaders, if they flew their flag there, and if they established an administration in the territory to govern it with a police force to keep order. The colonial power could also make use of the colony economically. This principle became important not only as a basis for the European powers to acquire territorial sovereignty in Africa, but also for determining the limits of their respective overseas possessions, as effective occupation served in some instances as a criterion for settling disputes over the boundaries between colonies.
New Imperialism: New imperialism, frequently associated with the scramble for Africa (1880-1910), is a concept that captures the nature of European colonialism during the period 1870-1920. White man’s burden, shift in European poli discourse
Direct Administration rather than indirect influence

Greater Emphasis on ‘civilizing’ than previous incarnations of the colonial system

Great impact on local peoples because of direct European administration and imposition of Western laws, traditions, and infrastructure.

Generally the least profitable, or at least, very few colonies seized during this period
Scramble for Africa: The "Scramble for Africa" was the invasion, occupation, division, colonization and annexation of African territory by European powers during the period of New Imperialism, between 1881 and 1914. It is also called the Partition of Africa and the Conquest of Africa.
Since 1885, the continent of Africa and its abundance of resources was open to European domination. The underdeveloped infrastructure, economy, and seemingly uncharted territories were ripe for the picking by European imperialists. It was only right that the colonization was officiated at the Berlin Conference where the world’s greatest imperialists were given the opportunity to literally map out the parts of Africa they wanted to rule. The three main goals of this were for commerce, to civilize, and to promote Christianity. According to Rudyard Kipling, this was “The White Man’s Burden”, to manifest white supremacy, and civilize the primitive Africans. In the poem, Kipling articulates the imperialist’s plight to make a “humble sacrifice” and manifest European ideals. He says “Half-devil and half-child” in direct reference Africans and to further dehumanize the “non-whites”. This xenophobia and cultural insensitivity is what tainted the motives of European colonizers. That’s the mindset King Leopold II had when he laid claim on Congo Free State in which he exploited the colony for its red rubber. Like many other colonizers, he used this African colony as a colony of extraction whose infrastructure is built up solely for resource extraction. King Leopold ruled the country under military dictatorship, killed over 10 million Congolese during his rule, and committed major human rights violations which would be hidden from the world until much later after his death. His tyrant rule facilitated exploitation of the land and people. The mass murders that occurred in Congo is often debated whether it can be classified as a genocide. The definition of genocide according to international law is: “killing members of a group of people; deliberately inflicting harm on a large population of a national ethnic group. The main motive of the mass murder in Congo was financial congo which somehow remopves its validity to be a genocide. All the violence that resulted from the scramble for Africa cannot be justified by the “high-mind” ideals of the European civilizing mission. In “The French Colonial Expansion”, Ferry says: “European nations acquit themselves with generosity, with grandeur, and with sincerity of this superior civilizing duty”. In this document, Ferry is basically saying colonial expansion is needed for naval warfare and its innovations. Also, they are quite useful for safe harbors and defenses. 
· Leopold II: Leopold II was the second King of the Belgians, known for the founding and exploitation of the Congo Free State as a private venture. Born in Brussels as the second son of Leopold I and Louise of Orléans. Colonial Dreams/Reluctant Cabinet. Alliance with slave lord Tippu Tip secured congo and his authoritarian regime using 19,000 Force Publique officers. He killed, estimated 20-30 million (1886-1908)
Henry Morton Stanley Mission:

Sir Henry Morton Stanley GCB (born John Rowlands; 28 January 1841 – 10 May 1904) was a Welsh-American[1][2] journalist and explorer who was famous for his exploration of central Africa and his search for missionary and explorer David Livingstone. Upon finding Livingstone, Stanley reportedly asked, "Dr. Livingstone, I presume?" Stanley is also known for his search for the source of the Nile, his work in and development of the Congo Basin region in association with King Leopold II of the Belgians, and commanding the Emin Pasha Relief Expedition.
Battle for Adowa (1896): Of all the African powers, only the ancient kingdom of Ethiopia remained completely free from European domination by the end of the 19th century. This was no accident of history; Ethiopia secured its sovereignty by inflicting a decisive and humiliating defeat upon the Italian invaders at Adowa (or Adwa) on March 1, 1896. The battle at Adowa was, at the time, the greatest defeat inflicted upon a European army by an African army 
First Opium War: the Anglo-Chinese War, was fought between the United Kingdom and the Qing dynasty over their conflicting viewpoints on diplomatic relations, trade, and the administration of justice for foreign nationals in China. The Opium War, "in which the Chinese people fought against British aggression, marked the beginning of modern Chinese history and the start of the Chinese people's bourgeois-democratic revolution against imperialism and feudalism. The Opium War marked an important tipping point in the process of Western hegemony. For China, it also marked the beginning of the Empire’s decline in part because of opium addiction. 1839–1842. China had a positive balance sheet in trading with the British, which led to a decrease of the British silver stocks. Therefore, the British tried to encourage Chinese opium use to enhance their balance
civilizing mission: is a rationale for intervention or colonization, purporting to contribute to the spread of civilization, and used mostly in relation to the Westernization of indigenous peoples in the 19th and 20th centuries.
Treaty of Nanking: The Treaty of Nanking or Nanjing was a peace treaty which ended the First Opium War (1839–42) between the United Kingdom and the Qing dynasty of China on 29 August 1842. It was the first of what the Chinese later called the unequal treaties on the ground that Britain had no obligations in return. opened up five ports to the British, gave Britain the island of Hong Kong, and forced China to pay a large indemnity.

Social Darwinism: term coinedin the late 19th century to describe the idea that humans, like animals and plants, compete in a struggle for existence in which natural selection results in Darwin’s theory of evolution applied to humanity

Empress Cixi: The last chapter of China’s waning is wound up with the biography of the Empress Dowager Cixi, she was a Chinese empress dowager and regent who effectively controlled the Chinese government in the late Qing dynasty for 47 years from, she refused to adopt Western models of government, she supported technological and military reforms and the Self-Strengthening Movement (1861-1895)
Meiji Restoration: he Meiji Restoration, which began in 1867, sought to replace the feudal rulers, or the shogun, and increase the power of the emperor. The goal was to make Japan strong enough to compete with the West. The new leaders strengthened the military and transformed Japan into an industrial society. The Japanese adopted a constitution based on the Prussian model cdthe Meiji period (1868–1912)—that brought about the modernization and Westernization of the country.
1895-96 Sino-Japanese War: In response to these problems Japan fought a war against China called the Sino-Japanese war (1894-1895) in which they attempted to take Korea and Taiwan. Now that they had the means to expand their empire they did so ruthlessly. But even with their victory of China they were still not seen as a significant power because it was easy to beat China.
    Hartal: Hartal (pronounced [həɽt̪aːl]) is a term in many South Asian languages for strike action, first used during the Indian Independence Movement (also known as the nationalist movement). It is mass protest often involving a total shutdown of workplaces, offices, shops, courts of law as a form of civil disobedience, it is similar to a labour strike. . Mahatma Gandhi, who hailed from Gujarat, used the term to refer to his anti-British general strikes, effectively institutionalizing the term.
Perry Expedition: Up until the mid 19th century, the Japanese empire was feudal and closed off to foreigners. In 1853, an American navy officer (Matthew Perry) sails into Tokyo bay and orders the Japanese to open their country to American trade. Around this time all imperial powers were looking for foreign markets to invest in. force an end to Japan’s 220-year-old policy of isolation

· Jallianwala Bagh Massacre: also known as the Amritsar massacre, took place on 13 April 1919 when a crowd of nonviolent protesters, along with Baishakhi pilgrims, who had gathered in Jallianwala Bagh, Amritsar, Punjab, were fired upon by troops of the British Indian Army under the command of Colonel Reginald Dyer. may have been unaware of the martial law that had been imposed. troops fired on the crowd for ten minutes, directing their bullets largely towards the few open gates through which people were trying to flee.Rowlatt Act of 1919: he acts allowed certain political cases to be tried without juries and permitted internment of suspects without trial. Their object was to replace the repressive provisions of the wartime Defence of India Act (1915) by a permanent law. , Civil Disobedience and Martial Law Colonel Dyer’s brutal pacification stimulated a nationwide protest that only Gandhi’s hunger strike managed to reign in
Self-Strengthening Movement: was a period of institutional reforms initiated in China during the late Qing dynasty following a series of military defeats and concessions to foreign powers (1861-1865)
Boxer Rebellion: In 1900, in what became known as the Boxer Rebellion (or the Boxer Uprising), a Chinese secret organization called the Society of the Righteous and Harmonious Fists led an uprising in northern China against the spread of Western and Japanese influence there. The rebels, referred to by Westerners as Boxers because they performed physical exercises they believed would make them able to withstand bullets, killed foreigners and Chinese Christians and destroyed foreign property. From June to August, the Boxers besieged the foreign district of Beijing (then called Peking), China’s capital, until an international force that included American troops subdued the uprising. By the terms of the Boxer Protocol, which officially ended the rebellion in 1901, China agreed to pay more than $330 million in reparations.
Triple Intervention: The Tripartite Intervention or Triple Intervention (三国干渉 Sangoku Kanshō ?) was a diplomatic intervention by Russia, Germany, and France on 23 April 1895 over the terms of the Treaty of Shimonoseki signed between Japan and Qing Dynasty China that ended the First Sino-Japanese War.
1904-1905 Battle for Port Arthur:  rival imperial ambitions in Manchuria and Korea. The major theatres of operations were the Liaodong Peninsula and Mukden in Southern Manchuria and the seas around Korea, Japan and the Yellow Sea. In Russo-Japanese War, Port Arthur surrenders to Japanese; Russia suffers other defeats, japan demonstrated to the world that it’s a great power by winning the russo-jap war over ports  Port Arthur, a naval base in Liaodong Province leased to Russia by China, was operational all year. the Siege of Port Arthur, which lasted from August 1, 1904 to January 2, 1905 – saw many innovative uses of technologies along with bloodshed on a scale that made it a precursor to World War I trench warfare

Gavrillo Princip: *Princip was an agent dispatched from Belgrade. was a Bosnian Serb who assassinated Archduke Franz Ferdinand of Austria and his wife, Sophie, Duchess of Hohenberg, in Sarajevo on 28 June 1914. Gavrilo Princip assassinates Franz Ferdinand. July 28, 1914 -Austria-Hungary declares war on Serbia. August 2, 1914 - Ottoman Empire (Turkey) and Germany sign a secret treaty of alliance. as a Serbian nationalist who became the catalyst for World War I August 3, 1914 – Germany declares war on France.
Germany’s Weltpolitik(world policy): was the foreign policy adopted by the Kaiser Wilhelm II of Germany in 1891to protect his military
1892 Franco-Russian Dual Alliance: The Franco-Russian Alliance, or Russo-French Rapprochement, was an alliance formed by the agreements of 1891–93; it lasted until 1917. The strengthening of the German Empire, the creation of the Triple Alliance of 1882, and the exacerbation of Franco-German and Russo-German contradictions at the end of the 1880s led to a common foreign policy and mutual strategic military interests between France and Russia. The development of financial ties between the two countries created the economic prerequisites for the Russo-French Alliance.
Kaiser Wilhelm II: was the last German Emperor (Kaiser) and King of Prussia, ruling German Empire and the  the  Kingdom of Prussia from 15 June 1888 to 9 November 1918. His leading generals, Paul von Hindenburg and Erich Ludendorff, dictated policy during the First World War with little regard for the civilian government. An ineffective war-time leader, he lost the support of the army, abdicated in November 1918, and fled to exile in the Netherlands. Kaiser Wilhelm of Germany arrives in Tangiers to declare his support for the sultan of Morocco, provoking the anger of France and Britain in what will become known as the First Moroccan Crisis
1904 British-French entente cordiale: The Entente Cordiale a series of agreements signed on 8 April 1904 between the United Kingdom of Great Britain and Ireland and the French Third Republic which saw a significant improvement in Anglo-French relations and ended almost 1000 years of intermittent conflict. The most important feature of the agreement was that it granted freedom of action to the UK in Egypt and to France in Morocco (with the proviso that France's eventual dispositions for Morocco include reasonable allowance for Spain's interests there).
Fashoda Incident: The Fashoda Incident or Crisis was the climax of imperial territorial disputes between Britain and France in Eastern Africa, occurring in 1898. A French expedition to Fashoda on the White Nile river sought to gain control of the Upper Nile river basin and thereby exclude Britain from the Sudan. It was a diplomatic victory for the British as the French realized that in the long run they needed the friendship of Britain in case of a war between France and Germany. It was a stalemate. its classic diplomatic solution is considered by most historians to be the precursor of the Entente Cordiale.[18]
Splendid isolation: "Splendid isolation" is a diplomatic policy of avoiding alliances and entanglements. Some historians use the term to describe the foreign policy pursued by Britain during the late 19th century under the Conservative Party premierships of Benjamin Disraeli and Lord Salisbury
