Horkheimer:  N/A
Consumerism :  The idea that the practices that we buy things that reflect our desire
Non-confirming bodies: this revels something about our society on what is not normal, and gets placed on freak shows because they are not bodies that fit our society ( little people)
Continuity of Freak shows:  what society thinks of what is abnormal 
Uncanniness: when you recognize something in somebody that you were told to reject
Disavowel: you are recognizing something that is abnormal bodies that you have been taught and been rejecting it ( disabilities ) looking , then dismissing , then walking away
Colonialism: is imposition on a set of rule on a space that has already been inherited, new rules on a inhabited space, is a ongoing practice
Culture apportion: is act of taking the traditions, act, on a group that experience marginalism and uses it to distract it from the suffer and sometimes make money from it, using it for your benefit and taking it from its orgin 
Barries to Indidgeous Popular Culture: don’t have access to capital required to enter pop culture , non indigenous would not  be interested, loss of control on the product, the success of indenguois people is underestimation .
