China: early advances in ceramics, metalwork, jade work, potter’s wheel, mastery reduction firing, high fired stoneware and porcelain, bronze casting, rotary tools and abrasion, Confucian, presentation of philosophical ideas in landscape. 
· Middle kingdom: Qin (Neolithic cultures) – agriculture based on rise and millet- towns and cities- Earliest known!
· Jiangzhai: burial, BOWL: fish, riverdwelling, Yangshao culturecompared to Lapinski Vir 
· DRAWING OF MASK: decorative, on jade cong=ritual function, taotie, 
· SET OF BELLS: from tomb of Marquis Yi of Zeng, Bronze, notes? 
· Chinese Empire Qin Dynasty: 1st emperor: Shihvangdi
· CERAMIC SOLDIERS: individualized, colored guard tomb of emperor, never been excavated
· Han Dynasty: Mythocentric: humans and super natural 
· Daodejing (The Way & its power) philosopher Laozi Dao 
· ‘Striving for non-Striving’
· PAINTED BANNER: found in tomb of noble woman, painted on silk, O=Bi=heaven 
· INSENCE BURNER: gold inlay, waves and creatures, cast in bronze
· Confuciasm: attain social harmony, reverence for ancestors and connect relationships, Self Discipline
· Six Dynasties: Confucianism  Buddhism 
· Xie He: Spiritual consonance imbues a painting w ‘life’s movement’ and ‘Brushstrokes B
· SEATED BUDDHA: came into china through silk road. 
· Sui & Tang Dynasties
· ALTER TO AMITABHA BUDDHA: western pure land- faithful followers, Rebirth, Lottus Flower, Pomegranate

Corean: 
· BUDHISATIVA: seated in Meditation 
· SEATED SHAKYAMUNI BUDDHA: seated in meditative position, halo- circular, sun, nimbi, hair is stylized, urna- circle of hair, draped clothing, transparent drapery, reset niche, long ear lobes- wealth, Sits on a lotus-purity/enlightenment, round and smooth shoulders.

· Kofun Period centralized grow, old tombs, beginning of imperialism
· HANIWA: new sculpture, expressive potential, not symmetrical, idiosyncrasy  life and individuality, unique to an individual
· Main Hall – Inner shrine of ise rebuilt every 20  yrs trained from childhood
· Asuka Period: 
· Blood letting: powerful ruler, divine vestments, Agave plant sharpe, Fresco – painting on wet plaster
