Age Pyramid

Visual representations of the age and sex composition of a population whereby the percentage of each age group (generally five-year increments) is represented by a horizontal bar the length of which represents its relationship to the total population. The males in each age group are represented to the left of the center line of each horizontal bar; the females in each age group are represented to the right of the center line.

Chinese Pop. Pyramids: assumes present growth rates continue into the future. A continued relaxation of the one-child policy might change what the 2050 pyramid will look like. 

Agglomeration

A process involving the clustering or concentrating of people or activities. The term often refers to manufacturing plants and businesses that benefit from close proximity because they share skilled-labor pools and technological and financial amenities ex. Silicon Valley

Anthropocene

Geological epoch defined by atmospheric chemist Paul Crutzen to acknowledge the central role humans play in shaping the Earth’s environment. It is an epoch dating from the commencement of significant human impact on the Earth’s geology and ecosystems, including anthropogenic climate change

Basic Sector

Brings in revenue for the urban economy; non-basic sector circulates money within the urban economy, it is the multiplier of the basic sector
Cities create the conditions necessary for contemporary economic and political change. 

City

A nucelated, multifunctional settlement including an established central business district and both residential and non-residential land uses. No particular size or population, but is characterized by occupational specialization

Food Miles

Food miles is the distance food is transported from the time of its production until it reaches the consumer. Food miles are one factor used when assessing the environmental impact of food, including the impact on global warming. Some scholars believe that an increase in the distance food travels is due to the globalization of trade; the focus of food supply bases into fewer, larger districts; drastic changes in delivery patterns; the increase in processed and packaged foods; and making fewer trips to the supermarket.


Dalit

Scheduled-caste (previously called “Dalit” or “Untouchables”) and scheduled-tribe: mentioned in Constitution for special privileges; raise their standards to achieve equality	. Even though the caste system is “officially” abolished, remnants of the caste system still exist – especially among the elderly or in more rural areas. Traditionally, where you are in the social order determined how others treat you and what’s expected of you. It had become a system of power and privilege and exclusion

The Great Acceleration

Refers to the most recent period of the Anthropocene during which the rate of impact of human activity upon the Earth's geology and ecosystems is increasing significantly. While the Anthropocene commenced with Industrial Revolution if not long before, the Great Acceleration begins in the 20th century with the acceleration rate dramatically increasing after the Second World War. This concept has been further extended to refer to the rate of change in technology and society as a whole.
In tracking the effects of human activity upon the Earth, a number of socioeconomic and earth system parameters are utilized including population, economics, water usage, food production, transportation, technology, greenhouse gases, surface temperature, and natural resource usage. 
The Anthropocene is typically depicted as following the Holocene, to emphasize the central role of humankind in geology and ecology. Since 1950, these trends are increasing significantly if not exponentially

Time-space convergence A term coined by Donald Janelle that refers to the greatly accelerated movement of goods, information, and ideas during the twentieth century made possible by technological innovations in transportation and communications.

The Mantle

The core of the Earth; the tectonic plates collided to create Japan and Hawaii



Nation-State

Theoretically, a recognized member of the modern state system possessing formal sovereignty and occupied by a people who see themselves as a single, united nation. Most nations and states aspire to this form, though it is realized almost nowhere. Nonetheless, in common parlance, nation-state is used as a synonym for country or state.

Urbanization

A term with several connotations. The proportion of a country’s population living in urban places is its level of urbanization. The process of urbanization involves the movement of people to, and the clustering of people in, towns and cities—a major force in every geographic realm today.
Another kind of urbanization occurs when an expanding city absorbs the rural countryside and transforms it into suburbs; in the case of cities in the developing world, this also generates peripheral shantytowns.


Shinto

 A Japanese religion dating from the early 8th century and incorporating the worship of ancestors and nature spirits and a belief in sacred power (kami) in both animate and inanimate things. 
Shinto:
· Emperor direct lineage from founding deities
· 1868 – Shinto state religion
· No central scripture
· Social values include honor, courage, politeness, reserve
· Respect for nature
· Ancestor worship
· Marriage ceremonies
· Shrines are Shinto
· Religion: Shintoism 83.9%, Buddhism 71.4%, Christianity 2%, other 7.8% note: total adherents exceeds 100% because many people belong to both Shintoism and Buddhism 
· The Japanese religion of Shinto is one of the few religions in the world with a female solar deity.

1947 - This period of time when India was under British direct rule lasted from 1858-1947. In 1947, exhausted by World War II and conscious of the fact it no longer had Indian support for continued control, the British decided to end their rule of India. 
Review the partition of India.
· Partition between India (Hindus) and Pakistan (Muslims) 
· When the Indian subcontinent gained independence in 1947, its sizeable Muslim minority population was given the state of Pakistan (split into two parts: East and West). Seeking safety from religious persecution, millions fled: Hindus into India and Muslims into Pakistan. 
Be able to discuss the history of colonization for colonized countries on our itinerary since the mid-term.
· India: The Dutch, Danish, French, and Portuguese were all involved India at one point or another, however it was England that eventually dominated due to the strength of the English East India Company.
· Myanmar: In 1937, Burma became a separate colony from British India with Ba Maw as their first Prime Minster. It became one of the most prosperous colonies of Britain until World War II, when the Japanese invaded and collapsed the British administration. Japanese then ruled Burma until 1945.
· Vietnam: Chinese dynasties controlled Vietnam at different times. While Vietnam was colonized by the French in 1858, the French language was imposed as the lingua franca and Christianity as the main religion. The French also began to persecute Buddhists in the nation, creating a hostile environment. Japan then came in the picture and began vying for power of Vietnam in 1940. After the Japanese period ended with World War II, the French began pushing for power again, but were met with much resistance and were eventually defeated in 1954 at the battle of Dien Bien Phu.
· China: Western influence did not reach China until the mid-19th century during the Opium Wars with the involvement of Britain and France. China was forced to pay compensation, open treaty ports, and cede Hong Kong to the British. What I find interesting about this is that these treaties became known in China as the “Unequal Treaties.”
· Japan: Encounters with European colonial ships prompted Japan to industrialize. For the most part, the Japanese kept the Europeans out and only traded with select ships that were allowed to approach the shores. The fact that European ships were there at all was enough to convince the Japanese to evaluate their position in the world. The led them to begin to acquire more land. The Japanese reformers were advised by the British about how to organize their industries and lay out transportation. Japan begin to become colonizers themselves, even wanting to take over the United States.

The Himalayas – plates are converging continuously thus the mountain range keeps rising. 
Know the geographic features created when tectonic plates collide.
Volcanic mountains and/or islands are created. 
· At plate boundaries, plates either diverge (spread apart) or converge (come together) or transform (slide past one another). 
· When an oceanic plate converges with a continental plate, it is called a subduction zone, the denser oceanic plate subducts under the continental plate, creating a trench along the boundary as well as volcanoes and strong earthquakes. The strongest earthquakes happen along subduction zones. 
· In the Atlantic Ocean, the North American plate is diverging from the Eurasian plate. Along this plate boundary, new oceanic crust is constantly being created where the plates diverge. A chain of volcanoes called the Mid-Atlantic Ridge has formed on the ocean floor.

· Most of the archipelago, which has more than three thousand islands, is just north of the 30 Latitude line. Four islands make up most of the country: Shikoku, Kyushu, Hokkaido, and Honshu. The islands have tall mountains originating from volcanic activity. The physical area of all of Japan’s islands is equivalent to about the size of Montana. All of the islands have a type C climate except for Hokkaido in northern Japan which has a type D climate and receives enough snow for downhill skiing.

· Instead of “U” curve, it is now a “W” curve 
· Subtractive identity – (most common) – don’t feel a part of home culture; feel different and less whatever your nationality is 
· Additive identity – interwoven a few set of values and behaviours to your own – added new identity; discomfort when trying to enact those behaviours back home
· Affirmative identity – home cultural identity strengthen when living internationally; embrace newly salient identity
· Global identity – multiple international experiences; easily move between cultures; returning home is simply another adjustment (consequences: positive re-entry)

Review the role of plastic to our seas and our food chain.
· Plastics enter the ocean primarily through rivers in Asia
· This is as a result of mis-managed waste
· North Americans use 10X more plastic than in Asia, but ends up in landfills instead
· We are responsible for the demand; developing nations responsible for the disposal
· Where plastic ends up is not related to where it came from- it’s dependent on ocean currents
· Midway Island is mostly garbage (“garbage island”)
· Microplastics eaten by sea life, that humans then eat are bad for our health
· Bioaccumulation -> contaminant levels rise over time = biomagnification (worse for animals as it goes through time and the food chain)
· Great Pacific Garbage Patch – all underwater and moving in channels that circulate water flow – not visible to the human eye
· By 2050, there will be more plastic in the oceans than fish, by weight

Understand the process by which the Hawaiian Islands were formed.
· They were formed by a hot spot in the middle of the Pacific Ocean. This happens when volcanoes form where plates come together or even in plates – magma rises until it erupts the seafloor. Hawai’ian Islands were formed in the middle of the Pacific Plate. 
· The plates move = new islands are formed along the same “path” by the mantle plume
· The most isolated land mass on the planet and the highest mountain range on the planet. 

Review the annexation of Hawaii. 
· 1842 – US state dept announces Hawai’ian Islands open to colonization by any other nation
· 1887 – US gets lease for Pearl Harbour naval base
· Queen Liliuokalani attempts to nationalise the sugar plantations (main base of US economic interests) and then planters overthrow the queen and set up a provisional government (The Republic of Hawai’i)
· Hawai‘i taken by force with the “bayonate constitution“
· McKinley, after Spanish American War sets up joint resolution annexing Hawai’i)
· 1894 Hawai‘i is annexed by force by the US, because of sugar and money and strategic location, breaking prior treatise promising not to do so
· Island gets wealthy and therefore a state staus, as opposed to e.g. Puerto Rico. 
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
