CRM3305 – Militarization of Canadian Policing 

· July 7, 1937
-second sino-japanese war gives rise to aerial warfare affecting civilians on an unprecedented scale 

· The garrison state is a construct that we would be continually defending ourselves to fight against what’s going on
-“rise of the violence workers” 
-who are the violence workers today? Is it the police? (there’s more than one type of violence workers)

· Sputnik – first satellite launched by the former USSR 
-leads to the US creating the Advanced Research Project Agency (DARPA)
-critical moment in history leading to the global culture of surveillance 

Tactical Policing – an exploratory study 
-objective: to provide overview of tactical units in Canada

· Origins of tactical law enforcement 
-SWAT (special weapons and tactics) 
-creation of Darrel Gates (commissioner of LAPD) – said we need a unit for special situations 
-1) riots of 1967 – pregnant African woman was assaulted by officers 
-University of Texas shooting spree (3-4 nurses killed)

-Paramilitary culture
-a lot of Vietnam veterans came back into police forces 
-the rise of NRA, gun culture and “soldier of fortune” – people buy more guns 
-Culture where people feel the need to ‘survive’ 
-US economy heavily geared towards military (corporations who’s business are war) 
 
-the war metaphor
-every American president since Eisenhower has declared war (crime, drugs, ISIS, etc.)
 
-Canada (FLQ, Olympics)
-rise of terrorism in Europe (Moroccan, Palestinian and IRA)
-1971 crisis, mail bombs at first, etc. 
-kidnapped an MP – Pierre Trudeau invokes the war measures act which enabled police to more rights and powers as well as deployment of military 
-state using their powers and curbing people’s rights 
-FLQ members get asylum in Cuba 


-1972 Olympics 
-Munich Massacre 
-seventeen dead 
-Germans did not have a hostage rescue team at that time 
-rise of specialized units 
Some basic stats of tactical units 
· 65% of police services have a PTU
· 57% of those are part time
· team sizes vary between 18-34
· Canada does not use SWAT term 
· 2% of all officers are Tactical 
· women are making an impact 
typical tactical officer 
· 34 years old 
· 6-8 yrs of police work 
· over 5 years on tactical unit 
· not likely to have military experience
