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· Engineers Canada works  in partnership with regulators to advance the profession in the public interest, and to promote and maintain the integrity and  interests of the profession.
· A strategic plan is established for the next three years by the organization and reviewed annually, it is intended to serve as an action plan for work that will fulfill the purpose of the organization. It outlines 4 strategic priorities, which are: the accreditation improvement program, accountability in accreditation, recruitment, retention and the professional development of women in engineering, and finally competency based assessment. It also includes 10 tenets. 
· The goal of the accreditation board is to establish a standard that ensures that engineering programs across Canada provide engineering students the necessary tools and skillset that they need to be competent and successful in their career. 
· The qualifications board exists to allow increased mobility to engineers to work from province to province by ensuring consistency in regulation and practice within Canada and internationally. Roadmap to engineering website is a tool to understand how to become licensed in Canada 
· Works with federal government, trying to make engineering profession accessible to policy makers. Many issues in public policy are of interest to engineers such as climate change and its impact on infrastructure which directly affects public safety and interest. 
· Increasing diversity within the workforce increases the groups capacity for innovation, one example of how Engineering Canada is pushing for diversity is their implementation of the 30 by 30 goal, which aims to increase the number of female engineers to 30% by 2030
· [bookmark: _GoBack]You must have a license from one of twelve engineering regulators in Canada to call yourself an engineer. You must meet standards in academics, work experience, language, good character, and professionalism and ethics to obtain a license. The Canadian engineering license is recognized in many parts of the world; this is one of many benefits of obtaining your engineering license.
