· CBC TV is regulated. There is a quota system in place if you want to become a private broadcaster.
· Television created a whole new sector of production in Canada. After world war two, appetite for Canadian television is on the increase, more movies and tv channels/shows are created.
· Kuzanko affair: Russian diplomat defected to Canada and said that there are tons of Russian spies in Canada.
· 1956: NFB moved its head office from Ottawa to Montreal. Around this time, the French-Canadian film makers were growing immensely, and moving to Montreal sort of reflected that 

Themes
· History: idea that history is created by individuals. Important topic in Quebec cinema.
· Memory: individual memory & collective memory. How does it affect our sense of Canada and our history?
· Landscape: presence of landscape as a physical reality, and metaphorically that the landscape in Canada is vast, unpopulated, and something you do not conquer…rather adjust too.
· Technology: How we use technology and how it uses. What is our individual relationship/collective relationship with technology. Eg. Railroads, radio, etc.
· Image Making: what is the role of images in our lives? Why do we make images?
· Epistemology: “how do we know what we know?”. In Canadian cinemas this is often met with scepticism. Uncertainty about our own knowledge.
· Colony/Nation: are we a colony or are we a nation? One scholar, Arthur Kroker, described Canada as the “in-between” country.
· Alienation (most overarching and consistent theme): Canadian cinema is generally dealing with characters who are isolated, struggling to fit in, out of social norms, etc.
· Heroism: In Canadian cinema we have characters that embody the LACK of desired attributes. They are “losers”.
· Identity: What is it that we define ourselves to be?
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Community: Community takes precedence over the individual.
