· Direct cinema: traces itself back to 1953, when it starts to have dominant presence in documentary film making. At this time, there is a rejection in the voice of god. It was seen as too authoritarian. They should not preach, just present. The shift was technologically enables by lighter equipment. (eg. Lighter cameras & faster film stock).  Direct cinema has a number of aspects;
· Use of handheld cameras
· It is observational. (does not tell you what you’re looking at)
· Uses direct address (a person talking direct to the camera)
· Acknowledge the presence of the film crew itself
· No claims to objectivity 
· Aspects of direct cinema are also Applied to fiction film making increasingly in this period
· 
· Canada is in a state of fluxor transition in the 1950’s (becoming more involved in US political orbit, and less connected to great Britain)
· Questioning of old certainty of new era of atomic bomb (1945). Arrival of new medium of communication (TV)
· There is a question of the image itself. The image is not always trustworthy or truthful.
· Mandate of NFB: to interpret Canada to Canadians and to the world

· 1950’s  UK’s “new cinema” & Frances “essai film” & USA’s cinema Verite: personal perspective of the film maker
