· Film companies would pay for film that would promote their company:
· eg. crawly films. Led by budge crawly and Judith crawly.
·  Parker Film Associates. Goodrin Parker & her husband. Mainly promoted agriculture. She was born in 1920 and is still alive. 
· Margret Perry. Was involved in making sponsored films, but also films about nova Scotian culture.
· In the NFB, women were hired during war time to be editors, etc.
· 1968: challenge for change in NFB. Initiative to decentralize the film board. Get the cameras out into communities. Women frequently were involved in this.
· 1974: creation of Studio D. It was an exclusively women’s only studio. Many of the films produced here were actually quite controversial. Eg. Environment, nuclear warfare, films on porn industry.
