Magic
· Sleight of hand, fooling the eye; hand is quicker than the eye; entertainment  
Magick
· Harnessing forces and energy in the universe. Neutral force
· The magic when you change things or put spell on someone 
· The person who added the “k” was Aleister Crowley 
Occult 
· Information that is hidden / secret knowledge 
· Hidden from the comprehension of the normal people 
Witch 
1. Anthropology
· “Witch doctor”
· Religious practitioners from small scale religious people 
· Do strange things on earth (cursing, spells)
0. Historical 
· 1400-1500; mostly western europe
· “Evil witches”
· It is the hunting and burning them 
0. Religious 
· Statement of faith group 
· Wiccans 
· Self identification 
· They practice pre-christianity, walking away from judaism and islam 
· Women and men are called witches 
0. feminist/goddess worship 
· Post 1970/80s 
· It is models of women that are not controlled by men, it has nothing to do with religion 
0. Satanist 
· Devil worshippers 

Culture 
· Groups of people who define themselves or are defined by others by beliefs, practices, actions, languages, etc.
· Usually agreed upon by people by this culture 
· A non-written agreed upon lists of beliefs, acts, and ways of being 
· Culture defines language and it defines what’s good and bad 
Ritual 
· It is a number of acts done in a group for a purpose 
· A set of actions always done the same way 
· A right of passage (to become an insider)

Taboo 
· Something you cannot do, or cannot say 
· A lot of taboos come from religion and culture 
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
