Chapter 5 | Socialization
Socialization: Lifelong (process) social experience by which people develop their human potential & learn culture
Personality: A persons fairly consistent patterns of acting, thinking and feeling

The social Sciences: The role of Nurture 
· Psychologist John B Watson developed a theory called behaviorism, which holds that behaviour is not instinctive but learned.  (Nature not nurture) 
· Nurture is our nature

Studies of non human primates
· Psychologist Harry and Margaret placed rhesus monkeys (surprisingly there behaviour is same as humans) in various conditions of social isolation – 
· They found that complete isolation for 6 months seriously disturbs the monkey’s development
· Infant monkeys in cages with an artificial mother made of wire with wooden head – they survived by could not interact with others when placed in a group. 
· Harlow’s concluded it is important that adults cradle infants affectionately. 
· Infants monkey could recover from about three months of isolation – 3 months+ cause serious damage
Studies of isolated children
· Anna died at the age of 10 with a blood disorder.
· Isabelle spoke around 2000 words. At the age of 14 she was in grade 6.
· Genie abused by her parents. She was tied to a potty chair at the age of 2. She lives with adults.

Sigmund Freud’s Elements of Personality
Lived in Vienna at times when most Europeans considered human behaviour to be biologically fixed. Trained as a physician, Freud gradually turned to the study of personally and mental disorders. 
Basic Human Needs
· Biology plays a major role in human development 
· Humans have two basic needs that are present at birth:
· 1st sexual and emotional bonding (which is called life instinct) 
· 2nd death instinct or thanatos (Greek: death) 
· These opposing forces, operating at an unconscious level create deep inner tensions 

Freud’s Model of Personality 
· Freud combined basic needs & the influence of society into a model of personality with 3 parts: 
· id (Latin word for It) – represents the human beings basic drive, which are unconscious & demand immediate satisfaction. id is present at birth (newborn demand attention, touching and food). Society oppose the self centered id which is why the first words a child learns is no. 
· Ego (Latin word for I) – A persons conscious efforts to balance innate pleasure – seeking drives with the demands of society.  This develops are we become aware of ourselves and at the same time realize that we cannot have everything we want. 
· Superego (Latin meaning above or beyond ego) – Is the cultural values and norms internalized by an individual. Tells us why we cannot have everything we want. This begins to form as a child becomes aware of parental demands and matures when a child understands everyone’s behaviour should take account cultural norms.  BALANCE 

Freud’s Model of Personality

	id: The human beings basic drives
	Ego: a person’s conscious efforts to balance innate pleasure – seeking drives with demands of society
	Superego: the cultural values and norms internalized by an individual 




Personality Development 
· If conflicts are not solved during childhood, they may surface as personality disorders later on
· Culture in the form of superego, contains selfish demands – look beyond their own desires 
· Sublimation – redirects selfish drives into socially acceptable behaviour: Marriage = Sex / Sports = anger

What are the three elements in Freud’s Model of personality? Explain how each one operates.

Jean Piaget’s Theory of Cognitive Development  
Swiss psychologist studied human cognition – how people think and understand.  (4 stages) 
· The sensorimotor stage: the level of human development at which individuals experience the world only though their senses. About 2 years – infant only knows the world through 5 senses. 
· The pre operational stage (enter at age 2): The level of human development at which individuals first use language and other symbols.  In this stage, children begin to think about the world mentally and use imagination. (Toy as their fav but cannot explain what kinds of toys they like). They cannot judge size, weight, or volume.  ( water cup example, age 5) 
· The concrete operational stage: the level of human development at which individuals first see causal connections in their surroundings.  Around age 7-11 children focus on things and why they happen and also attach one more symbol to it. ( My birthday and Monday) 
· The formal operational stage: the level of human development at which individuals think abstractly and critically. Around age 12 young people begin to reason in depth. (Teacher and a job that helps others) 


	Sensorimotor stage: the level of human development at which individuals experience the world only through (5) senses 
	Pre operational stage: The level of human development at which individuals first use language and other symbols 
	Concrete operational stage: the level of human development at which individuals first see causal connections in their surroundings 
	Formal operational stage:
The level of human development at which individuals think abstractly and critically



What are Piaget’s four stages of cognitive development? What does his theory teach us about socialization?

Lawrence Kohlberg’s Theory of Moral Development (moral reasoning) 
· Pre conventional – how people judge situations as right or wrong  (child grabs something shiny on the table  - CP) – individual needs 
· Conventional Level - 2nd stage – appears by teen years.  People tend to lose their selfishness. (stealing to help and stealing a ipad are different) 
· Post conventional level - 3rd stage – people move beyond their society norms to consider abstract ethical principles.  They think of freedom or justice. (Rosa  Parks and racial injustice) 

What are Kohlberg’s three stages of moral development? What does his theory teach us about socialization?

Carol Gilligan’s Theory of Gender and Moral Development 
· Compared the moral development of girls and boys = 2 genders use different standards of rightness
· Boys: Justice perspective – formal rules to define right and wrong (stealing is wrong) 
Girls: care & responsibility perspective – judging situation with a personal relationship (stealing to feed)
· Rule based male reasoning as superior to the Pearson based female approach
· Young girls start eager and confident but there self esteem slips away as they pass through adolescence 
· Why? because of socialization of girls 

According to Gilligan, how do boys and girls differ in their approach to understating right and wrong?

Self: the part of an individual’s personality composed of self awareness and self image

George Herbert Mead’s Theory of the Social Self
· Developed a theory of social behaviourism to explain how social experience develops an individual’s personality
· Meads central concept: The self.  
· First: the self is not their at birth: it develops. Mead rejected the idea that personality is guided by biological drives (Freud said it is). 
· Second: self develops only with social experience, as people interact with others.  Without interaction, the body grows but no self emerges. 
· Third: social: experience is the exchange of symbols. (we attach meaning with wave of hand, smile) 
· Fourth: seeking meaning leads us to imagine the intentions of others. 
· Fifth: understanding intention requires imagining the situation from the others point of view. (how someone will catch a ball we throw) – taking the role of the other)

Looking glass self: a self image based on how we thinks others see it
Significant others:  such as parent, who have special importance for socialization 
Generalized other: widespread cultural norms and values we use as a reference in evaluating ourselves

The I and the me
· Meads 6th point: by taking the role of the other, we become self aware.   

Development of the self
· Best way to develop self is to take role of the other  (Significant others)
· Parents talking to babies and calling themselves mommy and daddy helps develop
· Generalized other – we play a key role in our own socialization 

*Difference between Meads I and the me differ from the id and superego in Freud’s theory?

Erick H. Eriksson 8 stages of development
· We face challenges throughout the life course 
· Stage 1: Infancy – Challenge of Trust (Birth to 18 months). Infants face the challenge to establish trust that world is safe. Family members play a key part in this. 
· Stage 2: Toddlerhood: Challenge of autonomy (vs. doubt and shame) Up to age 3 is to learn skills to cope with the world in a confident way.  
· Stage 3: Preschool: Challenge of initiative vs. guilt. (4 and 5 years old) learn to engage outside the family. 
· Stage 4: Pre adolescences: Challenge of gaining identity (vs. confusion). Teen years -> struggle, unique 
· Step 6: Young adulthood: challenge of intimacy (vs. isolation) Hard to love and balance friends
· Step 7: Middle adulthood: challenge of making a difference. Live with others, contribute to family and work
· Step 8: Old age: challenge of integrity. End of life people hope to look back on what they accomplished. 
Eriksson Theory – life long process. Not everyone faces these in an order. 

Agents on socialization  
The family
· Most important agent in socialization
· The family places them in religion, culture, class, etc
· School = education and better understanding
· Racial background has a effect on development 
· Immigrants 

The school
· Enlarges children’s social world to include people with different backgrounds
· Understand race, background, social class
· Gender roles – boys are more aggressive while girls are quiet
· Schools aren’t same for people living in rich and poor areas
· Winners and losers ( spelling b’s)
· School times and being on time carry on to your work force

Peer Group: a social group whose members have interests, social position, and age in common
Anticipatory: Learning that helps a person achieve a desired position
Mass Media: the means for delivering impersonal communications directed to vast audience 
The peer group
· When children enter school, they discover peer group: a social group whose members have interest, social position and age in common
· Peers = build relationships of your own beside your parents/family
· People copy other people to blend in

The mass media (middle)
· Means for delivering impersonal communications directed to a vast audience. 
TV and politics

Socialization and the life course 
Our society organizes human experience according to age: Childhood, adolescence, adulthood, and old age
· Childhood:
· First 12 years of life
· Learn skills they will need in a high technology workplace
· Hurried child syndrome – results from divorce and both parents in labour force
· Parents have to be around – bad TV shows and so on cause stress
· Adolescence: (teenage years)
· Buffer between childhood and adulthood
· Puberty
· Culture – hand out condoms at school 
· Wealthy family go through this – poor family go straight to adult hood because they work
· Adult hood:
· Raising a family and a good job
· Personality is developed
· It is different for everyone
· Wrinkles for women are not good
· Women try to do everything 
· Old age: (mid 60’s)
· Compares the later years of adulthood and final stage of life
· You have to give up to get – leave a workplace with identity for retirement
· Death and dying: 
· Death caused by disease or accident came at any age because of low living or medical technology
· Psychologist Elisabeth Kulber Ross described death as an orderly transition involving 5 distinct steps. 
· Denial: fear because our culture ignores the reality of death. 
· Anger: gross injustice 
· Negations haiation:  avoiding death by striking a bargain with god
· Resignation: depression
· Acceptance: no more dear or anxiety, the person whose life is ending finds peace 
Cohort: a category of people with something in common, usually their age
Total institution: a setting in which people are isolated from rest of society &manipulated by an administrative staff
Resocialization: efforts to effect radical change in an inmate personality by carefully controlling the environment

The life course: Patterns and variations
· People in 1940’s had a higher chance of job because the economy was starting up – now people are uncertain about their future

Resocialization: Total institutions 
· Being confined 
· Erving Goffman says: total institutions have three important characteristics: 
· First staff member supervise all aspects of daily life- where’re residents eat, sleep, and work
· Second life in a total institutions is controlled with the same food, uniform etc
· Third formal rules indicate when and where and how inmates perform daily routines 
· Resocialization is a two part process. 
· Staffs breaks down the inmates existing identity. (Ex-give up clothing etc.)
· Rewards and punishments: having books to read or TV is powerful motivation. 
· Total institutions affect people in different ways. Some inmates end up rehabilited or recovered. 
· Some people can be institutionalized – are very dependent 

































Chapter 9 | Deviance
Deviance: the recognized violation of cultural norms 
	Crime: violation of a society formally enacted criminal law

Social control: attempts by a society to regulate people’s thoughts and behaviour
	Criminal justice system: a formal response by police, courts and prison officials to alleged violations of the law

What is Deviance?
· Stealing items, driving drunk
· Or someone speaking out to a geek in  class
Social Control
· All of us are subject to social control, attempts by society to regulate peoples thoughts and behaviour
· Parents discipline their children / when friends make fun of classmates
· Serious cases may lead to criminal justice system
The biological context 
· in 1876 Cesare Lomroso for example theorized that criminals stand out physically with low for heads, prominent jaws and cheek bones, hairiness and unusual long arms.  – NO physical traits distinguish criminals from non criminals
· William Sheldon took a different approach, body structure might predict criminality. 
· Glueck said that a powerful build does not cause criminality 

· **Biological theories offer a limited explanation of crime. Maybe environmental and biological have a better explanation for crime

Personality Factors
· Abnormality in a personas personality
· Some personality traits are inherited but most psychologists think that personality is shaped primarily by social experience 
· Unsuccessful socialization = Deviance
· Reckless and Dintiz talks about the psychological approach 
· Number of teachers to categorize 12 year old male students as likely or unlikely to get in trouble 
· Good boy displayed (superego – Freud )and could handle frustration
· Bad boy had run in with police

Psychologists have shown that personality patterns have some connection to deviance. Biological and psychological approaches view deviance as a trait of individuals 

Why do you biological and psychological analyses not explain deviance very well?

The Social Foundations of Deviance 
1. Deviance varies according to cultural norms: it becomes deviant only in relation to particular norms. Albertans residents have different values while we in Ontario have different. Quebec can drink at a younger age. 
2. People become deviant as other define them that way: Everyone violates cultural norms at one time. Taking a pen from your workplace but it was a mistake. <- matters how others take of it
3. Both norms and the way in which people define rule breaking involve social power: The law declared Karl Marx is the means by which powerful people protect there interest. A homeless person who stands on a street corner speaking out against government risk arrest for disturbing the peace. But a mayor does the same thing and gets police protection.  Norms and their application reflect social inequality! 




The functions of Deviance: Structural functional analysis 
Deviance is a necessary part of social organization 

Durkheim’s Basic insight 
He said that there is nothing wrong with deviance. In fact it performs 2 essential functions:
1. Deviance affirms cultural values and norms:  There can be no good without evil and no justice without crime. 
2. Responding to deviance clarifies moral boundaries: people draw a boundary between right and wrong. (example: there is a line between academic honesty and those that cross the line and cheat get punished)
3. Responding to serious deviance brings people together: people respond with outrage (Montreal 14 female students) 
4. Deviance encourages social change: change is positive for us. (immortal technique and now main stream music)

An illustration: the puritans of Massachusetts Bay
Erik Erikson’s study brings Durkheim’s theory to life.
Deviance may be found in every society but the kinds of deviance people generate depend on the moral issues they seek to clarify. The Puritans experienced a number of crime waves which include witchcraft. 

Merton’s Strain Theory 
· Robert Merton argued deviance depends on extend to which society provides means. (jobs and schooling) to achieve cultural goods (finical success).
· Not everyone gets it
· Lack of opportunities: people tend to steal, drugs etc. He called this deviance innovation. (street crime) 
· Al Capone and liquor sales in Canada from Hamilton when it was banned 
· If cultural goal is not met, ritualism is another type of deviance. -> these people follow the rules and forget about the bigger goals they had planned. (self respect is earned though)
· Retreatism – the rejection of both cultural and means so that a person in effect drops out. 
· Rebellion: they are rebels and might break rules – Hitler 

Deviant Subcultures 
· Richard Cloward said that crime results from not only legal opportunity but also illegal opportunity. 
· Albert Cohen delinquency (minor crime) is the most common class for youths 

Why do the previous theories imply that crime is more common among people of lower social standing?

Labelling: This is the main contribution. : the idea that deviance and conformity result not so much from what people do as from others respond to the those actions
Stigma: a powerfully negative label that greatly changes a personas self concept and social identity 

Labelling Deviance: Symbolic – interaction analysis (208 table MUST)
This explains how people define deviance in everyday situation
· Labelling: This is the main contribution
· Define the same behaviour in many different ways

Primary and secondary deviance 
· Edward Lemert some normal violations like skipping class provoke slight reaction from others and have little effect on a person’s self concept( this is primary deviance)
· But if someone sees you drinking and says your alcohol abuser – (secondary deviance)
Stigma 
· Erving Goffman says deviant career is a person’s commitment to deviant behavior. 
· Master status 
· This takes over there identity – smokers

Retrospective and projective labelling
· Past predicts future – church priest be around kids which results to him molesting one

Labelling difference as deviance
· Doesn’t matter if your mentally sick, you can still be labelled deviant 

Medicalization of deviance: the transformation of moral and legal deviance into a medical condition

 Medicalization of deviance
· Labeling theory helps explain in the way our society understands deviance
The transformation of moral and legal deviance into a medical condition – change in labels – good or bad with sick or well. 

Sutherland Differential Association Theory 
· Edwin Sutherland says your group has a affect on what Is good or bad. If you have sexual contact with a girl, they give you high status In the peer group
· How much other encourage or discourage your behaviour 

Hirschi’s Control Theory 
· Travis Hirschi developed control theory. – Social control depends on people anticipating consequences of their behaviour. 
· People that are busy with life do not bother with this because something little as a families reaction keeps them back. But those that have nothing to lose do not mind breaking the rules
· Four different types: 
1. Attachment: Strong social attachments encourage conformity. Weak family, peer and school relationship leave proper free to get involved with deviance 
2. Opportunity: The more access you have to legal items the more you move away from it (a police job) 
3. Involvement: being active keeps you out of trouble 
4. Belief:  Respect toward authority restrains a person from doing something wrong

Clearly define primary deviance, secondary deviance, labeling, deviant career and stigma

Deviance and power
· Laws of any society generally interest the rich and ones with power (Karl Marx)
· Even if the crime is committed, the rich have the resources to get around it 
· The laws are not always fair 
 Deviance and Capitalism
· poor who  steal from the rich get this
· capitalism depends on productive labour
· try’s to control people that do not fit in the system

White collar crime: crime committed by persons of high social position in the course of their occupation
Corporate crime: the illegal actions of a corporation or people acting its behalf 
Organized crime: a business that supplies illegal goods or services 

White collar crime
· committed by people of high social position as part of their jobs. Sutherland claimed that such offences are rarely prosecuted and are most likely to end up in civil rather then criminal court 



Corporate Crime
· illegal actions by a corporation or people acting on its behalf. Although corporate crimes cause considerable public harm, most cases of corporate crime go unpunished. 
Organized Crime
· has a long history in north America. People with less jobs are a part of this
· 
Deviance, Race, Ethnicity and Gender 
what people consider deviant reflects the relative power and privilege of different categories of people

Hate Crime
· Crimes motivated by racial other bias; target people with disadvantages based on race, gender, or sexual orientation 
Deviance and gender 
· In Canada and elsewhere societies control the behavior of women more closely than that of men 
· According to labeling theory, deviance derives from the different standards applied to women and men

Crime
Violation of criminal law enacted by the federal government. There are two elements: the act itself and criminal intent. (mens rea). 
Types of crimes
· Violent crime:  crimes against people that involve violence or the threat of violence include murder, assault, etc
· Property crimes: crime that involve theft of property belonging to others
· Victimless crimes: violations of law in which there are no readily apparent victims such as gambling

Plea Bargain: a legal negotiation in which the prosecution reduces a defendants charge in exchange for a guilty plea. 
Criminal Statistics 
· Canada statistics show a steady increase in both violent and property crime rates from 1962 to early 1990. 
The street criminal: A profile
· Age: they rise during adolescence years. 
· Gender: 85 to 90% are men committing crimes.
· Social Class: people say poverty class commit more crime. 
· Strain theory: law breakers will come from less rich neighbourhoods 
· Race and ethnicity: in Canada black people are arrested 
· Black represent 1% of Canada population but made up 3.8% of federal inmates
· Judith and peter Blau said that crime is caused by poverty and people say they are unjust and not fair

Crime: Canada, American and global perspectives 
· USA has a high crime rate because the way the country is set up. There are not any social services like free health care and also no proper system for jobs. This then leads to unemployment and poverty. Also hand guns are another factor in USA. 

The Criminal Justice System 
Police
· They use personal discretion in deciding whether and how to handle a situation 
· Research shows that police are more likely to arrest if the offence is serious, if by standers are present and if it is visible minority 
Courts
· in practice courts resolve more cases through plea bargaining. Though efficient, this method puts less powerful people at disadvantage.


Criminal recidivism: subsequent offences by people previously convicted of crimes 
Community based corrections: correctional programs operating in a society at large rather than behind prison walls. 
Punishment (pg 219 - table)
· Retribution: an act of moral vengeance by which society makes the offender suffers as much as the suffering caused by the crime. This assumes that society maintains a moral order, supposed by equal punishment
· The values of retribution lies in Durkheim’s claim that punishing the deviant individual increases society moral awareness. 
· Deterrence: amounts to the attempt to discourage criminality through punishment. 
· Rehabilitation: a program reforming the offender to preclude subsequent offences. 
· According to Sutherland’s theory, locking someone up among criminals for month’s strengths criminal altitudes and skills. 
· Societal protection: refers to rendering an offender incapable of further offences. (life in prison- Canada). 

What are societies 4 justifications for punishment? Does sending offenders to prison accomplish each of them?

Community based corrections (not to punish but to reform)
3 benefits: reducing cost, reducing overcrowding, and allowing for supervision for convicts
· Probation: 
· Parole:

Chapter 10 | Social Stratification

Social Stratification: a system by which a society ranks categorise of people in a hierarchy
Social Mobility:  a change in position within the social hierarchy 
Caste system: social stratification based on ascription 

What is social stratification? 
· Tens of thousands of year’s humans lived in small societies of hunter/gathers. (everyone had the same social standing) 
· Four basic principles: 
· Social stratification is a trait of society, not simply a reflection of individual difference. An individual does not only create their standing, but all of the people do. If you are born in to a rich family, you have better access to health while if your born in a poor family, you don’t. 
· Social stratification carries over from generation to generation. Parents pass their social position to their children. Social mobility is that people move up or down in hierarchy. Moving up can be a person like jean christen and moving down could be due to illness or unemployment. 
· Social stratification is universal but variable. It is found everywhere but depending on what is equal and not depends on the society. 
· Social stratification involves not just inequality but beliefs.  The what and why of inequality. It differs from society to society 
Caste and class Systems 
The cast system is closed and the class system is more open

The caste system
A pure caste system is closed because birth alone determines a persona entire future.  In India most of the population still lives in villages even after 60 years of caste system being outlawed. 
·  India
· 4 major castes – brahman, Kshatrita, Vaishya, and shudra. 
· From birth the caste system determines the directions of the personas life
· First: families in each caste perform one type of work as priests, soldiers, barbers etc
· Second: people marry people of the same caste. (Engamous marriage)
· Third: kids and people hang out with people of their own cast
· Forth: rest on powerful cultural beliefs
Caste and Agrarian Life
· People are disciplined for the rest of their life 

Class System: Social stratification based on both birth and individual achievement 
The class system
· More open then caste systems ( freedom)
· People who go to school will get a better job and go up in social mobility
· Freedom to select marriage partner

Meritocracy: social stratification based on personal merit 
Meritocracy
· Personal knowledge, abilities and effort
· To increase meritocracy, industrial societies expand inequality of rewards based on individual performance
· Your type of job and how well you do it 

Status Consistency: degree of consistency in a persona social standing across various dimensions of social inequality
Status Consistency
· A caste system has high status consistency. 
· PHD  enjoy high social prestige but earn only average salaries 
Caste and Class: The UK
· in the middle ages, England had a caste like aristocracy, including leading clergy and a heredity nobility. The vast majority of people were commoners.
· Today British class system mixes caste and meritocracy, producing a highly stratified society with some social mobility 
· Social mobility occurs less in uk compared to Canada

Caste and Class: Japan
· In the middle ages, Japan had a rigid caste system in which an imperial family ruled over nobles and commoners
· Today’s Japanese class system still places importance on family background and traditional gender roles

Structural social mobility: a shift in the social position of large numbers of people owing more to changes in society itself than to individual efforts 

The Russian Revolution 
· The Russian revolution was guided by the ideas of Karl Marx who observed that private ownership of productive property is the basis of social classes. 
· Economic development created new types of jobs which resulted in structural social mobility. 
· Since the collapse of the soviet union in the early 90’s, the forces of structural social mobility have turned downward and the gap between rich and poor has increased. 

China emerging social classes
· Economic reforms introduced after the communist revolution in 1949 – including state control of factories and productive property – greatly reduced economic inequality although social differences remained.  
· In the last 30 years, Chinas government has loosened control of the economy, causing the emergence of a new class of business owners and an increase in economic inequality. 

Ideology: cultural beliefs that justify particular social arrangements including patters of inequality 

· Both caste and classes systems are supported by ideology – cultural values and beliefs that defines certain kinds of inequality as just
· For example a belief = rich people are smart poor people are lazy ( poverty is deserved)

Plato and Marx on ideology 
· Plato: every culture considers some type of inequality to be fair
· Marx: power in few people’s hands which established hierarchies to last a long time (money stays in the same family for generations) 

Historical Patterns of Ideology 
· Ideology changes along with societies economy and technology
· Herbert Spencer: says society is a jungle with the fittest people rising to wealth and the failures sinking into miserable poverty

The functions of Social stratification 
States: social stratification has beneficial consequences for the operation of a society 







Davis Moore thesis: social stratification has beneficial consequences for the operation of a society
Davis Moore Thesis (a system of unequal rewards is necessary to place talented people in the right jobs and work hard)
· States: social stratification has beneficial consequences for the operation of a society 
· In caste system people are rewarded for performing the duties of their position at birth 
· In cast system unequal reward attract the ablest people to the most important jobs & encourage efforts
· There are hundreds of jobs
· Some need a lot of training which is expensive – computer design
· Some need less training or school – washing windows 
· The greater the functional importance of a position, the more rewards a society attaches to it 
· This strategy promotes productivity and efficiency – work harder and get higher pay  
· Any society can be egalitarian but only till society allows
· Melivin Tuman – said that Davis Moore thesis is not 100% correct, should Oprah make more money then Obama

Stratification and conflict 
Social conflict argues that rather ten benefitting society as a whole, social stratification benefits some people and disadvantages others. Karl Marx and Max Weber are big on this. 
Karl Marx: Class Conflict 
· He said that people have two basic relationships to economic production
· Own the economic property
· or do labour for it
· different productive roles arise from different social classes
· some people earn millions while some earn 500 a year
· Marx explained that capitalist society reproduces the class structure in each new generation 
· This happens when families gain wealth and pass it down from generation to generation

How does Marx’s view of social stratification differ from Davis Moore thesis?
Why no Marxist Revolution? 
· Ralf Darendor suggested four reasons for why people never overthrow capitalism: 
· The fragmentation of the capitalist class: millions of single families own large companies 
· A higher standard of living: there are two types of occupations; white and blue collar jobs. White is higher paying whole blue is labour
· More worker organizations: you can join unions and strike. They are settled without threatening the capitalist system 
· Greater legal protections: government passed laws to make people safe at work, better pensions and greater financial security 
A counterpoint
· Wealth remains highly concentrated: wealth remains in the hands of few (Rogers, maclens, Thomson’s)
· White collar work offers little to workers: delivered little in the way of higher income or better working conditions over the factory jobs a century ago
· Progress requires struggle: 
· The law still favours the rich: people with average income cannot use the legal system to the same advantage as rich people. - some inequality persists as does social conflict. 
Max Weber: class, status and power
· Agreed with Karl Marx – that social stratification causes social conflict BUT he viewed Marx’s economics based model as simplistic. 
· Weber claims that social stratification involves three distinct dimensions of inequality 
· 1ST – economic inequality (issue really important to Marx) – Weber called it class position
· 2nd – status or social prestige
· 3rd – power 
Socio-economic status: a composite ranking based on various dimensions of social inequality 
The socio-economic status hierarchy
· Weber says social prestige and power = economic position

Inequality in History 
· Weber claimed that each of his 3 dimensions of social inequality stands out at different points in the development of human societies 
· Weber doubted that overthrowing capitalism would lessen social stratification – it might reduce economic differences but socialism would increase inequality by expanding government and concentrating power in the hands of political elite  

What are Weber’s 3 dimensions of social inequality? Which one according to Weber is most important to North America?

Conspicuous consumption: buying and using products because of the statements they make about social position 
Stratification and interaction
· People hang out with same type of people – rich people stay away from poor people (walk street side)
· Ignoring water fountain for water bottle shows people have money 

Stratification and technology: A global perspective
Gerhard Lenski’s model of socio-cultural evolution:
· Hunter/Gather societies: they only produce what is needed for day to day survival. Sharing what they have. There are no categories of people being better than others
· Horticultural, pastoral and agrarian societies: as technologic advances create a surplus, social inequality increases. In Horticultural, a pastoral society, a small elite controls most of the surplus. 
· Industrial societies:  this reduces inequality. Develop individual talents which require school. Standard of living goes up. Your voice is heard in political fields.  

Marx viewed social stratification in terms of classes. 
Weber viewed inequality in terms of a socio-economic status hierarchy with multiple dimensions and lower on others.

	Stratification system of unequal rewards that benefits society as a whole
	Stratification is a division of a societies resources that benefits some and harms others

	Reason for our social position?
	Social position reflects personal talents and abilities in a competitive economy 
	Social position reflects the way in which society divides resources 
	The products we consume all make a statement about social position

	Are unequal rewards unfair?
	Yes unequal rewards boost economic production by encouraging people to work harder and try new ideas. 
	No, unequal rewards serve only to divide society, creating haves and have nots. There is a widespread opposition to social inequality. 
	Maybe, people may or may not define equality as fair. People view their social position as a measure of self worth. 








The Kuznets Curve
· Greater inequality is functional for agrarian societies, but industrial societies benefit from less inequitable system. 
· Social inequality around the world generally supports the Kuznets curve. 
· High income nations that have passed through the industrial era have less income inequality compared to those still farming. 
· Income inequality reflects technological and political development
Facts and values
Davis Moore thesis states not only that social stratification is universal, but also that it is necessary to make society high productive. 
Marx though that inequality is harmful because it causes both human suffering and conflict between have and have nots. Marx wanted people to share resources fairly. 








































Gender Stratification | Chapter 13

Gender: the personal traits and social positions that members of a society attach to bring female or male 
Gender stratification: the unequal distribution of wealth, power, and privilege between women and men 

Gender and inequality
Male/ female difference
· it has nothing to do with biology but the culture ( women voting)
· typically men are stronger, taller while women are smarter in verbal

The gender in global perspective
· three important studies highlight how different masculine and feminine cane be
· The Israeli Kibbutz: Both women and male are treated equal; they do all the task’s like cleaning, taking care of babies or fixing a building. – gender equality is present
· Margaret Mead’s Research: Margaret mead said that if gender is based on biological differences, people everywhere should define feminine and masculine in the same way
· George Murdock’s research: women’s do the house jobs while the men go hunt and do labour

Patriarchy: a form of social organization in which males dominate females
Matriarchy: a form of social organization in which females dominate males
Sexism: the belief that one sex is innately superior to the other 

Patriarchy and Sexism
· Men have been having higher gender standing compared to women for a long time 
· Women are mostly getting paid less
· It varies from society to society
· In Norway, Australia, and Iceland women are almost equal as men 
The costs of sexism
· Masculinity in our culture encourages men to engage in many high risk behaviours: using tobacco, playing dangerous sports or driving drunk.
· Patriarchy leads to men taking control of not only women but of themselves too
· Masculinity is linked to suicide, violence and stress
· As men seek control, they loose opportunities for intimacy and trust
Is patriarchy inevitable?
· most sociologist say that gender is socially constructed and can be changed 

Gender and social stratification 
Gender affects your social hierarchy 

Working women and men 
· 1901 – women made 13 % of Canada’s paid workforce 
· Factors that changed Canada’s employment rates: decline of farming, growth  of cities,  post industrial and increasing education, rising divorce rate 
· Women represent 47% of our paid working force

Gender, occupations and income
· Service jobs, cleaning tables  - 17 % are by women, but limited advancement 

Interaction theory: the interplay of race, class’s and gender often resulting in multiple dimensions of disadvantages

	What does gender mean?
	Parsons described gender in terms of two complementary patterns of behaviour: masculine and feminine  
	Numerous sociologists have shown that gender is part of the reality that guides social interaction in everyday situations. 
	Engels described gender in terms of the power of one sex over the other 

	Is gender helpful? 
	Helpful – gender gives mend and woman distinctive roles and responsibilities that help society operate smoothly. Gender builds social unity as men and women come together to form families
	hard to say – gender is both helpful and harmful.
Gender is one of the factors that help us relate to one another. At the same time gender shapes human behaviour, placing men in control of social situations. Men tend to initiate most interactions. 
	Harmful – gender limits people’s personal development. Gender divides society by giving power to men to control lives of women. Capitalism makes patriarchy stronger.

Theoretical Analysis of Gender 
Structural – functional analysis (macro level)
· Gender serves as a mean to organize social life. Hunter gathers families – women stayed at home and men went out. 
Talcott Parsons: Gender and social integration
· Talcott said that keeping some gender differences helps society – (in traditional terms) 
· Middle class view
In Parson’s analysis, what functions does gender perform for society?

Symbolic – interaction analysis (micro level) (face to face interaction in everyday life) 
Gender and everyday life 
· Women do more eye contact then men 
· Men initiate the interaction
· Women have to show respect for others of higher social position
· Women spend time being silent
· Negative thing about symbolic approach - when you focus on situational social experience, it says little about the broad patters of inequality that set the rules for much of our daily life.

Social conflict analysis (macro level) 
This is focused mostly on Karl Marx. 
	Friedrich Engels: Gender and class
· Says that although hunter gather (male and female) were different but they had the same importance
· Rich men wanted to make sure who they passed their wealth on to, so they controlled sexuality of women
· Women remained virgins till marriage
· First: Engels says that capitalism makes male domination even stronger
· Capitalism creates more wealth, more power, and property
· Second: expanding capitalist economy depends on turning people – mostly women and consumers
· Third:  society assigns women the task of taking care of the home to free men to work in factories. 

Social conflict analysis claims that society would be better off if we minimized social structure 
Problem with this is: minimizes the extent that women and men could live together and be happy
2nd problem:  gender stratification 

Feminism: the advocacy of social equality for women and men, in opposition to patriarchy and sexism
Feminism
· first wave of this began in 1800’s in Canada. 
· Right to vote

Basic feminist ideas 
1. working to increase equality: feminist thinking is most political
2. expanding human choice: cultural conceptions divides the human qualities
3. eliminating gender stratification: oppose laws that limit the education, income and job for women
4. ending sexual violence: they want to end this. They say patriarchy distorts the relationship of men and women. 
5. Promoting sexual freedom: feminism supports women’s control over there sexuality and reproduction. They want free birth control

	Does it accept the basic order of the society?

	Collective though socialist revolution

Types of Feminism: 
Liberal Feminism: this is the basic way – everyone should be free to develop their own talents and own interest. Also they like the current structure but they want more equality.  They want to remove the cultural and legal barriers.

Socialist Feminism:
Evolved from the idea of Karl Marx and Friedrich Engels. Capitalism strengths patriarchy by concentrating wealth and power in the hands of a small number of men.  (gender equality will come once you replace capitalism with socialism) 

Radical Feminism: 
Get rid of gender because patriarchy is deeply rooted in society.  (use reproductive technology)  ((Create egalitarian and gender free society) 

Cultural and postmodern Feminism
Marxist feminism says that a person’s respect to economic production determines all other aspects of social life.  
The entire structure of society must be changed to achieve gender equality.
