Location
· Eastern Ontario is In the heart of the mega region that is the 12th largest in the world, 5th in north America
· It represents 50% of Canada GDP. We are canadas creative corridor. Prosperity is right at our finger tips
· The creative economy engines of Toronto Ottawa montreal and Kingston that border the region are significant economic trading partners and opportunities of growth for communities in this region
· Our proximity to these markets and creative economy drivers, or equality of life to attract ppl and investment, and opportunities to strengthen economic ties from the small urban and rural corridor to these large urban outposts.

What is a creative economy?
· An economy driven by: ideas, innovation and knowledge
· An economy in which ppl are paid to think: using ideas, innovation, knowledge and collaboration in their work
· And economy in which the nature of work moved from routine oriented jobs to creativity oriented jobs
· An economy based on human intelligence, knowledge, and collaborative skills
Debunking the creative economy myth
· The creative economy is as much about architects as it is about artists, programmers as it is about potters, it is beyond bohemians and includes brokers; stock, insurance, real estate and more
· Most of all it is about double digit growth in industries with the highest incomes and the lowest unemployment even during recessionary times
· Twice the income – average annual salaries in Ontario
· In Ontario the creative economy pays almost twice as much as the next wage category; in employs 35% of the work force but pays 51% of the wages.
Our strengths
· The creative economy is human capital intensive keeping our ppl at work. It depends on accesss to post-secondary institutions – we have many!
· It depends on the wuality of place and lifestyle abke to attact creative ppl – we have it in spades
· There area low barriers to entry -  we are at the center of 4 major creative economy engines – Toronto, Ottawa mtl and Kingston
