 TCS in World Politics
“self-organized advocacy groups that undertake voluntary collective action across state borders in pursuit of what they deem the wider public interest.” (Price 2003, 580)

TCS (International NGOs) 
Non- Commercial (Non-profit)
Non-violent (in contrast to Terrorist groups) 
Direct action
Outside (direct) government control
OUR FOCUS = Formal NGOs (transnational) 
NGO are subsidiary of international politics 

International NGOs
Private organization (association, federations, unions, etc)
Not established by governments/ IGOs
Limited international legal status (ICRC = special case) 
Transnational regional and global
Coalition politics (Network Politics)

Global Growth in NGOs
Dramatic increase from 1975- Present

3 Principle Goals= Changing states identities, interest and behavior (Price 2003, 583)
3 Phases: Agenda setting -> Advocacy -> Implementation

Raise issue profile
Example: Amnesty International and “disappearances”
Bringing attention to this issue to the world stage
“powerful NGOs are like gatekeepers” 
“Norm entrepreneurs” 
Example: Coalition to Stop Use of Child Soldiers
Example: Control Arms Campaign

Advocacy 
Coalition-building- (along with government)
Example: ICBL, CICC, CMC
Network of allies, Affiliated groups
Getting access to the room matters
Get your foot in the room
Information / expertise
Example: ICRC re. Landmine casualties
Field doctors
 Example: CICC members re. crime of aggression
international lawyers helped codify the agenda
Expertise drive progress 

Implementation 
Socialization: persuasion and pressure
Example: “Naming and Shaming” re. small arms
Trying to shame governments with actions to bring awareness to the public
Technical Assistance
Example: advocates Sans Frontier re. Legal activity  
Example: ICRC re. weapon removal 
Monitoring
Example: Landmine/ Cluster Munition Monitor

Nuclear Non Proliferation Treaty (NPT)
Negotiated 1968
Entry into force 1970
Membership: 190 states (incl.p5) 

NPT- Key Features 
Non-proliferation (Art. I and II)
Disarmament (Art. VI)
Nuclear technology (Art IV)
Allow access and capacity to produce Nuclear Energy
- NPT as a diplomatic Bargain

ICJ Advisory Opinion 1996
NO Comprehensive and universal prohibition of the threat or use of nuclear weapons
Threat of use of nuclear weapons must comply with UN Charter- Otherwise = Legal
Threat or use of nuclear weapons must comply with international laws of war (IHL)
Threats or use of nuclear wepons = generally contrary to laws of war
However… cannot conclude definitively whether the threat or use of nuclear weapons would be lawful in an extreme circumstance of self-defense

Comprehensive Test Ban Treaty (CTBT)
Purpose: Each state Party undertakes not to carry out any nuclear weapons test explosion or any other nuclear explosion. 
Not in force:
8”Annex 2” states must ratify
157 ratification thus far

Preparatory CTBT (O)

Plenary body (all current members)
Technical secretariat and staff 

Monitoring and Verification
Sovereignty trade-off

CTBT- Effective? 

Not in force (key non-parties)
However.. not testing by: China, France, Russia UK and US

Correlation is not causation!
