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Arms Deal to Columbia 
We know from detailed research from 1990s small arms account for most deaths.
Same for civil conflicts

These types of weapons need to be regulated. 

Small arms and weapons

Krause Article (EXAM)
Question: How are norms relating to SALW developed and promoted ?
Problem: Linkage between licit and illicit SALW trafficking 
Realist/ rationalist: Interest of powerful states did not change through negotiation
Constructivist: Multilateralism -> Interest construction
Limited role of NGOs
Unlike the landmine issues
Krause find that there is limited participation by NGOs
NORMS ARE built through multilateralism but there is limited influence. 

EFRAT
Question: Given the Threats posted by SALW, why weak regulation?
Core Issue: Competing state preferences for regulation vs. free trade in SALW
Rationalist: Primary incentive = Reduce negative externalities
Secondary incentive= Moral impact on other states. 
Rationalist approach
States reduce the bad impacts that happen in the world
Economics and political economy
Goods in the market
SALW as commodity
Secondary Incentive: moral impact. 
Instrumental view of the world
Being able to sell SALW as much as we can.

Hypothesis (EFRAT)
Government of arms exploiting countries are less likely to support a international regulation of small arms 
Non democratic government are less likely to support international regulation of small arms
High homicide rates or large refugees outflows as well as higher rates of poverty increase government support for international regulation of small arms
The greater its provision of humanitarian aid the stronger the government s support for international regulation of small arms
