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***Rome has won the 2nd Punic war; Defeated Macedonia in the 1st Macedonian war; Greece calls on them for help and they come in to defend Greece; 2nd Macedonian war occurs; Battle ends at Cunis Capheli where Phillip V is defeated***

· Phillip V is defeated at the battle of Cunis Capheli (200-196) *check syllabus
· One of Alexander’s successors (Antiochus III) decides that he’s going to conquer Greece
· He is a member of a dynasty of kings who are known as the Seleucid Kings, the kings of Asia
· The Romans get involved with him and a war occurs (192-189) against Antiochus. At this point he’s the king of Syria where the Seleucid base is in Antioch
· The war ends with the Battle of Magnesia in 190 where Antiochus is defeated
· Throughout this period Rome had been able to develop the most effective and efficient military machine the ancient world had ever seen
· With an experienced general in a spot of their own choosing Roman legions could not be defeated
· Rome could call upon an almost inexhaustible supply of manpower because everybody had to be a part of the Roman army
· This is a result of the alliances that Rome set up with the citizenships 
· No other nation could’ve suffered from such a tremendous amount of disasters (like the first four battles they lost against Hannibal) and not been overwhelmed
· It’s estimated that between about 200 and 165BC the Roman army was 130,000 men not counting all the generals and administrators etc
· Macedonia is still causing problems so we end up with the 3rd Macedonian war that goes from 171 to 168 where it ends at Pydna
· They still will not stay down after their third defeat and we get the 4th Macedonian war which goes from 149 to 148
· Carthage is still doing really well and they’re able to pay their indemnity off early
· Some Romans get concerned and think this is not good, so they want to do something about Carthage
· A Roman statesman by the name of Cato the Elder ended all his speeches in the Senate with “Carthago delenda est” which means Carthage must be destroyed. This went on for years and it didn’t matter what the speech was about
· He had once been a Consul
· Eventually the Senate realized he was right and that Carthage had to be destroyed because they were recovering
· In 149 Rome declared war on Carthage. This began the 3rd Punic war which went from 149 to 146
· Carthage was defeated and the city is sacked, burned, buried and its population is sold into slavery
· No one was allowed to build anything near the city after this defeat although a new city did grow up nearby
· After they buried the city they sowed the field with salt so that nothing would grow around it (didn’t happen)
· The territory of Carthage gets turned into a new Roman province by the name of Africa
· Rome is getting closer everywhere they look so some of the Greeks were feeling closed in
· At this point Greece wasn’t called Greece, it was known as the Achaean League (all the Greek states)
· Following the defeat of Macedonia they feel that they’d better do something to prevent Rome from conquering them. 
· They go to war with Rome in 146 but were badly defeated in the same year
· Corinth was the richest city of the Greek city states
· Just like Carthage the Romans burned and sacked it
· In 146 Rome took Achaia and Greece and turned them into a single province called Macedonia. This was their first Eastern province
· Elyrricum had been in 167
· As a result of this conquest everyone learned about Greece which resulted in a lot of loot and plunder coming from Greece
· Everyone in Rome go crazy for Greek things such as clothes, language, Greek art and treasures etc
· “Captive Greece took captive her captors”
· The seeds of the destruction of the Roman republic are being sewn by their successes
· The problems they had to deal with were:
· 1. The devastation of Italy caused by the 2nd Punic war
· Rome had a scorched earth policy in order to prevent Hannibal from gaining any Roman territory in the south. This caused problems for everybody because Rome devastated all of southern Italy
· 2. The fact that Rome could rely on an inexhaustible supply of manpower meant that many of the soldiers were peasant farmers which made them leave home for up to 7 years. 
· This meant that many of the farms weren’t being tended to and people (wives, children etc) end up having to sell farms in order to make ends meet when they used to be self-sustaining
· They sell these farms to aristocrats for cheap who have the money to afford it
· Instead of there being lots of private farms the aristocrats turn all the contiguous farms into giant plantations that just grow one thing. These plantations are known as latifundia
· Because of the war there were plenty of slaves that could tend to the land so they didn’t need farmers
· Anyone who had another kind of job on these farms (farmhands etc.) don’t have jobs anymore
· All the people in Italy who had to sell the farms and the people who were employed in the countryside move into the city (Rome in particular)
· 3. The wealthy are now making a lot of money really fast which makes them extremely powerful. Influx in wealth from foreign conquest and the latifundia 
· 4. As Rome expanded they created something called ager (first part of agriculture) publicus (something that is related to the state). Public lands that the state owned and leased out to the poor farmers for a very small fee every year so that they could create wealth for themselves
· In a lot of cases farmers were selling land that wasn’t their place to sell. Aristocrats would just go in and take the land. All the ager publicus is being expropriated by the aristocrats and turned into latifundia
· Not just private but state land was being taken by the aristocrats as well
· 5. A lot of slaves coming into Rome
· Slave revolts
· 6. Few farmers
· Nobody left in a lot of these places to fight in battles 
· Getting harder and harder for Rome to call up the numbers of soldiers that they need to keep their massive armies in the field
· All the unemployed people start to agitate for rights and power because a lot of them don’t have places to live and no source of income
· Tiberius Sempronius Gracchus was Tribune of the Plebs in 133
· The term plebeian began to reference someone’s social status rather than their hereditary status
· Tribune of the Plebs becomes a superhero for the poor
· The most important thing Tiberius wanted to do was give land back to the poor
· While he’s doing this King Attalus of Pergamon (King of Asia) dies. He bequeathed his kingdom to the Roman people.
· Gracchus then wants to give all this land to the poor people of Rome and ship them off to Asia so they can farm and care for the land
· Aristocrats believed that they should get Asia as their personal property while Gracchus thinks it should be carved up and given to the unemployed
· When he begins distributed the land the Aristocrats come and try to stop him. This causes a riot and 300 of Tiberius’ followers are killed
· Tiberius himself was beaten to death and dragged through the street by hooks in his feet
· Any other followers that he had and could be identified were hunted in 132 and were killed
· This is the first time in political history that a political problem led to bloodshed which set a precedent that would eventually destroy the republic
· 129 Asia made a province. Easternmost province.
· Tiberius had a younger brother named Gaius Sempronius Gracchus who still believed in what his brother was doing but thought he should be more careful about how he does it
· He’s elected Tribune in 122 and 123, two years in a row
· He wants to do little pieces of reform here and there so nobody can see what he’s doing
· Land reform
· Builds new roads
· Sets up an inexpensive ‘employment insurance’ which provides food at state expense for the unemployed
· Military and monetary reform
· Sets up agricultural and commercial colonies
· Tries to spread Roman citizenship through the Italian allies
· Strengthen the Tribune because he doesn’t want assassinations
· In his last year there starts to be more and more resistance to his reforms. Eventually he is not elected Tribune in 121 and the Consul gets a posse together and hunt him down. 
· They go to kill him and all his followers
· Gaius gets a slave to kill him rather than fall into the hands of the Consul and his thugs
· A lot of the reform dies and people realize it’s not the road to success
· Gallia Narbonensis (southern part of Gall) becomes a province around 121
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**Legally the only source of wealth for senators was through land**
