· He also advocated for private property as the most effective solution to the tragedy of other kinds of commons. (The common people were forced out of the commons by agricultural revolution, put sheep on the pasture so that they may grow and be exported)

· Both sides don't look the same, one has considerably more power than the other. Power differentials used to the smaller guys advantage. (Don't fight a guy with nukes if you don't have them too)

Causes of War
· Realism and the quest for power
· actors pursue hegemony and other actors resist this power aggrandizement
· Idealism and the clash of values
· actors disagree on ideals and how best to run a society
· Nationalism and elite manipulation
· people of a society identify with their nation (or nation-state) and elites manipulate the people’s sense of patriotism for their own self-interest and to extend their power.
· Money and materialism
· actors are influenced by the pursuit of money and material gain and will capture or steal resources by force
· This drive is enabled by the collaboration between the arms manufacturers and politicians who seek to benefit from the former actors’ private patronage (the military-industrial-congressional complex)
· Private military contractors (or hired mercenaries) take the burdens of war off congressional authorities, but often operate with impunity and are not held to the same laws of war as regular combatant armies
· Hyper-masculinity
· feminists argue that men are socially trained to seek power, to be competitive, and to see their success tied to power and the competitive spirit
Regulating War
· International Laws of Armed Conflict (jus ad bellum)
· Right of war 
· a set of justifiable criteria for engaging in war; those with war power (leaders)
· Just cause
· acting in self-defence to aggressive action (moved through individual state or collective state efforts); does not include pre-emptive strikes to ward off expected aggression
· Collective security from aggression
· Prior permission from United Nations Security Council (UNSC)
· Proportionality
· the use of violence against a perceived act of aggression is proportional to the violation; there is balance between violation and response
· Consider if war is right

· states must receive approval from international institutional checks and balances such as UN Security Council Resolutions before they move in an act of war

· If states fail to protect citizens for mass atrocity crimes, other states may set in to enable or use force as warranted

· Structural Factors: Political, economic, historical, religious, and institutional systems and narratives that contribute to radicalization and support for VE; 
· Group-based Dynamics: Peer pressure, values, identities and norms of groups that contribute and encourage recruitment, radicalization and support for VE; 
· Enabling Factors: Events, networks, platforms (both online and physical) that contribute to radicalization;

· Sub Saharan Africa
· Lack of resources
Aid vs Development
· Aid
· Short-term relief
· Largely humanitarian in nature
· Taken in forms of donations and gifts
· Development
· Slower and long term effort
· Not only help a country through a crisis but to grow as a richer nation
· More broader and ambitious
· Includes gifts like aid and loans, direct investments, advice and expertise
Sources of Development Assistance
· Private Sources
· All non-governmental sources
· Not-for-Profit: Non-governmental Organizations (NGOs)/ Charities
· Church
· World University Service of Canada (WUSC), Mennonite Central Committee
· Technology transfer foundations: Engineers Without Borders
· Profit: Corporate (Foreign Direct Investment)
· Carries out business activities for more than one country 
· Ikea
· Conduct business, manufacture goods, and build factories and technologies through foreign labor in foreign lands
· Built on the philosophy that manufacturing helps develop a society
· Corporations profit from cheap (or child) labor, land acquisitions, lower demands for insurance and regulatory protections for workers
· Remittances (when emigrants send money back ‘home’ to their families)
· Public Sources
· Delivered by government-based agencies, either national or international
· Government based agencies
· Canadian International Development Agency (Bilateral)
· UN – International Monetary Fund (IMF) (Multilateral)
· Donor countries (30 give/200 receive)
Official Development Assistance (ODA)
· Assistance that is given from one country’s government to another
· Canadian International Development Agency (CIDA/ DFATD)
· Priority Themes:
· Increasing food security
· Securing the future of children and youth
· Stimulating sustainable economic growth
Three Waves of Development
· Gone through 3 fundamental shifts since it first began at the end of WW2
· First Wave: Top-Down, State-Centric
· 1945-1975
· Trigger modern industrial development through money trickle-down (remember the success stories of the rehabilitation of Germany and Japan post-WWII; agricultural knowledge transfer at this time was also a success story)
· Cold War Logics
· Military ‘gifts’ called ‘development assistance’ were used to ‘encourage’ other nations to support the US rather than the Soviet Union during the Cold War
· Agenda
· Realist in approach; support security strategy
· Top-down model
· Government to government
· Problems
· Military Transfers
· Countries would give weapons to third world countries and call it aid
· Tied-Aid
· cash with strings attached to buy donor country’s goods (a form of corporate subsidization not funded by donor country’s voters)
· Corruption
· Encouraged from top-down
· Dependency
· Country depended on help because of the top-down approach
· The Second Wave (1975-1995): Structural Adjustments Programs (SAPs)
· Expectation that countries receiving aid will ‘adjust the structures’ of their societies to facilitate sustainable development
· Awarded for their compliance
· Loans used as carrots to install compliance with market policies
· Encourage growth of private businesses and free-market enterprise 
· Reduce subsidies to consumer industries
· Cut spending on public sector including size of government agencies
· Reduce government regulation on areas such as resource extraction and worker’s rights.
· Cut public services expenditures such as in education, health, and social safety nets; reduce costs of doing business (“trim the fat”)
· Encourage foreign investments
· Establish anti-corruption and anti-bribery measures
· Privatize property
· Control inflation
· Problems
· Encouraged corruption and fiscal mismanagement
· Recipient countries grew resentful of the system of tied aid  led to game playing (pretending to care about donor country industries)
· Benefits on the ground were minimal
· Top-down decision-making: highly ineffective
· Adjustments = rewards model did not stimulate the economies of developing countries like economists predicted
· Awards: development loans that governments ended up struggling to repay, some of which are still in repayment status.
· Every dollar spent by recipient countries on debt servicing and fees is not spent on development
· Local industries do not have the capacity to service debt and create left-over capital for development projects.
· The Third Wave (1995-present): Bottom-up Pluralism
· Pluralism – no longer ‘state-centric’
·  heavy involvement of non-state actors in the delivery of development assistance
· NGOs, UN agencies, Universities and Colleges, Foundations and Think-tanks, MNCs, Remittances, Churches
· Bottom-up strategy
· From the local people making recommendations and guiding the ‘experts’
· Capacity-building
· What do people need to live productive lives? (Example of foundation devoted to capacity-building is ‘Engineers Without Borders’)
· Problems
· Still evidence of SAPs, tied-aid, military aid, but also significant difference in perspective (‘People, not projects’, ‘women, not men’)
Structural Adjustment Program (SAP)
· Governments should simply give huge funds to spend on pet projects that might stoke economic development
UN Millennium Development Goals (Predecessor to the Sustainable Development Goals)
1. Cut poverty and hunger by 50%
2. Achieve universal primary education
3. Increase gender equality
4. Decrease mortality rate for children under 5 by 66%
5. Decrease women who die in childbirth by 75%
6. Halt or reverse the spread of HIV/AIDS infection
7. Development sustainability

· Spread in three distinct waves across vast geographical spaces 
· In the 1300s and 1400s, killed between 25-60 percent of the population in 50 years
· Massive social and political impact on survivors: Reformation/ Scientific Revolution
· Large-scale outbreaks of disease prompt mass migration
· Still around
· 1918-1920 Influenza
· Approximately 50- 100 million people died from the Spanish flu, more than all WWI deaths
· Smallpox
· After the “discovery” of the new world
· Indigenous people lacked immunity to smallpox
Health
· “a state of complete physical, mental, and social well-being, and not merely the absence of disease or infirmity.”
· World Health Organization (WHO)
· “The reasonably good functioning in the body or mind, of a normal person within a normal life span”
· Walter Glannon
· Sickness/Illness
· Bad or impaired functioning in the body or mind, below standards
· This is a high bar, a maximalist, idealist, and ambitious concept of health that equates health with perfect health
· While ambitious, is it possible to achieve complete well-being/ absence of disease for all people?
· International Covenant on Economic, Social and Cultural Rights (ICESCR)
· Every person has the right to “the highest attainable standard of physical and mental health.”
Public Health
· Focused on the health of the entire nation
· Preventing disease and illness
· Prolonging life
· Promoting health during life
· Organized efforts of professionals and institutions
· Medicine
· Focused on individuals, diagnosis, prognosis and treatment
· Focused on treatment
Basic Elements of Health
· Hydration
· Nutrition
· Regular exercise
· Good sleep
· Hygiene 
· Avoid destructive addictions

· The aspects of social life and social organization that have been proven to have a substantial impact on a person’s health status
· ‘The causes of the causes” of illness

4. Early life (foundations of child’s health in pregnancy and mother’s health)
5. Social exclusion
6. Social support

Promoting Good Health
· Vaccinations and immunizations
· Sanitation systems that separate sewage and garbage from populations

· Overcrowding, slums
North vs South
· Life expectancy is around 80 in North and 60 in South
· Infant mortality in south is bad
Poverty
· Relative Poverty
· Exist everywhere
· Anyone whose assets and income are smaller than those of the people living in his or her immediate social context, like neighborhood or city
· Absolute Poverty
· Chronic inability to afford the basic necessities of life, such as food or water
· Working poor
· People who earn enough to make them ineligible for state health insurance, but not enough to afford private healthcare insurance
· No public medicine for them
Global Governance
· When international institutions and national governments try to create effective measures to address and hopefully solve very entrenched global problems through policy, diplomatic collaborations, and various other reforms
