Europe in 1945
Germany is set to lose the war 
Allies closing in on Hitler
October 1944: Winston Churchill (British PM) flies and US envoy to Moscow to talk to Stalin 
“the enemy of my enemy is my friend
Ideologies are not the same, (West and Soviet Union) so tensions will arrive 
Churchill writes countries names, next to the names he writes the percentages on the influence they'll have on different countries (Percentages accord)
ex. Churchill wants influence on Greece, he allotted Stalin Bulgaria, and others they split 50/50
problem with agreement: Poland is not on the agreement (complicated)
Poland is where world war two began, prior to WW2 they were anti-communism and in the 1920s declared war on the Soviet Union 
The Yalta Conference 
Stalin, Churchill, Roosevelt 
discuss the fate of Poland
talk about post WW oder 
Feb. 1945, Germany still not defeated, but allies closing in 
Roosevelt is sick and weakened - mind is still all there, body is dying 
Stalin is in a position of strength (bc he is on his own turf and the red army is occupying most of Europe) over these two, Churchill and Roosevelt are both weak
Tensions will arrive in the post WW oder, great alliance will not continue 
Stalin puts on a visaed that he agrees with them 

Where the Armies Stopped: the Division of Europe
Germany surrenders in 1945
Tensions rise 
The Iranian Crisis: 1945-1946 
OIL 
important when waging war - tank/planes to run
Iran is sympathetic to Hitlers Europe 
Britain and Soviet Union invade Iran as they were worried
Stalin announces he will stay in Iran
British and Americans are worried - thinks its an attempt of a global communism spread 
FIRST COLD WAR CRISIS - clear sign of soviet aggression 
1946: Stalin gives speeches in his elections in the Soviet Union about world revolution 
policy makers are terrified of whats to come, no one wants to fight, but soviets are set on world domination 
Truman now president 
calls churchill (who is no longer PM but still invited by Truman)
churchill gives famous speech in the States - IRON CURTAIN (1946)
describing the situation in europe 
soviet domination and the consequences 
an iron curtain has fallen on europe - soviet vs western democracies 
this is a threat to britain and the us, 
speech is a call to arms, to defend the free world, soviet threat is pressing 
Soviet-Turkish Crisis: 1945-1946
Russia wants access to the Mediterranean sea
Russia is threatening Turkey, Turkey is too weak to stop it 
Truman is going to react 
Stalin backs down, not worth it 
Greek Civil War (1946)
Greece is under threat, communist insurrection, led a resistance against the nazis 
fighting to overthrow the british forces 
stalin is NOT involved 
looks like communism is on the march 
british are exhausted and do no have the money to support any more war time 
americans have the means to support greece 
Truman Doctrine: the US steps in 
wants to stop the communist aggressions and spread in turkey and greece and everywhere 
asks congress for money to help greece and turkey to resist communism 
Policy of Containment 
Feb. 1946 Kennan sends his “Long Telegram” to the State Department 
Talks about communism ends to be stopped 
The Marshall Plan, June 4, 1947
might have to stop domestic revolutions (France, Italy, Belgium) from turning to communism 
economic aid package sent by US to Europe to rebuild economic stuff 
to make sure there are no communist revolutions 
13 BILLION $$$$$$ to rebuild Europe, because they believe it necessary to stop the communist revolution and REBUILD MARKETS FOR EXPORTS 
Europe becomes the markets (customers) 
Marshall goes to Paris for the conference 
Soviet leader goes as well and asks for money
Germany even gets money, and was rebuilt to its pre world war state
Czechoslovakia: between East and West (1948)
Beneš forms a communist and non communist government, sharing 
Stalin forces the communist government to preform a coup
Italian Election Campaign 
italian communist threat 
marshall plan hasn't done much 
election campaign is going to be perceived as a fight for the soul of europe 
americas worried that the italian communists might gain power 
americans fund anti-communist propaganda 
send anti-commmunist hollywood movies 
communist loose 
The Defection of Yugoslavia 
example of a communist country that doesn't follow marching orders from moscow 
not stalinist communist 
Tito is in charge, independent minded, and does not like stalin 
Stalin wants final approval in Eastern Europe 
Tito says no, not following every order from Moscow 










The Political Partition of Germany: 1945-1949
A remnant of wartime until Nuremberg and Denazification 
Soviet Union and US agree that they need to crush Germany 
Need to occupy Germany 
Germany must be exercised of its demons, get rid of whatever is driving them to try and conquer the world 
US and SU in agreeance to occupy Germany and de-nazify Germany 
launch trials, put them on trial for crime against humanity (NUREMBERG TRIALS)
end goal: eradicate nazisism in Germany, condemn many Germans to death
trials = symbolic..image trying to project to the world - this kind of behaviour will no longer be tolerated by the international community 
similar trials happening in Tokyo at the time 
 very easy element of cooperation between the West and the East 
Structure and Function of the Allied occupation 
What to do with the Germans when everything is done 
Agreement at Yelta: temporally occupy Germany
jointly administer temporary occupation of Germany 
occupying powers: Soviets, British, French (not a big part), US
soviets and americans are going to find it difficult to find out and agree on how to go about running Germany 
red army got there first (soviets own a big chunk of german territory)
Reparations 
soviets ask Germans for reparations for damage Hitlers forces did to Soviet territory 
Truman was not sure about that 
agreement that russians would get 50% of what germany would pay 
The Causes and Consequences of Zonal Reparations 
Truman meets Stalin for the first time 
Truman has no international relation experience 
Stalin can take advantage of this 
Truman had an ace up his sleeve 
nuclear weapons - he had this over Stalin 
German people are living poorly - hungry, humanitarian crisis 
UK, US, French giving resources, giving money
Stalin wants to take wealth out
Truman realizes then they're just going to be giving the SU money indirectly and they did not want to be responsible for rebuilding the SU 
Divided Germany in zones of occupation 
French British and US zones, powers helped the german people, taking no reparations 
Each country will be able to do what they want in their own zones 
Stalin takes reparations from their zone 
Stalin had the Eastern part of Germany, which was already a poorer part of the country 
The Anomaly of Berlin 
US suggests that the 3 power sections that are divided join together 
Britain said yes (because still helping their own people)
French finally said yes
Berlin also divided 
Currency Reform 
Nazi currency gone 
proper resort to trading goods and services 
Americans introduce a German currency in the Western occupation zone 
DEUTSCHMARK
this ends up circulating in Stalins germany which poses as a threat to stalin 
Stalin puts Berlin on a blockade (1948)
Truman threatens Soviets with nuclear bombs 
doesn't actually follow through with the bombs 
but Truman orders the largest air lift in history 
11 month air lift to west berlin, bringing with them everything the city needs for them to survive
Stalin eventually backs down
The emergence of the two Germanys 
Two issues: reunification and borders 
The West German economy miracle 
Germany begins to rebuild itself when it becomes a state in 1949 
Rise up from the ashes and become an economic engine 
thanks to the marshall plan and US finical aid 








From Containment to Confrontation
European Defence
Western European leaders early in cold war were thinking of ways to secure themselves and protect themselves from the possible threat of Communism 
Western powers are afraid of possible threats of another war, make treaty for security 
1947: Dunkirk Treaty (France and Great Britain)
Treaty is expanded to gain more allies = more protection 
March 1948: Brussels Treaty (France, Great Britain, Belgium, Netherlands, Luxembourg)
March 1948: The Vandenberg Resolution 
United States is only power capable of actually stopping the red army so they are approached by western European powers to help with protection 
1948-49: Five Brussels pact powers open negotiations with the US and Canada, later invite Denmark, Iceland, Italy, Norway and Portugal to join. Created the North Atlantic Treaty Organization (AKA NATO)
Essentially NATO was created out of the fear of Communist Russia
NATO was practically just a way of announcing that the western powers were capable of defending themselves should need be. Very strong message sent tp the soviet union which they received as a threat 
Stalinist Purges in Eastern Europe: 1948-52
Stalin beings to worry for the security and power of himself and his people 
Launches a series of purges backed by fear and paranoia and starts replacing the communist leaders under his reign wit people that are more of “puppets”
US Plans to Control Atomic Energy 
After Manhattan project United States begins to realize they will to lawyers have monopoly over nuclear weapons so they attempt to ensure the monopoly stays in place by proposing a plan to turn all nuclear weapons over to UN and restrictions on the harnessing of new nuclear weapons 
Bikini named after location son testing of nuclear weapons by US (Bikini Atoll) not important just interesting 
The Soviet Bomb: August 29, 1949
Soviets test their first nuclear power in 1949, communism takes power in country, perceived as another threat by American government 
The Domestic “Threat”
Soviet spies were discovered with the American government. Essentially just field the fear of the Americans 
Fear is quickly exploited for political gain the republican reviewed an old committee of the house (House on Un-American actives Committee) a committee originally intended to uncover nazi sympathizers during WWII
A spy working on the Manhattan project named Klaus Fuch was caught and that was all it took to ramp up the fear of the communists in America 
The Cold War Turns Hot: Korea 
The Korean war, authorized by Stalin as perceived as a threat and convinces the American people the threat cannot be ignores and that they need to ramp up their defences and use the largest increase on military spending during peacetime in American history. They also determine that they need to build the hydrogen bomb
West Germany 
Talks of rearming Germany were discussed to aid in the fight against the communists with certain regulations. They could rearm as part of NATO, they are also forbidden from ever possessing weapons of mass destruction 
Germany joins NATO in May of 1955 and reconstructs their army just 10 years after the end WWII 
The soviet union responds by creating their own military alliance with eastern European powers 
“Brinkmanship” the idea that the Americans need to be ready for war at any time with bomber planes constantly circling the soviets which would keep the soviets at bay for a few years as they did not have the capability of getting their bombs to America
























Prospects for Peaceful Coexistence 
The Death of Joseph Stalin (March 5, 1953)
As far as we know, he died of natural causes: brain hemorrhage 
Perhaps he was poisoned (we don't know if thats true)
He died because he was a paranoid person, he always saw conspiracies around him
Stalin dying = end of an era in the Soviet Union 
People of the Soviet Union mourn him (despite all the terror he had inflicted)
No clear line of succession in a dictatorship 
Western World very worried about who will be Stalins successor 
The Candidates:
Malenkov? Molotov? Bulganin? Beria? Khrushchev? 
CIA tries to investigate by taking pictures at Stalins funeral, seeing who his pallbearers were 
Movement: “The Thaw” of the cold war begins, East-West Relations: 1953-56
Comprises in Asia and Europe 1953-55
Armistice in Korea and Indochina 
End the Korean War 
Indochina (Vietnam, Laos) French in the territory
Soviet Union puts pressure on Asian allies to make peace with the West 
Soviets are willing to work with the East to make peace
Soviets Withdrawal: Finland 
In 1947 the Porkkala Naval Base, 20km west of Helsinki, was leased to the USSR for 50 years. In 1955 a new agreement was signed returning it to Finland in 1956
Soviet Withdrawal: Austria
Austria is divided and occupied (like Germany) - joint administered occupation
All signs show that the Soviet Union want to negotiate and work with the East, taking concrete steps to improvement, west is thrilled 
Soviets create treaty to withdraw from Austria, making Austria neutral in the Cold War
Geneva and Vienna are neutral zones (why meetings are usually held there)
Austrian State Treaty: 1955
Superpowers meet in Geneva, 1955
Hope to solve issues from the cold war (first meeting in 10 years)
Most pressing issue: status of Berlin 
no progress…
neither the Soviets or the Americans want to back down 
Eisenhower (American President) “Open Skies” Proposal 
Opening the superpowers airspace 
Soviets not willing to do 
Eisenhower then approves the constructing of a U2 Skyplane
The speech that shocked the world
1956: Fully cemented his power - Khrushchev takes one last step towards absolute power 
20th Party Congress (all Communist): Khrushchev gives a speech 
Speech was very different than a typical Soviet speech 
He swears everyone to secrecy
Starts acknowledging and then denouncing Stalins crimes
This was unheard of - no one denounced Stalin, not supposed to talk about Stalin and his crimes 
They must soften communism in the Soviet Union, de-stalinization 
K becoming his own man 

Two models of de-stalinization: Warsaw and Budapest in 1956
Rebellion in Poland (1956, over a period of months)
Polish people are not particularly happy under communist rule 
Starts with about issue - conditions wages etc
Demonstrations snowball into riots in the streets
Stalinist leadership falls and is replaced by a Gomulka (a slightly more liberal communist - stalinist)
Gomulka not calling for free elections 
Willing to loosen restrictions on personal freedom 
K is worried, he didn't mean for his speech to weaken communist hold, he tells Gomulka off - Gomulka says no 
if USSR invades, Poland will fight back, promises non-communists will not enter gov’t, will remain in Warsaw pact, will remain allies with Moscow\
K backs off saying if Poland turns, red army tanks will roll in 
Rebellion in Hungary (1956)
One of the last countries to have communism imposed
Strong ant-communist traditions 
Demonstrations, marches, riots
Stalinist leadership overthrown by Imre Nagy
Goes way beyond Gomulka’s actions
Nagy announces elections + non-communists can run
Hungary will withdraw from Warsaw Pact and announce neutrality 
K fears for safety of USSR power 
Re-asserts power by invading Hungary + eliminating Nagy - rebellion crushed 
West is against worries that peace is unattainable but a shred of hope still exists 
Hold elections, and non communists will be able to run
East meets West: Khrushchev in America
The “Kitchen Debate”
kind of like Carasauga - each county shows off what they have
1959 
World Fair near Moscow
K invites American President Eisenhower, but VP Nixon goes instead 
Nixon wants to run for president the following year 
Wants to show himself as a tough politician 
American pavilion has a modern kitchen - showing economic superiority 
Nixon shows off to K, wants to appear tough 
E extends intern a courtesy invitation to K to come the United States 
E imagines that he and K will go to Camp David (presidential cottage) to relax and agree on something about Berlin
K imagines he will be a tourist, he wants to see the sights
He goes on a tour of America, goes to Iowa and pets a cow, goes to Hollywood
K is putting on a “show” for the American people
During this trip, K is not sure if the Americans are putting on a show for him, only showing him what they want him to see (as he would do if someone was visiting)
So one day he takes a detour to a random American neighbourhood to a grocery store, and finds the shelves fully stocked, which the Soviet people themselves do not have free access to 
This is when K knew the SU could not win the Cold War 
The Rise elf the Non-Aligned Bloc
Context of the cold-war: “third world" means everyone who is not the SU or the US and their allies
Third-World attempts to forge their own way 
Indonesia leader invites the Third World to Bandung in 1955 (The Bandung Conference) to create a third power to avoid being swallowed by the cold war
Doesn't work
     






















From Palestine to Israel 
The Ottoman Empire 
Israel was ruled by the Ottoman empire until the end of WWI
There were may people living in the empire that desired to be free 
The British attempted to get in contact with a leader under the Ottoman empire rule to try to undermine the empire from inside 
Hussein-McMahon Correspondence
The letters between Hussein and McMahon stated that if the Arabs rise up against the Ottomans and support the British during the war then the British promised they can have an Arab state in the middle east 
The Arabs participated in Guerrilla warfare against the Ottomans 
British Conquer the Middle East - The Balfour Declaration 
The British proclaim their support for a Jewish home in Palestine 
The British doe this as there are many Jews living in the countries of the superpowers and they wanted their support 
British are making contradicting promises to different groups (promises of power to Arabs, the promise of a Jewish home in Palestine)
The Zionist Movement 
Theodor Herzl writes a book in the late 19th century that creates a political movement (known as zionism) to create the promotion of aa Jewish state
The British Mandate in Palestine 
The British begin considering keeping Palestine based on its location
At the end of WWI there is a massive peace conference in Paris where they rewrite the map of the world 
British and French decide the middle east has a vast economic potential that they could use in their empires and the British promise part of the area to the French as well 
European Jews face enormous perfection and begin moving to Palestine in the 20s and 30s following the end of WWI 
Jewish Settlements in Palestine 
The first large scare violence in Palestine between the Jews and previous inhabitants began in the 1930s
The British attempt to solve the problem in Palestine 
The Peel Commission - 1937
A commission was send to the middle east for the division of Palestine between the Jews and the Palestines 
They plan no surprisingly fell apart 
The Legacy of the Holocaust 
The Holocaust supported the points made in the Zionist book written by Herzl 
The United Nations Partition Plan 
The Un replaced what was the league of nations 
In 1947 the British asked for aid in attempting to solve the bloodshed in Palestine 
The UN wished to attempt another partition of the country and split it in 2 
The partition of 1947 failed 
Declarations of State of Israel 
The Jewish groups band together and declare a new country (Israel) a declaration doesn't mean much it must be recognized 
The Soviets and the Americans recognize Israel as a new legitimate state
The Soviets did it because they felt they might gain an ally in Israel 
The Americans did it because they remembered the holocaust and felt as though the Jews should have their own state 
First Arab -Israeli Way May 1948 - Jan 1949
The war came very close to destroying Israel 
The Israeli government had many weapons stockpiled 
The armies attacking Israeli were defeated and forced to sign an armistice 
The Palestinian Exodus 
About 50% of the Arab population of the new state of Israel flee settled in refugee camps in Jordan and Egypt 
This forced an overwhelming number of Jews in Israel over the Arabs
The Jews did not wish that these people return. In Israel would not exist as a Jewish state if this happened 
THE RIGHT OF RETURN* - term for next class













The Arab World Revolt 1945-1960
Egypt: from Monarchy to Republic 
Egypt at this time is a monarchy led by King Farouk 
KF is in power thanks to the British (London’s man in Cairo), he will go along with whatever the British want 
KF parties a lot, is disconnected from the reality of the Egyptian people 
domestically unpopular (unpopular with his own people)
Because he is unpopular, there will be a coup (1952)
the military takes over (a military coup)
general Mohammed Naguib - face of the operation 
colonel Gamal Adbel Nasser - brains behind of the operation 
by 1954, Nasser has decided to fully take over (takin over Naguib)
At this point Egypt is no longer a monarchy, but they call themselves a Republic (really a dictatorship)
Nasser decides to expand, and presents himself as the liberator of the Arabs, gives brith to the idea of “Pan-arabism” 
Political ideology - Arab peoples of the middle east should work together to remove the colonial empires (French and British)
The decline of British influence 
Nasser wants to restore a sense of Egyptian power and national pride
make sure that Egypt is fully independent from British control 
a part of the Suez Canal zone belongs to the British 
Nasser believes that Egypt cannot restore their pride not until they remove the British soldiers around the Canal
Nasser goes tot talk to them, and British troops agree to leave 
BUT the Suez Canal zone will still remain property of the British, and the British have the right to intervene if the security of the canal becomes threatened
(you have to pay to use the canal, shipping companies pay to use the canal, it is owned by private British and French investors, who profit from it)
Nasser and the Pan-Arab Ideal
Nasser decides to expand, and presents himself as the liberator of the Arabs, gives brith to the idea of “Pan-arabism” 
Political ideology - Arab peoples of the middle east should work together to remove the colonial empires (French and British)
1. Free Egypt 
2. Help the Algerians revolt vs. France 
3. Liberation of Palestine 
Going to need money, modernize Egypt economy, find a way to bring Egypt into the modern world and strengthen its economy 
Idea: to build a damn on the nile river at Aswan
A. going to help provide arrogation, to expand Egypt cotton production 
B. going to allow Nasser to electrify parts of Egypt, electric power 
Pretty big enterprise, cost a whole lot of money 
Nasser believes he can play the Americans and the Russians against each other to get a loan 
Nasser gets a loan, come from the Americans mostly, a little from the British, and then the World Bank 
1956: American government withdraws its promise to fund the dam
Nasser commits a cardinal sin: affording diplomatic recognition to the peoples republic of China (communist china) 
the whole world refuses to recognize that the Chinese government is legitimate (so when Nasser does = bad)
Next, Nasser trades Soviet cotton for weapons (which further angers the Americans)
1956: US election year, Eisenhower runs again
cotton industry in the south united states doesn't want to see competition of cotton production with Egypt (cotton lobby)
jewish lobby 
All these factors convince Eisenhower that it is not worth giving this money to Egypt, then the British withdraw, and then he World Bank
The Suez Fiasco
Nationalizing the Suez Canal
The nationalization took the world by surprise, especially the British and French stockholders who owned the Suez Canal Company. Although Nasser promises that the company would be commented for its loss, they would be paid in Egyptian bond rather than in their own currency.
nationalization: government takes something and gives payment in return (how its supposed to work)
Now money goes the the Egyptian government - allowing him to raise money for the dam
British and French investors do not react well
France, Britain and Israel are going to react strongly 
Anthony Eden (British) rants about the threat caused by Nasser, Nasserism, he will go so far to compare him in Adolf Hitler 
French reaction: starts to use similar language, they are worried about Nasser helping the Algerians in the war
Both reach out to Israel as Israel is mad that Nasser is giving attention to the Palestine cause 
All three come up with a secret plan 
Israel is going to invade Egypt, drive through the desert to the canal, France and Britain, under the pretence of protecting the canal zone, are going to invade the land in Egypt and to overthrow Nasser all together 
July 36: Egypt nationalizes the Suez Canal 
October 29: Israel attacks Egypt scores the Sinai peninsula 
October 31: France and Britain attack Egypt, under the pretext of separation the two armies 
Egypt responds by sinking the 40 ships located in the canal at the moment, rendering it unusable 
Nasser responds by sinking the ships in the Canal, rendering it un-operational  
Soviet threat - start threatening rocket attacks on London 
Soviets are staring to expand their influence in the post-colonial world, so trying to find allies in the post-colonial world - appear to support these nations against aggressions, it will benefit the soviets 
Americans also act with outrage 
Bring pressure to British, French and Israelis and force them to withdrawal from the Suez Canal zone, and a cease fire
Eisenhower resented the fact that Israel, France and Great Britain had secretly planned the campaign to evict Egypt from the Suez Canal. Israel’s failure to inform the United States of its intentions, combined with ignoring U.S entreaties not to go to warm sparked tensions between the two countries. Eisenhower forced all three to withdraw 
Nasser turns to the Soviet Union as an ally
Nasser’s popularity through the Arab world is increasing 
Nasser asks the USSR to finance the dam, and K says yes (golden opportunity to find an ally, to make influence in the post colonial are that they want)
The Eisenhower Doctrine: Jan. 5 1957
The US will:
Assist any nation in the Middle East to develop economic strength in order to maintain national independence 
Provide programs of military assistance and cooperation t those nations that request it 
Employ its armed forces to protect the territorial integrity and independence of nations requesting such aid against overt armed aggression from “any nation controlled by International Communism”
basically means
1. US should control the middle east 
2. Expand economic and military influence
3. Doing this to protect the spread of International Communism 
US will help defend this 
Crises in Iraq, Lebanon, and Jordan 

















The Rise of the People’s Republic of China
Roots of the Chinese Civil War
Theoretically a central government exists, but quite weak 
Chiang Kai - Shek + Nationalists 
Challenged by many, including Chinese Communist Party
Late 1920s - Mao Zedong in control of the communist party 
Party is getting stronger and more influential 
Leads to the Chinese civil war for control of China 
Interrupted by Japan expanding (’31, ’37) + invading 1937, Japan in control of China’s major cities 
US backs Chiang, becomes an enemy of Japan 
Roosevelt + Chiang 
‘4 Horsemen’ - US, Great Britain, USSR, China
China gets funding from the US 
There is hope for a resolution + American success against Japan in Chiang 
The China Lobby
Henry Luce, publisher of Time Magazine 
Son of missionaries in China 
Devout Catholic and anti-communists (atheists)
Admirer of Chiang - good press, Time cover multiple times 
Japan tries to occupy most important parts of China - coastline, industrial cities 
US hopes to use Nationalist holds on mainland mountains to “squeeze” or apply “fans of death” (strategies)
Supplies have to be sent in through Burma + Mountains

Losing Faith 
General Joe “Vinegar” Stilwell 
Accuses Chiang’s regime of nepotism, corruption, squandering US aid, poor military strategy 
Roosevelt - Truman administrations worry not enough is being sone to defeat Japan 
so they reach out to Mao by sending envoys to Maos capital. The “Dixie” mission Yunan, China. Mao runs a tight ship and seems to be more capable of defeating Japan
US ambassador Patrick Hurley takes an immediate dislike to Mao and Zhou Enlai 
After Japan is defeated, what will happen to China?
US attempts to broker a truce between communists and nationalists
Chinese civil war resumes…Mao wins…why?
The US reduces aid to Chiang 
Trumans actions worries Chiang is not strong enough to defeat communists 
At the same tome Mao comes to posses weapons left behind by the USSR
In a few years, Mao secures Chinese mainland
The China lobby criticizes Truman for not doing enough but theres really not much he could have done, didn't want to send American troops, no appetite in public anyways
Believed Chiang is too corrupt to salvage 
But American public likes Chiang, Chiang wife
August 1949 White Paper on China 
Attempts to set the record straight on the situation 
Mao proclaims People’s Republic of China 
October 1, 1949. he won the Civil War, gained control 
Chiang + Nationalists move — Formosa/Taiwan 
No contest, but Mao requires international recognition 
Stalin/USSR recognizes, US refuses 
Two “Chinas” still in conflict 
Great Britain recognizes Mao! Because they have a colony in Hong Kong 
Agree Hong Kong to remain British territory until 1909 in exchange for recognition 
The “Loss’ of China
Shouldn't have been a surpriser but the American people it was a tremendous shock 
Truman under political pressure from enemies in Congress, Sen. Joe McCarthy takes advantage 
Conspiracy theories, lies works to weaken Truman 
American see it as part of a Communist plot 
No such think as monolithic communist agenda 
Stalin + Mao have complex relationship 
Stalin doesn't like independent communist states 
Mao willing to recognize Stalin’s authority in 1950
Mao needs Stalin and will take junior partner position 
Sino-Soviet relations not built on the strongest base 
Soccers can help china rebuild 
Plan to invade Formosa + eliminate Chiang Kai
But then Stalin gives North Korea permission to drive into South 
Korean War begins - June 1950
American troops are pushing North toward China 
Chinese intervention Oct. 1950
“Volunteer” forces drive Americans back again 
China + US veto any attempt to change that 
Little hopes to improve US - Com. China relations 
The Taiwan Straights Crisis - August 1954
Nationalists have small islands Quemay + Matsu 
Mao cant access Fromosa, but cant try to get islands 
US says they will internment to prevent Mao from gaining the Taiwanese islands 
The Moscow - Beijing Axis 1950-1960
When Stalin dies, Mao thinks he should be the leader of the communists world 
Thinks Kruschev is weak for desalinization, the “Thaw”
Mao is not afraid of nuclear war, doesn't care if some of his people die 
Late 50s - Kruschchev cuts nuclear assistance to China 
China will get there on their own any way

The First Indochina War
The Stalemate in Korea, 1950-1953
War in Indochina:1946-1954
Laos, Cambodia and Vietnam
French sent missionaries there
Rubber — Michilin tire company
Indochina important for French empire
After Japanese surrender, war breaks out 
Ho Chi Minh — founder father of Vietnam 
Ho chi minh: from Wilsonian to Marxist
Travelled the world — picked up odd jobs
Makes it to Paris France — 1919 Peace conference; reshapes the world
Disillusioned by Wilson’s lack of support
He is (1) nationalist — also (2) communist
Sees communism as the hope for Vietnam
Goes to the Soviets to learn so he could get his people out of the the French oppression
Vietnam liberated
WW2 — French army defeated 
Falls under Japanese control — Indochina
Attempts to liberate Vietnam
Japanese defeated in 1945 and pulls their people out — he seizes the opportunity 
Declares Vietnamese independence; “all men are born equal. The creator has given us inviolable rights: life, liberty and happiness!”
The French tried to seize control back in their old colony
Attempts at Compromise
He meets with French officials
Doesn’t work because they want completely different things
The French-Indochina War Breaks Out
French are unable to crush ho chi minhs rebellions
8 years of war
The US backs France
French — Claims its a war against communism
Asks for money
Asks for help to fight against communism in Asia — or else it’ll spread
US agree — pouring money and material into Indochina (80%)
The Battle of Dien Bien Phu
Strikes them where they’re weak
General Henri Navarre — forcing him to meet in … battle
Drop French base in Dien Bien Phu — to cut out his supply lines
Thus they will be forced to meet in a battle 
Its at a bottom of a valley — thus minh wins against the French 
Air base inoperative because of the Vietnamese fires from the mountains
French military advisers say they should nuke the Viets in the mountains — but Eisenhower realizes that would be a terrible idea and say that they are on their own — knowing now it is hopeless 
The Geneva Conference: 1954
The Communist Powers
Chinese aren’t keen in forcing Americans hands — bringing them closer to them
Pressures Vietnam to compromise (since they’re allies) — Divides Vietnam
Temporary Division at 17th Parallel
North — Ho chi minh is in control
South — Ngo Dinh Diem
He lets it happen, because it said to be temporary, in two years an election will be held, so he believes he would win because the people like him
“Two” Vietnams
Diem is chosen because he’s pro-American, christian, anti-communist — meaning that the Americans like him, so they put him into power
Moscow and Beijing Back Ho
Nikita Khrushchev
1956 — re-unite the country with elections — American government (Eisenhower himself) know that Ho chi minh would win, so they go back on their word and Vietnam will continue being divided
The Korean Peninsula”: 1945-1953
Korea Liberated: 1945
3 months after Germany’s defeat, they declare war on Japan — 
38th parallel 
1945 — divided into two, soviets and Americans 
Kim Il Sung
Grandfather of current dictator of north korea
Unclear of who he is and where he comes from
Fought for the red army
Stalin installed him into north korea — gave material, etc.
Syngman Rhee
Dictator — pro-western
Educated in US, god-fearing Christian — thus strong friend of US
Both claim to be the sole legitimate leader of Korea
Acheson’s Defence Perimeter Speech
January 12th 1950
Talks about all the places they are committed to defend — forgets Korea
North Korea start getting idea about Korea 
North Korea Invades
Asks Stalin to invade the South — he gives permission
Militarily; north are stronger — currently no American soldiers
June 1950 — South gets crushed
Truman responds through the UN
New York — UN security council — UN intervention in Korea
Soviets boycott because Taiwan hold the Chinese seat at the UN — Empty chair gesture 
The US led military response
Sept 1950
Americans are in Japan (General MacArthur) — thus they are sent to liberate south korea
In Inchon and Puson — they are driving them back to the 38th parallel
When that happens — they try conquering the north
MacArthur moves North / China intervenes
Getting closer to the river dividing China and Korea
Chinese warns the Americans — Mao sends people of the river and the line goes past the 38th parallel and then American push and it settles at the 38th parallel
MacArthur is fired by Truman because he asks to attack Chinese cities with nukes
US leadership divided
The POW Issue
Issue of prisoners of war? 
Normal way is to send them back — North and Chinese prisoners don’t want to return; all the way through 1953
Korea: “The Forgotten War”
Armistice signed: July 27, 1953
54 000 Americans dead
750 000 Chinese dead
2 million Koreans dead

Hemispheric Solidarity During World War II
1940-1945
No Transfer Solution 
Hemispheric Security Zone 
Suppression of Axis
Provision of Strategic Raw Materials 
1930s - America and Latin America relationship strengthens 
Roosevelt is President before WWII - says that they are entering a new era - Good Neighbour Policy - done inferring in Latin America in an effort to keep fixing their relationship 
Not how it plays out, however it appears as so 
They both meet and agree to collaborate against possible Nazi aggression 
create a zone in their coast where they don't want to see marines 
not allow the transfer colonies 
Argentina is not really in accordance 
Argentina and the US don't have a great relationship - not in collaboration 
everyone else is 
Question is, what will happen after WWII
The Formation of the Inter-American Security System, 1945-1948
The Chapultepec Conference (Mexico)
Feb.-Mar. 1945
States + Latin America (including Argentina)
“what are er going to do once the nazi threat is gone?”
Together declare reciprocal solidarity 
Approve the “Inter American Reciprocal Assistance and Solidarity Act”
proclaimed that they are going to collaborate together 
they are worried about communism 
Chapultepec developing hemispheric security system 
The Rio Pact (1947)
Rio de Janeiro Conference 
Takes steps to codify some of the IARASA
Military alliance 
Rio Pact goes beyond mutual reciprocal assistance 
under this treaty, andy of the signatories that come under aggression by an outside power, or a member of a treaty itself, will be considered an attack against all 
an attack against one is an attack against all
The Organization of American States (1948)
OAS - final step in this system of hemispheric security 
“mini-UN” - only for the western hemisphere 
every member state will send a delegate, discuss problems, and collectively defend against any threat to the western hemisphere 
operating under Uncle Sam 
headquarters are in Washington, US funds the most, and US strongest force in the organization 
seems the Good Neighbour Policy is working
Guatemala's challenge to the United States hegemony
Crisis arises in Guatemala 
Very poor country 
Economy is dominate day outside economic interests (mainly USA)
economy is based on growing, shipping, extracting resources - biggest is bananas 
1930s - typical south american dictator in power - General Jorge Ubico 
1944 - Ubico is overthrown by a military-coup 
Guatemalans are in support of this 
military surprisingly doesn't keep power for itself 
Jose Arevalo - a college professor - was put into power 
believes in democracy 
starts putting in liberal reforms 
vice president Jacoco Arbenz - decides to reforms need to go further 
thinks Guatemalans need more help then what is given to then 
Arbenz decides…
in order to lift Guatemala from their party, needs to nationalize some land 
biggest land owner in G in the United Fruit Company, based in Boston 
owned massive swabs of land, ports, rail roads (infrastructure etc)
Gonna nationalize the un-used land (the land these companies don't really use - fallow land)
Gonna pay and give interest in Guatemalan bonds 
land owners are pissed off
pissed because they don't want Guatemalan bonds, also a very big issue with evaluating the land - how much is the land actually worth? who decides what the land is worth?
arbenz says in the companies on their tax returns can claim the worth, and arbenz will believe them 
these people are tax cheats so lie about the worth 
United Fruit Co. has very powerful friends 
they call US secretary of state - John Foster Dulles
Dulles used to be a lawyer at a big law firm - biggest client was united fruit co. 
Dulles is super liberal and thinks that arbenz is implementing communism 
Dulles invokes collective hemispheric security to overthrow Arbenz 
OAS says no 
they issue a resolution that expresses the concern of communism, does not use force or mentions G
Dulles is disillusioned - if the US wants to protect their own interests, they have to convert back to unilateral intervention 
Dulles is about to undo two decades of progress - all progress made with the hemispheric solidarity and collective security agreements - major turning point in american - latin relations, basically reverses everything 
US gets rid of Arbenz (still 1954)
Arbenz worried, and tries to protect himself 
He makes a deal with the USSR and buys weapons from them 
Dulles - “HA HE IS A COMMUNIST!” - purchase of weapons proved his point 
he really isn't put, reality doesn't matter, perception matters
Eisenhower and Dulles meet and agree they need to intervene 
typically would just throw in the marines and use direct military power, but decide not to do that
however Eisenhower has experience with overthrowing governments 
calls Allan Dulles (Dulles brother) director of the CIA 
make a plot 
Washington selected Colonel Carlos Castillo Armas to serve as the figurehead of a rebel army recruited from Guatemala and equipped and trained by the CIA near Miami. Florida. 
Armas and men go into Guatemala and take over 
Arbenz sent into exile in Mexico 
Now Armas is in power 
US basically just put in a dictator 
Armas jailed all political opponents 
United Fruit Co. gets all its land back 
Young Argentinian Doctor - witness all these events which radicalize him, sends him on the path to Cuba in a while (second half of the semester) Ernesto (Che) Guevara 
Nixon’s ‘Goodwill Tour’, 1958
Anti-American sentiment will be on the rise as a result of this coup in G 
Eisenhower admin is worried about this 
Sends Richard Nixon on a tour of Latin America 
Everywhere Nixon went, he is met with protesters who do any anti-american sentiment things - such as burn the flag 
Washington’s Clients in Latin America  
Caracas - very bad protests (Venezuela)
General Marcos Pérez Jiménez - very unpopular but the states still support him 
Nicaragua - 1937-1956: Papa Anastasio Somoza Garcia in power, Roosevelt said “He may be a son of a bitch, but he is our son of a bitch” (debatable sentence in history)
Dominican Republic : General Raphael Trujillo
** when the states help dictators their ideal is: he may be a dirty dictator, but AT LEAST he's not a communist, so the US like them**
The Insurrection in Cuba 
CUBA: Sergeant Fulgencio Batista - pro american dictator 
1800s, US (claims) declares war on Spain to liberate Cuban people 
Cuba is a really important piece of real-estate
Americas favourite travel destinations - americans own hotels, casinos, sugar plantations in Cuba - BASICALLY dominated by American interests 
American government keeps a very close eye on what happens in Cuba 
Americans own a naval base in Cuba - Guantanamo Bay 
pro-american dictator: takes care of all american interests in cuba (hotels, plantations etc)
Batista is not necessarily popular 
Small group planning a take over - Castro is the leader 
Castro charms a NY Times writer 
His story becomes popular 
Castro becomes the torch bearer of the oppressed people in North America 
his legend starts growing 
January 1959 - over throws Batista regime 
At first, Washington isn't upset - Nixon shakes his hand bc Eisenhower isn't sure he wants to meet 
In Washington - Castro was asked by a reporter if he was a communist - HE SAID NO - but he actually is 
Castro goes back to Cuba, and begins a massive reform
Castro announces that he is going to nationalize everything - everything single American business on the land - now everything is owned by the Cuban government 
Eisenhower admin immediately started planning to overthrow Castro in the same way they overthrow Arbenz
1959 - election, Nixon runs, he looses, Kennedy wins 
Kennedy is left with the decision with what to do with Castro in Cuba

The Crisis Years of the Early 1960s
Background 
U2 spy plane, marvel or modern technology 
can fly high and fast and far
carries cameras, can take pictures of soviet activities
run by the CIA
however it is big and not invisible 
general public does not know about this plane, the governments (US and USSR) however know about the plane 
1960: one more mission to fly over soviet union is authorized 
Plane shot down by the USSR
they recovered the wreckage
a bunch of spying equipment 
the pilot was captured alive 
The Collapse of the Paris Summit
Right after the plane situation happens there is a summit 
Hosted by Charles De Gaulle 
US refuse to meet 
So the summit collapses 
Pulling out from the summit is a strong move from the US
Soviets are the ones who have been wronged, and make a big deal about it, and exploit the crisis 
Soviets put the pilot on crisis for espionage 
condemn him to 10 years of labour for his crime 
Put wreckage in a museum 
whole situation becomes embarrassing for the US
The Advent of the Kennedy Administration in Washington 
Election 1960
Important turning point in history of the US and the world 
On paper, Nixon is the better choice - more government experience 
Kennedy by comparison, lacks experience - rich 
kennedy family : 
Joe Kennedy (father) - he wanted to be president 
Became ambassador to Great Britain, expressed sympathy for Hitler (political career gone)
Built his fortune by doing illegal things - insider training, bought movie studios
Decided his sons would fulfil his political ambition 
Jack Kennedy to be president 
uses his fortune to make this happen 
Kennedy is a master of image politics 
kennedy grew up in hollywood surrounded by entertainers and realizes politics is show business 
Nixon does not have the charisma or the looks 
This election was the fist televised election 
televisions had become so central to peoples lives, that many would blame Nixon's loss to John. F. Kennedy on his poor appearance in the televised presidential debates JFK looked cool, collected, presidential. Nixon, according to one observer, resembled a “sinister chipmunk” 
it was very tight, Kennedy won by 100,000
 “Let every nation know, whether it wishes us or ill, that we shall pay any price, bear any burden, meet any hardship, support any friend, oppose any foe, to assure the survival and the success of liberty.”
Kennedy and Khrushchev: Showdown at Vienna 
Meeting was hostile 
both side refusing to give anything 
they do not like each other 
K tried to walk all over Kennedy 
Berlin between East and West
“Brain-Drain”
East knows that West can offer them more, so East Germans move to the West 
mostly the elite who have the resources to do this (smart and rich people)
thus creating a brain drain in the east 
The only way to stop this was to build a hard border in Berlin 
West leader asks permission for the construction of the Berlin Wall 
Wall starts going up 
How is JKF going to react? 
Preparations for possible war 









The Cuban Missile Crisis 
Deteriorating Cuban-American Relations 1959-1960
Cuba was very dear in American hearts 
Liberating Cuba in 1898 helped the US become an empire 
American interests: Guantanamo Bay, business, tourism
American interests dominate sugar industry 
Most businesses are American casinos, insurance etc. 
Batista was US’s guy, but then Castro takes over (1959)
American officials at first willing to give Castro a chance 
He goes to the US, meets Nixon, says he's not a communist 
But then he starts nationalizing 
Eisenhower administrations gets worried - economic sanctions 
Ike helps the sugar trade between Cuba-US
Cuba relied an US for experts. Basically economic war 
Castro looks for another partner for trade deals 
He ships sugar to USSR (Moscow) in exchange for oil etc. 
Another (sort of) self-fulfilling prophecy 
(Trade with USSR = he's a dirty communist) 
Eisenhower doesn't want to send American troop to war 
Devises a plan with Allan Dulles at the CIA to train 
Cuban emigres in Florida for invasion of Cuba 
people who left Cuba: Castro political enemies 
Plan includes providing support form the air 
Then the Cuban population will rise up against Castro!

The Bay of Pigs
Landing ground for the invasions 
Kennedy has taken over and approves the plane, but he wants limited air support 
Brigade 2506 is weakened by this
AND Castro has spies in the brigade, and knows its coming. He meets with the Cuban military 
The brigade is killed or captured 
A humiliating “perfect failure” for new President Kennedy
Operating Mongoose 
Ideas to assassinate Castro, like boogie-trapped seashells
Castro feels he needs protection from the US so he asked Khrushchev for help - he agrees (happily)
1961 - Khrushchev knows USSR is behind in missile technology
US has missile bases all around the Soviet Union 
Khrushchev wants to address this strategic imbalance 
So he secretly (with Castro) sends nuclear short/medium-range missiles to the island of Cuba
Hard to be covert, but it works…for now
A U2 spy plane flying over in 1962 takes a photo of a potentially operational missile base 
Short-range reach their targets more quickly, meaning only maybe 5 minutes of warning time 
Soviet Deception 
Fall 1962: Kennedy meets Soviet Foreign Minister Gromyko in the Oval Office 
They both know about the missiles, but Gromyko doesn't want to risk nuclear war or a soviet invasion of West Berlin, so he says no to invasion 
Decision: Quarantine 
Executive committee (led by Bobby Kennedy decides on “quarantivie” (its a blocked but thats an act of war)
October 22nd 1962 Kennedy addresses the nation 
US-Soviet Confrontation 
Soviet Ships are intercepted and searched 
DEFCON2 - highest preparedness short of war (DEFCON1)
Then U2 Spy plane is shot down over Cuba
Somethings gotta give!
The Face-Saving Deal 
Khrushchev secretly negotiates with Kennedy 
Khrushchev will withdraw missiles, and Kennedy will publicly pledge to never invade Cuba as well as remove American middles from Turkey 
To the world, it looks like Kennedy won 
Consequences of the Crisis (Short, medium term)
Cubans get a security guarantee 
Castro is mad he wanted US to back down 
1963 Hot Lane Agreement - the red phone, lack of communication complicated the crisis 
1963 Limited Test Ban Treaty - limits testing of new weapons, first step toward nonproliferation 
1968, 1970 - Nuclear Non-Proliferation Treaty (NPT) limits countries who can own nuclear weapons 
Cuba is secure from US invasion 

Challenges to the Bi-Polar World and Détente
France’s Quest for Independence and Grandeur 
Grandeur = greatness (of France)
General De Gaulle - during world war 2 was not an important general, but then becomes important after the french defeat of 1940 (occupied by Germany, spilt in 2)
De Gaulle becomes the leader of the free french newly free france
will quickly resign his position 
1954 - Algeria 
French colony, but a special one 
It is actually legally part of french territory, large french settler population 
Majority Algerian population wants independence and will rebel 
Algerians are not communist, so cannot ask Uncle Sam for help 
this war is a colonial war 
1958 - finally decide to open negotiations with Algeria as they are exhausted by this war, 
problem = the french settlers that are in Algeria, what is going to happen to them? 
French military going to rebel against French government in sympathy for the settlers in Algeria
De Gaulle then comes back into power in France 
French military 
De Gaulle thinks it is not worth the effort to keep Algeria 
attempts to negotiate a withdrawal 
Algerian French people are going to have to move back to the French mainland 
De Gaulle wants to restore french greatness 
De Gaulle addresses the issue of de colonization, late 50s early 60s, nationalism has awaken and the colonized empires are demanding independence around the world 
De Gaulle believes that all the french colonies Africa are not worth keeping as they are a drain to French resources 
DE COLONIZATION and grants independence with this countries 
while maintaining economic and strategic ties with these countries 
De Gaulle is uncomfortable within NATO
doesn't like that NATO is actually controlled by the Americans 
De Gaulle does not trust the Americans, in WW2, FDR and Churchill did not give him the respect he is due as the leader as the French 
FDR really did not like De Gaulle, and even thought of taking over France 
De Gaulle wants more power in NATO 
Begins by asking nicely, sends Eisenhower and Harold McMillion (British PM), the Tri-Partite Memorandum, and proposes that NATO be lead by Britain, France and the United States 
De Gaulle’s attempt to counter balance US interests in NATO 
French then joins the nuclear club 
Nuclear club = US, USSR, UK, France 
De Gaulle tests the bomb for the first time in 1960 - successful 
Americans are not happy 
Americans say that they will protect France with their own Nuclear weapons, so Eisenhower says that France doesn't need these bombs as the US will protect France 
De Gaulle thens humiliates the British 
De Gaulle believes that if the British doing the ECC (European Economic Community), then there would be American influence so he vetoes this move 
De Gaulle reaches out to Konrad Adenauer in West Germany 
signed a treaty of a friendship 
Tension within the Communist Bloc
China denounces the Soviet leadership as “revisionist” in the first public indication of what will become a permanent Sino-Soviet split 
The Case of Romania 
brutal communist dictator - Nicolae - will test the limits of his alliance with the soviet union, by reaching out to the united states 
The Case of Czechoslovakia 
Alexander Dubcek attempts to reform communism from the inside, and soften communism 
communist system of govt that would allow more civil liberties to the people to Czechoslovakia - communism with a human face
gradual process of state controls  
This all worries the USSR 
USSR summons Dubcek to explain himself 
Dubcek then realizes that the USSR is not okay with what he is doing, and then goes back and tries to undo the process that he has begun
its too late, cannot reverse without forceful intervention 
the Red Army tanks then drive into Prague 
1968 - Paris 
De Gaulle was not successful in trying to create an independent Europe
French people are tired with him, need a reform 
Force De Gaulle out 
The Superpowers Quest for Global Détente
The Progress of Strategic Arms Control 
Both sides are able to discuss the progression of nuclear weapons 
Limit the spread of these weapons 
1972: Nixon takes a symbolic step and visits Moscow (USSR current leader = Brezhnev)
first time since 1945 that a President of the United States has visited Moscow
They sign the SALT Treaty - The Strategic Arms Limitation Treaty 
imposes limits on the number of launchers that both sides can have 
also limit Anti- Ballistic Missile Systems (way to shoot down nuclear weapons)
limited because if one side has the ability to defend themselves and the other doesn't, nuclear war becomes “winnable” again 
treaty is very flawed, but it is another step towards an eventual reaction son nuclear arms 
Nixon is forced to step down
Gerald Ford replaces Nixon 
Ford keeps most of Nixons team around and tries to negotiate like Nixon does 
Vladivostok Summit: November 1974
negotiate SALT II
limit previously unlimited categories - bombers and multiple warheads 
The Political Settlement at Helsinki 
Final acts included three baskets: 
Basket One: European borders declared inviolable, codifying post-World War II European borders established in 1945
Basket Two: Promised cooperation in trade and cultural exchange 
Basket Three: Guaranteed respect for fundamental human rights, and established a monitoring mechanism 
Jimmy Carter then replaces Ford
Carter signs SALT II
The End of Détente
Under Carters presidency - Détente falls apart 
Rivalry in the post colonial war flares up 
The Soviets start a new generation of medium range missiles on trucks 
these types of missiles are not covered by SALT - USSR trying to find a loophole 
Soviet invasion of Afghanistan 
Carter then boycotts the 1980 Moscow Olympics 





















The Second War for Indochina
The Aftermath of the French Withdrawal 
Veltman is divided into 2 
1954
Ho Chi Minh - North Vietnamese nationalist, and looks to China and the USSR for help
Diem - South Capitalist, western allied 
When is became clear that Minh would win the planned elections in 1956, Diem, with US backing, refused to allow a vote. Tensions mounted, and Ho Chi Minh urged Vietnam fighters and sympathizers in the south the rise up against the government 
1956 - elections for a joint Vietnam supposed to happen, the US does not allow the elections 
US uses the excuse that the communists are going to cheat 
but actually realizes that Minh is going to win 
if Minh takes over, they will lose Vietnam to communism 
*** typical worry of the spread of communism 
The Deepening American Political Involvement under Eisenhower 
Eisenhower knows war and does not want to involve the american military 
until the end of his presidency, he tries to funding immense amounts money for military and economic aid 
while this is ongoing, in south Vietnam itself, Diem keeps becoming more unpopular 
corrupt, ineffective, philosophy of govt is nepotism
religion!! - majority of the country is Buddhist, but there is a powerful catholic minority (blame on the french), Diems brother is the archbishop of Hue
they both start launching a series of persecutions to the Buddhist majority, so the Buddhist majority protest in harmful ways 
Diems sister and law goes to America and goes on TV to justify Diems regime actions 
she does a terrible job
The Engagement of American Military Power 
Kennedy is now in charge 
inherits the problem of south Vietnam 
Kennedy beings the portress of sending american boots on the ground to Vietnam 
Eisenhower only sent money and advisors, no actual personnel 
Kennedy sends in an elite unit of the American military - the Green Berets 
they are sent in for counter insurgency - objective is to get rid of the emery through force, but also rebuild souths confidence in the diem regime by gaining the hearts and minds of the people 
What went wrong?
regime in SV is still unstable despite the Green Berets there e
Kennedy sends a representative to SV to go and give him a first hand report of the situation 
the report that kennedy gets back is that the regime is unredeemable and may be lost 
so the US govt contemplates taking radical steps 
they stage a coup and kill him - 1963
The Escalation of the War under Johnson 
Kennedy's vice president becomes president as Kennedy was then assassinated 
Johnson is not a foreign policy type of leader and more concerned with American domestic policy, he is unsure what to do 
Johnson was old school and believed in the power of the US govt to help the american people 
his priorities were to end poverty in the US 
create what he called the “Great Society” 
increase civil liberties 
created the basis of a public health care system - Medicare, Medicaid 
does really great things DOMESTICALLY 
He feared that if he didn't go into Vietnam, US people would lose hope in him and it would be the end of the Great Society and be open to police attacks 
J has to run for re-election in 1964, he claims he isn't going to ramp up military in SV, but is actually going to 
he wins the election in his own right 
august of 1964, American Destroyer ship on patrol in the Gulf of Tonkin reports being under attack by NV torpedo boats 
the next day they report the same thing 
J uses this incident to provide legal justification for everything that will follow 
Pentagon ensures that this happened 
J goes to congress and asks for a piece of legislation 
back then congress authorized military force 
Gulf of Tonkin Resolution
use what military force J wants 
takes away restraints on his military power 
so J tries to bring the SV to their knees with air bombs 
rolling thunder - a bombing campaign (biggest one in American history)
J and advisors decide they are going to need to send in actual Us soldiers 
Domestic Opposition and American Disengagement, 1968-1973
NV soldiers are also being sent south, trying to destabilize the SV regime 
Even with US marines there, nothing is getting fixed 
J knows that if the situation gets worse, his domestic political agenda will also be abolished 
He keeps sending in Marines, and sends more men to make a total of half a million marines
This war is the first war that is televised to the American people 
Criticism of the “Selective Service” draft system increase with charges that: 
The draft rules were unfair (student deferments for guys like Bill Clinton ex. he was at school so he did not have to go)
Local draft boards did not have equal standards and some privileged going men got to join the reserve or the national guard (like George W. Bush ex. he had rich connections)
over time, the draft over represented the poor (rich people could get around it)
American people are not happy about this
J reassures American people that the Americans are winning (reality they are not)
1968 - NV launches a conventional wide-scale assault on SV, with the goal of getting the south to rise up against the americans and drive them out 
J is lying to them, as TV screens show the opposite of what J has been saying 
J is not under attack by his own party for lying about the war 
Senator Eugene McCarthy runs against Johnson, and loses - but doesn't lose by much 
Soon after, Senator Robert F. Kennedy starts to run, now Johnson has to recognize that he will lose re-election 
Johnson announces that he will not run again for president 
Robert F. Kennedy has a good chance of winning, but he was assassinated like his brother 
The Democratic National Convention was held to choose for a new candidate and there is chaos 
Humphrey (Johnson's VP)is going to run 
Nixon then becomes President 
540,000 troops in Vietnam 
Nixon knows that he needs to get the Americans out 
Nixon calls this a peace with honour 
a way to save face without being humiliated of his move of pulling back 
this doesn't work 
Nixon then starts bombing again 
Bombs Laos and Cambodia 
demonstrations in the US start becoming more frequent again 
big protest at Kent States University - brings the national guard in, natural guard open fire on some students 
Kissinger - Nixons advisor goes to Vietnam 
Nixon still wants out 
The Unification of the Two Vietnams 
1973 - Withdrawal agreement 
NV forces can stay, but the Americans are leaving 
North takes over SV capital in April of 1975
Vietnam is now communist 













China turns to the West
Sino-Soviet Alliance 
After declaration of Soviet China an alliance of Mao and Stalin was formed
Soviet Union helps China rebuild 
Stalin dies and relationship becomes shaky
Enemies of the State
Mao created a secret police whose core mission as to root out enemies of the state (war criminals, traitors, bureaucratic capitalists)
Sent to re-education camps
The First Five-Year Plan (1953-1957)
Mao wanted to push China strongly into the 20th century by imposing on China a 5 year plan forcing industrialization 
Plan isn't working as well as Mao wants it to be 
 Mao tries something new in the late 1950s
The 100 Flowers Campaign (1956-1957)
“Let 100 flowers bloom, let the 100 schools of thought contend”
Decides he wants to relax on the totalitarian state and encourages intellectuals to be able to speak freely and exchange ideas so that they may move forward
Quickly criticism mounted against Mao and the communist state because the citizens can now speak freely and point out the corruption 
The Great Leap Forward (1958-1960)
Both previous campaigns had not worked 
Launches a new crash program for industrialization. Mao equates industrialization with heavy industry (steel)
This proves to be a costly failure. Mao discovered that if you only build steel you have nothing to eat
Food shortages in China resulted 
Estimated 8-10 million people died 
Over produced very low quality steel 
Brings us to the end of 1950s
Tensions Between Moscow and Beijing 
Mao believes that once Stalin is dead he should leave global communist as he sees Khrushchev as weak 
Mao does not think the communists should try to improve relations with the west and should try to continue with “True Communism” 
Maos also believed that China should have nuclear weapons as Mao does not believe the Soviets with stand up and defend them 
Mao worries Khrushchev, and the Soviets stop the nucleus aid they had been giving them
In 1964 Mao is still able to test his first nuclear bomb 
A border dispute at the same time was brewing between China and India and the Soviet Union appeared to favour Indian and sided against China 
China and the Soviet Union then split 
Albania is the only Communist country the supports Mao and Beijing 
China and Soviet Union worries each other greatly and they began fighting along the border 
This drew the Americans attention and they saw a real possibility of war between the 2 
The Cultural Revolution: Internal Turmoil (1966-1976)
Mao is paranoid and seems ascent of enemies throughout China, including his own Communist party 
Launches cultural revolution which is an attempt to re-establish is power and he starts jailing those he thinks supports the Soviets 
Propaganda Art
Through propaganda art the government beings hyping Mao and focusing on the the newly free colonized countries 
Support for the Anti-Imperialist Struggle: Ping-Pong Diplomacy 
1969: Trade and Travel restrictions begin to be relaxed by the US on China 
1970: Secret Sino-American talks in Warsaw resume after 2 years 
April 1971: China invited a US table tennis team playing in Japan to come to China 
June 1971: Nixon revokes trade embargo on China 
July 1971: Nixon announces he will travel to China at Mao’s invitation*
October 1971: US allows China to replace Taiwan for the Chinese seat at the UN
Nixon’s Trip to China 1972
Nixon feels he is immune to the criticism of being soft on communism within why he does not deal criticism in going there 
Airforce One lands in China
US still has not officially recognized China diplomatically 
The concrete result of Nixon;s visit was him writing the Shanghai Communiqué which was a political understanding between the 2. The 2 sides say they need to normalize relations between themselves including economical and cultural exchange 
Both pledge to reduce the danger of military conflict 
Refrain form seeking hegemony in the Asian region. As well as resist efforts from any other country establishing hegemony (not said but was aimed at Soviets)
Nixon insisted on peaceful resolution between “two Chinas” (Taiwan)
Deng Defeats the Maoists 
Mao and his rights hand man both die in 1976
Leaves a void in leadership
Deng Xiaoping takes power 
Deng had been jailed by Mao during the cultural revolution
Decides to massively transform Mao’s China 
Deng with Jimmy Carter take next step in relationship with China and Carter officially recognizes China diplomatically 
Economic Growth and Population
Deng also wishes to keep building the Chinese economy 
Wishes to do it differently than Mao 
Introduces populations control in China and wants to slow down demographic explosion 
Economic Growth and Foreign Investment 
Parts of China was opened to foreign interests. Special areas were designated to capital experiments in foreign companies investing in China with goal of growing Chinese economy 
Very successful policy economically 
Launched the Chinese economy 
The Threat of Political Liberalization 
Chinese people begin to taste foreign liberalizations and they being to ask for more freedoms which worries the Chinese state in regards to their grasp on power 
Massive protest in May-June 1989 protest for pro-democracy in Beijing. Anywhere from 1,000-10,000 civilians are killing in this protest 


The Middle East from Suez to Camp David
Nasser Triumphant: the Aftermath of Suez
Aftermath of the Suez Canal Crisis 
Nasser has become the leader of the arab world 
achieving his goal in the pan-aran movement 
forms a close partnership with Khrushchev 
Nasser is going to talk a big game, but not actually do much to confront Israelis still in the region 
Syria is on the other side of Isreal, and aligned itself with the USSR and attacking Israel 
also starts attacking Nasser, telling him he is not doing anything 
1967: Close the Straight of Terran, cant reach the red sea, makes Israelis mad 
then signs and agreement treaty with Syria and Jordan 
no there is a pack, and Syria is surrounded 
Nasser also requests the UN withdrawals from the Sinai Desert 
Israel wages preemptive war (idea that you are waging a defensive war by attacking your enemy) 
they think nasser is going to attack so to defend themselves they are attacking first 
in reality we don't know if Nasser wants to attack 
but Israel is convinced 
The Resumption of Arab-Israeli Conflict 
The 1967 War (June 5, 9167)
June, war begins 
Israeli airforce in the air destroys Egyptian grounded airforces and military resistance
Because Egypt is allied with Jordan, Israeli forces capture Jordanian enclave 
Israel has captured Jerusalem 
Israeli forces then go north and look at Syria and take more territory and capture the golden heights 
over 6 DAYS, Israel has defeated its neighbours and conquers a lot of territory, and tripes in size as a result of this war
Sinai, West Bank in Jerusalem, and Syrian Heights now all occupied by Israel 
Israel will continue and say they needed this war to protect themselves 
is the international community going to accept this? 
US is Israeli closest military trading partner 
US has to diplomatically support Israel 
USSR backs the others
International Community is going to attempt to resolve the situation 
the UN is going to meet and try and negotiate an end to the conflict and to pass a resolution 
Withdrawal of Israeli armed forces from occupied territories in the recent conflict; 
Respect for and acknowledgement of the sovereignty, territorial integrity and political interdependence of every State in the area 
The right to live in peace within secure and recognized boundaries free from threat for acts of forces 
For achieving a just settlement of the refugee problem 
Israel looks to be very secure from outside threats 
Palestinian Liberation Organization - Yasser Arafat is the leader 
freedom fighters? terrorists?
problem for Israel and also a problem for the king of Jordan (cuz the PLO headquarters are there, and Palestinians in Jordan start answering to Arafat rather than king of Jordan (hussien), will later kick Araft out of Jordan, Arafat will have to relocate)
Early 1970s; PLO launch a series of terrorist attacks on Israeli interests 
most famous: attack on Israel athletes at Munich Games 
kidnapped 
Egypt - change of leadership, Nasser dies in 1970 and dies from a heart attack 
Nasser was negotiating between PLO and Jordanians and died 
Nasser is by succeeded Saddat 
War of Attrition still on going, Israelis and Egyptians shoot at each other over the canal 
Saddat rebuilds Egyptian military that was destroyed 
Asks the USSR for help and sends then military equipment 
built it up enough to challenge Israel 
The 1973 War
Egypt strikes 
The Yom Kippur War/Ramadan War 
Egypt gains early success, 
III. The Oil Crisis: 1973-1974
Egypt attacking Israel creates an oil shock 
Oil price quadruples and hurts the pockets of American people 
Now going to look for more fuel efficient cars 
Spike in Japanese automobiles 
High unemployment and inflation 
US is going to get involved in this war 
Kissenger is going to travel to Egypt and Israel and going to engage in shuttled diplomacy (going back and forth between the two countries)
Kissenger succeeds in brokering a deal 
E and I agree to a cease fire 
The Egyptian-Israeli Rapprochement 
Israel is going to gradually remove its forces from the Sinai desert and give part of it back to Saddat 
Important first step to what will follow 
Egypt specifically Saddat himself is going to radically alter Egypts foreign policy and the relation between E and I 
Saddat is convinced that he needs peace with Israel and needs to be an American ally 
Saddat realizes that the US is a better ally than the USSR
wants an actual peace treaty with Israel to secure Egypt and become and American ally 
he visits Israel 
just by stepping foot in Israel he is recognizing Israelis legitimacy 
going to give a speech 
policy of egypt that Israel was a illegitimate state, but Saddat turns around and then recognizes its legitimacy 
around the world he is called a traitor to the Arab cause 
Israelis want their security, so this recognition from Saddat is a huge step towards that
American and the “Peace Process”
Jimmy Carter engages in a personal diplomacy 
going to invite Egypt and Isreal to Camp David - presidential cottage 
puts them both in separate rooms
Carter is going to shuttle between the two and manages to get them to agree to a deal 
deal secures Israeli-Egyptian border 
land for peace 
Israel gives the Sinai desert back to Egypt and Israel promises to respect the border 
Deal is very controversial, Saddat is seen as a trader to the Arab world and Nasser and his ideals 
Saddat was then assassinated 

The Middle East from Camp David to Desert Storm 
Iran and the Rise of Islamic Fundamentalism 
Iran has lots of land, oil, and resources, strategically placed on the map 
Iran after WWII was the first world war crisis (occupied by the super powers)
Stalin sent red army in and eventually withdraws 
Stalins as concerned with Iran because he thought the US would be a base to spy on the Soviet Union, and fall under US influence
Stalin was right and the CIA installed spy posts in Iran
Lots of economic interest in Iran
1953 - Iran government nationalizes oil interests, and some socialistic powers in the government 
US mad, and want to do something about it 
Eisenhower stages a coup in Iran, reinstate Shah (Mohammed Reza Pahlevi) to the Iranian government (who had been captive) - turned himself into an absolute monarch 
Turned into a close American ally - giving them oil, allowing the CIA to stay there
US and Shah start becoming unpopular (as Iranian people remember the coup)
1979 - Iranian Revolution 
Islamic revolution - led by Ayatollah Ruhollah Khomeini 
Over throws Shah and leads an Islamic Iranian State 
Iranian people rising up against unpopular king and foreign interests 
US welcomes the Shah in their territory - the Shah gets cancer and asks President Carter for an asylum to treat cancer 
Khomeini denouncing the US, calling it the “Great Satan”
Khomeini stops oil exports to the US, create an oil shock 
US embassy is raided in Iran, taken over, takes hostage of the diplomats there 
444 days - these diplomats were taken hostage 
An embassy is supposed to be untouchable according to international aid
so is a shock to Carter and the US people 
Carter is made to appear powerless
Carter operates a rescue mission, complete failure
Because of Carters failure - one of the reasons why Regan won the next election 
Khomeini waits until Regan becomes president to let the hostages go 
The Ordeal of Lebanon 
PLO relocated to Lebanon (kicked out of Jordan)
Next door to Iran 
Planning on launching attacks on Israel 
Israeli defence decides to launch attacks on PLO 
airforce bombs Beirut 
causes death and suffering in Lebanon 
force arafat out and relocate to Tunisia 
Israel accomplished objective, at the cost of human suffering and massacre
Israeli let a Palestinian massacre occur - on refugee camp (not actually the military but another group ——— LOOK UP)
American embassy in Beirut was struck by a bomber, US Marine Barracks also attacked 
The First Palestinian Uprise
The Intifada begins 
Land for Peace trade - works for the Sinai desert because there aren't many people living there 
Israeli people go and occupy territories - map becomes messy as there are Israeli settlements all over 
Instability and Regional Rivalries in the Persian Gulf
Iran-Iraq War
Shaped events in the Persian Gulf 
1979 - Iranian revolution - theocratic state in Iran (Islamic states)
Army was all followers of the Shah so they get kicked out of the army 
Hussien is Iraqs leader 
Hussien sees that the Shah was overthrown, which had weekend the Iranian army 
1. he thinks that might happen to him,(as he is a secular dictator likes Khomeini)
2. also sees that he can strike and invade Iran and take over oil fields (robbing them of their oil fields )
1980 Iraqi army strikes 
Initial success 
Iranians recover and put up a surprising resistance 
end of 1980 - the war has basically turned into a WW1 style trench warfare 
United states gets involved in the side of IRAQ!!
“the enemy of my emery is my friend”
this war will cost millions of lives and will last until 1988 - end result is NO changes in territory, border stays the same, go back to starting position, both sides suffer many casualties 
Iraq’s Conflict with Kuwait
British and the French draw the modern map of the middle east, draw border between Kuwait and Iraq
Iraq thinks they have ownership of Kuwait as a provence of Iraq
France gave Kuwait their independence 
Hussein borrowed money from Kuwait for the Iran-Iraq war 
Hussein does not want to re pay Kuwait
Kuwait is rich as they have a lot of oil, but weak 
Hussein sees an opportunity to strike 
get out of repaying them, and stealing their oil
The American Led Coalition Against Iraq
The UN reaction: will he stop at Kuwait? or will he go into Saudi Arabia 
if he does, he will have control over 25% of the worlds oil supply
August 6, 1990: the United Nations Security Council mans an “immediate and unconditional” withdraw of the Iraqi troops and orders an economic boycott. And it sets a deadline of January 15, 1991 for a voluntary Iraqi withdrawal from Kuwait 
economic sanctions on Iraq to force them to comply and set a deadline 
after the deadline, force will be authorized
US led coalition to get Hussein out of Kuwait 
George Bush Sr. (President #41) 
uses UN mandate to form a true global coalition 
French, British, Italians, Egypt, Jordan (important that there are Arab members of this coalition)
Desert Strom 
US unleashes its full military potential 
American military crushes all thats in front of it 
3 days later, Kuwait was liberated 
Should they overthrow the Iraq government? decided not to as the coalition only included the liberation of Kuwait 
instead - impose sanctions on Iraq 
leave military bases in Kuwait and Saudi countries surrounding 




Africa: The Challenges of Independence
The Legacy of European Dominance 

Africa Divided among the europeans
Africa was taken over by European Empires 
French and British have the most land in Africa 
Germany lost its land in Africa following Word War I 
WWII, colonial powers start to leave their colonies in Africa 
Due to the uprising of people wanting independence 

Africa’s road to the political independence 
the sun sets on the British empire: 1957-1965
After WWII the British want to hold onto the British Empire in Africa 
The British realize they have been weakened after WWII so they are no longer the power they used to be 
Some Case Studies of Decolonization 

congruency in kenya 
Kenya is a British colony 
Has very fertile land and natural resources 
Small but significant white people population Kenyan majority want independence 
In 1952, the Mau Mau rise up against the British and fight for their independence 
The British tries to crush this revolt and sends special forces to Kenya 
There is many deaths in the war, and the British cannot win as they have not fully rebuilt their power following World War II 
British realize that it is not worth their while to stay in Kenya 
Jomo Kenyatta
Kenya finally gets their independence in 1964
All British colonies have their indolence as well by 1964 

France and north Africa 
France leaves North Africa: 1956-1962
North African gets their independence much easier 
French leaves these colonies as it is costing them too much money 

A Monarchy for Morocco, A Republic for Tunisia: 1956 The Difficult Case of Algeria
Lots of French settlers 
Allegers is different than the French Empire (not legally a colony)
Algeria is legally part of metropolitan France 
Algeria is granted their independence eventually 

A Secular republic: 1962 de gaulle grants independence to the rest of “french Africa” 
De Gaulle is focused on Europe 
Wants to be a 3rd power in the Cold War
De Gaulle grants them indolence as long as they stay close France politically and economically 

The cast of Senegal
De Gaulle gave the new independent countries two options - becoming independent and being friends politically and economically with France or being independent with no help from France 
Most of the French Empire decides to stay close gain their independence with French politically and economically 
Guinea does not want to be a “puppet” of France so they are on their own - Guinea then reaches out to Soviet Russia 



The organization of african unity (oau) 
Kwame Nkrumah created the idea of African Unity 
realizes they that all may have been from different countries but they are all African at the end of the day 
Realizes the importance of collaboration of African nations 
The OAU in 1963, is established borders and not fight over them 
We must establish borders and not fight over them 
		- Most important thing because the borders don't make sense as they 			were drawn by Europeans in Europe 
We must be neutral in the Cold War 
		- They are not dumb and know that the Cols War is going to be a 				challenge for them 
Political and Economic Integration of the African Continent 
		- All countries must be politically and economically integrated 
New Political Voice in the UN
African now has their own voice in the world (majority of membership in the UN)
The Curse of Economic Backwardness 
Africa has been exploited by the European colonies 
Europeans take all resources ad the money is used to better french economy, so African has no resources to export to better their own economy
The Challenge of Neo-Imperialism 
French creates a current for African to use 
Keeps African counties closely tied to France 
This benefits France more than the old colonies 
This is a tactic by France to keep power within their old colonies 
The Cold War reaches Africa: the Belgian Congo 
Everything the Belgians build in Congo is there to extract wealth 
Take wealth from Congo and send it to Belgium 
In 1960, the Belgian government decides its no longer worth it being the Empire of Congo
Two Candidates vying for Power 
Premier Patrice Lumumba and Colonel Joesph Mobutu 
These two soon being conflict, one is a political power and one is a military power 
Succession Crisis
Katanga province wants to be its own country shortly after the Belgian government left 
Lumumba turns to Moscow 
Khrushchev and the Soviet Union see potential in Post Colonial World 
Soviets are sending “feelers” who are trying to decide where they could spread communism in Africa
Mobutu uses this as a chance to reach out to the U.S saying there is a spread of communism 
The U.S (CIS) arrest Lumumba and plan to assassinate him 
End of the Portuguese African Empire 
Three-Way Struggle for Succession in Angola 
Once the Portuguese leave, there is a 3 way civil war 
Cold War plays a big part of this 
The entire country is a huge mess 
Castro to the Rescue 
Castro says he's the true leader of the world revolution 
He sent 20,000 troops to intervene in the Angola civil war 
A “Marxist” Regime in Somalia 
Both declare themselves as Marxist states 
They go to war against each other over borders (Somalia and Ethiopia)
White Minority Regimes: the Case of Rhodesia 
After the British leave, which settlers that live in the South Africa 
Following this, the African majority regimes rises up but the white minority hold power for 15 years 
In 1980, the white minority finally gives up power 
True decolonization technically doesn't come until 1980 in Rhodesia 
The Ordeal of South Africa 
White majority regime holds power until 1990
Confrontation Between Black and White 
Lots of conflicts and deaths as conflict would be plentiful between the whites and blacks 
Sharpeville 1960 









Inter-American Relations since the Cuban Missile Crisis
The Failed Hopes of the Alliance for Progress 
1960s
Kennedy is president and Castro is causing the Americans trouble 
More Cuban style revolutions occurring all over latin America 
America still wants to stop the spread of communism 
American says the route cause for communism is poverty 
America wants to stop the poverty because that will stop the communism 
Alliance for Progress 
JFK tells the nations of Latin America that the US will provide them with aid 
Modernize the economy 
Issue: doesn't work, program was never ambitious enough 
Preoccupation with the Cuban Threat 
Castro enjoys giving speeches about denouncing the American Imperialists 
Castro is actively trying to export Cuban revolution abroad 
giving speeches about the need for global revolution 
Che Guevara helps Castro
United States starts training about counter insurgency 
American advisers training security forces in Latin America 
One of these in Bolivia 
Che Guevara is captured and killed by american friendly american counter insurgency forces 
The Revival of the United States Interventionism 
US has always had a close interest on what goes on South of the Border
Western Hemisphere is “Americas backyard”
Roosevelt pronounced that the US had the right to intervene wherever they wanted when they wanted to benefit their best interests 
The Dominican Republic 
Juan Bosch comes to power 
wants to enact reforms in the dominican republic 
Johnson administration sees that he is a threat 
united states intervenes 
worried it might be another soviet ally
direct intervention is ordered 
Chile 
Unique in Latin America as it has a vibrant democratic tradition
1970 - a fair democratic election for the Presidency 
Salvador Allende is elected 
Allende is a proud Marxist 
He himself self identifies as a Marxist (not the Americans putting the label on him)
US plan to over through Allende, have to remove general Schneider - Allende supporter
 Allende starts enacting the reforms that he promised 
decided to nationalize Chile’s most important resource - copper 
American business interests owns the copper mines to this resource doesn't help Chile, so he wants to nationalize this so the Chilean economy can increase
Allende invites Castro for a visit 
Washington thinks Allende is another Castro 
Chile is going to turn into another Cuba 
This all adds onto the pressures Washington feels to get rid of him 
CIA is going to get in touch with Chilean soldier who don't like Allende and finances a coup 
CIA money successfully allows Chilean dissents to proceed with the coup 
As part of the coup, the presidential palace was bombed by the airforce and Allende dies during the fighting 
To replace Allende is General Augusto Pinochet (pro-american)
jails Allende supporters and military personnel 
Nicaragua & Paraguay & Haiti 
All pro-American dictators 
Grenada 
1980 
Maurice Bishop 
invited Fidel Castro for economic aid 
Washington gets worried
Bishop might be a tool of communism 
Castro is trying to expand his revolt to Grenada  
Castro gives him money to make a runway 
Regan claims that this influence in Grenada will destabilize the entire region
War was short and sweet and very few American casualties 
Bishop was shot 
Panama 
Most vital spot for there United States because of the Panama canal 
allows ships to move from the Pacific to the Atlantic and vice versa
United States still owns the Panama canal (60s-80s)
Panama wants the canal back 
1977 - Carter is going to agree to give the canal back by 1999
Carter is going to come under political criticism for this move
1980s - Panama is now under the control of Manuel Noriega 
Noriega is a drug trafficker 
From Colombia, through the canal, to the states 
relationship between the US and the States plummeting 
1989 - elections in Panama 
Noriega and his administration rigs the election and announces that they have won 
riots on the streets of Panama 
US wants to go in and arrest Noriega 
takes refuge at the Vatican ambassadors (nuncios) house 
Americans faced with a problem, they are not going to invade the Vatican 
Americans use psychological warfare 
set up speakers around the house, and blasted rock and roll music around the house because Noriega hates rock and roll 
marines send in requests for songs 
Noriega eventually leaves and goes under trial 








The End of the Cold War 
The Soviet Union Under Internal Stress
Soviet system is never able to match the productivity of the capitalist western economies - Soviet Union always has economic problems 
Economy is centrally planned
Stalin would put in five year plans and proaction quotas and if they were not met people would be punished
therefore people would do sloppy fast work to meet the quotas or lie about how much is being produced 
The War in Afghanistan
USSR invades and occupies the country 
Soviet Army quickly finds out that the reason why empires like the British and the Americans find Afghanistan a tough place to control 
Find the landscape mountainous, and faces  population that fights an asymmetrical war, and an economy based on Islamic freedom fighters 
Theses islamic resistance want to kick out the USSR 
 The US sees USSR invading Afghanistan and doesn't like it 
Carter boycotts the Moscow olympics and imposes sanctions 
US gives weapons to the Islamic freedom fighters (CIA smuggles them in)
important missile is the stinger missile 
USSR has helicopters (flying tanks basically)
One of these freedom fighters is Osama Bin Laden
US is allies with them at this point, they latter become terrorists and now in the 21st century are not
USSR retreated in 1988


The Revival of the Nuclear Arms Race 
1970s, DETANTE 
Nixon, then Ford, then Carter negotiate arms deals with the USSR
tensions then go down between the two 
Detente ends and the arms race is redivided 
USSR tries to find a loop hole in these negotiations and make new arms 
like the Surface-to-Surface-20 (SS 20)
Soviet Union threatens western Europe NATO allies 
NATO starts deploying new weapon systems of their own, new and accurate 
Expensive!
money the that the USSR does not have to spare
Labour Unrest in Poland 
Breeding ground of anticommunist un rest 
Poland has a long and hostile relationship with the USSR 
not happy to be controlled by Moscow 
1980 more unrest arises 
In Poland, there is already labour unrest
labour unions exist so people can rally
Rise in activists from these labour unions 
they want basic bread and butter, a better quality of life 
form a movement called solidarity 
Lech Walesa is the head of this Union 
Movement evolves and begins to ask for more
now this turns into a political movements 
Asking for political reforms, a relaxing from the communism 
Moscow does not react to this well
Two options 
send in the tanks, crush the movement 
1980/1981 (being in the state that USSR is in and cant really send in their own tanks) give the Polish army the go ahead to crush the movement 
Jaruzelski cracks down the movement 
however this is a temporary solution 
Turns Jaruzelski into a hero and fans the fires for resistance 
Now its working but then radicalizes the polish people 
Karol Wajtyla - Pope John Paul II 
tells Poland to resist communism 
Pope is going to be able to have his message heard
The Old Guard Dies Off
Soviet economy is no longer growing 
Standard of living in the USSR starts dropping 
Soviet system is failing in the early 80s
Long lines and empty shelves for the regular soviet people 
This economic weakness is turning into unrest (at a low level right now)
Stalinists are starting to die off (Kruschev dies in 1964 and Brezhnev in power since)
1982 Brezhnev dies and had no official successor 
Cherenkov is his successor and dies immediately
Then head of KGB goes into power, but also dies 
1985 Mikhail Gorbachev - new generational power 
A New Leadership in the Soviet Union 
Gorbachev realizes he has to fix things 
He is a much more dynamic leader and more charismatic 
He is not like the old Stalinists 
So much hope is put into Gorbachev
Gorbachev thinks he can relax cold war tensions
Reagan and Gorbachev
Regan is very anti-communist 
Anti-communism is part of his “brand”
In his first term he creates a massive military - authorizes a huge increase in funds to the military 
Make new weapon systems - bombers, nuclear missiles, submarine bombers 
Increased the size of the navy 
 Moscow is worried about this 
In the spring of 83, NATO proceeds with yearly tests 
Moscow thought this was an attack 
Regan is now perceived as a war monger and driving the world to war
Regan then authorizes the building of the SDI (Star Wars)
orbital lasers in space 
Regan doesn't like nuclear weapons at all and uses this to protect them from them 
Sound like an good idea, but is actually very destabilizing 
MUTUALLY ASSURED DESTRUCTION - is why USSR and US never went into direct war 
The SDI never worked 
Regan and Gorbachev get along GREAT
both committed to reducing the risk of nuclear war 
suggest that stye remove entire weapon systems from existence 
G asks R to get rid of SDI - R said no 
but they are still on good terms
USSR and US agree to another strategic arms treaty = REDUCTION 
Strategic Arms Reduction Treaty (START)
starts scraping arms, demolishing them 
The Soviet Withdrawal From Global Commitments 
1988 - pull out of Afghanistan 
Leave Vietnam 
Cut off Castro 
Castro is not happy 
Unrest in eastern Europe still (Poland) 
Solidarity movement is still underground, but active 
Putting lots of pressure on the Polish army 
G tells Poland they will not help Poland to crush another rebellion 
The Polish army is forced to legalize solidarity, and hold elections 
Solidarity wins a stunning political victory 
Coalition government Walesa becomes president 
People of Eastern Europe now reach for democracy 
USSR will not crush these movements because they cannot afford it 
1 by 1 eastern european countries do the same thing 
Czechoslovakia has the Velvet Revolution 
Romania, dictator violently overthrown and executed by his own people 
Problem of what to do with East Germany 
East German people also rise up, but show a peaceful demonstration 
100s of 1000s of people marching in the streets and demanding democracy and reunification 
government can let it happen or crack down with military force 
Gorbachev doesn't help him when asked from help from east Germany 
East Germany government cannot do anything and gives in 
1989, East Germany releases restrictions to travel between the East and the West
Once this was announced, people go to the wall and jump over and start breaking it down 
THE BERLIN WALL FALLS
Protesters then start to ask for reunification of Germany 
West Germany takes over (since they are richer) and Germany is unified!




















The 1990s
The Disappearance of a superpower
Soviet citizens were having trouble getting daily necessities 
Stores would be empty and lines would be long
Gorbachev feels he needs to implement reforms 
he wants to salvage soviet communism 
Gorbachev knows he needs popular support so he can relieve citizen suffering
introduces economic reforms 
experimenting with a little but of capitalism 
relaxing governmental control 
(things will be done slowly and in small increments)
However these reforms are going too far for many and not far enough for others 
Communist party and the red army are going to try and seize power from Gorbachev as they think he has gone too far 
wait for him to go on vacation inches summer cottage and they arrest him 
they attempt to seize control in Moscow 
they do not have the actual support to continue this coup 
Boris Yeltsin then comes into party - leader of the Russian Social Republic 
USSR is Union of Soviet Socialist Republic (includes other separate “republics” together they are the USSR)
Russia part of the USSR and had its own republic - RSR
Yeltsin does not like Gorbachev 
Yeltsin is calling for a western style democracy and capitalism 
complete dissolution of the communist system 
Gorbachev is still in charge but Yeltsin is gaining popularity 
Gorbachev has lost a little of control 
1991 Dec. 25 - Gorbachev resigns as head of the USSR and the USSR ceases to exist 
he just got DEMOLISHED the Soviet Union 
USSR has the seat in the UN, the army, the nuclear weapons, embassies 
WHO WILL INHERIT ALL OF THIS?
Russia was the biggest and most powerful republic in these and inherits the stuff
Rise of ethnic nationalism of the former soviet republics 
And After the Cold War?: two views
Ethnic nationalism starts to become a problem
Russia appears (1992) to be heading for a bright future of Western style democracy 
Gold rush is happening in Russia and people are trying to exploit these opportunities 
Russia has no experience of capitalism 
so over the next decade Russia starts to become corrupt 
standards of living not rising as much 
emergence of a post cold war dictatorship (Vladimir Putin) 
Two rival thoughts of what the end of the cold war means/interpretations 
Triumphalist vision of war
american exceptionalism is triumphant 
just proven that america is better 
Francis Fukuyama believed this 
Pessimistic point of view 
Samuel P. Huntington predicts that this would spark more consequences of terrorism and conflicts 
A Ray of Hope in the Middle East
Iraq - blueprint for peace in the middle east 
puts sanctions on Hussein 
get the Iraqi people themselves to get rid of him, no intervention needed 
didn't work until the US intervened years later 
US forms close partnership with Saudi Arabia
Saudi Arabia becomes a key American ally 
permanent american presence in the middle east 
US installs big military bases 
from this partnership we can learn and apply this thought to other areas of the region to ensure the middle east is peaceful 
however, this very presence is going to cause issues as not everyone is happy with the US in there
they see it as American corruption 
one of these people who see this is Bin Ladden 
he decides to attack American interests in Africa 
he attacks american embassies and then 9/11 giving us the war on terror in the 21st century 
Palestinians and Israelis talk for the first time 
PLO recognizes each other, brokered by the United States 
sign the Oslo accords 
Israel must turn over some element of jurisdiction
seems like we have a blueprint for Israel 
this does not work 
no closer to a solution than before 
The Re-launching of the European Idea
Europe (appears) to fulfil the promises of European unity 
Become a European UNION 
1992 Maastricht treaty is going to turn this european community into a union !
going further than being a european community, tightens and makes closer their bond
if Europe is going to be united, a common currency is needed 
1999, all European currencies are gone and replaced with the Euro
not uniformly although, Britain kept the pound 
Talks for a unified European army 
Nationalism is going to rise in Europe 
27 members by 1995
The Agony of Yugoslavia 
Yugoslavia, in the Balkins, the pressures of Nationalism are going to rise again 
Yugoslavia is going to break up into a bunch of new states 
these states are multi ethnic 
ethnic cleansing starts and there are many casualties 
NATO steps in 
to stop ethnic cleansing and to try and keep the peace 
Asia in the 1990s: Globalization with a Vengeance 
two economic powerhouses heading in different directions 
used to be Japan as the economically dominant power 
to was predicted the Japan was going to be the best economic power in the world 
late 80s japan enters an economic crisis
Japanese stock market has been flat 
big problem is demographics 
not welcoming to outsiders and do not allow for a lot of immigration 
Japan is aging rapidly and not enough babies being born 
China takes over as the new economic power in Asia 
the rate of growth in China in the 90s is outstanding
Vietnam lets go of their centrally planned economy and allows Western clothing companies to use Vietnamese labour 
Africa on its own
starting to look like we have negotiated the challenges of independence 
African in the 90s is not as hopeful 
Africa in the 90s is going to be ignored by the rest of the world 
end of asking for American aid/soviet aid 
Africa is ignored more and more 
Genocide in Rwanda
Democracy and Free Markets in Latin America
