[bookmark: _GoBack]Week 1: What is Development?
Modernization 
· Refers to a model of a progressive transition from a 'pre-modern' or 'traditional' to a 'modern' society.
· Progressive transition from an ‘underdeveloped’ to ‘developed’ society by way of industrialization and economic growth (path is laid out by western evolution)
GDP
· Gross Domestic Product: The total value of the goods and services produced in a country during a specific period of time 
HID
· Human Development Index: A composite measure of development assessing the status of helth, education and economic wellbeing within each country 
GINI Index
· Measures for income inequality (0= perfectly equal, 1=maximum inequality)
Development
· A process of qualitative, socio-economic, cultural and political change

Week 2: European Colonialism 
Imperialism/Colonialism 
· Imperialism: State policy, practice, or advocacy of extending power and dominion, especially by direct territorial acquisition or by gaining political and economic control of other areas.
· Colonialism: The territorial conquest, occupation and direct control of one country (the colony) by another (the metropole)
Atlantic Trade Triangle
· A historical term for trade between three regions, using a commodity from one region as payment for commodities from another region. Its best-known example is the transatlantic slave trade that operated among Europe, West Africa, and the Americas in the 17th through 19th centuries. 
· Sugar, in the form of molasses, was shipped from the Caribbean to Europe, where it was distilled into rum. Rum was then used to purchase slaves in West Africa, who were subsequently shipped to the Caribbean and other locations in the Americas. Over time, New England replaced Europe's role in the triangle. The term "triangle" describes the trade system, not the specific route taken by the cargo ships.
White Man’s Burden
· the supposed duty of White people to bring education and Westernculture to the inhabitants of their colonies
Decolonization
· The dismantling of colonial empires  

Week 3: Colonizing Canada
Cultural Genocide
· Mass killing of the members of a targeted group
· a term used to describe the deliberate destruction of the cultural heritage of a people or nation for political, military, religious, ideological, ethnical, or racial reasons. 
Dish with one spoon covenant 
· a treaty between the Anishinaabe, Mississauga's and Haudenosaunee that bound them to share the territory and protect the land. Subsequent Indigenous Nations and peoples, Europeans and all newcomers, have been invited into this treaty in the spirit of peace, friendship and respect.
Indian Act 
· is a Canadian Act of Parliament that concerns registered Indians, their bands, and the system of Indian reserves
Residential Schools
· government-sponsored religious schools established to assimilate Indigenous children into Euro-Canadian culture.
60s Scoop
· A large-scale adoption program
· a practice that occurred in Canada of taking, or "scooping up", Indigenous children from their families and communities for placement in foster homes or adoption
Reconciliation 
· An ongoing process of establishing and maintaining respectful relationships
· By establishing new relationships and restoring what must be restored, repair what must be repaired and return what must be returned
· Indigenous and Non-Indigenous Reconciliation in Canada Not Only About Legacy of Residential Schools. ... It is a multi-faceted process that restores lands, economic self-sufficiency, and political jurisdiction to First Nations, and develops respectful and just relationships between First Nations and Canada.

Week 4: Globalization 
Economic Globalization
· refers to the increasing interdependence of world economies as a result of the growing scale of cross-border trade of commodities and services, flow of international capital and wide and rapid spread of technologies.
Globalization (general)
· represents the global integration of international trade, investment, information technology and cultures. Government policies designed to open economies domestically and internationally to boost development in poorer countries and raise standards of living for their people are what drive globalization.
Remittances
· a transfer of money by a foreign worker to an individual in their home country. Money sent home by migrants competes with international aid as one of the largest financial inflows to developing countries.
World Trade Organization
·  International organization charged with overseeing trade negotiations between nations 
· Aim to regulate trade in goods, services and intellectual property rights along with providing dispute resolution process
· Negotiate the reduction of tariffs to all for free flow of goods to benefit producers and consumers 
Sustainable Development 
· Development that meets the needs of the present without compromising the ability of future generations to meet their own needs (socially, economically, and ecologically) 

Week 5: Poverty and Inequality
Poverty
· The inability to secure the minimal level of basic needs including food, income and housing 
Relative Poverty 
· Even without threatening daily survival, inhibits people from fully participating in society 
Monetary Poverty 
· People are considered at risk of monetary poverty when their equivalised disposable income (after social transfers) is below the at-risk-of-poverty threshold.
· The most common poverty line is the $1.90 a day, set by the World Bank (2015). The main assumption made by this approach is that consumers' objective is to maximize their utility and that the ensuing welfare can be measured by their total consumption – threshold for absolute poverty 
Poverty Lines
· poverty limit or poverty line is the minimum level of income deemed adequate in a country. 
· In practice, like the definition of poverty, the official or common understanding of the poverty line is significantly higher in developed countries than in developing countries.
Capabilities Approach 
· Amartya Sen: argues that development is not all about income, but also capabilities and that poverty is best understood in terms of capability deprivation 
MDGs
· Millennium development goals: are eight goals with measurable targets and clear deadlines for improving the lives of the world's poorest people. To meet these goals and eradicate poverty, leaders of 189 countries signed the historic millennium declaration at the United Nations Millennium Summit in 2000.
SDGs
· Sustainable development goals: otherwise known as the Global Goals, are a universal call to action to end poverty, protect the planet and ensure that all people enjoy peace and prosperity.

Week 6: Migration and Refugees
Refugees
· a person who has been displaced/ forced to leave their country in order to escape war, persecution, or natural disaster -- has a well-founded fear of persecution for reasons of race, religion, nationality, political opinion or membership in a particular social group.
Migrants
· any person who is moving or has moved across an international border or within a State away from his/her habitual place of residence, regardless of (1) the person’s legal status; (2) whether the movement is voluntary or involuntary; (3) what the causes for the movement are; or (4) what the length of the stay is.
Asylum Seekers
· someone who claims to be a refugee but whose claim hasn't been evaluated. This person would have applied for asylum on the grounds that returning to his or her country would lead to persecution on account of race, religion, nationality or political beliefs.
Push/Pull Factors
· Push factors are those that force the individual to move voluntarily, and in many cases, they are forced because the individual risk something if they stay. Push factors may include conflict, drought, famine, or extreme religious activity.
· Pull factors are those factors in the destination country that attract the individual or group to leave their home. Those factors are known as place utility, which is the desirability of a place that attracts people. Better economic opportunities, more jobs, and the promise of a better life often pull people into new locations. 
Dreamers
· Children of illegal immigrants 

Week 7: Gender and Development 
Gender
· Does not describe biological sex, but the social constructs of people’s roles in society 
Gender Inequality 
· The ideal that access to rights, resources and opportunities is unaffected by gender 
Patriarchy 
· A type of social system where men hold most of the social, political, economic, and religious power and where males and masculinity dominate over women and femininity 
Intersectionality 
· the interconnected nature of social categorizations such as race, class, and gender as they apply to a given individual or group, regarded as creating overlapping and interdependent systems of discrimination or disadvantage.
Ethnocentrism 
· Evaluation of other cultures according to preconceptions originating in the standards and customs of one's own culture
Positionality 
· the social and political context that creates your identity in terms of race, class, gender, sexuality, and ability status. 
· describes how your identity influences, and potentially biases, your understanding of and outlook on the world.
Empowerment 
· development initiatives aimed at strengthening empowerment as a route to poverty reduction – especially for women 
· refers to measures designed to increase the degree of autonomy and self-determination in people and in communities in order to enable them to represent their interests in a responsible and self-determined way, acting on their own authority.

Week 8: Civil Society and Development
Civil Society/CSOs
· The collectivity of social organizations that are not controlled by the state or a business 
· an be understood as the "third sector" of society, distinct from government and business, and including the family and the private sphere
· Non-State, not-for-profit, voluntary entities formed by people in the social sphere that are separate from the State and the market. CSOs represent a wide range of interests and ties. They can include community-based organizations as well as non-governmental organizations (NGOs)
NGOs
· Non-Government Organizations: any non-profit, voluntary citizens' group which is organized on a local, national or international level.
Social Movements
· a group of diffusely organized people or organizations striving toward a common goal relating to human society or social change, or the organized activities of such a group: The push for civil rights was asocial movement that peaked in the 1950s and 1960s.
Repertoires of Contention 
· The ways in which people act together in pursuit of shared interests 
· How they advocate and confront authorities so that they will pay attention to an issue 
· Ex. Boycotts, strikes, petitions rallies, demonstrations, etc.

Week 10: Humanitarian Aid
Humanitarian Aid
· Assistance aimed at providing emergency life-saving support to people affect by crisis whether human-made or natural disasters – short-term disaster relief
Development Aid
· aid given by governmental and other agencies to support the economic, social, and political development of developing countries – long term projects 
Multilateral Aid
· UN-led emergency responses operate through specialized agencies and programs 
· Agreed upon by 3 or more parties, carried out by international organizations 
· assistance provided by governments to international organizations like the United. Nations, World Bank, and International Monetary Fund (IMF). These organizations seek to reduce poverty in. developing nations.
Slow vs. Rapid Onset 
· Slow onset: takes time to develop full force: drought, famine, etc.
· Fast onset: sudden shock: hurricanes, earthquakes, floods, etc. 
Geneva Conventions
· one of a series of international agreements, first made in Geneva, Switzerland, in 1864, establishing rules for the humane treatment of prisoners of war and of the sick, the wounded, and the dead in battle.
· Set of agreements between nations representing the core international humanitarian law – regulate the conduct of armed conflicts 
Resilience 
· The ability to adapt to and recover from hazards and crises 

Week 11: Popular Presentations of Development 
Culture 
· A web of meanings and understandings generated by groups of people about themselves and the natural world and the ability to convey these meanings and understandings through symbols, actions and utterance 
CNN Effect 
· a theory that 24-hour news networks, such as CNN, influence the general political and economic climate. Because media outlets provide ongoing coverage of a particular event or subject matter, the attention of viewers is narrowly focused for potentially prolonged periods of time.
· The effect, or influence, that certain news media have on government decision-making and/or consumer spending.
Celebritization 
· a meta-process that grasps the changing nature, as well as the societal and cultural embedding of celebrity, which can be observed through its democratization, diversification and migration.
