· Eleanor of Aquitaine Birth - 1122 – 1124 -- 1204
· 1137 - 1152- 1st Husband – Louis VII   
· No sons (Two daughters – Marie + Alyx/Alys)
· 1152 – 1167 (Separated) - Second Husband - Henry II 
· Five Sons, 3 Daughters 
· Successfully married all her children off into all the principal parts of England
· Outlived six of her eight children
·  1173 – Sons staged a revolt against their father with Eleanor’s help
· Eleanor spent the next approx. 15 years as her husband’s prisoner 
· Established courts of love (With daughter Marie)– Made decisions based on issues of lave/marriage brought to them. Opening premise – No place for love in marriage 
· The text of courtly love – Andreas Capellanus (Marie had him write their proceedings down)
