Week 12: Gallimaufry of heroes, Malory Pg. 310 – 527

· The Tale of the Sangrail – puts the events of Le Morte Darthur mid-5th century. (Mentions 454) 
· Despite Malory dating the material of the story in the 5th century, most of the activity is 14th century kinds of activities (Jousts, tournaments, structure of knighthood etc.)
· Mentions Joseph of Arimathea (Jesus’s earthly step-father, brought the blood of Christ in the Grail to England, cared for Jesus on the cross)
· Comparison of King Pelles (Injured by Balin through the Dolorous Stroke) and mentions of King ‘Pecheur’ with the Fisher King. 
· Equivocal oath – ‘none of these twelve injured knights laid with the queen’. Careful wording that makes the oath technically true 
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
