Attempted to undermine SPD
July 1932 elections 
NSDAP wins a plurality (don’t have a majority, but more seats than any other party) of seats (230)
KPD (communist party)  wins 89 seats
Together, the Nazi’s and Communists have the majority of seats
Hitler demands to be appointed chancellor
September 1932: von Papen loses key vote
November 1932 elections
Hitler’s NSDAP retains most seats, but sustains slight losses

30 June 1934
Takes out the SA, replaced by the SS
SS lead by Heinrich Himmler
Became Hitler’s main military power

First concentration camp – opened to imprison those who are opponents of Hitler

Gives Germany the impression that the League of Nations is not serious
Spanish civil war – Franco
1936 – Germany reoccupies the Reinland 
Split in the population – those who support hitler and those who do not
Jewish policy
Boycotts
Nuremberg Laws of 1935
Defines who is jewish and who isn’t jewish
Forbids Christians from marrying german jews
Kristallnacht
November 1938
Many Jewish shops, synagogues etc were vandalized

Nazi foreign policy
· Revision of Versailles
· By the mid 1930’s nobody is taking this seriously
· Austria
· Germany has their eye on Austria
· Hitler wants to absorb them entirely and wipe them off the map – he succeeds 
· Anschluss March 1938 – Germany goes in to Austria and claims the whole country
· Austrias local Nazi power takes over power and sends a request to Germany to annex the country
· Austrians did nothing to stop Hitler
· Creation of satellite states (client state)
· Independent but controlled by another country
· Beholden to another country but offers a market of goods from the dominant country
· France
· Germany sees france as an enemy
· Hitler believes if there is a war he needs to get rid of france - succeeds
· Russia
· Doesn’t like them but willing to compromise 
· World domination
· Believes he can have full control of Europe and from there the world
· Diplomacy & rearmament
· Withdrawal from the League of Nations
· Much more effective to form individual agreements with each country
· Bilateral agreements with national governments
Lead up to World War Two
· Rome-Berlin Axis
· Mussolini saw hitler as a threat and although they were not close he realized he needed to form some sort of alliance
Ribbentrop
· Created a false impression that Germany was a normal country with normal ties of diplomacy

Germany, britian, france, Italy – soviet union and Czechoslovakia were not invited
Sudentenland
Last piece of land Hitler wanted
Slovakia becomes independent but very small and run by preists
Within one year hitler takes over Austria without war, Sudetenland with the blessing of the west and Czechoslovakia without a word from anybody

· Britian guarentees Polish independence

· Germany invades Poland

· Britain & France declare war on Germany

· part of Poland incorporated into the Reich

· There is very little fighting taking place
· Hitler turns to the west

· German success in Holland, Belgium and France
· France didn’t put up much of a fight – in 6 weeks France is powerless
· Occupation of north and western France
· Vichy regime
· June of 1940 – 2 Frances – occupied France & Vichy France
· Vichy France was Nazi
· Significance of military success
· France was not ready to fight a war because of ww1
· Nazi offensive in the West
· Germany tried offering peace and Britain said “screw off”
· So Germany attacked them
· Luftwaffe
· Powerful german airforce
· Goring – ordered by hitler to get rid of the royal airforce
· Air raids of Britain – The Blitz
· Britain proved more resistant
· September 7 1940 – may 10 1941
· London bombings for 57 consecutive nights
· Approx. 43,000 civilians dead
· Invasion of Britain
· Operation sealion
· Britain had a very good radar system and makes very good use of it
· Hitler makes a faulty mistake by targeting civilians in London airports and moving away from the RAF
· Hitler called off invasion of Britain
· Germany loses a lot of airplanes (2000+) compared to RAF (900)

Germany took control – went under German jurisdiction 
No plan to get rid of Jews – forced to live in ghettos

Appalling living conditions

Forced expulsion 1938-1941
Emigration of 140 000 of german and Austrian jews 
Very reluctant to give jews visas

Sort of a “trial run” for what they would do to Jewish peoples

Battle of Kursk – Germans are attempting to encircle the soviet front line
someone leaked the German plans and soviet found out – July 5th 1943
Germans created a small dent in their front line
Germany suffered major losses – outnumbered. Less tanks
largest artillery battle ever fought
soviets were marching in to Ukraine – soviets gained control
Hitler begins retreat
Germany starting to get tired
Bombing of cities
allied bombing of Germany
Arthur Harris – bomber command
Dresden – 13 February 1945
uprising in Warsaw
home army – army associated with the government in exile
another army associated with the polish communists – backed by Russia
take over Warsaw and ensure fighters are not communists (get rid of Nazis)
Russian army goes to the outskirts of Warsaw and let the home army win the city
battle between home army and Nazis that are still there
Nazis destroy all Polish people – dead, concentration camps or escape
USA enters the war – works close with Britain
British strategy was to starve Germany in to surrendering – Canada and USA helped (air raids)
also wanted to distract Germans – get them focused on the colonies (Rommel)
Churchill refers to Italy as Europe’s soft underbelly – British wants to attack Italy and make way to Austria and France ; Made Americans suspicious – Americans did not want to invade from the south but instead from the north west of France 
Stallin wanted a 2 front war – soviet on the east, Britain and USA on west
unconditional surrender: cannot attach rights to surrender
stallin is not impressed with American and brits
allies invade Italy and then northern France
north Africa -> Italy (Sicily)
planted a dead body to make them believe they were attacking from Greece
Mussolini was removed from power and thrown in to Jail – Italian troops break him out of jail and declares a new Italian regime under his command. Italy basically falls apart because parts are not engaged in the war and other parts that are still under Mussolini’s control – Mussolini never regains itself to the level it was at the past – northern Italy turns in to a more difficult troop for the Allies – Mussolini is captured and they execute him and hang his corpse upside down in Milan and local Italians went and threw shit at his rotting corpse
by 1944 Britain and American are ready to invade France and realized France is not as big a threat as they thought. Invaded 2 areas: Normandy(beach, ports, ships)  - believed this would surprise Germans. Germany knew if they didn’t win this battle they were done
Berlin 1945
1 April 1945: soviets have circled berlin – no possible way to leave the city – people are trapped. Between April 1st and 19th there is fighting around berlin. On April 16th Hitler said that all men were required to participate in the fight against the soviets. Many people do not want to fight for Berlin or Nazi Germany, one of the deadliest battles. 305,000 soviet deaths, 325,000 Germans died. On April 30th Hitler got married and then killed his wife and committed suicide. May 2nd Germany surrenders to allies.
siege of Budapest – 102 days of straight bombing. One of the longest during WW2. 3 november 1944 – 16 Febraury 1945. 40k deaths 62k wounded. Majority of the city was destroyed and all bridges destroyed. As the Germans are retreating from Budapest as the Soviets advance they bomb every bridge to prevent the soviets.
