1. Explanatory role of myths
· Myths are not only used religiously but are also used to explain a number of things 
· Myths are also closely related and influenced by ethnicity, cultures and  geography
· Myths have been used to explain the creation of humans like the ancient Mesopotamian myths from the Enuma Elish, that explains how the Tigris and Euphrates Rivers, as well as the heavens and the earth, were created out of the God Tiamat's body after being defeated by Marduk.
· Myths also play an explanatory roll in explaining why some depressing events take place to help ease people. Again from  Mesopotamia, Myths like Atrahasis help explain why some women are unable to have children, and also explain why many children die at birth. The myth says that the gods were getting annoyed with the humans so they tried to kill them all by flooding them out, Ea tells Atrahsis, so he builds an arc, saves the humans, the gods missed them, so instead they make women less fertile and get some demons to snatch babies at birth so there's a lower population and it’s less annoying. 
· Overall, myths helped those thousands of years ago answer the question of why things are the way they are
· Or the Maui myths from Polynesia, which explain how the demi-god, who was also a trickster, brought fire from the underworld, fished up islands with his magical hooks, and lassoed the sun with his hair to make the days longer

2. The Effect of Language, Medium and Writing systems on Myths
· Many myths today are not fully understood from their original stories
· Some ancient civilizations were pre-literate, such as the Kikuyu, and their Myths have had to be translated by European Missionaries who learned the language in the 19th century
· Other civilizations like the Ashanti did not have a distinct alphabet, but instead a series of symbols they used as reminders
· The Hebrew Bible is full of errors and is not identical to the original
· It is a biased representation of events that only reflects the political agendas of the time period
· The oldest known form may not be the original, and there could be many copies that have been lost over time
· The Masoretic Text is compiled of a number of documents, and there is an underlying text that has been erased and written over
· However, scholars are using the geography, language, time period scholars are trying to better understand the documents and possibly reconstruct it to be more like the urtext

4. Effectiveness or Ineffectiveness of the Raglan Criteria
· The Raglan criteria are extremely ineffective. The 22 point criteria are nearly pointless in determining whether or not a character is a true hero or not because it was created based off of the life of Jesus Christ. Through the many different ancient myths and cultures, we have looked at, many gods and characters that were worshipped by ancient civilizations actually get a low score according to his criteria. In ancient Mesopotamia, the character who is credited with saving human life from a deadly flood, Atrahasis, only receives a score of 6 out of 22. In ancient Egypt, the god of the afterlife, Osiris, only received a 5 out of 22. However, Jesus Christ in the New Testament somehow receives an extremely high score of 18 out of 22 on the Raglan criteria. Overall, just because these characters do not fit his made up scoring system, that does not prove they are not heroes. To thousands of people living in Ancient civilizations, these characters are worshipped and seen as heroes. 
· It is extremely specific and ineffective for determining a true hero. 

5. The Role of Women in Heroic Myths
· Despite being oppressed for a lot of human history, Women still tend to play a role in many Ancient myths. For the most part, myths were dominated by central male characters, but women still played some kind of a background role. For example, even though Ancient Egypt was ruled by Kings with divine right who were supposed to be the incarnation of the god Horus (who is a man), Ancient Egyptian myths still include a number of Women gods such as Isis who was able to bring her husband back to life, and then conceive Egypt’s ruler, Horus. Though men are usually in charge, Women still play a role in the myths. 
· In Hawaii, the god of Volcanoes, Pele, actually shared half of the land with the God of rain, Kamapua’a.
· Mesopotamia- Myths include Goddess Tiamat, who was the god of Saltwater, being defeated and out of her body came the heavens and the earth.
· Ashanti- Were a matrilineal society, and line of descent is traced through the female. This motherhood descent determined land rights, inheritance of property, offices and titles. Some of  these societies greatest myths revolve around women, including the Cuulu myth, which includes Cuulu surviving her sister's abuse and attempted murder to marry a crocodile

6. Effect of Religion (or Underlying Religious Beliefs) on Myths and Heroes
· Horus and Osiris: Ancient myths are also used to explain why rulers are to be worshipped. In ancient Egypt, Pharaoh's were worshipped because they were seen to be the incarnation of the god Horus, and once they died they were associated with the god of the underworld, Osiris. These myths made Pharoh’s divine & above all of their subjects
· 

7. The Role of Local Geography in Myths
· Aqhat Epic- Ancient Canaanite myth, explains how Aqhat was killed by the Goddess Anath out of jealousy for a bow and the bloodshed caused a famine over the land. Helps to explain the area’s barrenness during the summer, and 
even though the rest of the myth is unknown it was most likely used to explain how fertility eventually came back
· Hawaii- Because of their geography, many myths are related to Volcanoes. For example, there is evidence that the Hawaiin Volcano Kilauea was active during a time where a glacier was forming over it. There are Hawaiin myths about how this happened. Also, Hawaiian myths also include Pele, who is the God of Volcano’s, and Kamapua’a who is the god of rain. The story explains how the battle ends in them splitting the land, and explaining why one side of the island gets much more rain than the other did. 


9. Pedagogical (Teaching)/Morality Role of Myths 
· Pedagogical myths help to shape individuals to the aims and ideals of a particular social group or tribe, guiding them from birth to death through the course of human life. These are myths that show by good and/or bad example how to live a human life
· Israel: Moses- the story of Moses leading the Israelites of oppression under gods commands not only portrays the message that only the one true God Yahweh should be worshipped but more importantly the 10 commandments would guide people lives. Including things like thou shall not steal, thou shall not murder etc. was used to teach the jews what is right from wrong, and how to live a good life. 
· Bhagavad Gita-India- Is a 700 verse Hindu scripture that is apart of the Mahabharata. The Gita is a dialogue between   Arjuna and Lord Krishna and mainly focuses on the current war between the Pandavas and the Kauravas. Though the story consists of mostly fighting and battle, the story teaches more of selflessness and putting others before one's self. The story also values devotion and has been a guiding principle for Hinduism. Gandhi even referred to the Gita as his spiritual dictionary in his fight for Indian independence from the British. Overall, the story shows how to live a meaningful life by being selfless. 

11. Effect of Cultural Development on Myths
· Hunting Gathering Societies-  Religion was often animistic and all of nature was often seen as being infused with a spirit or divine presence.  At this stage of cultural development, religion was often animistic, as all of nature was
seen as being infused with a spirit or divine presence. At center stage was the main hunting animal of that culture, and a large part of religion focused on dealing with the psychological tension that came from the reality of the necessity to kill versus the divinity of the animal. This was done by presenting the animals as springing from an eternal archetypal source and coming to this world as willing victims, with the understanding that their lives would be returned to the soil or to the Mother through a ritual of restoration. The act of slaughter then becomes a ritual where both parties, animal and mankind, are equal participant
· Example: Australian Aborigines: Mainly a hunter-gatherer society, much of their beliefs revolved around a “Dreamtime” where most of the land and animals were created. Australian Aborigines beliefs were animistic. An example of one of these Dreamtime myths is one that includes an old man telling them the through persistence and bravery, he would go and steal fire from the red-crested cockatoo for them to use. 
· Early Agrarian Societies: Beginning with the practice of agriculture, a new way of understanding humanity's relationship to the world develops. The earth was seen as the Mother, and the myths focused around Her life-giving powers. The plant and cultivation cycle was mirrored in religious rituals which often included human sacrifice, symbolic or literal. The main figures of this system were a female Goddess,  and her ever-dying and ever-resurrected son/consort, a male God. At this time the focus was to participate in the repetitive rhythm the world moved in expressed as the four seasons, the birth and death of crops and the phases of the moon. At the center of this motion was the Mother Goddess from whom all life springs and to whom all life returns. This often gave Her a dual aspect as both mother and destroy
