First, last time you asked me, there are parts of the business that I didn’t tell you about the business. I felt that you didn’t ask so I didn’t talk about it but these questions need to give some more details about the business:
Nutrifinna is not the only business or even the main one. When I came to Canada I opened a cleaning business to help pay for my studies. Then in 2013, I started Atra research and consulting. This is my main business. I do consulting and research for governments and multinational companies. Atra Research and Nutrifinna are under Atra Investment Group. I’m the chairman of the group.  
Did the culture play a role in me becoming an entrepreneur?
Yes, I would say yes. Arabs are usually traders. Since I was young I criticised the mercantilist business style adopted by Arabs. So, I insist on working on creating the value from scratch. When you are a trader you are at the mercy of the manufacturer. Yes, you usually make more money but the manufacturer plays a bigger role in the economic development. So, the Arab culture encourages the self-employment, which I picked but I don’t agree on some of things in my culture though. I work towards creating value from scratch rather than just buying and reselling. I did trading in the past and I don’t mind trading again. However, I believe in the diversification of investment portfolio to decrease the vulnerability towards business fluctuations. So, I don’t mind owning a trading business but it will never be my main focus. I always focus on businesses that create value from scratch. 
Also, being an Algeria plays a significant role. There is a concept called Tough Tender Societies. Tough societies are societies where people put work ahead of everything and they tend to pace a higher importance on the future. They tend to consume less luxury. Tender societies are collective societies were people prefer to spend quality time and not plan for the future. The Algerian society is the type of the Tough society and I’m Algerian. So, Algerians are really good at saving. For instance, back home, you think someone is poor and all of a sudden you find that the person has bought a land, built an extravagant villa, and drives a brand new car. The vast majority is like that because they are good at saving and the families support each other. I picked this thing from my society and my culture. I’m good at saving. Also, members of a Tough Society tend to plan the future and I noticed this about myself. I never enjoyed a success because by the time I achieve something I’m already thinking ten steps ahead of it. So, yes, definitely being Algerian and Arab played a significant impact on me to become an entrepreneur. 
Why and when did I start Nutrifinna? 
First, I do angel investment. Whenever I like a business I buy it or I buy parts of it. Second thing, successful businesses come from personal need. So, I’m very busy. So, I have no time to cook but at the same time I want maintain my health, my weight, and eat healthy. When I lived in Dubai, I saw a similar business that provides healthy food to busy professionals or individuals based on dietitians’ programs. I looked for it here to sign up but I didn’t find it. So, there was this time where I was at a restaurant and I met two people that I know. I told them about the business idea and I said if I find someone who has a business like this I will be the first client. They went and worked on it for four months and then they came to me and asked if I want to invest in the business. So, I bought 50% of it. 
Did the Algerian Community play a role or support in helping me?
No! I actually have a theory about this. I think that if someone wants to succeed in a foreign country; he/she needs to not get too much close to his/her own community. If I wanted just to network with Algerians then I would have stayed in Algeria. I’m here to get in touch with other cultures, present mine in the best possible ways, and learn from other cultures and develop myself. So, no, the Algerian community did not play a role in this. I had my savings and my parents supported me. My clients are from all communities and countries. 
What’s Next?
Presently I’m focusing on a real estate that my family bought. We own and rent malls and commercial areas. That’s our family business. So, currently we are working on a big investment in a commercial real estate in Algeria. In Canada we have already three different extensions planned. This year, we are planning to start a new business in big venues catering, we are also hoping to start our own food manufacturing unit within the next three years. There are some plans to start something in high tech but we will see when time comes.
What do I want to achieve as an entrepreneur?

For sure you start it because you need to provide for yourself, that’s the bottom level, but at the same time you need to like it. The more you succeed the more your objectives go from being an entrepreneur increase. I think that to me, what I want to do is to make change, and create jobs. People ask me if I want to make millions. I say, I do what I like and what I’m good, money comes along!! So, I enjoy it and I want to create jobs and be positive. My pleasure is when I see people working for me happy with their families. When I see that, I know that part of this happiness comes from the financial security they enjoy and this is because I worked hard to reach this point. In my opinion there is no way I was born, live, and die just to pay bills to capitalists. I want to be positive and create change in my community.
