What is harm reduction?
· Use and extent of use are not the issue
· Primary focus is on people who are already experiencing harm
· Programs and policy designed to reduce harm
· Best alternative for those for whom TREATMENT, PREVENTION & CRIMINAL SANCTIONS were not effective
· Societal response aiming to limit harm rather than stopping use

Unintended Consequences-
· Risk negative moral evaluation or stigma attached to those who appear to lack control over their use
· Which harms are the most important?
· Can harm be minimized without the negative unintended consequences or without creating new harms?
· How to achieve a balance between community protection and individual autonomy?
· Is there a risk that harm reduction removes incentives for treatment?
