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In the presentation "Feminism, Nationalism, and Revolution in the Arab World", Dr. Rima Abunasser told a story of a woman and her feathered dress.  The woman lost her dress which makes her feel like a part of her was missing and she was always in a search for it. I think many women, feel like their wings have been clipped and they cannot fly away as they want to. Being a feminist gives hope that one day women will be men’s equal and all women will be able to speak, live freely and not live in a “men’s world”. Even in the western world, women are still looking for their voice even in relationship, job, society and household. 

Social media platforms facilitate communications between women around the world and help break barriers faced by female decision-makers and feminist. Women’s voice is more visible than ever before where conversations about feminism on Twitter had increased by 300% over the past three years. Online feminist activism in the Arab World can use social media to get their message out without them being visible. Even if they do not actively participate, online access gives them the zeal to push forward. Unfortunately, there are cyber-attacks to oppose such movements. Some believe creating groups only create division while other feel it can be detrimental to men. 

I believe that social media is a great tool that feminist in the Arab world, can use to mobilise attention to women’s rights. With social media, women can feel empowered as part of a community that stands with them for rights. One day, I believe there will be an increase of Arab women’s representation on social media. 

The Adult Education & Online Hate project helps Canadians deal with sociopolitical issues in their communities. The videos focus on how social media brings communities together by using online presence. It is important to communicate about an issue as a community since we all live in the same environment and the action of one affects other. If something happens in Montreal that displeases people, the community has the responsibility to discuss and it and provide solutions. Social media platform can be used by people to express their opinions and expectations. 

If I had to choose one of Alex’s interventions, I would choose the town hall meeting. That is the best idea because it will be centered around people in my community unlike the Theater of the Oppressed intervention. An issue within a community does not have to be shared with everyone on social media. The main advantage is that people can both discuss in person and online through twitter. The disadvantage is that people might not participate since the town hall will create too much visibility.  I would not tackle issues online for the following reasons; there will be no control of the issues discussed which might create a misunderstanding, people who are not in the community will participate in the discussion and everyone might not have access to social media platforms.  
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
