· it has a strong central city along with having suburban and edge city development 
· “Toronto the Good”
· Toronto is a “city of neighbourhoods”.
· “Diversity is our strength”

Sociology and the City:
· Sociology is the systematic study of human society
· Society consists of people who interact in a defined territory and shared culture (way of life, including basic beliefs and values)
· The city is the setting for all aspects of social life 
· The city is a strategic site for the exploration of many major subjects confronting society and sociology, including:
· Industrialization/de-industrialization
· Housing and settlement patterns
· Social and cultural diversity
· Crime
· Technology
· Capitalism
· the environment

· City - is a large and densely populated urban area, includes an administrative centre/body responsible for taxation, etc.
