1. Third wave feminism
The last wave of feminism took place primarily in the 1990s. This wave of feminism pushed the boundaries on what was the current ideal of what it meant to be a woman. As such the 3rd wave of feminism focused primarily on womanhood as it is experienced by all types of woman including different ethnicities, socio-economic backgrounds and races. This view promoted heavily the idea of diversity and dispelled the notion that the experience of womanhood as a singular, linear experience. This wave of feminism is extremely significant as it look to ensure that any rights gained for women was experienced by all the women in the society, not just some. This marks a stark contrast from the previous and early waves of feminism which were solely focused on and promoted by affluent Caucasian women. Again, the significance of the third wave can be found in the developing terms of intersectionality and diversity.

3. Formal equality
Formal equality is the form of equality extended by legal and political means. This means that the laws in place at the time governing personal and human rights are the same for both men and women. A great example of formal equality would be the persons case. The importance of formal equality is evident in that is often seen as a perquisite for substantive equality. The need for formal equality is vital as it helps to bridge the gap currently present in societies in which women are not given the same rights as men. 4. Second wave Feminism
Second wave feminism took place primarily in the 1970s, it marked the differences between the political ramifications of current progress of the woman’s right with the social aspects that were slow to progress alongside the liberation of rights. The second wave of feminism was marked by the royal commission on the status of women which outline to which extent progress was still to be made in the social treatment of women.  This wave’s motto was “the Personal is political”, this means that the focus of this wave was to adjoin the social and domestic spheres of the way in which women are treated. This being the case, a large focus of the second wave of feminism was the structure of domestic relationships and the problem of domestic abuse. 

5. Formal vs Substantive equality
Formal equality is concerned with the legal rights given to both men and women and the assurance that they are both equal.
Substantive equality is more concerned with the sameness of outcomes, that being said, substantive equality look to give either gender certain preferential entitlements over the other to ensure that they are equal in outcome.
