The summer 2019 CDNS2210A exam, to be held in class on July 18, will be marked out of 25 and is worth 25% of the mark for the year.

PART I. Please answer four questions relating to the following terms. In your responses should state what terms mean, what theorists are associated with the terms where relevant, and what their applicability is to Canada. Your points should include examples, where appropriate. Be sure to address any problems or contradictions inherent in the terms, as discussed in lectures. Not all of the following terms will be on the exam. But the exam will include only items from this list and you will have six questions from which to choose. Please write complete sentences and coherent paragraphs. Please be thorough. (8 points total, 2 points for each term chosen.)

PART II: IMAGE ANALYSIS (7 points total)

This is the one section for which you won’t have the potential material in advance, but the images will be from among those we’ve discussed in class, particularly in the context of visual media. They are in the slides and/or videos. You’ll be asked to discuss two images separately and together. What particular issues do the address? Link your analysis with course themes. Please be thorough.




PART III. Write one well-argued longer essay. Topics on the exam will include two from the following four. You’ll be asked to choose one of the two on the exam to address. (10 points total)


>> 1. Consider these two views (quoted in Zechenter 1997):
“I am human and nothing human is alien to me.” Terrence (Roman playwright), 163 BCE
“My own group aside, everything human is alien to me.” Renato Rosaldo (academic anthropologist), 1984 CE 
What concepts are encapsulated (in their extreme forms) in these quotes? What are the strengths and drawbacks of each? How do they apply to situations in Canada? Refer to course readings and lecture material where relevant.


>> 2. In her 1972 book Survival, Margaret Atwood wrote, “What a lost person needs is a map of the territory, with his own position marked on it so he can see where he is in relation to everything else  […] We need such a map desperately, we need to know about here, because here is where we live.” What (and whose) themes is she building on in this quote? What does she mean by “survival”?


>> 3. In his Histories (c. 440 BCE), Greek historian Herodotus wrote: “If anyone, no matter who, were given the opportunity of choosing from amongst all the nations in the world the set of beliefs which he thought best, he would inevitably – after careful considerations of their relative merits – choose that of his own country. Everyone without exception believes his own native customs, and the religion he was brought up in, to be the best.” Everyone is a strong word, but let’s say that for many people, Herodotus’s observation may hold true. Does it apply to Canada? Do many Canadians assume superiority over people of other places? Of certain places? What were/are the potential negative ramifications of this? Refer to course readings and lecture material where relevant. 

>>4. What is the Laurentian Thesis? What does it try to explain? How does it connect with theories of Harold Innis and Northrop Frye? What artistic and cultural productions that we’ve discussed in class reflect the Laurentian ethos? What are its drawbacks? Refer to readings, lectures, videos, and specific examples in your analysis.
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
