· First people – europeen exploration (native/europeen)
· 10 000 20 000 – first people crossed from asia/NA (bering straight – Beringia)
· Sea lvls low – easy to cross bridge (follow the herds to America
· High arctic last to be settled 4000 years ago (5000 years – ice retreated (NA/Asia separated)
· 35 000 years – Native America (-cultural, social , economical diversity, - more then Europe)
· Mexico built city to rival Europe
· Canadian shield -> first nation colonies
· 100 million -> Native americans in America (-when Europe duscovers)
· Population density varies in Americas (mexico/central = more pop – “Canada”  = 500 000 (less pop))
· Epidemic disease in American very rare (almost unknown) 
· ->start in Asia =>europe =/ Americas ->population growth in ameria = healthier ->absence in disease => less resistance to major diseases
· Native => view as past of “star” “galaxies” “animals” others things (harmony with nature)
· Huron/Iroquois ruled by woman (all others ruled by men)
· Diversity of languages (12 in Americas, which 7 of those are in BC)
· Inuit in high arctic ->Algonquin language most diverse (most languages extinct by now)

· Model of nature culture (shape the development of the societies)
· NW coast – greatest linguistic diversity (7) – cut off by BC interior by rocky mountains (oldest area of native settlement, mostly populated (majority) most fertile region (marine resources (fish, sea mammals – less agriculture)
· Lived in villages, cedar/furs to build their needs, chief/nobles at top of social pyramid, slaves at bottom 
· Plateau (BC interior) – salas, coutnesh (??) – relied of salmon fishing, semi pneumatic (move around slightly), did not practice agriculture
· Plaines region (mostly in US but somewhat in Canada) – sew, black foot (??), spoke unrelated languages – shared many social and cultural affinities.  Centred on buffalo (fuel, food, clothing, shelter), pneumatic life (move around) – move with buffalo (migrate)
· Subarctic region (Canada’s largest Native area – almost all in Canada) – Yukon to Newfoundland, less densely populated. Lies below the tree line – food resources limited (west – danai, East Algonquian, Innu) pneumatic (move around) – move together in the summer and lvie off fishing – winter, split in groups and go their own ways, lead by leaders)
· Arctic – least densely populated region, above the tree line (Alaska, Nunavut, northern Quebec Greenland) – harshest climate, covered with snow/.ice most of the year (Inuit people) (moves around, based on food resources – go where they can find food) – economy centred on large mammals (caribou, seals, somewhat fishing but mostly mammals)
· NE culture area – early Canadian history occurs (atlantic to great lakes) – greatest economic and social diversity (spoke Algonquian and Iroquoian – centered in great lakes (huron and iroquoi) -> semi pneumatic, every few years they will move villages
· More agricultural, not fully fixed (corn, tabacco, beans)
· Confederacy
· Men = war, farming, trading – woman = planting, preparation, cultivating
· Villages would move every 10-15 years (could contain 1000-1500 people) 
· Lived in longhouse in fortified villages– lead by a senior woman (matriarchal and matrilineal society)
· Outside great lakes, Algonquian speaking nation
· Some farming was practiced, but centered on hunting/fishing
· Patriarchal – lead by men, loose political structure
· No tribe in Algonquin were confederacy
· Contact bt europe /Americas brings change –
· Europeans settle in Americas, many nations will collapse
· First to settle were Vikings (norse)
· 9th-12th century (Scandinavia experience demographic pressure)
· Settle in Iceland/Greenland – conquer areas (Normandy) – move across Europe
· Global climate warmer = agriculture possible in Greenland/Iceland (agricultural people)
· Leif Ericson – explore Baffin islands, Labrador, Newfoundland
· Extreme sweep of the East to the West
· Establish settlement in Newfoundland (vineland)
· Conflict with Beothuk people drive Norse away – home advantage to drive them away
· Confirmed in 1961 that Norse came (Beothuk made Inuit weary of europeens) – Violent conflict with Norse
· Norse Sagas – Asia could be reached by sailing west, random continent that lies between Europe/Asia (basically create rumors)
· 15th century – Portugese replace Norse
· Establish trading empire, stretching all the way to China
· Joined by Spanish, sponsor Columbus’ 1492 voyage of discovery
· Hoped to find passage to asia
· Finds (cuba), thinks it’s Asia – launch big phase of exploration and colonisation
· Europeen expansion – 3 major factors (1, economic = motivations, merchant (seek a direct route to asia for muslim turks – has to pass through Turkish land (middle man gets money/their “cut”)
· Spices – can only be obtained through muslim countries (trading middle – control the trade)
· Resources fromn the New world – fur, fish, precious metals
· (initially = find asia, then new incentive becomes to get metals from new world)
· Tabacco, sugar, chocolate (unknown to Europe before discovery)
· Runaway inflation in Europe because of gold/silver in new world
· 2nd factor) Population growth -> migrate to new world to obtain land (population pressures)
· Few French settlers, more Britain’s
· 3rd major factor – religion(convert indigenous people to Christianity) 
· Seek refuge from religious persecution (quakers – leave because they want freedom) – most religious purposes are done for conversion not persecusion
· Europeen exploration (initially) centred in mexico and south – but not restricted to
· 1497 – John Cabot (reached Newfoundland) – seeking sea route to asia
· Discovers some of world’s richest fishing grounds – well received in England (try going north)
· Newfoundland Grand banks (very rich fishing – not deep bay) – mostly Cod
· Fish outweigh fur – more precious
· 16th century
· 2 types of fishery – dry fishery (catch, ship, gut) and green fishery (catch, gut, put in salt)
· Frobisher/Hudson explore Arctic Ocean
· Both failures – too far arctic
· 1670 – hudson’s bay company ( exclusive trading rights (Rupert land)
· Portuguese launch many exploration in 16th century in north
· France – discovers passage to Asia (map American east coast)
· Jacques Carier claimed Canada for France (1534) - 3 voyages to Canada (gulf, QC, Montreal)
· 1541 3rd voyage to create settlement = failure, abandon men and come back to france with “fake gold”
· Lose interest after his trips
· European diseases devate Native because of sickness
· European trade good replace old native implements for native
WEEK 2
· 17th century
· French settlement, destruction Huronia, politics/social structure New france, New france, atlantic region (main points)
· European demand for fur = interest in Canada
· European beaver – almost instinct, fur = making felt (hats)
· Fishers traded with native people – but not enough to satisfy Europeans 
· Natives wanted metal implements (pots, knives, guns) in return for fur
· French crown – try to control the fur trade (failed)
· First success – Champlain (port Royal 1604 – bay of Fundy) settlement (granted monopoly on fur trade – had to try and control the fur trade)
· Realizes that he cant control fur trade from port royal – shifts to st-laurent (1608 – settlement in Quebec)
· Renew French claims to the region – moment where New France is born (French regime lasts 1608 – 1760)
· French colonists went to Acadia (region chances many times from Britain to France with wars ; slow down settlement)
· Iroquoi from st-lawrence disappeared – causes from European diseases and takeover from Mohawk, Inu,Algonquin – not sure if pushed out of consumed by diseases
·  Natives moved to this region to control the fur trade – everyone wants to have a part in it
· Stakes higher for fur (more wars between natives/European (eastern Canada became a war zone to control the fur trade settlement
· Inu, Algonquin established well in quebec, made a deal/allies with French Europeans to help them control the fur trade zone in return for weapons (vs Mohawk)
· Champlains agreement with Natives to defend settlement is a key factor to gain a sturdy hold on the fur trade
· Champlain forges allies with Huron Nation (very powerful ally)
· Huron want to trade directly with French – want more and also want french help to defeat Iroquois (huron/Algonquin also made alliances) * French become masters of diplomacy to forge new alliances between colonies and also to help them
· Natives control fur trade for Europeans ; slow down growth of New France because they don’t need labor help to trade fur (natives do all the work)
· >100 Europeans live in New france 
· 1627 – Cardinal Richelieu (Prime minister of king Luis 13th ) – boosts new france’s economy, chartered “company of 100 associates” (shareholders)
· Gives them monopoly to comtrol all the economy
· Boost new france’s fortune
· Company promises to bring 4000 french settlers to New France
· Colony to promote religious enterprise
· Cardinal wanted to see French presence expand
· Protestants to be excluded from being brought to New France (wants it to be a catholic colony only)
· Cardinal’s plans fall to the English in 1629
· English/French rivals
· Turn back quebec to france in 1632
· Colony was in terrible shape (economic growth are slow in years to return, very few European settlers to come, company always on verge of bankruptcy – fur trade expensive)
· Jesuits/Ursulines were given full control of New france (to repel protestants)
· Form multiple schools for natives
· Jesuits send back regular reports to French about early days of New France
· 1642 – foundation of Montreal (model of chritian community)
· Missionary activity dislocated native traditions towards Christianity
· Farming people = chritian people
· Christian movement was one of the causes in the fall of Huron 
· Most tragic event in 16th century Canadian history
· Iroquoi form confederacy – huron asked to join – huron reject
· Huron form their own confederacy (war breaks – conflict gets worse because of European arrivals)
· Huron.Iroquoi very powerful and want to have control of fur trade
· European/huron natives alliances is good but also bad because it kills most huroniens of diseases
· Most likely to die = old/young (chiefs to lead and children for more warriors)
· Jesuit are looked upon as “witches”  but can’t be expelled because they need to accept them to get weapons/supplies from French
· French only gives guns to chritien huronians
· Iroquois have w/e they want because Dutch/English don’t care who they give guns./weapons/supplies to; they just want money
· 1649-1650 Iroquoi confederacy move to eliminate Huron rival confederacy
· Huron settlements destroyed, Huron nation in anarchy
· Huron seek refuge in Quebec/Algonquin allies (other Huron join Iroquois – to throw the French out because they feel they didn’t bring them anything)
· Fur trade disrupted (French lost powerful allies ; Iroquois want to raid French settlements for their own)
· 1650 - 1660s, French strike back (French launch own raids towards Iroquois with force) 
· The Great Peace of Montreal – signed 1701
· Peace with Iroquois and with their allies
· Destruction of Huronia makes French have to be more involved in fur trade
· French “courreurs des bois” replaces Hurons in the fur trade
· French efforts to explore continent have intensified
· Algonquin couldn’t rely on huron corn anymore – Turn to French farmers around Quebec and trade them furs (3 riviere, Quebec, montreal – more settlement in st-lawrence valley)
· French settlers get more involved/present in region (New France)
· French dominate NE region – British dominate hudson’s bay/Newfoundland and some parts of states, Spanish dominate South America (west)
· New France’s destiny takes dramatic shift 1661 – King Louis 14th achived power
· Strive for French power and prestige
· Boosting fortunes of various French colonies
· 1663 – take back/revokes charter of 100 company (turn new France in province of France – direct rule of French crown (same structure as Normandy)

· Consolidation/downfall of New France (1701-1763)
· Anglo French/conflict in new world
· Britain’s presence to north – french are threatened; push westward  and claim louisianna 
· New France expanding, conflict inevidable
· Britain/France on collision course in Europe (Britain leading power, but France’s military is very powerful
· Britain possessed a very large navy – easy to project power overseas
· Britain power = NA and France = power in Europe
· Britain wages war to France (17th, 18th century = Iroquois raids to harass French, French respond by Raids in Iroquois villages
· French launch raids in north/west fronts of New England
· Canadian militia/native allies terrorise New England Fronts = kill/capture hundreds of people – hit and run tactic
· Britain pissed = tactics don’t follow the “war” tactics they are used to
· 1701 – New France still at war
· French subsidises fur trade – less of main role(economy) , more strategic role (pin others against allies
· New France suffered weaknesses 18th century
· Population too small
· Not enough people to keep it going
· 1/20th population of British colonies
· Economy was precarious
· -Fur trade wasn’t certain ; only used as strategic movements
· Fur trade key factor in defence (subsidised to make allies)
· Agriculture wasn’t the best – could feed themselves but if something went wrong they were screwed (one crop fails and they don’t have enough food for others)
· Couldn’t count on naval defense and resupply
· France neglected NA colony
· British navy could easily disrupt communication between france/new france
· British have a bigger navy army ; easier to disrupt
· New France possessed strategic advantages
· Native alliances
· Hate that their lands are being taking by British settlers
· Move across eastern regions (ohio valley)
· Natives thought they could protect their land better with France from British – source of strength
· France uses allies to protect vs Britain, and vice versa (New france/native land)
· Religion more important than language
· Size/natural borders
· Barrier on east coast
· St-lawrence valley – locked in ice for several months of the year causing the british can’t sail to them
· French strategy – hyper aggressive ; Bring battle to enemy – keep the conflict on their frontier, fight in little battlers to keep them busy instead of having the British attack Quebec (when they attack they won’t miss their chance)
· Militarised society with a unified command structure
· New france – authoritarian state
· Disunity in British – exert less control in colonies in NA, while France exerts much control to have unity and power
· 13 americain colonies don’t help each other, they only take care of themselves
· War of Spanish succession – 1701-1713
· French strategy – Bore fruit
· British assault on Quebec – failed cause of weather
· French capture major Hudson’s bay factory in the north
· France loses war in Europe (then you can see the decline)
· 1730 treaty of Utrecht, gives all their land in NA to British, surrenders most of Acadia to them
· French recognize british sovereignty to Iroquois (All communication has to pass throught british)
· France can’t negotiate with Iroquois directly anymore
· Treaty ambiguous – not exactly clear on what they are giving up, later causes conflict
· Acadians given choice – relocate to French acadia or swear allegiance to british crown (become british) ; most remain in bay of fundy
· Sign to become british but on the condition that they don’t want to fight against france (Neutral)
· Greatest years of development for Acadia and Canada occurred during 30 years of peace following treaty of Utrecht
· New france = population triple (55 000, in 1755), natural increase, Iron works established (beginning of industry), agriculture surpassed fur trade industry (but fishing is still #1 resource)
· ¾ settlers in agriculture (biggest thing was wheat)
· New France was mostly country side
· Preparations made for next round of conflict
· French make powerful fortress at Louisbourg (1720), on Ile Royale
· French encourage Migma to raid british posts
· French to expand diplomacy (gift diplomacy) – more generous to natives intensely
· First nations view as rent for posts / (travel fees)while French viewed it as gifts
· 1744-1748 -– war breaks out in Britain (war of Austrian succession (foreshadow what is about to come in 1760s
· Both sides begin for next round of conflict
· Britain builds naval base in Halifax to counter fortress at Louisbourg
· France intensifies building forts throughout

· 7 years war (1756-1763) – war of the conquest, French/indian war, 
· Begins really in 1754 in the new world
· Global conflict, occurs on every continent (more global in a sense then WW1)
· gov, virginia to expel the French from ohio valley (to aquire valley/put end to native raids)
· expedition is a total failure, also humiliated (begins the hostilities in the new worlds, signals to colonies to unify and come together to defeat French
· Marquis Montcalm/Marquis Vaudreil (Canadian born governor of New France) quarreled to make strategies to conduct war (how will war end up)
· Vaudreil = follow basis war tactics – attack deep in british territories (worked in past)
· Montcalm = underestimated abilities of Canadian militia and native allies (doesn’t know how to use them well) – French military should be concentrated in st-lawrence valley ; play more defensively to intercept the British attack, long enough for france to take over British forces in Europe
· Montcalm views will prevail in Paris – given power to plan the strategies
· New france still lacking in soldiers – militia still big because of population growth in NF (but lacking training because they weren’t needed for war)
· Early years of war went well for france
· French forces repeatedly humiliate british forces
· British shift war to Acadia –
· British expelled Acadian people from homeland
· Bulk of Acadian population are neutral – but some were sided with French 
· British wants acadians to swear oath to Britain or else consciences will coincide 
· Threaten Acadians that if they remain in british territory they will have campaign of terror against them for not joining them
· If Acadians back up French – Britain will not have control over the region after that (Acadians are the key to who holds the reagion)
· 1755 – Charles Lawrence – one last chance to swear oath to Britain (of consequences will happen, rounds up men to destroy boats and capture men/boys
· British to deport Acadians to 13 colonies throughout – expelled from land
· Some are able to escape to Quebec to help france – some flee to French acadia (many don’t survive)
· Acadians =victims from European want that they didn’t want
· Settlers soon move to Acadian territories (land transfers to british)
· Acadians to return to their land – by 1760 but notice all their land has been taken by british, but they have to swear oath to Britain or else they can’t return (people who don’t then settle in Spanish Louisiana, and some live in north of NB)
· 1758 – wars momentum to shift to british
· Shift to Atlantic region
· Decision made to defeat france in new world instead of battling in Europe (concentrated to conquer their land)
· Louisbourg fell to britsh in 1758 (refugees who come to them are taking up all their resources – food and supplies which weakens the fort)
· Demolish fortress in 1760 (strategic move that if France get it back, they have a very big advantage for barracks)
· Whoever controls louisbourg controls st-lawrence valley, and now british can cut all communications to paris because of their big naval army
· Acadian expulsion come to france, and now conscription is applied)14-70, if you can walk you can fight)- to defend quebec – Canadians don’t want to go back to france 
· British siege on quebec in 1759 – 13000 forces (larger then population of quebec city)
· Bombardment of quebec constantly
· Wolf – has to make move before water freezes (launch final assault sept 13th 1759) – defeat French on plains of Abraham (outside walls of quebec) (Wolf/montcalm died in battle)
· Quebec surrendered to British a few days later, even though it’s only rubbish cause of all the fighting
· Vaudreuil to take over French forces and mount counter-siege of Quebec city 
· French defeat british outside quebec city, and believe they can push to quebec city
· In practice, little chance that they can defeat british (wait for French forces to come from Europe, but british boat seen)
· Retreat to Montreal – 3 british armies to attack from S/W/E
· Montreal couldn’t hold any siege by themselves – faced with defeat ; vaudreuil surrenders Montreal in septembre 1760 (new france is lost)
· French tries to counter by bringing the war back to Europe
· General Amherst Proclamation established a temporary military administration for New France
· British don’t  recognize the French system but they’ll allow it
· Terms of proclamation are mild – no one is deported apart from French soldiers (deported to france), everyone is allowed to stay
· 4000 people able to return to france (most of them come from france)
· Canadian born people choose to stay in british held territories with their land
· British conquest disrupted Canadian economy
· Ravaged farms, buildings destroyed, city demolished basically
· People living in cellars
· French refuse to honor “paper notes” (bank notes signed)
· Fur trade collapses
· Privateering to disrupt navy (????)
· War in Europe ended as stalement, but Britain won war in New world – Britain known as most powerful nation
· 1763 (treaty of paris), france ceded Canada to Britain
· France still wants to keep a bit of land for fishery
· Britain gets east Canada, the rest that france owns – they give it to spain as a “gift” because they don’t want Canada anymore, they feel it’s a trouble to them and brought them nothing but troubles
· Ottawa chief Pontiac organised a vast native confederation that rose up against te british in 1763
· “Pontiacs rebellion”
· Almost every posts in ohio valley are taken by them
· British forces get upper hand in 1764 – news of peace treaty finally reach interior
· Britain issues proclamation to protect native land 
· Royal Proclamation of 1763 
· Creates vast native reserve
· settlement was banned in this region (somewhat in quebec)
· any settlement had to be between Britain/native people (Britain had to give consent for settlers and natives had to agree to it)
· settlers still move into the region, they don’t care about the proclamations
· royal proclamation contained significant provisions regarding the canadiaens
1. a new british province of quebec was created
2. roman catholics were excluded from public office (excluded from swearing oath)
3. an elected assembly was promised, but only protestants would be grantedthe right to vote (new Englanders to settle in the colony)
4. british institutions and laws were to be established (General james Murray to implement royal proclamation)

WEEK 4

· Aftermath of British conquest
· British conquest was disaster for the first nations
· Disrupts balance of power in NA
· Benefiting from anglo/french conference – able to maintain soveirngty and pinning sides off against each other and allying themselves to French (letting English battle france instead of English battle First nation)
· British policy was to assimilate canadiens as quickly as possible
· British to encourage settlers to quebec 
· Hope that canadiens would become protestant (and eventually English)
· Impact of british conquest on French Canada
· Legislation/discrimination carred catholics from public office and social ascension (moving up in the world)
· Part of colonial elite left and replaced by elite protestant admin and merchants
· Economy total failure (ruins) – many farms burned, quebec in rubble, no strong merchants (you need permits to do business)
· New province of Quebec was fraction of New France’s size
· British criminal hustice was introduced (much less brutal and harsh then French punishment)
· Political liberties introduced (birth of political debate)
· Conquest didn’t alter fundamental social, political, economic structures (changes everything but in some sense it changes nothing)
· British assimilationist policies did not work
· Few settlers come (mostly merchants) who follow soldiers
· Almost no canadiens convert to Protestantism
· British have to readjust plans
· Elections in quebec - only protestants can vote (see that this would be illegitimate because 70 000 canadians couldn’t vote)
· They have to accept catholics (but say Jesuits can’t recruit new priests but aren’t outlawed – British try to shut down catholic churches)
· Church cooperated with british/acted as intermediary between colonial admin and population
· View conquest as legitimate (god decided that british would be in charge and they collaborate to say that king George was the ruler – they have to go by his rules)
· Church regain some power/influence after the cooperate (British keep them on tight leash – always having a say in their business)
· British forbid recruitment of new priest in france (so they will eventually recruit Canadians)
· British province of quebec suffer from shortage of priests in Quebec
· Many seigneurs also cooperated with british
· In cooperation they were able to assure churches stay (??)
· Quebec’s protestant merchats were a thorn in the side of the governor
· Viewed as cheap businessmen who only want profit
· Most merchants are making murray’s life a misery 
· Merchants form most of the quebec protestant merchants
· Governor call an assembly to stop granting favoritism to French catholcis
· Merchants to call that governor was replaced (merchants feel that they are favoring French catholic merchants them the English protestant merchants)
· Canadian society to recover from conquest in mid 1760’s
· Fur trade re-established
· Urban life to recover from british siege, commerce to start again (canadian merchants to deal with new governor and have to compete with british merchants and others – business to get better credit, contact – canadian merchants placed at disadvantage)
· Evolvement of canadian society – impact on british quebec 
· Many british arristocrates have sympathy for Canadians (was to suppress their laws)
· Seeds of American revolution were sown in 1760s
· American colonist not hapopy (upset that Britain has given native reserve in middle of Canada, many americans fought to get natives out, men died for this, and then british gives them a full native reserve – unjust that they can’t settle here)
· British to finance war debt by taxing 13 colonies – war was to benefit 13 colonies, get the French out (let the natives pay for it instead)
· Governor Carleton argued that concessions should be made to quebec’s French and catholic population in order to ensure their loyalty
· Murray replaced by Carleton (follow murray’s policies and ways)
· View anglo/American conflict as inevitable  (war between british and their colonies)
· Views arrangement of 1763 as unjust – but thinks that it will be dangerous (French catholics canadians to ensure their loyalty incase of war)
· Quebec be used as base – subdue rebellious colonies (canadian militia reactivated and used as a british army to beat down the rebellions)
· British government agrees – major concessions to be made
· Quebec act, 1774
· Significantly expanded province of quebec territory (great lakes, Labrador, ohio valley)
· Guaranteed free practice of roman catholic faith
· Recognised roman catholic church’s right to collect tithes
· Allowed catholics to hold public office (oath to swearing off pope abolished, just have to swear oath to be faithful to king George III
· Reintroduced French civil law (British law still applies to criminal law – 2 separate legal structures to apply)
· Confirmed the existence of seigniorial system 
· Didn’t provide creation of elected assembly
· Created appointed legislative council (governor given task to appoint subjects to legislative council – upper house but no lower house) – overestimate power of elites
· Secret instructions accompanied the act 
· Governor Carleton to still assimilate Canadians, still wants to supress catholic churches
· Long term goal = assimilation
· Carleton would ignore instructions (they would fail all attempts to gain trust)
· Quebec act to receive mixed reviews
· French –please that boundaries have been extended
· Merchants not pleased that didn’t provide elective assembly  (like promised in 1763 – merchants to run colony)
· Not please of reintroduction of French civil law – most aren’t pleased
· Churches pleased (most appointed to council are seigneurs) – get some more political power
· Normal French Canadians are 50/50 – normal habitants don’t care because they don’t benefit to any of this (only their seigneurs can get elected) – but they are still pleased because habitant can obtain land without paying for it
· Infuriate American colonies – colonies hate that british granted privileges to catholic churches – see quebec act that they will impose acts on their colonies (freakout)
· Colonies find that the act was formed by satan (eventually becomes a factor in the American revolution and will be pressed on as one of the main roles)
· American rebels invaded the province of quebec (1775-1776)
· Well aware of carleton’s plan (invade before Carleton can make his plan and to not let him transform it into a base)
· Tell French Canadians that if they join Carleton they will be promised freedom and safety
· Carleton thinks that quebec act to ensure loyalty to them
· As rebel forces enter quebec – French Canadians do nothing (unlike expected by british that they would fight back), merchants to sell to both sides
· Seigneurs to encourage people to help defend quebec because invasion would be bad for them
· Some French Canadians resist rebels (mostly in st-jean), canadian militia give rebels a hard fight
· Large number of Canadians join the rebel instead – many first nations backed the british
· Rebels get support from merchants from New England
· 2 prong attack, take quebec with not much resistance (Carleton flees to quebec to command defense force) – his force is stronger then rebels
· Carleton wants to wait for british forces to come in the spring and then launch counter attack after
· Rebel commander to launch attack on new year’s eve
· Canadian/British forces easily repel the rebels
· By spring, rebel run out of money and are weak
· Carleton chase rebels out of quebec after troops come for support\
· Carleton stops because men are “sick” – lake champlain
· France enters conflict in 1778 – on the American side
· To fight british
· France’s war goals wasn’t to recapture quebec – just to go to war to weaken Britain



· Treaty of Paris (1783)
· Transfer ohio valley to new united states
· Britain to recognize indepence of US
· Provide support
· Treaty provides transfer for refugees
· Most come to NB (nova scotia)
· Much land used to settle the loyalists who arrived in western quebec was purchased from the Mississauga first nations
· Arrive in 1784
· Receive supplies from british crown and are given land from their ranks (soldiers given more land then peasant)
· Many woman (family) persecuted in state for their husbands decision
· Loyalist to carve out farms of southern ON
· Complain that they have to follow French civil law – have French residents
· First nations were forced to take refuge in quebec at the end of the conflict
· British want to settle first nations in province (especially Iroquois mohawk – retain them as allies in case of war with US)
· Land to be transferred to US and 13 colonies
· British fear native revenge (betrayed allies)
· British to set up reserves for first nations
· Agriculture expanded in the province of quebec as new land was colonised and grain was exported to Britain
· Quebec economy to grow (especially in napolionic war and canadian conflicts)
· Quebec was much agricultural society
· Quebec cities gew steadily during the late 18th century
· Capital of british NA
· Epidemics very common (major killer – medical science couldn’t do much, doctors weren’t respected – tried to stay away from them)
· Economy – fur trade to suffer from ohio valley trade to US but to recover shortly after
· British merchants like Jame McGill formed large associations nd dominated the fur trade
· Demand repeal of quebec act (hate it), end civil law, and want public assembly
· Rising move of French speaking merchants/professional (lawyers, doctors, teachers) (who want elected collective assembly)
· Loyalist want their own colony because they feel outcasted from quebec
· Constitutional act of 1791 seperated the province of quebec into 2 colonies
· Loyalists get own colony (upper/lower Canada)
· Each part get elected assembly
· GG of local affairs of lower Canada (and assisted by lieutenant in every other decisions – to appoint members of executive council)
· Legislative assembly to offset the GG because they have some power now (GG can’t make the decisions he want alone)
· Bill passed by legislative assembly has to be passed and signed by GG or lieutenant, still holds the power
· Most adult men could vote (and some women who own property – widows)
· This gave power to French Canadians in upper Canada because they held a majority
· Lower canadas protestant minority was upset at being separated from upper Canada
· Upset that French civil law was still in place in lower Canada (French civil law – unless testament, all goods/possessions are divided equally to family, other law = given to oldest boy)
· Lieutenant governor John Graves Simcoe wanted to turn upper Canada into a model British colony
· Give british names to places in Ontario
· Attempts to establish Anglican church (many ppl in Canada not Anglican though)
· Places military colony on footing
· At same time – Governor attracting many American settlers to upper Canada who aren’t loyalists
· Frustrated with their democratic instincts (late loyalists = americans)
· Late loyalists = just wanted land (signed the paper that said you were loyalists but didn’t really have to be in presence, they just said they were)
· Real loyalists = given much land (dominate political order of Canada)
· Simcoe wants London to give loads of money to make upper Canada a great colony in NA
· Upper canadas population grew rapidly in the decades that followed the American revolution
· Late loyalists = liability (don’t trust them) and late loyalists feel the tension
· Tensions continues to simmer between Britain and united states after treaty of paris
· Britain to search American vessel in seas
· Treating American ships very badly, impresses American sailors into navy (conscripting)
· Royal navy disrupting trade between US and france (US is neutral is Napoleonic wars)
· Britain not respecting American independence (sovereignty) – Britain feels it has the right to decide all US decisions (policy enrages American opinion, and many believe they should declare war on Britain to restore the nations sovereignty)
· Sense that britian is encouraging first nations to go against US to take their land (even though they aren’t but US wants a reason to hate Britain)
· US congress declared war on Britain in june 1812
· Most population do nothing
· British to repel assault and counter attack by assisted by first nation allies (seize Detroit)
· 2nd American assault again repelled (canadian fronts were all defended by british forces – they were our back bone)
· Upper Canada militia not reliable
· American to attack lower Canada (repelled by first nation warriors, militia and some british forces)
· 1813 – war begins to turn in American favor (American take lake Ontario – burn York) – Canadians were treated badly so they change their allies to british
· War ends in stalemate
· No land was given/taken (peace treaty acquired, no land changes hand)
· Americans view war as 2nd American revolution and see it as a victory because they get respect from Britain
· Canadians claim victory because they defended canada and it remained in british possession
· Who won the war? Everyone and no one because no one got land – but viewed upon which side, many claim victory(if anyone lost the war – would be first nations because they lost independence?)
· Late 18th and early 19th century were a period of intense immigration and settlement in Atlantic colonies
· Settlers come from british iles or 13 colonies
· Acadians to return to colony in 1764 – anglo american settlers have been granted Acadian land (the settlers to settle on other land) – fishing is their main economy
· Mi’kmaq were increasingly pushed into marginal lands and surrounded by growing population of colonists
· Royal proclamation = all british first nations but provision weren’t protected much from white settlers
· Settlement was hampered in atlantic colonies by various british policies
· British keep land and give it to people they owed favors to (mostly soldiers)
· Nova scotia to receive assembly 1768 (others wait to 1825)
· American revolution would have permanent consequences on the atlantic colonies
· Stuck between 2 warring parties (british who gave them land or new Englanders who are their brothers – opt out for neutrality)
· Disrupt trade between new England and atlantic colonies
· Privateering to make havoc on fishing and naval trade
· Newfoundland cut off from New England
· Atlantic Canadians don’t want to join rebels
· Colony absorbed by process of settlement – don’t have time for rebellion
· Peace treaty in 1783 (separated from trading partners
· 1784, loyalists pressure resulted in political division of noca scotia
· Pressure Britain to break up colony (loyalists of upper Canada)
· British create 2 new colonies of nova scotia (new Brunswick and cape Breton)
· Loyalists were cross section of American society
· Portrayed as high society but also low peasants( but were a mixture)
· Slaves were promised freedom if they served british cause during American revolution
· Slaves usually used as labor workers instead of soldiers
· NS not land of freedom as many black loyalists were promised (most of them leave to form their own colony in African coast)
· Slavery existed mostly everywhere and disappeared in 19th century (judges wouldn’t make slaves come back if they ran away)
· Napoleonic wars stimulated atlantic regions economy
· Driven demand for lumber/fish (ship building was also a big thing)
· War 1812 sparred the region from an invasion
· New England didn’t want war
· Once war ends – prices/demand for canadian goods drop off 
· 1815, atlantic regions economy had become more/less set
· Newfoundland did fishery
· NB did forestry (lumber, ship building)
· PEI did farming
· Nova scotia had diversified economy and trades (bit of all, evolved as major colonial force)

· Upper Canada pop increase (1815-1840) – 100000 to 400 000
· British isles
· Many comes from US
· 25000 african americans to come to Canada to escape slavery
· Post war problems( stimulate immigration)
· More English then irish ppl to come (Quebec city or port of Halifax)
· Mortality rates high on ships (rates as high as slave ships)
· Many immigrants only stay for little while until they go to US because of economy is better there and more prosperous
· Land cheap, good place to settle
· Land surrenders for loyalist settlers
· Large number streaming to colony (if they don’t do land surrender the land will just be taken from them anyways)
· 1830s (fertile land in NB has been colonized) – moose is almost instinct (base of mik’mah economy) – living conditions are harder
· Newfoundland – beothuk people disappear in 1820 (presence of European cuts off resources)
· Forest of British NA were under assault in the 19th century
· Impact on environment
· Impact Ship building industries
· Industries helped by protected towers
· British set up system – set up tarrifs on other countries so that canadian grain/tiber is more competitive in british market
· Maritimes (NB best ship builder)
· BMO is first bank in Canada – good for expansion and trade
· Canada’s first railway, linked st-jean to la prairie (build in 1836)
· Many roads also built, and canals to facilitate trade and defense
· Lower canada’s population was expanding faster than agricultural colonisation
· Increases 5x -890 000 (1831)
· Demographic pressure – best farm lands was left in hands of speculators (hamper settlement of eastern townships
· Capitalist institution (fees/provision given by seigneurs that were selling lands)
· Anger growing 
· Crop failures (struck hard)
· Competition from upper Canada and lower Canada (wheat, better climate)
· Colony population to find work in Quebec industry (but industry isn’t growing fast enough either)
· People couldn’t find much work or land so they move farther from the st-lawrence valley in Laurentiens and Ottawa valley
· ¼ of lower canada’s women were in the labour force in 1825
· Weavers or domestic servants (received only room and board)
· Parents keen on sending daughters away cause they didn’t have to feed them anymore
· Domestics work “whole day” to take care of the family
· Many women become nuns (private institutions)
· Several outbreaks of cholera in 1830s provoked wave of panic among Canadians
· Big outbreak in 1832 – 10% of quebec populations dies
· Immigrants blamed for bringing it here
· People in lower Canada blamed british for bringing immigrants here (sponsors for immigration to bring more people to Canada)
· Water treatment wasn’t invented – helped spread the disease
· Roman catholic church was undergoing difficul period in early 19th century
· Church to assert independence (less scared of british)
· Shortage of priests still in effect
· Still hate british but still serve them loyally
· Anger to church for being too loyal to them (too close)
· Religious indifference to grow more and no one cares
· Frustrations with assemblies created
· GG still very powerful
· People frustrated with the Autocratic system (they want power to be taken away from GG and given to the legislative assembly = greater autonomy for lower Canada)
· Rural elites who made up parti Canadian quarreled with urban protestant merchants who controlled much of lower canada’s economy
· Promote interest of agriculture (while other opponents promote economy)
· Frustrated by pace of reform, Parti canadien began to radicalise in early 1830s
· Referred to as Patriots
· Demand political reform
· Want power of GG to be diminished and power of legislative assembly to increase
· Many people advocate reform with the british policies (but others do it their own way and don’t want to be with british system anymore = independence – ruled by people)
· Successive governors sought to counter the rising power of patriots
· Patriots were led by Louis-Joseph papineau, seigneur and fiery orator
· Usually French speaking
· Popular in lower quebec because many people wanted to have their opinion heard (rural voters)
· Exploit resentment 
· Lower canadian rebellions began November 1837
· British finally say no to reform 
· Warrants issued for patriote leaders
· Rebellion occurs without proper leadership (easially defeated by british troops)
· Lay waste to patriot strong holds
· 1838 = many patriots jailed and exiles and dozens executed
· 2nd wave of rebellion easially repealed
· Church condemned rebels and refused sacrament
· 250 people die (most of them rebels)
· Upper Canada, colonial admin had long been controlled by group of York tories known as “family compact”
· Dominate legislative and executive councils
· Control upper canada’s economy
· Mostly anglocan, made up mostly of loyalists and early british immigrants
· Upper Canada to be mostly british and mostly English
· Land set aside for protestant clergy served as flashpoint for political tension in Upper Canada
· Established church
· Church to obtain land (but refuse others to benefit from the system)
· Methodism is growing fast in upper Canada
· Bishop Strong hates the Methodists



· Rebellions in lower Canada provided an opportunity for Mackenzie and his followers to act
· Aftermath of rebellions, british suspended representative government and civil liberties in lower Canada
· London dispatched prominent british liberal, lord durham, to inquire into canadian situation and propose solutions
· Durham recommended a union of Upper and Lower Canada as best way to ensure the assimilation of French candians
· Canada west/est were granted equal number of member in the province of Canada’s legislative assembly
· 42 members from new section of colony and 42 from others (82 members total) 
· Favored Canada West (bigger population then Canada East
· 1850 – Canada west population surge (political system to work against itself, more French Canadians)
· Weaken and assimilate French Canadians – but after a few years French are more
· All reformers from French/English form together (want similar goals)
· Lower Canada = French civil law, upper Canada = british law
· London granted responsibly government to the province of Canada in 1848 
· God -> queen -> GG -> executive council--- (<- legislative assembly <- voters) /legislative council
· Angry torries burned the colonial parliament in montreal to the ground to protest the rebellion losses bill of 1849
· Province of Canada
· Resolve issue of upper canada’s clergy reserves
· Abolished seigneurial system
· Created publicly-funded separate school system for Canada west (French candadians “messing” with Canada west affairs), no public school – protestant schools and catholic schools only
· Was granted jurisdiction over native people in 1860 (assimilating native people
· Bleus of Canada east were allied with moderate conservatives of Canada West
· Cartier allied with Macdonald
· Lead bleu conservative coalition
· The rouges les by Dorion embodied radicalism in Canada est
· Dorion/Brown coalition
· Ater rebellions, French candians increasingly sought guidance in their most stable institution – roman catholic church
· Power increased in mid-19th century
· Church didn’t lead everything – power not imposed on population
· Cape Breton reunited with NS  1820
· Newfoundland became colony 1835
· NS reveiced responsible government in 1847
· 1840s, London gradually repealed the legislation that had allowed it’s NA colonies to enjoy preferential access to british and west indian markets
· Britain “cut loose” montreal?
· London negotiated reciprocity treaty with united states on behalf on British NA in 1854
· Canadian economy to go away from british economy (orbit)
· Canada to drop dollar in 1859 (no longer the pound)
· New railway lines to connect us to US
· 1850 – MTL =biggest city (before was quebec) – canada’s economy = contimentalised 
· Temperance movement spread throughout british NA in the mid-19th century
· Protestants want to outlaw alcohol (catholic wants to restrict alcohol)
· British NA women faced number of legal/social barriers in mid-19th century
· Women excluded from voting in 1849 to “protect them”
· Women contribution to economy devalues
· Violently anti-Catholic Orange Order emerged as one of british NA leading organisations
· Often have to call in british army
· Northwest and pacific coast were experiencing a great deal of change in the 18th/19th century
· Hurdson bay company/NW company
· Hudson bay to move into NW territory = “war”
· Hudson bay company to take over NW company (amalgamation)
· Resource depletion = moving westward
· Arrival of horse gave greater mobility to first nations and contributed to a period of significant migration on Prairies
· Intensify competition and warfare between first nation (whoever has more horses = better and stronger)
· Fur trade in NW would lead to rise of new people = Metis
· Blend of natives and European
· Centered on red river
· Economy centered on buffalo
· Britain claimed sovereignty over far north, though it exercised litted effective control over region
· First nations in North pacific coast experienced contact with Europeans in late 18th century
· Spain/Russia/british/american to want to take control of NW
· Britain and US choose to jointly occupy much of what today is british colunbia, Oregan, and Washington state in 1818
· To not let Russians take this (they need this for the fur trade and economy = sea otter fishing)
· Britain./US agreed to compromise/divided region along 49th parallel
· But Vancouver island remains british

· Industrialisation and territorial expansion
· Confederation of british NA
· Long process – traced vacj ti 1850s and only completed in 1949 (newfoundland comes in)
· British support = key to success to have our own state/country
· Cant just pull out – need to know they can defend themselves
· Canadian inspiration ; written by canadian
· Confederation =/ independence from britan = internal/responsible government 1848 before confederation
· (external) canadian affairs are still by britan till 1920
· American civial war – backdrop for confederation debate
· Washinton initially turned away to activities of fenion brothers
· Being coloones together toi protext eachother
· Political system of province Canada = defendable
· Canada west wants res by pop
· Canada east doesn’t
· Hard to control/lead as politicians
· George brown entered into great coalition with john A macdonald/G.E.C
· Rouge = republique
· September 1864 – debates 3 maritime colonies come together to discuss maritime union
· 1 month later to meet in quebec to hammer down a deal
· Don’t want legislative
USELESS PEN

· British Columbia entered dominion of Canada in 1871
· Macdonald promises debt release and a railway
· Britain transferred sovereignty over arctic archipelago to Canada in 1880 (arctic north)
· Series of numbered treaties relinquishes native title over the entire canadian praries
· 1871-1921
· Native took over sovereignty to provide settlement for Europeans
· Promises not honored by canadian government because mcdonald promises the railway instead
· Competing for resources
· Boiling point for promises – appeal to Louis Riel to return to NW and lead agitation with the canadian government to honor promises (protest)
· Riel to agree and petitions sent to Ottawa demanding honor of promsies and federal assistance for resources and to limit settlement on their land
· Agitation turns violence 
· Northwest Rebelion began march 1885 when metis/first nations warriors launched a series of assaults on NWMP and federal installations
· Federal government to dispatch troops to NW via railway 
· Rebellion suppressed quickly 
· Canada’s most famous trials – Riel was found guilty of high treason and sentenced to death
· Refuses insanity plea like lawyers were telling him to do
· Riel wasn’t involved in military side – just on the political side
· Verdict = mandatory death sentence because of high treason
· Asked macdonald to step in and ask for clemency to a life sentence instead of a death penalty (quebec pushes for this but Ontario wants to avenge Scott’s death in 1870)
· Macdonald refuses to grant him an appeal/clemency (doesn’t want to lose votes in Ontario instead of quebec
· Most opinion were satisfied but French Canadians were outraged 
· People think he was hanged because he was French/catholic instead of English/protestant – Macdonald would have done something 
· Riel affair marked beginning of conservative party’s decline in quebec and also at federal lvl
· Quebec acted as the main deciding factor for conservatives
· Conservative less popular – after Macdonald dies it is ran by weak leaders
· Laurier would lay groundwork for liberal party to become, 20th century, canada’s party of government
· 1887 laurier as leader
· Moderate liberal instead of party rouge
· Liberal party to seem better for quebec
· Severe recession struck the European and NA economies in 1873
· “Canada’s forgotten depression” – 25 years of failure
· Vienna stock fails – American banks fail
· 1874-1879 worst years
· American tariffs are on the rise, interest rates soar, inflation/deflation
· Many banks collapse 
· Macdonald national policy sought to foster economic growth and industrial development through high tariffs, railway construction and settlement of prairie west
· Encourage immigration to canada
· Booster production, make a better market and boots money
· Southern Ontario/SW quebec have greatest economic protection and have the best boosts
· National policy was particularly harmful to the economy of maritime provinces
· Region’s economy benefits from NE – but fail when tariffs are higher cause they don’t want to trade after
· Blame confederation for their problems cause they never wanted to be with Canada
· Also blames national policy cause of high tariffs – and concentration economy boosts in Ontario/quebec
· National policy was centrepiece of Macdonald’s political resurgence and has made him into nationalist icon
· Macdonald wanted to sign reciprocity agreaments with US 
· “if we can’t have reciprocity and trade, we will have reciprocity and tariffs”
· Doesn’t really work
· In spite of economic woes, dominion steadily industrialised
· Shops (biggest was somewhat like 10 people) replaced by factories
· Capital becomes concentrated
· Small entrepreneurs bought out by bigger factories
· 1840 – business owner = running the place
· 1900s – factories have up to 20 000 employees
· Growth of mechanization (machines play a bigger role) – still opens up employment to unskilled workers
· Skilled workers are downgraded to semi-skilled unskilled workers and wages are decreased
· Shoe maker – makes 2 pairs a day competing against shoe production that make 100+ a day
· Wages for women and children were very low
· Men = 1-1.50/day, children/women is way lower
· Labor unions – want 8 hour days instead of 12 hour days and 6 days a week
· Women working under sweating system (paid for how many units they produce)
· Working conditions are horrible
· American labour union, knights of labor, was candas largest union in late 19th century
· Unions controlled by foreign interests (protect American)
· Confederation prompted flurry of railway contruction
· Connect west/east
· CPR (canadian pacific railway)
· Many other regions that had railways
· Quebec to have a large railway – wheat in Manitoba shipped to quebec to produce flour
· Railway money to have many scandals ; Macdonald government collapsed – CPR funding Macdonald and he is subsidizing their costs
· Difficult economic conditions drove hundreds of thousands of Canadians to migrate to industrial centres of US
· Cost dominion of Canada 2.8 million citizens
· 1930 – 9% of American immigrants born in Canada
· Canada = country of emigrants instead of immigrants
· French canadian migrants established a number of “petit canadas” in NE
· 1900 ; 10 most French speaking cities in America = NE
· Macdonald encourages people to come back home to Canada – but doesn’t work
· Many Canadians are migrant and settler in prairie west or settle in America 
· Immigrants entered dominion in large numbers often to settle in the west
· Country to contribute most immigrants = Britain 
· Chinese labourers brought in to help build canadian pacific railway
· Urbanisation kicking into high gear in 1880s
· Toronto/Hamilton/montreal
· Quebec/Ontario still most urban provinces
· Winnipeg is a major center of this also
· Population density increases – cities = dirty = more deaths cause of diseases
· Lacrosse was canadas most popular sport in the late 19th century
· 20th century = baseball, then hockey most popular
· Many attractions to pop up
· Late 19th century to always have better newspapers
· 1880s – first phonograph (records)
· Art/culture to develop

· War and imperialism, 1896-1918
· Economy./society
· Minority rights
· Imperialism, nationalism, reformism
· WWI
· Industrialisation kicks into high gear in 1896-1918
· First phase Fueled by coal, 2nd phase fueled by electricity
· St-lawrence and tributaries dammed by private corporations (paper, aluminum, textile industry to benefit from this)
· Manufacture to be driving canadian economy (most profitable)
· British investing direct money in Canada, americans to set up branch plants in Canada (like ford Canada)
· National policy was pursued under liberal gov of sir wilfrid laurier, swept conservatives out of office in 1896
· Liberals to settle for plan B – national policy
· “if we cant have reciprocity trade, have reciprocity tariffs”
· Canadian manufacturers shielded from American imports, and have cheap labour – to then prospered in early 20th century
· Many monopolies – big buy out small
· Outside of core – higher prices for goods and lower prices to sell to others (core = montreal to Windsor?)
· Rural canadian poorly served by nations highly centralized urban banking system
· Desjardins sought to foster rural economic decelopment by founding network of caisses populaires
· Rural Canada to have increased economy/prosperity eventually 
· Many prices to rise steadily (especially during WWI)
· Population was almost 50% urban by 1921
· Many immigrants to come – which helped to the growth of canadas urban population
· Rise of cottage country – for the rich to escape urban places
· 1900 Labour unions displaced knights of labor as dominant trade union in Canada
· Foreign union – not like ours (protect mostly americans)
· Counter threat – church began to establish catholic labour unions (behaved same way as AFL but for Canadians instead)
· Population increased from 4.8 million 1891 to 8.8 million 1921
· Birth rate to drop but still high
· Mortality rate on decline – advances in medicine, public health
· Emigrations to US to decline, more Canadians find work in Canada and less leave
· Immigrations to increase to Canada (port quebec/Halifax) – massive years of immigrations before WWI
· Most immigrants from britain and US – new wave though to be more diverse (larger numbers from non-british from south of Europe)
· Many immigrants settled on farms in canadian west (1/3 of people living in west are either born in US or have US parents)
· Development of Marquis wheat also helped western settlement
· Lack of available land in US makes Canada a better place to immigrate to
· Many people leave quebec/Ontario to settle in prairie west
· Immigrants to also settle in urban areas
· 1896 gold rush in Klondike brought americans to Yukon
· Most immigrants return home after the rush
· Jew emerge as major ethnic/religions group in early 20th century (mostly urban immigrations)
· Italians also came to Canada (largest non-british groups)
· Asian immigration cut by restrictive quotas and head taxes
· Manitoba abolished French/catholic education in 1890
· “equal rights” not just have 1 language
· Manitoba school act – unconstitutional, but macdonald not willing to re-establish catholic education in Manitoba
· Didn’t want to undermine the orange lodge? Biggest community of English school?
· Laurier negotiated weak compromise with Manitoba premier greenway
· Laurier elected mostly cause of quebec – want change and things to be fixed but don’t want to trust conservative government
· Catholic system was “after school” programs and not a daily basis school
· 1910, franco-ontarians represented about 8% of provinces population
· Minority, but are growing rapidly
· Kids attended bilingual schools
· Many argue that Ontario shouldn’t be bilingual province and want to assimilate it to English
· Regulation 17 abolished publicaly-funded bilingual education in Ontario after grade 2
· Unleashed storm on controversy in French Canada
· Strict hard and make French Canadians wonder what’s happening
· French schools didn’t have constitutional protection
· Some teachers defied the law and still taught French (when inspectors would come they would hide French books and pretend to only learn English, then when they left they would continue learning French)
· Regulation 17 only taken out in 1944
· With Riel affair and Manitoba school questions, regulations 17 fuelled nationalist sentiment in French Canada
· French candians to have different ideas of dominion
· Many English Canadians didn’t recognize and accept French Canadians as equal parts and don’t want bilingualism apart from in Canada
· Late 19th century and early 20th, progressive growth of roman catholic church’s influence in Quebec
· Characterised by progressive adaptation of several protestant denominations to modern world
·  Biblical criticism foster social dospel movement and movement to create united church, formed in 1925
· Temperance movement (led by women clergymen) begun to make serious headway
· Movement to increase consumption of alcohol
· Favored prohibition of alcohol
· Pressure on federal government to do something – laurier to have a plebiscite (like a non binding vote of the people) – laurier to declare it a non-conclusive result and allows own provinces to decide on their laws
· Briefly in WWI, federal government to implement prohibition
· Womans suffrage – English speaking Canada
· Woman cant vote – politics is equal to the man’s job s and interest while woman are only rto take care of the home/other jobs
· If woman want to bring forth temperance, prohibition, they will have to be granted the right to vote to put in progress these changes
· Rise in imperialist sentiment amond English speaking Canadians
· Nationalism/conservatism attached to british institutions – rallied many English Canadians 
· imperial bond with british that made Canada who it is, without it – would just fade and go into the US (without Britain there’s no Canada)
· Henri Bourassa, French canadian nationalist championed canadian independence, provincial autonomy, minority rights and bilingualism
· Everyone views US as the bad guys to imperialism, but Bourassa views that britain are the bad people because we wont have our own independence if they don’t leave us alone
· Canada should be involved in british 
· Laurier tried as best as he could to manae the tension between imperialist and nationalist aspirations
· South African war – british government asked Canada to contribute troops to help subdue Boer forces(1899)
· Many english Canadians wanted to see Canada to come to britains aid but most French didn’t want to have anything to do with this
· Laurier says – if we send troops to Africa, we’ll have to send troops everywhere after and he doesn’t want that but if he doesn’t send troops he’ll be thought as a traitor and doesn’t want to help Britain 
· Has to be careful to send troops or not because his main support is quebec which is French but everyone else is English
· Laurier created distinct canadian navy in 1910, but this navy would revert to british control in the event of war
· Should Canada be involved in imperial affairs or should they stay out of it?
· Navy created (2 ships for atlantic and pacific), canadian navy but in the possibility of a war, canadian navy would revert to british national navy and be controlled by them
· Bourassa to form alliance with conservative party and wants to go against Laurier in the elections (plays a major role in Lauriers defeat to Borden)
· Outside of quebec, central issue of 1911 election was canadian-american reciprocity
· US to offer trade agreement with Canada – Laurier jumps on the offer and makes it the main point of his campaign
· Laurier made a “double promise” and lose French votes for helping britian and English votes for promising free trade = no votes which Borden then sees and works with his advantage
· Conservatives to launch campaign that reciprocity is bad, weaken Canada and makes US powerful = eventually become and fade into US
· Borden to be in power from 1911-1921 – economic expansion, responsible for WWI business and conscription
· WWI marked major turning point in nations history
· Britain (Canada) joins and declares war after Germany invades neutral Belgian (declared neutral and british said they would protect them)
· 1914 – received news that british are in war and many conflicts ensue with various degrees of enthusiasm (many immigrants – citizens from Germany/Hungary have voting rights removed)
· French candians say they should participate in the war (believed that war will be short) – churches urge to everyone to help Britain defeat the threat
· Mid 1915, everyone sees that the war will last longer than expected (trench war)
· 15-16 english Canada accuse French Canada of not pulling it’s weight and helping out in the war
· Borden government passed legislation providing compulsory military service in 1917 (to yield 500 000 troops) – Bourassa thinks it’s insane cause there wont be many young Canadians after that to continue Canada…
· Only way to reach target of 500 000 people – they will have to enable conscription to help Britain
· French speaking Canada hates this because they don’t feel the need to help Britain (maritimes and prairies not pleased either)
· Borden used majority to extend his parliament by a year because of the war and tehre’s no time to have elections (most English speaking liberals joined borden’s union government but laurier and his French canadian MP’s refused
· December 1917, Borden faced electorate in canada’s most fraudulent election (grants women to vote but only if their husbands are in the army – says “they will die if you don’t help us”), removes vote from Canadians born in enemy nations, allow all soldiers to vote (most soldiers aren’t 21 which is legal age to vote, most are 16-20), soldiers are allowed to vote in the riding of their choice (if they come from Toronto, they know Borden will win so they tell soldiers to vote in another liberal riding to make Borden win)
· Borden wins with an easy majority
· March 1918 – anti-conscription riots in quebec city claimed several lives and were repressed by army
· Martial law (army granted police power)
· Conscription to be proved as failure, many people want to be exempt from the draft for their personal reasons
· Vast majority of Canadians who saw action during Great War were volunteers, not conscripts (many people didn’t want to be forced into war so they decided to just join on their own will to not be embarrassed
· Conscription crisis radicalised quebec;s nationalist movement, which would now be led by Lionel Groulx
· 620 000 canadian server during WW1 – 420 000 to have seen action in foreign contries (1/2 of men who saw action killed or injured in combat) – US to join war in 1917 who yield same army and have same casualties but are 10x size of Canada
· War-related explosion flattened huge sections of Halifax in 1917 (largest pre-nuke man made explosions before Hiroshima)
· Canadian troops played major role on western front (if Canada didn’t sacrifice so much, would the allies really have won the war?) – Canada helped more then just with troops = food, ammo, support
· Royal Newfoundland Regiment fought at Gallpoli and was decimated on Western Front
· Local regiments wiped out which meant no more young men in that district/town from where they came from
· Life in trenches was hellish
· Snipers, artillery, gas warfare, missing limbs, most soldiers under 21 = minors
· Emergence of modern warfare = planes, tanks
· Most troops killed by desease, but most troops that are killed in warfare are killed by artillery
· Step towards independence when it was allowed to send delegation to the Versailles peace conference in 1919
· Canada wasn’t born at Vimmy ridge
· Canada admitted to new league of nations to have collective security and prevent future war
· Americans finally view Canada not as Britain junior but as an actual state of autonomy and can actually do something good
· WW1 to bring many changes – government to expand role in canadian society, economy to grow, rationing to help Britain,

· Economy/society
· Growth federal state
· Newfoundland enters confederation
· Cold war Canada
· Postwar culture and consumption
· Postwar years
· Prosperity growth in Canada
· Wages increase faster than inflation
· Unemployment is no longer in Canada
· Era of consumerism 
· Before war – people put off buying stuff, after war everyone goes to buy stuff and spends their money
· Demand for Canadian exports in Europe and US
· Cold war keeps economy at a high for Canada (stimulate growth)
· Reconstruction of Europe – canadian companies/workers to help
· Marshal plan, use American funds to purchase canadian goods (Europe)
· Continetalised economy
· American companies to help Canada but is also that they made Canada a more American place (American companies coming to us)
· Britain on the decline and rise in american defense spending = Canada to be dependant on American goods
· Massive oil deposit discovered in Leduc, Alberta
· Era of petroleum prosperity in alberta
· Before oil deposit discovery, alberta was a pretty poor province overall
· To produce massive pollution – but no one really cared
· Manufactory/services sector based economy
· Immigrants entered Canada in postwar years
· Most from Europe
· Large part of urbanization is Canada
· Brtain, france, Belgium, Holland -> war brides brought to Canada because of their husbands
· Baby boom era during postwar years (45-65)
· Prosperity and promising life
· People putting off marriage, children in early war years – huge decline ; everyone wants to have kids now that the war is over
· Good period = birth rate up (good economy/prosperity) , bad period = birth rate down (war)
· Good healthcare, good economy, medical science was on a rise and medicine was being developed (better and more vaccines are now available and being developed and antibiotics)
· Children were center of social discourse and significant force behind economic growth
· Market targeted at children because they have money to spare and want to get kids to buy stuff
· Postwar years = child centered era
· Kids wanted more, parents spoiled them, kids didn’t learn discipline and how to not always want everything
· 1950s ; rise of adolescence as social construct – not viewed as “young adult” but as “big kids”
· When you were 15 before, you had to contribute to the family budget, but now parents don’t need that money and don’t need the kids to go out and work
· “allowance” for kids is what you see 
· Kids stayed in school longer and now complete school more often (you need a degree to get any job)
· Women’s participation in workforce began to grow again in late 40s 
· War was over – women should go back to household duties but women keep working in actual jobs
· Even with rapid economic growth, wealth was poorly distributed during postwar years
· Many people were still poor
· Atlantic Canada ; were earning 50% less then most canadian (average)
· Average wages were way lower for women than men (women were thought as a “bonus” to their household income)
· English was language of business in quebec
· Canadas big banks gave less money to French Canadians
· Foreign affairs, department of finance (apparently not good with money) – didn’t hire =French Canadians
· Growing middle class were mad with foreign affairs (pissed they were 2nd class citizens instead of being first class)
· Institutional standpoint, quebecs catholic church reached height of power in 1950s
· Influence to decline in Canada after war
· Out of touch with postwar quebec
· Middle class frustrated with church – if you wanted to become burse, easiest way was to become a nun ; if you wanted to get a higher position you couldn’t because most of those positions were held by priests
· Church involved in too many things which pisses people off ; to become anything you need to either be a priest of a nun
· Nationalist rhetoric in quebec was becoming increasingly secular
· Neo-nationalism criticised by group of young intellectuals who came of age during postwar years
· Pierre Trudeau/Pelletier
· 1945, federal government began to dismantle war machines
· Service men were laid off/off duty
· Sold many of its machines for low prices
· Public sector growing rapidly – many people to be able to have a middle class life
· Size/power of federal start on a high
· Federal equalisation payments instituted in 57 ; gives money to (poorer) provinces to help them improve standards of living in canada – most provinces have been recipients of the payments (territories aren’t included in this)
· Alberta (for one) never got this payment and is basically giving their money away to others
· Welfare state were established by federal government in postwar years (not welfare as in low income people)
· Old age pension now at 65 instead of 70
· Government to be more involved in education and healthcare, gives grants, helps hospitals
· Issues of healthcare viewed as a national problem instead of local
· Duplessis fought hard to prevent federal involvement in education, healthcare, social affair
· Only partially successful but saved Canada in a way (we somewhat wouldn’t have provinces today on the path it was going, we would have more of less big municipalities) prevented centralization
· Saint-Laurent run Canada from 48-57
· Many policies stolen from CCF
· Liberal party to make canadian independence fully concrete
· 1949, supreme court becomes highest court
· Supreme court to always side with federal government
· Canadas emergence of middle power
· Important role in creating the new UN
· Diefenbaken formed majority government in 58
· Made bill of rights, not charter of rights
· Tried to get Canada connected with comonwealth countries
· Voters given 3 choices in first referendum for newfoundlands future
· Return to responsible government from back in 33 (governing themselves)
· Continuance of commission government (britain having power over them)
· Confederation (them joining Canada)
· Roman catholics = want responsible government while protestants = want confederation
· Couldn’t make a decisions = vote dropped
· 2nd referendum = confederation won votes (only by small majority)
· Promise of social programs and transfer payments tipped scales in favor of confederation
· Ceremonies were small, most ppl didn’t want it really
· Cold war began after WW2
· 2 big superpowers wanting to be the ruler
· Defense spending rose significantly in 40s, and anti-communist sentiment 
· After WW2, US/Canada had a permanent military alliance
· Founding member of NATO – sent troops to fight in Korean war
· Forces placed in Germany remained there for most of cold war
· Canada/US to form NORAD to integrate air defences
· Postwar growth in wages and sovial programs fuelled consumerism
· More people bought cars, acquired modern plumbing, radio, television, electrical appliances (fridges)
· Cultural changes – 40 hour work week became the norm
· Culture change – more leisure time = do w/e you want with it
· Rural life to be transformed, they finally got electricity
· Broadcast TV came to Canada is 52 – played important role in culture change ; hockey night in Canada was very popular, game shows, news
· Cars became generalized in 50s ; important for teens (place of ownership, could move around) – expansion of culture, could get to places faster (leisure time ; cottage country)
· Paid vacation was being generalized – not only for wealthy people
· Housing boom in postwar – suburban living was to get people out of the city away from the noise for peace and quite
· 50s – people didn’t like sexual references
· 45-60 ; number of students doubled

Era of change(60 – 82)  (NEED NOTES)
· 1970s episode of terror : October crisis
· Terrorism ; FLQ ( front liberation Quebec) violence 
· Only violence can spark revolution in quebec
· October crisis to beging with kidnapping of british trade commissioner james cross and ask for demands (-release of 23 jailed FLQ members, -payment of 500k in gold, -aircraft to take cross’ kidnappers to a safe haven in cuba/Algeria) – if they don’t reply they will kill him
· Federal government doesn’t comply and deadline is passed, cross isn’t killed but after deadline expired, they kidnapped qubecs minister of labor pierre laporte
· Wanted to set stage for liberation and revolution to actually happen
· Win/win situation = government gives in ; weak government, government doesn’t give in ; they start arresting many ppl and make it seem like a bad government
· FLQ was small/unstructured organization but ppl think that it’s a big organization that plans everything (FLQ making itself look bigger than it actually is)
· Quebec premnier Bourassa asked federal gov to send troops to quebec to assist police protecting official and public buildings
· Trudeau’s hatred quebec nationalism makes it more powerful to resolve and crush the FLQ
· Trudeau implies the war measures act – only implied during WW1/WW2 during war times to stop spies, first time implied during peaceful times (declared FLQ unlawful association, allowed police to arrest and search suspected terrorists without warrant, allowed police to hold suspects without charging them or granting them bail, allowed police to deny suspects access to a lawyer
· Dozens of police raids launched and 497 people arrested
· Pierre laporte was killed in retaliation for the invocation of war measures act
· December 3rd, james cross freed by police, laportes killers captured, crisis over by January
· Trudeau’s action during October crisis remain controversial (war measures act didn’t help in any way, if anything made things worse cause it got laporte killed
· Main political beneficiary of FLQ’s suppression was parti quebecois
· Accept quebec sovereignty as a legitimate party
· Trudeau technically negotiated with terrorism and gave parti quebecois a present to actually see them as a party
· Party quebecois won 76 quebec elections (they thought that the day after elections, quebec would fall apart cause they don’t know how to govern the province)
· 77, parti quebecois passed charter of French language (bill 101) – makes French more sustainable, limits English schools, makes English signs illegal
· Profound effect on English immigrants = makes French primary school to go to
· 1980 referendum asked Quebecers to giver levesque government mandate to negotiate sovereignty-association
· Turning point in campaign came after lise payette implied that deferalist women were “yvettes” (good girl who does everything her parents say)
· If you don’t vote for PQ then you’re an “Yvette”/do w/e you are told by others
· Trudeau promises to reform the constitution ensured a NO victory
· After he wins – patriates constitution without giving it to quebec
·  Only 2 premiers backed in out of 10 – courts tell him he can do it but it’s not good cause he doesn’t have majority
· Would give more power to people
· Sense in quebec that they don’t want to give more power to provinces
· Provinces want more power for themselves
· Patriation = gaining power to amend constitution
· For most amendments, the support of federal government plus 2/3 of provinces representing at least 50% of canadas population is required
· For amendments regarding monarchy, supreme court or amending formula itself, unanimity is required
· Amendment formula reached – new constitution contains charter of rights/freedom, recognized aboriginal treaty rights, included a notwithstanding clause, which would allow governments to override certain charter rights (but not democratic rights, language rights or mobility rights)
· Provinces can sometimes override charter provided province agrees
· With all provinces on side except quebec, Britain agreed to patriate canadian constitution
· 82 constituion created new political dynamic in Canada (federal government can’t do as it pleases)
· Supreme Courts can now play a bigger role in the decision making of Canada – more important in canadian politics
· Canadas birthrate continued to devline in 70s
· More social changes, divorce/abortion affects this
· Divorce/abortion more socially acceptable in society and more accessible to ppl
· Immigration policy was overhauled in late 60s and early 70s (rules/regulation for non white ppl scrapped and they now have a points system to join Canada)
· Before = most from Europe, after points = most from asia
· Trudeau formally rejected biculturalism and declared Canada to be a multicultural state
· Wants to help immigrants so that they will vote for him more
· French speaking Canada = hates multiculturalism
· Trudeau sought to redefine canadas place in the world (policy fails and is actually drawn closer to the US)
· 70s entered period of protracted economic difficulty
· 73 Opec crisis – oil prices increased way too much (era of cheap oil over)
· Sale Japanese cars to surge (impact on canadian brands)
· NA economy suffering from stagflation (prices increasing but economy isn’t growing, dropping 52% in 9 years) – silver coins stopped circulation (technically worth more than their actual face value)
· 77 – unemployed passed 10% in most provinces
· Manufacturing industry losing edge (strikes and less sales)
· Trudeaus policies worsened economic situation (federal deficits out of control, foreign review investment agency made canada less attractive to American investment, wage and price controls were unpopulkar and ineffective
· Trudeau barely clings to power in 72, claims majority in 74 and loses in 79 to Joe Clark (conservative minority)

· Contemporary Canada
· Free trade
· 80s were period of economic difficulty throughout the west
· Markets bad
· PC to become more popular – labor changes
· Shift towards knowledge based economy
· Shortly after being brought back into office, trudeau created national energy program
· Difficult to export canadian gas – able to have more affordable energy
· Help deteriorate canadian/US relations – we aren’t exporting as much anymore
· Americans shut out of buying canadian gas/oil
· Albertans upset at not being able to ecport (steal wests resources and use it for the easts benefits)
· 83-84 trudeau gov running out of steam
· Many cxanadians want another solution to economic problems
· Trudeau to retire in june 84
· Conservative aprty become reingvigorated under leadership of Brian Mulroney
· Promises to bring quebec into constitution with honor
· Polls off stunniung election victory (84) – with 51% of Canada
· Reduces liberal party to 40 seats
· Biggest victory of Canada (conservatives)
· Mulroney set about creating new climate for business and investment (goes to NY and says that Canada is open for business again)
· Scraps national energy program
· Makes revenue Canada (encourages foreign investment)
· Doesn’t dismantle welfare state
· Economist argue that answer to economic changes be with free trade
· Didn’t campaign on free trade but a few months later he then wants free trade (initiate trade talks with US in 85, deal with US to be reached in 88)
· By 88 – vast majority of goods that crossed border weren’t charged tariffs (almost 98% didn’t have tariffs, only some goods had tariffs)
· Preventative measure (us signed this to make sure there wasn’t any more national program, and Canada signed this to have access to US market – make sure we always have free trade – defensive measure)
· 88 free trade agreement covered more than just trade (tariffs would be eliminated over 10 year period, canadian cultural industries were granted an exemption(but americans can counter that and raise tariffs on something else), controls on foreign investments were loosened(treate each others investors as if they were from their owns nationals, corporations from both nations were granted access to government contracts(canadian companies can bid for US contracts, cannot be discriminated because of nationality –), dispute resolution mechanism was established (free trade court dispute settlement ; free trade court, can take other country to court to settle how they feel discriminated))
· Free trade agreement was a logical conclusion to make sure we can always be partners with US
· 88 free trade vote was one of canadas most divisive elections
· Liberals didn’t want this cause they argued this would destroy Canada and would block it since they have majority in senate ; call for elections
· One of the most expensive elections, most tense and most divisive election
· Supporters = being poor will destroy Canada instead of free trade, againsts = free trade will sell all our goods and we wont have nothing left (no more social programs)
· Most French speaking canadian = supporters, most English = against
· No vote = split, mulroney wins 
· Free trade produced layoffs in shirt-term, but fuelled growth in long-term
· No sure how many jobs lost because a mix of recession and free trade
· In long run, free trade was a good thing (we already had free trade but this was a good way to lock us into the fact to being closer to the US)
· 1993, NAFTA agreement extended free trade to mexico
· Free trade didn’t resolve in Canada being lsot
· Liberal party to eventually embrace free trade (wanted to scrap NAFTA but then decided to keep it ; chretien in favor of free trade)
· Free trade viewed as solutions to some problems
· Burdens associated with deficit spending were becoming increasingly evident
· Can run a deficit sometimes but can’t run on deficit all the time (spending more than what you can make)
· 35-40% spending was going to pay for re-servicing infrastructures that weren’t up to par
· Canadian government sluggish in 90s
· Structural deficit spending year after year to repair
· To fix this = either reduce spending or tax more
· Decide to raise taxes and increase revenue
· Mid 90s = voters hate tax increase so the next option is to cut spending
· Chretien to balance budget ; but has to cut spending (provinces, cut transfer payments to provinces = cuts to education and health care)
· Premier mike harris championed a “common sense revolution”  
· 90s = government to come back to positive balanced books
· Canadian economy experienced significant structural adjustment
· Automobile sector to decline, still had trouble to adjust to rise of Asian economy
· Canadian $ usually the same as American money but back then it was 60-70 cents less than US$ (actually helped us to cushion the impact of another fall)
· Regional disparity has grown in the last 20 years
· Manufacturing provinces = loss, gas provinces = growth
· Atlantic Canada was dealt a severe blow when cod stocks collapsed as result of over fishing
· By then you could pretty much suck all the cod out of the ocean instead of fishing it = not much more cod left = no more economy for it
· Cod = heart of newfoundland economy
· Federal government to limit cod catching (5-6 a year) ; no more commercial cod fishing
· Canadian farmers did not benefit from general rise in properity that occurred in late 90s
· Cheap food has improved canadian prospect 
· 1900 = spending about 25% of budget on food
· 2000 = spending about 7% of budget on food
· Era of cheap food is now over, food prices on rise = bad news for Canadians, but good news for farmers
· Recent economic growth and consumer spending were fuelled by spedculation and easy credit
· Could easily get credit, lower demands and higher price limits = ppl couldn’t pay it back
· No one had money to repay it = buy cars, houses ; buy now and pay later (increased spending for economy but ppl couldn’t repay)
· 2008 – economic bubble finally burst = stock and banking plunged into crisis and recession
· Decline in American consumer spending = affecting Canada because they don’t want to buy from us on a big scale
· Made Canada more dependant of American market 
· Sluggish growth = not helping Canada get out of the recession
· Even if no one was spending a lot and we weren’t in debt, we would still be affected by the recession cause were so close to the US market = still impact us on trade
· 75-8)% of exports are in the US
· Struggle for constitutional renewal re-emerged after mulruney landslide 1984 victory
· 87 meech lake accord would have :
· Allowed provinces to opt out of federal programmes in provincial areas of jurisdiction with full compensation (if Ontario wanted to pass something, and alberta didn’t want it they could opt out with no strings attached) , guaranteed provincial input into nomination of senators and supreme court justices (judges could have leniency with some constitutional laws in quebec), granted greater veto power to provinces over constitutional amendments, granted provinces more power over immigration, recognised quebec as a “distinct society”
· 10 provincial premiers and PM signed agreement, and really liked the idea
· Support for meech lake was high = only hardcore opposes didn’t want this
· Pier trudeau came out of retirement and launched crusade against meech lake accord
· Thought it would destroy Canada (unity)
· When provinces say it’s good = ppl believe it
· Collapse of meech lake accord can be attributed to several factors
· Mulroney government became increasingly unpopular in late 80s
· Many Canadians viewed agreements as undemocratic and overly centred on quebec (special standards for quebec)
· Distinct society clause was particularly unpopular 
· Quebec government passed bill notwithstanding charter of rights and freedoms in order to re-establish key provisions of bill 101 (use of notwithstanding clause of charter got noticed and then English speaking Canadians were mad and said they could use their power for other things and didn’t want that) (could use power to outlaw abortion ; even though they couldn’t do that)
· Ratification period was too long and several of premiers present at meech lake in 87 were no longer in office by 1990  (Manitoba/newfoundland didn’t want to sign it, new Brunswick said they no longer supported it ; collapse)
· Collapse of meech lake accord destabilised canadian politics and reinvigorated quebec independence movement
· Quebec didn’t want sovereignty, after meech lake accord failure = support for sovereignty = 75%
· Reform party and bloc quebecois would eventually claim much of the progressive conservative partys support
· Reform Drew much strength from meech lake signing (low taxes low spending, family values, elected, effective, equal)
· Bloc quebecois = formed on meech lake collapse (first separatist party on federal level)
· 92 charlottetown accord tried to reconcile constitutional demands of quebec with those of the rest of Canada
· Mulroney wanted referendum
· Tried to make everyone happy, but by doing that you make everyone unhappy
· Mulroney unpopular by this point (known as mr GST, free trade)
· Canadian party system collapsed during 93 federal election
· Progressive party reduced to 2 seats
· Kim campbell to come to power
· Collapse of progressive conservative party would ensure decade of liberal dominance
· Support from Ontario = liberal dominance (decade)
· Native militancy came to head during summer of 90s in Oka, Quebec
· Wanted to be recognized as self-government 
· Rise in native militancy
· Meech lake accord failure = bad summer for Canada
· Expand gold course on native land claim ; natives refused to allow construction cause it was ancestral land
· Leaves an officer dead
· Crisis escalated further after quebec government requested intervention of Canadian forces
· Negotiations finally came to an agreement
· Another violent confrontation between native protesters and police occurred in Ipperwash Provincial park in 95
· Native person killed = hostility to natives was the result 
· Alarming revelations of abuse in residential schools began to surface in 80s
· Various churches that ran schools were asked to compensate victims and apologize to those affected of the abuse
· Granted a degree of self-government ; but very little power ad action was given
· Inuit territory Nunavut was created in 99
· Nunavut = settlement for natives for somewhat self-governing?
· Anger over collapse of mech lake accord brought parti quebecois back into office in quebecs 94 provincial election
· Wanted to bring referendum on sovereignty
· Instead had a referendum on sovereignty association
· Momentum was on YES side
· Bitterness on meech failure still intense
· Federalist starting to get worried – if quebec leaves Canada it’ll be bad for everyone ; use scare tactics
· NO side won in 95 referendum by margin of less than 1% (probably fraud involved but there were some on both sides)
· Late 90s ; support for sovereignty becomes less popular
· Liberal party benefited from breakdown of canadas traditional part system in 90s
· Rise of bloc quebecois prevented majority gov because of quebec votes, but also prevented other parties from getting into power
· Late 03, canadas right wing parties merged into new conservative party
· Could be a major shift in political parties and votes
· 06, minority conservative government elected
· 91 collapse of soviet union ushered in period in canadian defence and foreign policy
· Defence cuts
· Canadian forces sent on number of missions in 90s
· Kuwait missions, Bosnia, Serbia
· Shocked by 9/11 attacks, Canada and US drew closer in months that followed (get though on terrorism)
· Strategic shifts were as found in Canada as US – Canada refused to join invasion of iraw but still helped out with troops (key roles in Afghanistan)
· 9/11 attacks heightened concerns regarding international terrorism in Canada
· Pushed by US to get tougher on security
· Environment became significant political issue in 80s and 90s
· Mulroney government to get US to take issue with acid rain
· Canada to champion Kyoto accord on climate change
· US failed to ratify change of climate – but are still doing better than Canada
· Gay rights became significant political issue in 80-90s
· Highly divisive in Canada
· Political leaders could accept this but didn’t want to at the same time ; supreme courts supported gay rights fully
· Canada welcomed hundreds/thousands immigrants, offset the effects of aging population
· Social changes began in mid20th century deepened in 90s
· Marriage rate 100 years ago very high but now sorta low
· Technology
· Ppl born after 85 are supposed to be less healthy (new generation?)
· Canadian population has been steadily aging since70s

· canadas march towards independence in 82 (process starts long before, representative government ; elections, assemblies, mid late 18th century given to us, internal self government, confederation =/ independence, previous constituions were given to us without consukltation but confederation was, 1848 = Canada, interwar years 1931 = Westminster, britain to keep control of constitution till 82 (asked them to keep it for us), ability for constitution patriated

· basic division of power characterises canadian federalism was established byt british NA act in 1867 (provincial power to grow steadialy, reversed in 30-80s, regain power to feds, provincial power grew again, constitutional reform fails 2 times, new charter of rights and freedom

· liberal party of Canada was party of government in 20th century (power 2/3 years, not sure if liberal to become party of Canada in 21rst century, some ppl say it’s going away

· roman catholic church played leading role in canadian society under French regime (emergence from non Christian religions, decline in religious practice in recent years

· british conquest was shick for French Canada (and to first nations, assimilations attemps, Ontario wanted to assimilate French, many wanted to protect mlanguage = French for quebec, nationalism=/ separatist, rise of independance movements, 

· canadas first nations experience progressive loss of their sovereignty from 17th century to 1960, dislocated native society, native reserves granted vote in 1960, trudeau attemps to abolish indian status, 

· presence of women in work forces increase during 2 world wars (gender relations, women granted right to vote in 1918, only some women in 1917 (scam to get borden back in), workforce of women to increase during wars, 60s to bring more changes, baby boomers rejected values of their parents, moves made for greater gender equality
