1. Language vs. Family vs. Dialect:

· 1 dialect > 2 languages WHEN: they are no longer mutually comprehensible
· when languages have a single common ancestor > family 

2. Prescriptive vs. Descriptive:

· prescriptive statements make judgments that aren’t necessarily true
· descriptive describes and tries to understand

3. Phonotactic Constraints:

· the restrictions in each English that are put on permissible combinations of sounds
· /h/ only occurs word or syllable initially, never at the end
· /ʒ/ and /ŋ/ cannot start words
· tʃ and dʒ are physically two sounds each EXCEPT for when you reverse the word

4. Goals of the IPA:

· IPA is necessary as a way to describe sounds 
· spelling can be highly ambiguous…
· IPA produces a way of communicating similar sounds in all languages

5. Linguist features of RP and Caribbean English:

· RP: /əw/ instead of /o/, and r-loss in syllable final position
· RP: once had h-loss in most words
· CARIB: ϴ  > t, think > tink
· CARIB: ð  > d, that > dat
· CARIB: one of the few dialects that still uses pure vowels (doesn’t add o --> [ow] and /e/ --> [ej])
